And now we have not only the 
movements of the performer on the 
motion picture screen, ’but also the 
voice.

The serious drawback to Radio re­
ception is the storage battery. There 
is always the risk of spilling the elec­
trolyte, or the cell may become leaky, 
besides the inconvenience Of getting 
it recharged. Dry cell tube» do not 
give the volume that storage battery 
tubes give, and up to now the only 
alternative has been to use the 201A. 
Experiments are being made endeav­
ouring to use the lighting mains for 
filament heating, but getting rid of 
the hum is the trouble. However, in 
course of time this will be effected, 
then away goes the clumsy storage 
battery, and the' expensive B batteries - 
as well.

With the Summer season approach­
ing, atmospheric roaring, and the 
“great outdoors’’ culling, interest in 
Radio will naturally lag for the next 
few months. This will be my last ef­
fort for a while, to pass on to others 
by way of the Telegram what has been 
my pleasure to glean from the study 
and reading of Radio problems and 
news. If course we will continue to 
have our local broadcasting, of which, 
as the Czarka man says, “we feel very 
proud.”

When Autumn comes, let us hope 
we will have tubes which operate 
from the lighting mains, B. battery 
eliminators, static eliminators, and so 
on. But, my earnest prayer is, that 
owners of regenerative receivers will 
have learnt how to operate their outfits 
so as not to cause annoyance to other 
listeners.

DEMPSEY STILL AT OUTS WITH 
BOXING MOGULS.

NEW YORK.—Jack Dempsey closed 
the book of his heavyweight champ­
ionship experience in New York ex­
actly as It was reopened when he ar­
rived in the metropolis with his wife, 
the former Estelle Taylor, to com­
plete the closing scenes of a moving 
picture.

After having been informed by Pro­
moter Tex Rickard that it would be 
Impossible to sign him for a title fight 
until after the Glbbons-Tunney and 
Wills-Welnert bouts here in June, 
Dempsey made no progress In hie 
peace overtures to the New York State 
Athletic Commission, which some 
time ago placed him on the Ineligible 
list for failure to satisfactorily an­
swer the challenge ot the negro, Har­
ry Wills.

The champion is scheduled to sail 
for Europe next week on a belated 
honeymoon.

Wills Is to box Charlie Welnert for 
the Italian Hospital Fund at the Polo 
Grounds, on June 19. «Should Wills 
fall to dispose of Welnert expeditious­
ly (and there are many who give the 
Newark Adonis a good chance to de­
feat the Senegamblan) the long talk­
ed of Dempsey-Wills match would be 
an impossibility. Apd if Gene Tunney 
and Tom Gibboni, who are to box on 
June 8, should put up an unlmpres- 
sible exhibition, they would go into 
the discard as possibilities.

Two points that have been raised 
against any further boxing by Demp­
sey—the possible objections of his 
wife and the fact that his new nose 
would be knocked askew are branded 
as Inconsequential by the champion. 
Dempsey maintains that his wife 
would not object to his meeting Wills 
or any one else. As for the new nose, 
of which so much has been made, 
Dempsey claims that it to no more li­
able to be busted than the old one.

The nose be now sports Is not a 
, trick nose at all, says Jack. There

was no Injection of parafln or other 
substances sometimes used by those 
who make a business of remodelling 
faces.

HOPPE-SCHAEFER TOUR ABAND- 
ONED.

Famous BflUlard Players Demanded 
Too Much Money-From French 

Promoters.
The French billiard promoters have 

rejected the financial demands of 
Young Jake* Schaefer and Willie Hop­
pe,, America’s premier billiardists, and 
as a result all negotiations for the 
proposed visit of the champion and 
former champion to Europe this sum­
mer have been dropped for the pres­
ent. according to an announcement 
made in New York by an official of the 
Brunswlck-Balke-Collender Company. 
The French offered Schaefer and 
Hoppe 40,000' francs and the players 
replied that each wanted 82,600 and 
expenses for a month’s work in 
France.

The French, however, have not giv­
en up hope, for the cable concludes 
with the message that “in case we see 
a possibility to come to some satis­
factory agreement, we will not hesi­
tate to re-open negotiations.’’ It was 
explained that the demands of Schae­
fer were equivalent to 130,000 francs, 
to which should be added a reasonable 
compensation to the French players, 
in short, an amount which could not 
be made in gate receipts in twenty 
days in the most favorable conditions 
and in the best time ot the billiard 
season.

PAAVO NURMI MADE THREE NEW 
MARKS.

Phantom Finn Races To Records At
MHe and Quarter, Mile And Half, 

And 2,000 Yards.
LOS ANGELES, April 30—Paavo 

Nurmi, the phantom Finn, thrilled 
35,000 fans at a track meet in the 
Coliseum here last night by toppling 
from its thirty year old pedestal, T. H. 
Coneff’s world record of six minutes 
46 2-5 seconds for the one and one- 
half mile. He ran the distance in 
6.42.5.

"Realizing for some time/ he said, 
“that Canada is rapidly approaching 
the state of a treeless country, I de­
termined to visit China an* see for 
myself Just what it means for a coun­
try to be denuded of forests. I had 
an opportunity of sflidying the entire 
coast line of that once greet empire, 
and of making numerous journeys 
into the interior to a distance of 300 
miles or more, and what I have seen 
has awakened in me a determination 
to use every endeavor to save Canada 
from belngf overtaken by a similar 
fate.

