It was easily
calculated that in most offices  the
cost of the upkeep of inkwells in one
year would be more than sufficient
to provide every clerk with a fount-
ain pen. The principal feature about
the use of machinéry in offices was

| that, as compared with human labour,

work ?ould be done with greater ac-
curacy and speed, as well as econ-
omy. ~Accuracy was the most import-
ant factor in any office; next came
promptness, cost being distinctly
third.

Unemployment Theory.

With regard to the human aspect of
the matter, it was sometimes thought
that the introduction of machinery
led to ynemployment because of the
increaged output which one operat-
or was able to effect with 8 machine.
Theoretically that was, no doubt, true,
but in the long run it was certainly
wholly untfue. What Adam Smith
said 115 years ago had proved true
every since: ~“Where machines are
in use we find upon the whole that
thé workers are in every way better
off than they would be if they worked
by hand.” Increased output helped
business all round. The Immediate
result might, at least in theoty, be
to throw.a number of persons out of
work because a smaller number could
get through the same quantity of
work with the aid of machines, but
in practice it was not usually pos-
sible to change over from one system
to another with such rapidity as to
make matters work out in that way.
Ta_ practice what frequehtly hap-
pened was that work increased, and
it was imperatively necessary to cope
with the increased volume of work,
which was sometimes hampered by
the fact that it was impossible to ex-
tend the business premises. More-
over, the introduction of, machinery
was generally gradual, and there was
no difficulty over the question of un-
emyloyment so long as the staff was
not unteachable.

Another aspect of the guestion was
that many persons thought that the
tendency of the use of machinery was
more and more to limit the work of
an individual to a series of repetitions,
which must become monatonous, but
he could not see that repetition work
by machinery was more monotonous
than repetition work by hawd. It
was no more monotofious to operate
a typewriter than to write with &

Liquor Laden Vessel

SCHR. MINNEGAN HAS VALUABLE

NORTH -SYDNEY, Dec. 2—Word
was received here this morning that
the unfortunate schr. Minnegan, com-
manded- and owned by George Her-
ridge, of this town, was seized by the

Customs .authorities at "'Bay of Is--

lands, Nfid., and was likely to Le con-
fiscated, her cargo in all consisting
of upwaird of three thousand gallons
of rum and considerable whiskey.

An infraction agédinst the Customs
regulatious is the charge preferred
against the schooner and her com-
mander.” Since coming off the coast
early Taut Spring, the Minnegan had
a hard Tow to hoe. The fleet of re-
venue cutters kept a watchful eye on
her every miovement, so much so in-
@eed that this Fall, or about a fort-
night ago, she had upwards of three
thousand gallons of rum on board,
having no chance to get clear of it.

The Minnegan was & victim of the
awful storms that prevailed on the
coast, and was compelled to seek shel-
ter in the safe harbour of North Syd-
ney on diffcrent occasions, each time
under great expense, At one time she
was obliged to go on the slip to un-
dergo extensive repairs, the storm
dealing with her quite harshly. This
was about the last time the schooner
was in port. She no sooner cleared
for sea than the cutters Stumble-In
and No. 2 followed close on her heels,
and as there was nq other craft out
in the row, she was compelled to seek
new pastures. Hence 1t was she was
seized at Bay of Islafids.

The law in Newfoundland is very
ptrict in the case of vessels being
seized for a viclation of the Act. The
Minnegan is of Newfoundland regis-
ter, and therefore is not given the
same privilege as a vessel of foreign
register, particularly in the case of

‘being laden with a liquor cargo, such

as the Minnegan. Unless the latter
vesgel can show a clean sheet she will
likely forfeit her cargo of three thous-
and gallons of rum and stock of whis-
keya taken on board at St, Plerre, in
addition to her captain being fined one

The new hotel being built for the
Nfid. Facilities, Ltd., has been raised
to its full height and the work of lay-
ing the concrete roof is now nearing )
completion. The work of brick laying i
ard setting the Benedict stone, which !
is being used as trime is well in hand. !
The texture of the base course of!
stone work is granite and that of the
upper portions will be Indiana lime-
stone. This stone is being used in
most of the new hoiels, office build-
ings, etc., throughout America. Its
cool grey in contrast with the yellow
of the Scotch brick makes a very
pleasing effect. After the brick and:
stone work is completed the whole
face will h2 washed and cleanel with
special liquids which bring out the
real tone of the materials. As the
brick and .stone work is being laid
the hollow tiles used as backing are
placed and the whole banded togeth-
er. The hollow tile is conducive to
dryness and free ventilation. Unlike
buildings of solid masonry, those in
Which they are used do not sweat
Wwhen mild days follow a frosty spurt.,
A feature in building construction uot’
Been here before is the use of patent
scaffolding machines. They are sus-,
pended from above by steel cables and
afford absolute safety to the workmen.
These scaffolds are of-a type that can,
be covered in so that when the weather |
is cold or stormy the bricklayers can
continue working without inconveni-
ence. In a very short “while the
brickwork will be finished to the sec-
ond floor and it is the intention ef the
general contractors to close in the
windows and floor openings and by
means of temporary radiators heat the
flat so that simultaneous with th’eI
brickwork the interior trim and plas-
tering can be carried on throughout
the winter.
