They re­
quire a lot of aid in developing. Es­
pecially le this true of international 
relations, where vaster Interests and 
perils are all the time Impinging upon 
each other. If we clearly see that the 
new Europe is a factor In the world- 
problem with which we had not 
thought It necessary to deal before, 
our immediate business Is to ask how 
we ought to deal with It, what should 
be our altered attitude in the presence 
of this great alteration In Europe, and 
what Is the duty for America wMch 
in consequence 11* next at hand.

It Is not a question of working out a 
subtle or Intricate policy. The tMng 
can be stated In very simple terms. 
If we have to live with a new Europe, 
we should at once set about making 

I the unescapable relation pleasing and 
1 useful for both sides. Ever since the 
war, the leading European Govern­
ments have shown themselves most 
anxious to consult the United States 

; and to do what they thought would lie 
agreeable to us. In that tone of Eu­
ropean deference there has come to 
be a certain pause. Perhaps we shall 
not be no much Courted and flattered 
as we have been. Europe may now 
watt for us to make the advances. She 
may' feel that she has something to 
give aa well as to receive. However 
that may be, the work of adjustment 
to the new conditions In Europe reels 
primarily upon America.

It Is not merely a case of making 
! friendly gestures. We muet work out 
i forms of practical co-operation. The 
! first one that offers Itself is cordial 
! union with the European nations In 
I supporting the International tribunal 

1 of Justice. Certainly the Locarno set- 
\ tlement, with the new atmosphere in 
which It has bathed Europe, consti­
tutes one more 'powerful- argument for 
our adhering to the World Court.

The desire of our captious 
critics to make the Telegram 
appear the sounding board of 
the Government is father to the 

•thought, and is to such an ex­
tent at variance with actual fact 
as to make no denial necessary.
The Telegram has for better or 
worse expressed its views on the 
various questions^ which « have 
arisen as reason prompted or 
public interest appeared to dic­
tate, and it is greatly to the 
credit of the Government that 
not by word or action has it at­
tempted to influence the tone of 
the paper or to take, umbrage 
when criticism has been directed 
against any part of its policy.

With regard to the decisions 
of the Government, whenever 
criticism appeared necessary 
that criticism was expressed.
For example, it had been decid­
ed to change the drive on the 
roads from left to right and we 
opposed it. We also resisted the 
increase of speed on the city 
«treets from 10 to 20 miles an 
hour and suggested- 15. Both 
r-oints were conceded. When the 
Highroads Commission and the 
authorities appeared to be half­
hearted in enforcing the motor 
»ar regulations, they were criti­
cized in our columns and advised 
to enforce the Act. When the 
T.iquor Controller’s Department 
appeared to he lax, or gave the 
’"mpression that the collection of 
revenue rather than the enforce­
ment of temperance was their 
primary obiect, fhe Telegram 
did not hesitate to inform them 
of the general impression and 
make clear to them what their 
duties were.

It is not so long ago that a 
“cries of articles dealing with 
the tariff appeared in the Tele­
gram, and were of so critical a 
tone that our readers enquired 
whether the paper had forsaken 
■he side of the Government.
Those articles made it as clear 
as we could possibly make it that 
the high cost of living was due 
!n a large measure to the high 
existing,tariff, and we live in 
hope that'they will in due course 
have the effect desired.

The Department of Justice 
has been criticized: the Public 
Works Department,jwe have rea­
son to believe, have considered 
our comments severe with re­
gard to certain matters ; the 
Marine & Fisheries were made 
aware of our objections to the 
coastal service in Fortune Bay, 
and the Colonial Secretary’s De­
partment had an opportunity re­
cently to ascertain \ our views 
with regard to the curtailed 
Public News Service.

