RUSSIANS PROGRESS

British’ and French Airmen
Are Continuing Their
Raids Against German
Positions Behind the Lines

That extreme nervousness over ap-
proaching events pervaded the German
front in Flanders. is indicated by the in-
fantry attacks the forces of Crown Prince
Rupprecht of Bavaria daily are throwing
against Field Marshal Haig’s army on the
Ypres salient.

These attacks are being centered upon

the apex of Hayz's salient in the line
which is pointing dangerously toward the '
Ostend-Lille railway, the ultimate gaining |
of which by the British, Scottish and |
Australian contingents would work sad |
havoc to the replenishing with supplies of
the German line to the south from the ;
naval bases at Ostend and Zeebrugge. i
In storming waves of great strength
the Germans have made valiant efforts to
wrest from the British positions captured
from them in the recent offensive, but
everywhere, &xcept at two small points,
they met with decisive repulse under the
succession of fire which swept against
them from guns of all calibre, strewing
the ground with their dead and weunded,
Numerous prisoners also have been taken
by the British, and many are glad they
are safe from theé ‘inferno of bursting
shells which the British, without cessa-
tion, ave pourlng in uwpon the Germans.

As vet thére has been no indication that
the British commander-in-chief has the
situAtion worked out to & point where he
is prepared to turn looseé his infantry for
another smush across No Man's Land for
further German-held territory, but, doubt-
less, from the great German activity, this
time is not far off.

VIOLENT ARTILLERY DUELS

Meanwhile the French and the Germans
are engaged in violent - artillery duels
along the Aisne front and .the Verdun
sector, in both of which regions General
Petain’s armies also again have been
forced to withstand; and successfully, vic-
fous attacks from troops of the German
crown prince, especially near Craonne
and Beaumont, and between Hill 344 and
Samogneux. Near Hill 344 the Germans
entered a French position, , which later
was recaptured in a counter-: attack

On the northern front in Russia, in the
region south of Riga, the-Russians are
keeping up their offensive against the
Germans. Following up their atacks of
Sunday, in which gains of from 800 to
1,000 yards were made, the Russians
again have surged forward and beaten
back the enemy for a distanee of oné mile.

Quiet still prevails on the eastern front,
further south and in Galicia and Ru-
mania.

In Mesopotamia the British victory over
the Turks at Ramadie, west of Bagdad,
was greater than at first reported. In
addition to capturing the town, nearly
4,000 Turks were madey prisoners, and
large numbers of guns and quantities of
war stores were captured. Besides, heavy
casualties were inflicted on the Ottomans.

THE BRITISH AIRMEN

British and French airmen are con-
tinuing their raids against German posi-
tions behind the lines, and the French
airmen are carrying on further reprisais
against German cities and towns for the
bombardment of open French settlements,
Large quantities of explosives have been
dropped by French airmen on Stuttgart,
Frankfort-on-Main, Coblenz and Treves,
while in conjunction with British aviators,
railway stations, airdromes, munition
depots and military encampments have
been effectively bombed.

GERMAN ATTACKS BEATEN BACK

‘ Paris, Oct. 2.—The official ecommunica-
tion issued by the war office tonight
reads:

“In Belgium and at various points along
the Aisne, the artillery action was quite
violent. On the right bank of the Meuse,
after an intense bombardment, reported
this morning, the Germans deliversd a
strong attack between Hill 344 and Sa-
mogneux.

“The enemy assaulting detachments,
under the violence of our fire, were able
to reach our lines only at one point north
of Hill 344. After a stubborn combat, we
recaptured the greater part.of the ad-
vance elements, . where the enemy had
gained a foothold. s

SENSATIONAL BATTLE
INAIR WHEN GERMAN
- CHAMPION WAS LOaT

Fight Between Famous Ger-
man Airman, Lieut. Vosse,
and One of Most Brilliant
British Aviators

SPECTACULAR COMBAT

Vosse Died Fighting Deter-
minedly and Magnificent-
ly; How He Was Brought
to Earth

British Headquarters in France,
Monday, Oct. 1.—(By the. Associated
Press)—The_body of the famous Ger-
man airman, Lieut. Vosse, who was
recently reperted in a German official
communication as missing, has been
found within the British ~ lines, and
British airmen have already dropped
messages® beyonnd the German front,
glving mnotification of his death.

