§:The result of the republican state con-
vention, at Utica, N. Y., which was held
last week, is an instance in point. In this
convention of about 500 delegates Blaine
had 243 supporters, Arthur 185 and Ed-
munds 69. Their respective chances of
success might have been estimated accord-
ing to these figures, but precisely the re-
verse turned out to be the case. When the
Arthur men saw that they could not by
themselves control the convention they
went over to the Edmunds side, and the
four delegates at large, representing the
whole state, and not any particular dis-
trict merely, were elected in that
interest. This does _not, indeed,
give the whole state delegation to Ed-
munds, for each district delegate remains
free 'to exercise his own preferences at
Chicago. But the result is still a great
gain for Edmunds before the country, and
correspondingly a damper to the friends of
Blaine and Arthur respectively.

Now, Mr. Edmunds cannot by any
means be called a ““dark horse,” or an un-
distinguished mediocrity, for he is one of
the ablest men in the national senate, and
the present leader there on the republican
side. But the tendency of American con-
ventions to fall back on the candidate who
has at first the least number of votes is
strikingly exemplified. He belongs to
Vermont, Arthur to New York, and Blaine
to the State of Maine. Had Edmunds,
with his standing as a republican leader in
the national councils, been a New York
man, he would probably had a majority at
Utica from the first. However, the busi-
ness is not settled yet ; it remains for the
Chicago convention, in June, to tell the
story. During the next six or eight weeks

The dominant classes of
every country are the last to feel the full
weight of political burdens, and the first to
take alarm at the possibilities involved in
any radical change. Much of the wealth
of the Cuban grandees is invested in slaves,
employed chiefly in the production of sugar
and tebacco. The fillibusters who are at
present disturbing the country upon meore
or less plausible pretexts are but following
in the footsteps of all their pre-
decessors when they make war by
liberating = the slaves ~ and wasting
the plantations. These tactics are well
calculated to repel the sympathies of the
conservative classes, who can be excused
if they prefer the familiar disabilities of
Madrid mis-government to the uncertain
horrors of a servile war, There is there-
fore mo good reason for believing that the
fillibusters and their allies will succeed in
their undertaking, The chances are that
they will be disbursed, and that such of
them as survive the perils of guerilla war-
fare, or fail to reach some friendly  vessel
off the coast, will be captured and executed
ag rebels or robbers.

TORONTO, Saturday, April 26,

The money market continues stagnant, and
loans on first-class collaterals can be obtained
at low rates. The quotations are 4} to 5 per
cent on bonds, debentures and the like, and
53 to 6 per cent on bank stocks for call loans.

Bankers report a fair demand for sterling
exchange bills, and rates are higher than they
have been for many years in consequence of
the limited expot of produce from Canada
and the United States. The rate for sixty-
day bills is 1097 between banks. There is still
a profit in the export of gold from New York,
and the shipments of the precious metal thus
far this year amount to the énormous sum of
$35,000,000.

On Tuesday there was every appearance of
a rail being made on bank shares.
the - sudden seclling movement being af-
tributed to the large failure in Montreal, It
however, was not of long duration, as confi-
dence was restored by Thursday, and stocks
became firmer. Several banks declared their
semi-annual dividends, but it is thought the
leading institutions will not make such a good
showing as they did the two previous years.

A great deal of interest is manifested in
financial circles as to the dividends of Toronto
and Federal.” It is even asserted by share”
holders of the latter that they would not be
surprised if 4 per cent was declared for the
current half year. The way the stock has
acted the past few daysjustifies the asserticn,
1t will be remembered that Toronto paid a
dividend of 1, with a bonus of 2 per cent last
spring, and 4 per cent last fall. There are
those who think that the dividend to be de-
clared on Wednesday will be no mora than
4, while others leok for a bonus of 2 per cent.

There was a perceptible improvement in the
volume of business on the local board this
week; but it was not due to ordersfrom the
public. The market is still a brokers’ one but
some orders were executed here on account of
Montreal brokers.

There was considerable selling of long stock
of Canadian Pacific during the week, and the
inference is that insiders were unloading.

This is the time when ene should expect an
improvement in Northwest Land Co. shares,
but just the reverse is taking place. This
stock is weak at 53s., the paid-up shares being
100s.

Holders of wheat are now in good spirits
owing to the increased strength of outside
markets.
