LoNvoN, Dec, = 30.—A Korti des
patch, dated this evening, says Gen.

The march of the English
expedition past Korti was an imposing
sight. The column was nearly a hundred
yards wide and a mile long, * The hussars
were sent ahead to prepare tea, but took
the wrong path. After a march of ten'
miles the troops halted for an hour’s rest.
The men were compelled to go without
tea, but boreup cheerfully, The march
was resumed by moonlight. The troops,
hope to reach the first wells by 8 o’clock

in the morning,

The native servants at Korti refuse to
accompany Gen, Stewart’s column, but are
willing to accompany Gen. Earles’. This
shows the opinion of natives relative to the
danger of the two expeditions. It is feared
in case of sudden attack the obstinacy of
the camels will be a source of danger. It
is reported the Monazers are advancing to
dispute the narrow pass at Pargayat.

HOW THEY AKE FORMED,

Mutes Becoming Numerous — Speeche
.., Reading One of the Cures—Mute Puplls
Taught by Mute Masters, :

WasuINeTON, Dec. 30.—Among the

.| memoirs transmitted to congress by the

national academy of science -is & paper
prepared by Prof. Alexander Graham Bell
upon the formation of the deaf variety of
the human race, Discussing the marriages
of the deaf Hof. Bell says it is evident a
tendency among deaf mutes to select deaf
mutes as partners in marriage is beiog
continuously exhibited during the past

forty or fifty years, and there is every
probability that such selections will con-
tinue in futare, While we cannot at pres-
ent ‘arrive at any per centage, he con-
tinues, it is certain the proportion
of deaf maute offspring born to
daaf mutes is many times greater than
the proportion born to people at large.
The reports of the American asylum of
New York, of the Ohio, Indiana and Tili-
nois institutions show in each institution
that deaf mutes have been received who
belong to families contaifing, five, six or
even more deaf mutes and there is abund-
ance of evidence to indicate that such
families are very numerous in the United
States. Im cases where there are five or
gix children of ope family deaf and dumb
some of them marry when they grow up
and in many cases they marry persons who
belong like themselves to families con-
taining several deaf mutes, = Thus it hap-
pens that we have here and there scattered
over the country groups of deaf mute fam-
ilies connected together by blood and mar-
riage, A European philanthropist has com
menced the colonization of a tract of land
in Manitoba by deaf mutes, upon which a
pumber of deaf mutes with their families
from Europe have settled. Relative to
the adoption of remedial measures
to lessen or check the forma-
tion of the deaf mute variety of
the  human race in America, Bell
says the intermarridge of ‘deaf mutes
might be forbidden by legislative enact-
ment, but so long as deaf mutes of both
sexes continue to associate together in
adult life legislative interfgfence with
marriage might only promote immorality.
Legislation forbidding the intermarriage of
persone belonging to families containing
more than one deaf mute would be more
practicable, The most promising method
of lessening the evil, Bell says, appears
to lie in the adoption of preventative
measures, in which the grand central
principle should be the retention of the
normal environment during the period of
education, the establishment of small
schools, and the extension of the dayschool
plan, Nearly one-third of the teachers of
deaf and dumb in America are themselves
deaf, and this must be considered as
another element favorable to the formation
of & deaf race, and -one to be avoided.
Bell concludes : *“The segregation of deaf
mutes, the use of sign language, and the
employment of deaf teachers produce an
environment unfavorable fo the cultivation
of articulation and of speech-reading, and
that sometimes causes the disuse of speech
by speaking pupils who are only deaf.”

IN ST. MATTHEW’S WARD,

Mr, Manning Explaius His Views to the
Restdents by the Don

A meeting was held last evening in St.
Matthew's hall, St. Matthew’s ward, of
the friends and supporters of Alexander
Manning, The hall was filled to the doors
by a decidedly repr‘ientutive gathering,
largely composed of hard working men.
Frank Lloyd having been chosen chairman
and J.. W, Haynes, secretary.

Mr. Manning, who was heartily received

on mounting the platform, at once com-
menced his address.  He began by refer-
ring to his long residence in the city, com-
ing here half & century ago and starting
into business as & carpenter, from which
he developed into a contractor, and by
steady labor and perseverance plodded his
way along until to day he was the largest
property holder and ratepayer in the city.
As a workingman he made his debut, and
a8 & workingman he remained to-day.
Those be fore him were, like himself, work-
ingmenand he was proud to have the honor
of uddressing them. Having congratulated
the people of Riverside on casting in their
lot with the cisy, he referred to his courze
as an alderman for St. Lawrence ward, as
mayor, and as ex-officio_ a water .commis-
sioner. It was he that settled with the
Furniss estate and made 1t possible for the
city to provide itself with an adequate
supply of pure water. If it bad not
availed itself of the opportunity he was not
to blame, He had done his best and had
his advice been followed there would be
less ground for complaint to-day. While
he was mayor it was proposed to buy an
eogine off Worthington for $60 000. He
opposed the purchase as illegal, the charter
of the commission requiring that the ex-
peaditure of any amount over $20,000 in &
jump sum should be submitted to
the people. . He was overruled and
the | purchase was completed. Thas
engine bad only a capacity of four
midion gallons.

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A Question of Physical Geography.

