A successful lecturer in this department 
should be a man of independent character and 
of marked individuality ; he should be upright 
and politically pure, perfectly free from all 
political leanings, and above all he should be a 
man who believes in the future greatness of the 
great Dominion of Canada. He must not be a 
rabid free trader, nor yet an enthusiastic pro­
tectionist; and still he ought to be thoroughly 
familiar with all the latest theories of protec­
tion, free trade, trades unions and labor ques­
tions oteli kinds, not omitting of course a smat- 
terinfrof socialism and anarchy.

It will be very difficult to obtain a proper per­
son for the position, and the Government 
should be extremely careful In making the ap­
pointment, for the wrong man In such a place 
would do incalculable harm not only to the 
student interest but to the country at large.
