nexed to the Washiagton treaty, 1888, known

CLARKSBURG, W. Va., April 80.—Thomas
B. Allen celebrated his 100th birthday to-day
at the farm of Howard Cather, near Flem-
ington.

| DEATH’S

BUSY HARVEST.

The Crop That Was Reaped In Toronto
During the Past Month—-Causes
of the Mortality.”

Instructive and significant _are the mortu-
ary returns each month. They are an un-
failing and unquestioned index of the exist-
ence in our midst of the diseases to which
flosh is heir, which most contribiite to the
bills of mortality.

In this respect it is satisfactory to note
that the total of the death roll for the month
of Avril shows no accession to that of the
vious month. In faet it-isa noteworthy
coincidence that the total numer of inter-
ments in Toronto's public cemeteries was the
same for two succeeding months, namoely,
249, This in proportion to the pooulation is
not unsatistactory, especially when the ab-
normal amount of sickness in the eity is
taken into account. - On & comparison with
the corresponding month a year back the
result is certainly reassuring, for in Avril,
1890, thers were 30 move interments than in
the month which has just closed.

The most unsatistactory feature of April's
returnis the marked - preponderance of in-
fantile deaths. No fewer than 121 were of
ggung people under 14, the large majority

ing infants. Typhoid claimed 8 victims,
diphtheria 10, la griope 4, diphtheria, pneu-
monia and throat diseases 50. But this is
lower than a year ago, when the epidemic,so
fatal in the early monhls of 1890, was greatly
on the decline.

The Property Committee met yesterday,

Ald. Small in the chair. The committee

duct. Mr. Meredith moved that the right of
interference by the Government should be
confined to cases where at least one-half of
the salary is paid by the Government. As
this is not the case in Toronto, the Minister
refused to accept it. It was defeated by a
vote of 35to 53, Mr. Biggar voting for the
amendment. The bill was then read a third
time and passed.

On Mr. Ross’ motion for the third reading
of the bill revising and consolidating the
laws respecting the Education Department,
Mr. Sol. White moved that it was expedient
to place the Education Department under
control of a non-political head and that the
office of Minister should te abolished after
the dissolution of the present House. This
was lost on a party vote of 381 to 51 !

Mr. Meredith called attention to the fact
that this bill which prescribed the po wers of
the Education Department, made no men-
tion of separate schools except that the de-
partment had power to appoint inspectors
for seprrate as well as other schools, and to
set apart a separatejschool in any county asa
model school for the training of teachers for
separate schools. The bill gave the depart-
ment authority to establish kindergarten,
pubtie, high, art schools, ete., and to provide
regulations for the government of them, but
dlg‘;ot include separate schools. The Edu-
cation Department could have no authority
beyond that conferred by the bill, but the
bill said nothing about separate schools. He
re-stated vigorously the platform of the Op-
position at the last election regarding these
schools. v

He said that his policy at the last election
was endorsed by 165,000 of the voters of On-
tario, and he had no doubt that a majority
of the people favored it. He denied that he
was prompted by desire for power or by
bigotry. There ran in his veins as honest
Roman Catholic blood as in the veins of the
honorable gentlemen there (pointing to Mr.
Fraser.) The man who shuts his eyes wil-
fully to what is going on around him neglects
his duty to the country. There are in Que-
bec Joyal men, but there is also a party
which has izscribed on its bauners what no
true Canadian desires to see as the future of
Canada. He quoted the language of Mgr.
Labelle, that the day would come when Que-

Medical Act Amendment.

Editor World: Dr. McKay’s amendment
to the Medical Act as it now appears seems
tobe entirely a work of supererogation.
With one exception its provisions are already
embodied in the Ontario Medical Act, and no
good reason is given why the time of Parlia-
ment and the money of the country should
be used for talking about and printing a
thing so unnecessary and useless. The ex-
ception is the third section, which introduces
the French system of justice compelling the
accused to testify against himself.

Teet us see how this French system would
work. The accused, if innocent, would be
presumed- to be guilty and would be liable
to imprisonment unless he gave testimony
for his own prosecution, Next, if he were
guilty he would be between two fires, His
testimony might send him to jail and his re-
fusal to testify would send him to jail. The
result in either case being the same, how
would the ends of justige be served by this
un-British innovation?

Having assumed that the state
has a right to tax the ratepayer for the main-
tenance of schools they must insist upon the
state controlling those schools. [Applause.]
Tosay that the Church should have exclusive
control of separate schools is to establish a
state church. The position that the depart-
ment should control separate schools is
abandoned by the bill now before the House.
If the House wants to preserve the right of
the province to contrnl these schools, the
clauses of the act of 1887 must be re-inserted
in this bill. He had little to expect, he cared
nothing for a political future, but no matter
how he was misrepresented, no matter what
taunts were thrown at him, he would pursue
that which hehad mapped out for himself,
which he believed was best in the intérests
of the Province. He therefore moved:

That every school supported in whole or in
part by moneys voted by this House, and every
school on the trustees or other governing body
of which the Legislature has conferred the power
of levying taxes for its support, is subject to the
regulation of and to control by the Legislature;
that neither the B.N.A. Act nor any other act or
law has-divested the Legislature of that power
or conferred it upon any religious organization or
body; thatthe rights conferred by the said act
upon or secured to the supporters of separate or
dissentient schools are civil rights appertaining
to them as citizens, and that it is within the con-
stitutional authority of the Legislature, through
the Department of Eduecation, to regulate such