“China was once, as is .well knotAi, 
one of the world’s greatest countries. 
It Is still numerically a great nation, 
but beyond that it presents a picture 
of poverty, disease and famine hard to 
describe. Its degradation began with 
the destruction of its forests, and has 
reached1 depths that are almost be­
yond belief unless one sees with his 
own eyes. ^

Where Poverty Is Worst
"Millions of Chinese are to-day liv-
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on three or topr cents per day. 
men and children may be seen every­
where picking up animal refuse which 
is dried and used for fuel. Every par­
ticle of stuble or straw is raked up 
clean and used for the same purpose. 
Even the roots of bushes are dug up 

I and used for fuel, while human waste 
is Used to fertilize the ground to pro­
duce rice and vegetables which the 
people eat. This process has been 
going on for so long that the soil has 

1 become impregnated with the bacteria 
■ of every known disease, 
j “Whole families live on the ‘sanj- 
* pans,’ a primitive type of boat which 

infests the rivers of China. Children 
v are born, brought up and die on the 

water, and gain a living as scavang- 
ers. While the passenger steamers are 
in port these small boats swarm 
around the ship, the occupants using 
handnets or baskets to gather up such 
waste as may be dumped overboard 
which they use as food. All through 
the country there are signs of poverty 
and decadence. Human life is the 
cheapest thing extant. Men and wo­
men work as beasts of burden. There' 
is no formal Government, military 
control being everywhere the rule. A 
tourist isn’t allowed to travel any­
where in the interior except under 
military escort, and even (hen his life 
and person are not wholly safe. Ban­
ditry is still the casual occupation of 
many of the natives.

Downfall Due to Waste.
<1 “China, as I have said, once ranked 

highly among the civilized nations of 
the wofld. Its- downfall followed the 
destruction of Its forests. Its lands 
are no longer fertile. Its people are 
reduced to the borderland of starva­
tion. China is proof of the statement 
that a treeless nation is a decadent 
nation and it offers a lesson that other 
countries, Canada in particular, would 
do well to heed.

“As a. result of the loss of her 
forests China has become a blighted 
country, the victim of alternate storms 
and- droughts. Her land is still suf­
fering erosion at a rate almost beyond 
belief. For more than 100 miles at 
sea from the mouth of the great rivers 
the yellow mud is plainly visible In 
the ocean, bearing mute testimony to 
what follows when the land is stripped 
of its forest cover.

Canada Bound Same Way.
"Canada to-day has millions ot acres 

that are just as hare ot tree growth 
and of soil as are the barren lands in 
China while millions ot acres herd are 
undergoing the same process. Many 
of our large rivers are Just as yellow 
from soil content after any heavy rain 
as the yellow sea.

duty free flour, thus confirming 
breach of agreement. Our financial 
interests weje Informed of the fact 
and declined to lay out any money 
except on the terms of the contract 
With the Government on which money 
was subscribed.

It has transpired that our Informa­
tion, that the Tariff Commission were 
to recommend a duty of 25c. per bar­
rel on flour was not all the truth, as 
their recommendation was 35c. per 
barrel, but this the Government has 
seen fit to pass up.

Immediately upon the introduction 
of the budget this session the- atten­
tion of the Government was drawn to 
what they had done, and in order to 
make doubly sure of our ground, 
several of the outstanding members 
of the Executive were personally in­
terviewed and asked for an interpre­
tation of this particular clause of our 
agreement. Without exception all 
agreed no other interpretation could 
be made of it than that there was to 
be a margin of 25c. per barrel of flour 
between the custom's duty on wheat 
for milling and imported flour from 
the date of ratification of the agree­
ment during the life of same. The 
Government was asked to adhere to 
terms of said agreement or our finan­
cial backers would withdraw.

Having obtained no satisfaction 
from April 11th to 22nd, the com­
pany’s solicitors, Messrs. Blackwood, 
Emerson and Winter sent a letter to 
the Government in connection with 
the matter, but received not even an 
acknowledgment, and on April 30th a 
second letter was sent which brought 
a telephone response that the Govern­
ment was prepared to adhere to con­
tract and adjust tariff, but asking for 
an assurance that if this were done 
the company would go ahead with 
construction. This information we 
transmitted to our Fiscal Agent in 
New York, who replied that agree­
ment with the Government speaks for 
itself and requires no action or as­
surance on our part, that when ready 
we would go ahead.

Copies of both these messages were 
placed in the hands of the Govern­
ment before noon on Monday, the 4th 
Inst. Yet in view of the accepted word 
from the Government, the budget de­
bate c’osed Monday night without 
any attempt on the part of the Gov­
ernment to rectify the wrong done.

This means, Mr. Editor, that were, 
we to accept the action of the Gov­
ernment as final, there would be no 
flour mill; but given health, strength 
and a fair amount of justice we do 
not propose to be so lightly gotten 
rid of.

There is a more serious aspect of 
the whole situation than has yet been 
mentioned and that is that purs is not 
merely an agreement with the Gov­
ernment, but it has been passed upon 
by both branches of the Legislature 
and therefore reflects upon Govern­
ment and Opposition in both Upper 
and Lower Houses.

'revision, and that a new tariff would 
be submitted to the next session of 
the Legislature. So far as it was pos­
sible we had ascertained that the new 
tariff to be submitted 4rould give a 
duty of at least 25c. per barrel on 
flour, and accepting clause 6 (a) of 
our contract with the Government as 
prima facie evidence that we were 
to be given that preference we agajn 
took up the matter of finances with 
New York Bankers, and for ,a second 
time were successful in interesting 
the necessary capital upon the terms 
and conditions of said contract.