The above statements may all 
be verified by reference to our 
back files, but it is scarcely ne­
cessary to produce the proof in 
Mack and white, as the reading 
public are well àware of the 
truth of these statements, and 
further, have not been backward 
in expressing publicly their ap­
preciation of the broadminded 
attitude that the Telegram has 
taken. Our view may not coincide 
with that of the professional 
politician, who believes that a

istration, however, which had 
the courage to try and find a 
remedy for the evils that were 
rampant under the former sys­
tem is capable and unquestion­
ably is willing to apply reme­
dial measures to the Act, and we 
feel confident that it will re­
ceive proper attention.

One of the most outstanding 
faults of the Act would appear 
to be that which prevents the 
presiding judge from using his 
discretion in imposing puhish- 
ment for intemperance. In­
superable difficulties appear to 
confront the police and the 
prosecuting counsel in securing 
a conviction of illicit vendors, in­
dividuals who are far more re­
sponsible directly for the amount 
of intoxication observable than 
the Controller’s Stores, and who 
deserve the least consideration 
from the authorities, because 
they are flouting the 'law for 
their own profit and offending 
the susceptibilities of law abid­
ing citizens.

The problem of dispensing 
liquor to the public fairly and 
judiciously is one which will 
require long .and careful consid­
eration, and if we make à sug­
gestion it is for the purpose of 
stimulating discussion, rather 
than with the idea of claiming in 
any way that it is a solution. 
The individual desiring a drink 
to-day must perforce buy a bot­
tle, and he finds that the least 
difficult means of disposing of 
such a bulky affair is to consume 
the contents and discard the con­
tainer, with the inevitable conse­
quences. Would it not be worth 
considering whether a system 
could not be devised whereby 
the ordinary individual’s appe- 
tite'(which we do not believe is 
rapacious in most cases) could 
be appeased, his liberty inter- 
férred with as little as possible, 
and the consumption of hard 
liquor restricted, by providing 
an alternative ? If, for instance, 
beer and light wines of good 
quality at the most reasonable 
prices were obtainable in quan­
tities to satisfy the desire for 
a drink, would it not have the 
tendency to check imbibing to 
excess ?

To, become intoxicated is not 
the deliberate intention -of one 
individual in a thousand of those 
who partake of alcoholic liquors, 
and we believe that by means of 
depots where a drink could be 
procured, the desire would be 
gratified, and at the same time 
provisions could be made to check 
or even prevent drunkenness al­
together on the premises.

(]f the Government undertook 
the management of such prem­
ises, they should be made exact­
ly as responsible under the law , 
as a private proprietor, and both 
in connection with such stores 
and those which are already in 
existence, it might well be cob- j 
sidered whether the profits de- J 
rived therefrom should not be . 
definitely allocated to some ob- : 
ject, such as the maintenance 1 
of the various institutions, rath- 1 
er than used to swell the general , 
revenue. i

course of s lecture to the Incorpor­
ated Secretaries’ Association on “Of­
fice Machinery as an Aid to Secre­
tarial Work,” said that there was a 
very large volume of work connected 
with toe duties of a secretary that 
could be done by machinery, and in­
deed there were wonderful possibili­
ties in that direction. Secretarial 
work Included correspondence, pre­
paration of agenda and minutes, al­
lotment of shares, payment ot divi­
dends, issue ot notices at meetings, 
registration ot transfers, calculation 
of Interest, balancing ot boohs, and 
even actual bookkeeping and sales 
ledgers. For practically all those pur­
poses holptUl machines existed. The 
only question was as to when they 
were helpful, and When the volume 
of work Involved did not make It 
worth while to employ them.

As an example ot the time which 
could be saved by the nee ot machine­
ry tor book-keeping entries, it was 
interesting to note that the Savings , 
Department of the General Poet Of- j 
flee, which dealt With entries of the I 
simplest character seldom running In-. 
to big figures, .«ployed a machine 
which could make 700 entries an hour. 
It wau calculated that a normal 
amount of such work for one cleric to 
do by hand was 10,000 entries a month, 
but that machine did 10,000 entries in 
about two days, thus effecting a sub­
stantial saving ot time.