Vosse was killed September 23, while
engaged in a spectacular combat with
a British airman. He died fighting
determinedly and magnificiently. It
is a peculiar coincidence that the fam-

ous French airman, Captain Guynemer, |.

lost his life about the same time in a
battle over enemy ground, and was re-
ported missing until the Germans
found and identified his body. The op-
ponent of Vosse is one of the most
brilliant British aviators, who for the
purpose of this narrative may be re-
ferred to as Brown—that not being
his real name. Here is the story:

A number of British airplanes were
patrolling on the twenty-third, flying
at a height of seven thousand feet,
when one of them was attacked by a
German red-nosed Albatross and a tri-
plane. It appeared later that Vosse
was the pilot of the triplane. Two
other planes rushed up and engaged
these two, with a third'enemy scout,
who appeared on the sceng& - About

Brown sgingled out the triplane and a
hard fight ensued.

For a long time the two circled,
dived and maneuvered - for position,
and so close were they at. times that
only a few inthes separated their
wings. Eventually, Brown got a little
above Vosse, and made for the tri-
plane, the British airman working his
machine gun steadily all the time.

Vosse passed Brown’s right wing by
inches and dived. The Br'tish airman
wheeled into position and observed
the German gliding westward with
his engine shut off He dived again
and got a good shot at his opponent,
then roilowea this with a heavy burst
from his gun, and Vosse did a slight
right-hand-turn and continued to &o
down wuntil he disappeared.

This ended the adventure: Brown
flew away, not knowing who his op-
ponent had been, or what had 'become
of him, Later the shattered macghine
was found and the body identified.

There has been hard fighting in the
air recently, and the aviators have
had some remarkalble experiences.

Marked Increase of Higher
Velocity of Gunfire; Many
Gas Shells Sent Over

A FORCED PEACE

German Prisoners Admit
Great Shortage of Essen-
tial War Materials; Huns
Cannot Hold Out

Canadian Headquarters in Farnce, Oct.
2 (Via London).—The enemy early this
(Tuesday) morning attempted to raid our
lines in the Avion sector, but was dis-
covered before he got to close quarters
and driven off, after sustaining a number
of casualties. The infantry activity is
generally less than normal, but the sound
of guns never ceases. The Germans are
attempting more by way of destructive
shots on.our battery positions than they
did earlier in the season, but even in this
respect they are still far behind the Brit-
ish and Canadian gunners on this part of
the front, especially in effectiveness.

There has been a marked increase in
the use of long-range, high velocity guns
by the Ggrmans, and this is still proceed-
ing. The results, as seen her, assure
they do not justify the free use of these
guns. The enemy also increases the pro-
portion of gas shells to the total num-
ber sent over, and he sends us many
varieties of gas. This may possibly in-
dicate that the chemicals from which the
poison gas is made are available in
greater quantities than those requirea for
high’ explosives.

All the prisoners of good education now
speak of the growing scarcity of war ma-
terial, particularly of articles such as
rubber, cotton and supper, which can
neither be produced at home nor secureds
from Germany’s European nejghbors.
One of the prisoners taken in yesterday's
outpost affair said that while Germany
could not be conquered in the fieid, she
would be forced to make peace because
of her failure to obtain essential supplies.

The weather is ‘excellent and the men
in the trenches are in good health and
fine spirits.

Amsterdam, Oct. 2.—In connection with
Theodore Roosevelt’'s recent speech at a
luncheon in Chicago, in which he related
for the first time the details of a secret

conference in 1902 between himself and
the German ambassador in connection
with Germany’s proposed occupation of
Venezuela, the Frankfurter Zeitung pub-
lishes what it asserts is the German for-
eign office’s record of a conversation on
the South American situation in 1903 be-
tween Roosevelt and the late Baron von
Sternberg, the German ambassador.