Monsieur Ferdinand de Lesseps is the
greatest canal projector of the day, and
the success of the Suez canal has embold-
ened him to try a short cut between the
two great oceans. After much money has
been spent in the Panama canal, the gov-
ernment of Washington comes to the front
with a rival project for the construction of
one on another route, by way of Lake
Nioaragua, When the substance of the
Nicaragua treaty was fitst published it was
pointed out that some of its provisions
appeared to bein conflict with the Clayton-
Bilwer treaty of 1850 or thereabouts, be-
tween Great Britain and the United
States. S0 much the worse for the treaty,
was the reply, and this reply was extens-
ively echoed by the American press. It
was believed over the border that the
chances of the treaty’s being ratified . by
the senate would be immensely increascd
were it clearly seen to be against British
intereats, with a certainty of its being ob-
jected to by Great Britain.

But the London Telegraph is now cutting
the grousd from under the feet of those
who have been counting on British oppo-
sition as an element of success for the
treaty. It says that the Nicaragua canal
will be of untold advantage to mankind.
There cannot’ be two opinions as to the

! advisability of England seeking peace and
harmony with America in preference to
any other power. It can hardly be Gran-
ville’s desire to quarrel with America over
the long-forgotten Clayton-Bulwer treaty,
to which few Englishmen attach very
great importance. England has no inter-
est in forcibly opposing the canal across the
isthmus of Panama by whomsoever con-
structed, with proper provisions, A wise
English government will perceive that its
interests lie in just the opposite direction,

At the same time & Washington despatch
says it is understood there that France
“intends to hold altogether aloof from par-
ticipation in the Nicaragua canal question.”
8o on the face of these despatches it ap-
pears as if friends of the Nicaragua, project
who were counting on European opposi-

“tion as & stimulus to American eagerness
are likely to be disappointed.

But diplomatic utterances, of which the
last is doubtless one, frequently admit of a
double interpretation, It may be- true
enough that “France”—that is, the French
government—will not openly ingerfere.
But all the sams the Nicaragua scheme
must encounter all the opposition that
Lesseps and his partners in the Panama
scheme can bring to bear. And there is
room for the suspicion that the ‘' French
government, while holding aloof from any
open or formal interference, will neverthe-
less lend itsinfluence towards helping De
Lesseps and discouraging the competing
project in every convenient way.

It was weeks ago published in the Amer,
ican press that DeLesseps had a strong
Washington lobby organized in his inter-
est, and that opposition’ to the Nicaragua
treaty would not be slack for want of
money., If may therefore be that the
French ﬁvemment is doing by deputy
what it does not wish to do .itself; and is
quietly helping DeLesseps in the fight.

4. As a oorollary of the foregoing prepo-
sition, the Scott act is directly calculated
to foster deceit, hypoerisy and disregard of
law, inasmuch as the taste for drink, re-
maining intact, will inevitably geek illicit
snd uniawful indulgence within its reach,

5. Under the Scott act more of the
strenger and worst liquors will be used
and less of the milder, Wine, beer and
cider, which, com ared with whisky,
brandy, ete., are well nigh harmless, will
go into disuse, while the strongest liguors
will take their place, beer and cider being
too bulky to be conveniently smuggled.

6. The licensed and regulated trade in
liquors will go down, only to be replaced
by an unlicensed, ille 1,clandestine traffic
in the vilest adulterations of whisky,which
will be freely used to the great detriment
of tho public health.

Y. The Scott act, though it were morally
unobjsctionable, is & weak and inefficient
measure of reform, inasmuch as it leaves
the-root and trunk of this tree of evil
antouched snd strikes high up at the
leaves and fruit. It leaves the distilleries
open, and, as already seen, leaves the taste
for drink intact (for this cannot be legis-
lated away); and these two, the whisky
and the thirsty palate, willias aurely come
together, a3 two chepmical affinities, So
long as the liqaor is made it will find its
way to the palate thirsting for it; with
this difference, however, that in the ome
case, a8 now, it comes openly and legally,
and with more orless purity, to the con-
sumer ; while then it will come all the
same, but secretly in viclation of the law,
and well charged with fasel oil and other
vile and health-destroying poisons. In
the case of adjoining counties, the act in
force is one and not in the other, the
whisky dens will spring up along the fron-
tier of the latter like ushrooms in a night,
and will do a thriving trade with the bibu-
lows denizens of the Scott act county, who,
true to human nhture, will ba more thirsty
than ever for what is prohibited.

The Business of Banking.
Fremthe St. Catharines Journal.

In discussing questions of financial re-
forms, it is just as well for people to keep
in mind the fact that the euiission of notes
is not a necessary function of banking.
Bank notes, which pass current as money,
must in time disappear in all enlightened
countries, Banks, however, are as neces-

sary for public convenience as baker shops
or meat stores, The business of banking
is that of receiving and lending mon8y.
Bankers deal in money for a profit, just as
other people deal in commodities. Numbers
of people in every commercial community
have money which they temporarily do not
need, and numbers would like to borrow
that same money if they knew where to
look for it. Beth lender and borrower
are served, and the banker gets paid by
serving both. “’If,” says the. New York
Sun in & financial article, ‘‘the regular
bosiness of receiving deposits and dis-
counting notes doos not in any particular
case yield profis enough to make it worth
while to do it, it had better not be done at
all, At all events the pubsic at large
should not bo taxed to render it worth
doing., Whether the convenizi.ce of hav-
ing a bank of deposit and disconut is or is
not great enough for any local-
ity to pay for it, is =& ques
tion for that locality to deoide,
precisely as it must deside whether it will
have & hotel or a-grocery.” Our contem-
porary covers the whole ground in its
{ucid statement of the case, The issue of
circulating notes is not essential to bank-
ing, and tne sooner the privilege which is
now given the banks in this regard is
annulled the better, The government
shonld issue all the money necessary for
the businees requirements of the couatry.
There is no dodging the issue that govern-
ment paper money is to be the money of
the future mot only in this comaty, bub
elsewhere.