As an example ot everyday matters 
which did not receive the attention 
they deserved, he mentioned that >in 
an average office the upkeep of every 
inkwell cost about 3s. a year, the 
principal cause of expense being thb 
evaporation of the Ink. It was easily 
calculated that In most offices the 
cost of the upkeep of Inkwells in one 
year would be more than sufficient 
to provide every clerk with a fount­
ain pen. The principal feature about 
thp use of machinery in offices was 
that, as compared with human labour, 
work (jould be done wtth greater ac­
curacy and speed, as well as econ­
omy. Accuracy was the most import­
ant factor in any office; next came 
promptness, cost being distinctly 
third.

Unemployment Theory.
With retard to the human aspect of 

the matter, it was sometimes thought 
that the introduction of machinery 
led to unemployment because of the 
increased output which one Operat­
or wps able to effect with a machine. 
Theoretically that was, no doubt, true, 
but In the long run It was certainly 
wholly untrue. What Adam Smith 
said 116 years ago had proved true 
every since: "Where machines are 

in use we find upon the whole that 
the workers are in every way better 
off than they would be If they worked 
by hand.” Increased output helped 
business all round. The Immediate 
requit might, at least in theory, be 
to throw a number of persons out ot 
work because a smaller number could 
get through the same quantity of 
work with the aid of machines, but 
in practice it was not usually pos 
sible to change over from one system 
to another with such rapidity as to 
make matters work out in that way. 
In. practice what frequently hap­
pened was that work increased, and 
it was imperatively necessary to cope 
with the increased volume of work, 
which was sometimes hampered by 
the fact that it was impossible to ex­
tend the business premises. More­
over, the introduction ot, machinery 
was generally gradual, and there was 
no difficulty over the question of un­
employment so long as the staff was 
not untouchable.

Another aspect of the question was 
that many persons thought that the 
tendency ot the nee of machinery was 
more and more to limit the work ot 
an individual to a series of repetitions, 
which muet become monotonous, but 
he could not see that repetition work 
by machinery was more monotonous 
than repetition work by hand. It 
was no more monotonous to operate 
a typewriter than to write wtth a 
pen. The question of monotonly de­
pended more upon internal feelings 
than upon external conditions. There 
were seme people who were always 
bored by whatever they Were doing, 
and there were others who found that 
anything thy were doing was interest­
ing.

On the whole, the question ot the 
use of office machinery was one of 
increasing ti 
secretaries, above all- people, would 
find it Important to study.—Financial^

Seized at Bay of Islands

NORTH SYDNEY, Dec. 2—Word 
was received here this morning that 
the unfortunate schr. Minnegan, com­
manded and owned by George Her- 
rldge, of this town, was seized by the 
Customs authorities at Bay of Is­
lands, Nfld., and was likely to be con­
fiscated, her cargo in all consisting 
of upward of three thousand gallons 
of rum and considerable whiskey.

An infraction against the Customs 
regulations is the charge preferred 
against the schooner and her com­
mander. Since coming off the coast 
early laSt Spring, the Minnegan had 
a hard row to hoe. The fleet of re­
venue cutters kept a watchful eye on 
her every movement, so much so in­
deed that this Fall, or about a fort­
night ago, she had upwards of three 
thousand gallons of rum on board, 
having no chance to get clear of It.

The Minnegan was a victim of the 
awful storms that prevailed on the 
coast, and was compelled to seek shel­
ter in the safe harbour of North Syd­
ney on different occasions, each time 
under great expense. At one time she 
was obliged to go on the slip to un­
dergo extensive repairs, the storm 
dealing with her quite harshly. This 
was about the last time the schooner 
was in port. She no sooner cleared 
for sea than the cutters Stumble-In 
and No. 2 followed close on her heels, 
and as there was no other craft out 
In the row, she was compelled to seek 
new pastures. Hence it was she was 
seized at Bay of Islafide.