In this conversation, President Roose-
velt is quoted as having said he thought
the best guarantee for the amelioration of
South America’s condition would be the
establishment of a German state in South
Brazil.

Col. Roosevelt, in his speech at Chicago,
sajd that in 1902, when Germany proposed
a “temporary” occupation of Venezuela,
he sent for the German ambassador and
told him that ‘“this Venezuela business
has been going on long enough and I can-
not afford to let it get to a point where
it will cause trouble for this country.”
He asked the ambassador what Germany
meant by temporary possession, and on
the ambassador repiyving that he did not
feel at liberty to discuss such an im-
portant question he delivered the follow-
ing ultimatum:

‘““Well, tell your government that in ten
days it must arbitrate the matter or I
will send Dewey down there.”

The German ambassador, according to
Col. Roosevelt, said he could not send
such a message, saying he did not think
the president knew what it would mean.
Roosevelf replied that if it meant war,
Germany had choserl the one spot she
could not fight the United States.

The president then ordered Admiral
Dewey to be ready to sail on an hour's
notice.

Vietoria, Oct. 2.—The provincial food
production and conservation committee
recently organized at the wish of Food
Controller Hanna, met in the convention
hall at the parliament buildings this
morning. The chief business was the dis-
cussion of two resolutions to be forwarded
to Hon. Mr. Hanna in response to his re=
quest for facts relative to the general food
conditions as affecting production and
conservation in the province of British
Columbia.

The resolutions passed at this morning’s
session follow:

Resolution No, 1:

“That this committee strongly urges that
immediate action be taken to fix a mini-
mum price for potatoes, the minimum
price recommended being $20 a ton f.o.b.
shipping point for field run not less than
two ounces. The price for sorted and
sacked potatoes weighing not less than
three ounces to be $24 to $28 a ton, aec-
cording to grade and quality.”

Resolution No. 2 reads as follows:

“Whereas the difference in price paid
to the producer and that by the consumer
is largely responsible for the high cost of
living, be it resolved that this committee
strongly recommends that steps be taken
by the food controller whereby the costs
incidental to the handling, storage, and

distribution of food products will be equi-
tably regulated and controlled.”

New York, Oct. 2.—An Associated Press
cable from London this afternoon says:

“The Loondon press is becoming strong-
ly critical of the government on the sub-
ject of the air raids. Semi-official ex-
planations that the British cannot spare
machines for reciprocal raids are ques-
tioned by the Northcliffe newspapers, the
Daily Express and others, which point
out that the Germans are able to spare
for raiding England and have enough
along the battlelines to give the British
a continuous fight for supremacy in the
air on the fighting front.

“It is argued that the Germans evident-
ly have. outbuilt the British in ajrcraft
and may be expected to continue building
on an increasing scale and improve the
types of machine while the British are
trying to catch up with them. Predictions
that this would be the, case were made by
some of the newspapers ahd by experts,
like Lord Montague, months ago. Lord
Montague also predicts that the Germans
will soon pass the experimental stage of
operations and be able to attack London
in all kinds of weather, nearly every
night. Several theaters which advertised
performances withdrew them at the last
moment mainly because of the few pres-
ent.

But the rather cool way that it is
handed over to the provinces and the
ymunicipalities s . interesting, = The
patrioti¢’ fund is a national affair and
should be organized, raised and ad-
thinistered by the Dominion.

If. it is placed upon a provincial
basis, then the provinces would nct
anly have to raise the fund but admin-
ister it as well, which would not be
good business or efficient organiza-
tion. If it js put upon a provincial

have to take care of its own soldiers.
In other words, the province of Al=
berta would have to raise a larger rev-
enue for the patriotic fund because
more Alberta boys are doing their
duty in the trenches than any of the
other provinces. The province that
does most of the fighting would have
to do most of the paying.