The law in Newfoundland Is very 
strict in the case of ^vessels being 
seized for a violation of the Act. The 
Minnegan is of Newfoundland regis­
ter, and therefore is not given the 
same privilege as a vessel of foreign 
register, particularly in the case of 
being laden with a liquor cargo, such 
as the Minnegan. Unless the latter 
vessel can show a clean sheet she will 
likely forfeit her cargo of three thous­
and gallons of rum and stock of whis­
keys taken on board at St, Pierre, in 
addition to her captain being fined one 
thousand dollars and perhaps confisca­
tion of the vessel herself.

Paris, Dec. 2.—Prince De Trevlse, 
of Bucharest, Montmartre, and just 
now of1 the Brussels bastlle, must 
appear in a Parisian criminal court 
to answer the charge of Mrs. Enid 
Riggs and Mrs. Ruth Goodwin, sis­
ters, of Chicago, that he and some 
of the princely suite stole from them 
diamond rings and wrist watches 
valued at 300,000 francs.

The story is one of princely charm 
and chance acquaintance such as 
many an American visitor in Paris 
has reason to remember and more 
reason not to tell.

After her divorce several years 
ago, Mrs. Riggs sought solace In 
Hollywood and later in Paris anfl in 
Montmartre. Three months ago, she 
met Jean Schneider, described as a 
“young, pretty and distinguished 
girl" who soon beceaae her trusted 
friend. ’Jean introdtnwd her Ameri­
can companion to her Brother, “a 
celebrated Italian ace" and to his 
friend, the Prince De. Trevise. They 
were charming, be-medalled gentle­
men.

During a Montmartre party, the 
Prince decorated Mrs. Riggs by 
slipping over her neck a brilliant 
red ribbon attached to a glittering 
medal. Later, at Mrs. Riggs’ home, 
the prince remarked upon other 
beautiful jewels possessed by his 
hostess and her sister. He especial­
ly was taken by a ring set with 
three diamonds of four carats each, 
and with" a studded watch.

The Prince asked to be permitted 
to examine them closely, and while 
he squinted over them another of the 
trio rang a bell In Imitation of a 
telephone. Mrs. Riggs left the room 
to answer the telephone, and when 
she returned her guests Md her 
Jewels and her sister’s jewels were 
gone.

After several days, Mrs. Riggs 
reported the theft. The Paris police 
immediately identified the men as 
Theodore Metuleseu and Basile Bur- 
julesco both Rumanians. The pretty 
Jean was Rumanian, too. The men 
were known to .police as confidence 
operators.

Metulescue and Bnrjulesco have 
been located In Brussels, whence 
they will be extradited to Paris.

Mrs. Riggs angrily announced that 
she would prosecute the “Prince."

Few emblems have aroused more 
contrpversy than the Prince of 
Wales’ crest and motto—three feath­
ers and the words “Ich Dien." The 
usual story Is that when the Black 
Prince killed John of Austria at 
Crecy he assumed the latter’s crest 
and motto, but a Welsh tradition In­
dicates that when Edward I. promised 
the people of Wales a prince who 
could not speak a word of English, he 
presented to them his infant son, with 
the remark, Eich lyn, which means 
“Behold the man!”

It Is further said that the feathers 
formed the rebus of Queen Philippa, 
mother of the Black Prince, repre­
senting her hereditary title, Oounteks 
of Ostre-vant (ostrich feather).

Now we are told that the giant re­
plica of the Prince’s crest, made of 
splendid ostrich plumes, that was seen 
at Wembley is quite wrong, because 
the real crust is not made of ostrich 
feathers, and never was!

The truth is that the real crest Is 
made from the feathers of the ferl- 
wab, a bird found In the denser 
jungles of Bengal.

French. It fs the largest city in Can- | 
ada, and the fifth largest on the con­
tinent.

A Tramp’s Perjury.

His story, 
however, roused some suspicions, and 
he was reminded by the Judge of the 
penalty of perjury—two years hard 
labour. He thought over that for a 
tew days and was brought into court 
again.

Stange -then admitted his story to be 
completely false. He declared he was