The best way is for the Dominion
government to raise the fund by tax-
ation, and to administer it. It is a
national affair and for that reason
should be handled nationally.

WILL CAN SIX
QUARTS FRUIT

Prices for P;,;grving Fruits
Are Cheaper Than at Any
Time This Season

Apples, plums and 'Sesches of fine
quality are now rolling in from British
Columbia, at a record rate and house-
wives who have not put up their win-
ter supply of preserves should attend
to it now or the supply, which is past
its peak, will disappear. As preserving
factories have not had enough to sup-
ply thgir army contracts the price of
canned frfiit must rule high.

Sugar is coming down in price, but
the small quantity required to preserve
fruit, if done according 'to the following
recipe, iwill not deter anyone from put-
ting up a full supply, says a frult ex-
pert, '‘while in two weeks' time the pre-
serving season will be a thing of the
past for 1917.

MThat fruilt is cheaper in Calgary to-
day than it has been at any time dur-
ing this year is evident frem prices.
The reason is mot hard to seek. This
ia the time when the famous fruit dis-
trivts ‘of Britlsh Columbia are harvest-
ing thelr prunés, plums, peaches and
pears, and as no cold storage is avail-
alble they must be sold at this time. A
glance at the frult stores all laden with
fruit will ‘convince anyone that Calgary
is not getting a short supply of fruit.
Following are some rules for pre-

serving eix quarts of fruit vwlth one

pound of sugar:
Sugar at & per lb. costs 1 13 ce‘nts

per quart jar; sugar at 9cperlb. costs

114 cents per. quart jar; sugar at 10c
per Ib. costs 1 2-83 cents per quart jar;
sugar at llle per 1b. costs 8% cents per
quart jer; sugar at 12c per lb. costs 2
cents per quart jar.

\ Recipes,

Fill $-quart jars with ¢resh fruit
carefully but firmly packed in layers.

Prepare a syrup by adding 1 Ib. of
sugar to 12 cups of water, or a ratio of
1 of sugar to 6 of water.

Boll' the syrup for 05 mdinutes and
allow it to cool; pour, it over the fruit
to within half-inch of top of jar.

Secure the cover in the usual way.

Place the jars 'n a boiler in which a
board should be placed to prevent jars
coming in too close touch with the
stove. Fill the boiler with cold water
up to the meck of jars and allow to
come to the boiling point. Berries may
be removed them byt will not hurt to
remain 19 minutes. Stone and other
fruits should be boiled 20 minutes be-
fore removing.

Seal jars as soon as removed, and
after cooling store in a cool place.

Fruit put up in this way requires no
further application of sugar when serv-
ing and the fruit retains its matural
size and flavor.

NUST AEPORT R
" LOSE CHINC
OF EXEMPTION

| All Men Subject to the First

Draft Must Report With-
out Regard to Occu-
pation

Ottawa, Oct. 2.—It has been pointed out
that it is neeessary for all men who come

under the qualifications for the first call
of the Military Bervice act, to report and
then claim exemption, if they feel they
are justified. It is immaterial what occu-
pation the drafted man may follow, as
the tribunals are established for the pur-
pose of deciding on the question of
exemption.

The -man who deliberately neglects
to comply with the act, will forfeit any
right to exemption. He will also lose
the chance that he has, even if not
exempt, of being one of those whose ser-
vices may not be required because the
whole 100,000 men authorized by the law
have been provided without his being
called upon.

Therefore, it is urged, it is strongly in
the direct personal interest of every man
.to comply with the Military Service act,
making claim for exemption if the man
believes he has grounds for so doing.

Opinion is divided in official circles as
to whether the proclamation formally dis-
solving parljjament will be issued tomor-
row - (Wednesday) or later in the week.
An idea has prevailed that it would be
necessary for the government to announce
the date of the general election at the
time of dissolution, but this is not neces-
sary. It has been customary to do so in
the past, but, owing to the exceptional
circumstances which exist and the practi-
cal impossibility of an election taking
place within three months, nomination
and polling dates are -not likely to be
decided upon for a few weeks.

The preliminary preparations for the
revision of the voters’ lists are being pro-
ceeded with by the clerk of the crown in
chancery, and the general plan for the
taking of the vote, both in Canada and
overseas, is being worked out.

Rumors as to the possible retirement of
Sir Wilfrid Laurier from the Liberal lead-
ership persist in some quarters, but lack
confirmation.

General Hodgins Leaves for Lon-
don .on Important Mission.

OVERTURES WERE
MADE TO FRANCE
BY GERMANY

But They Were Indignantly
Rejected by Men Who
‘Received Them

Petrograd, Oct. 2—The British, French
and Italian governments, through their
representatives here, have denied cate-
gorically the intention attributed to the
entente allies of taking advantage of the
difficult situation in Russia in order to
insure their interests, The British am-
bassador has stated officially that Great
Britain would never agree to such a
policy.

Ottawa, Oct. 2.—General Hodgins,
formerly adjutant-general of the Can-
adian forces, left Ottawa today on his
way to London, England, to take up
his duties as a member of the joint
committee on demobilization. The com-

mittee was formed under the chair-
manship of Sir Hugh Allan, to deal
with difficulties In the way of a speedy
repatriation of the overseas forces,
and to formulate plans for demobiliz-
ation, when peace is declared.

" 4,000 TURKS CAPTURED
London, Oct. 2—Nearly 4,000 prison-
ers were taken by the British army
in Mesopotamia, which captured Ram-

adie, it is announced officially,

The French ambassador recently in-
formed the government that a personage
oécupying an important post-in Germany
had made overtures to some French poli-
ticlanswith a view to the discussion of
questfons of interest to France, but that
this German attempt was indignantly re-
jected.

It
is believed in government circles here
that the presence of Count von Lux-
burg in ‘Chile or in any other South
American country, would affect vhe
solidarity of the republic in the west-
ern hemisphere.

“COUNTER-BATTERIES”

(By C. Street)

The set ‘‘artillery duel,” that has form-
ed the preliminary to so many battles
which have been fought in the period be-
tween the discovery of gunpowder and the
outbreak of the present war, has ceased
to exist as such. The use of artillery in
active operations is now mainly to de-
stroy the trenches and works opposed'to
it. But, even so, there are still occasions
when guns, abandoning for a moment
their systematic tasks, engage the guns
opposed to them. In trench warfare such
as has existed for the past two years and
more, when artillery is not employed in
preparing for or in countering an infantry
assault, it can be most profitably used in
harassing hostile batteries, destroying
their guns if possible, and in any case
rendering their positions untenable. It is
no vain boast to say that at the present
time the British artillery has achieved a
marked superiority over the Germans,
and that it inflicts far more damage than
it sustains itself. I will try to give some
impressions of the way the game is played
in a battery of medium howitzers.

The first step is to discover the exact
position of the enemy’'s guns, for 'which
purpose very many ingenious schemes are
in constant operation. Information from
many sources flows steadily into a central
office, where it is pieced together until
enough evidence has been accumulated
for the officer in charge to place a pin
in a map, with the cetrainty that it
marks the exact position of a hostile
battery. 1t merely remains to indicate
this position to the battery most favor-
ably situated to engage it.

This battery is organized for the pur-
pose. It is a matter of daily routine,
and one may very likely engage a hostile
battery every day for months. Some-
where, not necessarily near the guns, it
has a dug-out or cellar elaborately
equipped with telephones, maps, imstru-
ments of all kinds. Somewhere éelse is a
wireless set for receiving messages from
aeroplanes, for aeroplane observation is
one of the most important aids it employs,
and the one that it usually prefers. There
are, however, other and subtler devices
should the battery prefer to use them.

The battery commander, having re-
celved the position of his target, plunges
at once into a mass of calculations into
which alll manner of curious factors enter,
This done, he gives out to his guns a di-
rection and range, their detachments lay
them accordingly, and all is ready. If
necessary, they could fire now, and such
is the accuracy of modern artillery
science that the rounds would fall very
close indeed to the invisible target. But
the battery commander’s ambition is to
get a direct hit upon one of the hostile
empllacements - and, to realize this, ob-
servation is necessary. The aeroplane can
actually see' and tell him where his rounds
are falling, so he waits for its assist-
ance. From this moment until the end
of the shoot he probably never sets eyes
upon the guns.

As soon as the light is satisfactory, the
pilot, from his aerodrome many miles
away, rings up on the telephone, and dis-
cusses with the battery commander the
details of the proposed shoot. Both have
maps and photographs of the target; they
agree upon the exact part of it that is to
be ranged upon. The guns are loaged, the
pilot goes to his machine and flies to a
point above the battery. There is a
pause for a few minutes while he does so.

Suddenly the wireless operator. tele-
phones ‘““Aeroplane calling up, sir!” ¢All
right, tell him I'm all ready.” A few
seconde more, while the aeroplane gets
into a favorable position to observe. Then
the telephone again, “Fire now sir!”
The battery commander transmits the
order to one of his guns, and the report
comes dully to his ears. The shell whis-
tles away into the distance, the pilot sees
it burst, and sends down his observation.
The battery commander translates this
into a slight alteration of range or line,
and transmite an order to his guns. A
few minutes of this procedure, until the
rounds are falling actually into the target,
then a further message to the wireless
cperator, ‘‘Tell the aeroplane I'm satis-
fied, I'm going to fire for effect.” An
order to the guns, and they begin to fire
in regular sequence, waiting for no fur-
ther word.

The pilot watches the progress of the
shoot, sénding down general observations,
so that the battery commander may know
if changing .conditions throw his rounds
off the target. The battery itself is a
scene of busy activity. The men, work-
ing swiftly and silently in their shirt
sleeves, feed the heavy shells into their
guns, which swing their blunt muzzles
into the air and roar at regular intervals.
Men and mechanisms move with the pre-
cision of clockwork, there is no appear-
ance of haste, yvet nearly a ton of steel
and high explosive is being poured into
the target every minute,

The allotted number of rounds is fired,
the detachments wash out their guns and
cover them up. The pilot sails once
more over the ruins of the hostile bat-
tery, this time to take a photograph from

which the amount of damage done may
be recorded, then goes home to his aero-
drome, from where he rings up to report
“Very good shoot, sir!” he said. ‘“Sev-
eral direct hits in his emplacements, and
his ammunition dump set on fire.” The
expenditure of shell is justified, the hos-
tile guns are certainly damaged probably
one or two destroyed, and much of their
ammunition has exploded. That particular
battery will not give any trouble for many
days to come.

A comforting knowledge, this, but one
that is the daily. reward of many British
battery commanders, who feel that they
at least have done something to bring the
day of ultimate victory a step nearer.

It was stated after the meet-
ing that Hon. J. A. Calder, attorney-
general of Saskatchewan, had assured
his friends from the east that none of
the provincial ministers from Alberta
and Saskatchewan had any intention
of joining any cabinet headed by Sir
Robert Borden and he doubted if the
prime minister would find any sup-
porters in the government of Manitoba.
It was also stated by Mr. Calder, that
Hon. A. L, Sifton, premier of Alberta,
was now in New Brunswick, paying
friendly visits and at the same time
making a general survey of the polit-
ical situation at the request of Lib-
eralg from the maritime provinces.

“A general press committee to deal
with the newspaper situation in To-
ronto and Montreal was suggested.

“The report states that Sir Wilfred
Laurier's active participation in the
coming campaign ‘was discussed. It
was inferred, so the story goes, the
government will delay the election
until winter, so as to prevent Sir Wil-
frid from touring the country. On ac-
count of his age an extensive cam-
paign in the west might impair his
health. It was stated that (Sir Wilfrid
will address meetings at Halifax, St.
