AN ORIENTAIL GARDEN.

Persian City of Shiraz Retains Much
of Beauty.

In the midst of a broad expanse of
barren ground lies the flat-topped
Persian city of Shiraz, which was
once so wonderful a sight as to cause
the visitor to cry, “God is great!”
and by the fascination and beauty to
make him forget forever his native
land.

The Shiras of the present is still
fascinating, though its power over
the traveller’s memory has waned.
The stranger may hurry through the
narrow streets lined with square
houses, but on the outskirts of the
city he must linger and dream
awhile in the Persian gardens cele-
brated in many songs by the poets
of the land.

Shiraz is proudest of being the
home of two of Persia’s noblest
poets, Hafiz and Sadi, both of whom
were enthusiastic over the charms
of their native city.; The city has
changed greatly since their day, suc-
ceeding generations still view it
through the rose-and-gold light of
poet’s fancy and still boast of its
wopders,

The citizens of Shiraxz honor most
the man who can quote most fluently
and extemsively from the poems of
Hafiz; yet his grave, in the garden
beyond the city, is neglected and
desolate. A high brick wall encircies
the garden. Within, the tomb.of the
poet is marked by a pavilion and a
marble slab, on which is carved one
of his verses. All about the beloved
singer lie his followers and admirers,
their graves headed by stones which
peep through rank grass.

The gardens of Shiraz have such
names of “Garden of Heart's De-
sire,” “Garden of the Envy of Heav-
en,” and ‘“Garden that Displays the
Worid”—names which they do not
always live up' to in appearance,
because of their owners’ dreamy con-
tentment 1a letting well enough
alone. Yet even the uncared-for gar-
dens are deliberately beautiful. Tiny
streams wind through them, cypress
and elms trees shade them pleasant-
ly, roses clamber riotously over old
walls and a shabbily ornate summer
house peeps from among the trees.

Dogs and Moving Day.

Two modern authers of consider-
able renown have noted that dogs
hate and dread mowing day. In
“‘Monsieur Bergeret a Paris” it is
through the eyes of the dog character
that France lets his readers know
how M. Bergeret's goods are moved
from provincial town to capital. It
is hard to tell, though, whether the
furious dog’s anathema of the moving
man does not really represent
France’s own sentiment. On the oth-
er hand Galsworthy, in his ‘“‘Memo-
ries,” now republished, with very
appealing illustrations by Maud Barl,
shows such an intense and sincere
interest in canine psychology that his
account of a pet spaniel’s hatred of
moving must be as true as certainly
it is convincing, says the New York
Evening Post. Says Galsworthy of
the little animal’s attitude on this
point:

“For so conservative a dog, his
environment was sadly anarchistic.
He never complained in werds of our
shifting habits, but curled his head "
round over his left paw and pressed
his chin very hard against the ground
whenever he smelled packing. What
necessity——he seemed continumally to
be saying — what real necessity is
there for change of any kind what-
soever? Here we are all together,
and one day was like another, so
that I knew where 1 was—and now
you only know what will happen
next, and I—I can’t tell you whe-
ther I shall be with you when it hap-
pens.

| Stephen Pichon Stands

Among the Greatest Men
« ‘Now Working for Francs

Eyais

\' NE ‘of ‘the  strongest men “in
France  is . Stephen Pichon.
He bas always, it would
seem, taken life seriously

even when as a staid, grave little
boy, clad in long trousers and in a
‘jack‘et of distinctly Etonian tenden-
cies, he trotted datifully to school
through the quaint old streets of
Anay-le-Due. He was, it is said, a
very good little boy; his elders prais-
ed him highly; he  rTarely made a
noise, and did not eare to play with
his livelier schoolmates, In fact, his
father, who was tax-¢ollector in the
tiny Cote a’Or city, was very proud of
his gquiet little son.

It would hardly appear at first

sight, that such a retiring—almost

timid—<child would be well equipped
for the battle of life. Yet Mr. Ste-
phen Pichon is, in all the accepta-
tions of the phrase, a ‘seclf-made
man.”” When his father passed away
his family had great difficulties tc

face, but convinced that where there
was a will there was a way, young
Pichon set to work to secure the ma-
terial independence which would re-
lieve his mother of all anxiety on his
account.

—QOne day, at a lunch given by mu-
tual friends at the famous restau-
rant Foyot, at the angle of the Rue
de Toarnon and the Rue de Vaugir-
ard; in the shade: of the Senate to
which many years later both were to
belong, Mr. Stephen Pichon made the
acquaintance of Clemenceau. The

latter, attracted by the qualities he
was quick to detect in the young

man, engaged him as reporter in the
Revolution Francaise, of which he
was then co-director with Sigismond
Lacroix. A couple of years later, hav-
ing founded La Justice, Clemenceau
intrusted ‘‘little Pichon’iwiththe task
of reporting the meetingg of the Sen-
ate. The young man continued to
write for that paper until 1880, and
it was while on it that he made the
acquaintance of Miilerand, Aurelian
School, and Jules Roche.

Mr. Pichon was an excellent jour-
nalist. He revealed both a diversity
of ideas and a pentrating judgn nt,
which were the precursors of i.at
sagacity which has always characier-
ized his political career. 'He treated
with equal care and talent the most
varied subjects, ranging from sociol-
ogy to literature, from history to po-
litical economy, and he has also writ-

téen a particularly fine essay on
Charles Pauvety, the forerunner of
Socialism, one of the great French
thinkers of the fifties.

Nevertheless, journalism did not
satisfy him as a ‘life work.” Politics
soon exerted a great and irr ible
attraction for him, and in 1¢ he

succeeded in being elected as Munici-
pal Councillor of Paris, the almost
inevitable stepping-stone toward the

more enviable position of deputy,
which he attained in 1885. At this
period he definitely abandoned jour-
nalism, never again to take it up, and
this mental attitude is extremely
charzeteristic of Me. Pichon, who in
the course of his life never resumed
any of his former occupations-—thus
resolutely turning his back upon the
past and logking only toward the
future.

Failing to be re-elected in 1893,

he immediately concentrated his at-
tention on a diplomatic career, with

such succe that he

pointed Minister Plenipy mx i
Port-au-Prince. It should be remark-
ed that Mr. Pichon—unlike any of

his colleagues, ministers for foreign
affairs — has actually visited widely
different countries, with the result
that he has acfuired a very real and
useful’ knowiedge of racial character-

stics.
In 1861, Mr. Pichon went to Tunis.
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the high and delicate duties intrusted
to hinm greatly to the satisfaction of
the Ley, while:developing French in-
terests throughout the whole protec-
‘orate in a most important manner,
% ihoagh he seemed definitely to
awwe voundoned politics, Mr. Pichon
had' 1 vier ceaged to temain in touch
with Mr, Clemenceau, and when the
latter became Prime Minister in
1906, he did not forget to recall his
old fricad from Tunis to assume the
porifolio of Foreign Affairs.
Thirtgen years have elapsed sinece
then. Both Clemenceau and Pichon
again oceupy their respective posi-
tions of yore, at a moment of the
reconsiruction of France.

KAISER WAS BRUTAL.

Very Candid Criticism by a Former
Friend.

Capt. Lothan Persius, German
Naval Attache at Washington for a
number of years long before the war,
and subsequently Germany’s leading
naval critic, devotes a good deal of
space in his “Personal = Remini-
scences’’ to acrid ridicule of the once
sacred person of the Kaiser, and to
advocacy of the proposition that Ger-
man officers guilty of atrocities
should be punished. Perhaps nothing
written by a prominent German since
the war ended so amazingly illus-
trates the apparent change in the
point of view of at least some Ger-
mans, says the Berlin correspondent
of the New York Sun. Of the Kaiser,
Capt. Persius says:

-“There are no great men in the
eyes of their valets, William I
never was a great man in the eyes
of anybody, although he was ever as-
suming a heroic pose, whether the
occasion was solemn or ridiculous.
But William II. in the eyes of his
valets and attendants was not only
not great, he was even contemptibly
small, mean and cowardly, enjoying
the humiliation, degradation and
pain_he inflicted upon those in his
power.

“With my own eyes I have seen
him dash the contents of a half-
filled champagne glass into the face
of an admiral who happened to be
standing near him on the bridge of
i@ vessel. I saw him scrape the caviar
off his sandwich and fling the mess
into the eyes of some officer of rank
unfortunately within reach of the im-
perial ‘joker.’ Of course, all these
‘pranks’ were perpetrated when his
Majesty was in a state of intoxica-
tion, which at times happened to
occur early in the morning.”

‘A cruiser was at target practice.
William II, was on board, the sun
smiling, the weather calm and beau-
tiful. William II. happened to be in
the ‘best’ of humor. With his strong
right hand he was dealing blows
right and left, as he was wont to do
on occasions like this. His favorites
considered themselves fortunate
when they received an imperial
punch.

““On the bridge his body surgeon
was standing, leaning  backward
against the railing. The old man, a
general in rank, seemed to be tired
from standing. He was leaning heav-
ily upon the railing, bending back-
ward and dreamily looked into the
sky. ,

“Suddenly William II. sprang .
front of the old man and in a most
cruel and indecent manner (by hit-
ting the old man a violent blow in
a tender spot) inflicted terrible pain.
In doing this the Emperor said some-
thing vulgar which I, standing sev-
eral paces away from him, could not
fully understand.

The poor old general staggered.
One could tell by the ¢xpression of
his face that he Was half mad from
pain. He held on"to the railing with
his hands, and half fainting sank up-
on his knees.

“The Emperor, proud of his splen-
did ‘joke,’ laughed vehemently. But
when he saw the result his prac-
tical joke had he merely turned
away, without a word of apology. The
old surgeon waz no longer persona
grata. He had winced while receiv-
ing an imperial favor!

“The bridge of the vessel was

crowded with officers of high rank
and other dignitaries. While the

his adjutant, an admiral,
to turn his back. Immediately the
imperial right fist shot out and hit
the admiral in the small of the back
—a powerful blow.

“The admiral was stunned
reeled while the Kaiser
sneering, filthy remark
not be repeated in print.

To Olean Hair Brushes.

Corn meal will clean hair brushes
quite as well as ammonia, and therg
is no danger of injury to the, back
of the brush, Take a cup of corm
meal and fAll the brush, rubbing the
bristles gently with the hand. As it
becomes diseolored from absorbing
the grease, shake it out and replace
with fresh meal until the brush is
clean.

Greenhouse Glazing.

Plastic glazing compounds are so
generally used for waterproofing
greenhouse roofs, instead of putty,
that devices for applying these pre-
parations are natural developments.
Perhaps one of the most ingenious
is a contrivance which resembles a
grease) gun, and is designed to be
manipnlated with one hand. It is
strapped to the forearm and operat-
ed- by pressing a lever on the cylin-
drical container. This forces a stream
of ceament from a spout. ' Guiding the
latter around a sash quickly seals &
pane of glass in place. Glasing com-
pounds are declared to be more dur-
able than putty.—Popular Mechanies.

Annual Meeling of Brooke Telephone

(Alvinston Free Press)

The eighth anuual meeting of the
‘Brooke Municipsl Telephone Systent was
teld in Code’s Hall hére -on Thursday
afternoon last and was well ‘aitended by
the subscribers of thie system,

The report of the auditors showed that
the system was in a very good financial
position regardless of the high costs of
anaterial, etc., which are dmly donbling
and thribling in price, and in'fact it was
brought out and showed to those present
that no other system in Ontario wes in-a
better position both as to service and
financial standin The liabilities over
assets are $617.27, but as the debt has
been accruing since the inception of the
system, it 1s not $1.00 a %one. which
can be easily wiped out at the end of the
ten year term, which expires i about
two years, According to iureu the sys-
tem really owes the township $9120.48,
but as there have been 106 phomes -
stalled that are not yet on debenture, it
brings the debt down to the figures
above.

Addresses were given by the President,
R. J. Lucas; Treasurer, T. H. Myers; D,
J. McEachern; Herb, Darville, Robert
Clarke, and members of Brooke Council,
who gave their views on the working of
the system. The situation was fully dealt

with ‘and the ontcomie was that the feel-
ing of the meeting was that they have
one of the best systems in the proviuce.
Somwe njiner complaints were lodged
against the service, but the manager, Mr.
Chnsmnn easily explained matters, One
gentleman 1n_the aundience thought to
create a little disturbance by nccnl:fng the
Mauager of not attending to his phone
which was not in workiug order tor four
months, -while another was out of order
since April. They claimed that they had
reported the matter to the manager and
he had not done anything about it, Mr,
Lucas came to the rescue of the manager
at this juncture and severely criticized
these gentlemen for their lack of princi-
pal when they should have reported the
matter to the board if. their ghone had
been out of order that long, If they had
reported the matter first to the manager
and he then did not act within a week or
more, they should have sent a notice in
writing or otherwise to the President, R.
J. Lucas, who would then have seen that it
was put in order or know thereason why.
He thought these men had little to do to
accuse the manager for lack of attention,
whenr they - themselves would allow a
phone to go that long without notifying
the officials in charge. Several other sub-
scribers backed up Mr. Lucas on the sub-
ject and stated that it was to their interest
as well as anyone else to make the system

P. S. Inspector Conn on the
the Rural School.

e —

I have been asked the question: ‘“What
are the outstanding needs of the rural
school?”’  To my mind there is only one
answer, The most pressing n of the
rural school is a change in the method of
administration. In the rural schools un-
der my inspectoral supervision there are
2,687 pupils enrolled and there are 240
trustees; one trustee per 11 pupils. To
supervisd an expenditure of $72,333 re-
quires the gservices of 240 trustees, to say
nothing of 160 auditors, and 20 treastrers
who are not trustees, Surely a simpler
method of administration could be de-
livered and with great advantage. I am
of the opinion that a simpler and more
efficient method of administration offers
itse)f 1n the form of township school
boards; one board of trustees to manage
the schools in each township.

The plan of administering rural schools
by township boards hds been endorsed
by the two greatest educationists of this
continent.. The Honorable Horace Mann,
the founder of the educational system of
United States, said : *'I consider the law
authorizing towaships to be divided into
school district the most unsatisfactory
ever enacted in the State of Massachu-
setts.”” Dr. Ryerson, the founder of the
Educational system of our own Province,
said : ‘I am satisfied the township
board is a remedy for many evils arid an
impertant step in advance.”

In adopting township boards we are
not making an experiment. Both sys-
tems have been tried in United States and
experience there is strongly in favor of
township boards. No State that has dis-
carded the district school system for
township boards has ever reverted to the
old system; and always thiere has been a
marked improvement in educational con-
ditions where township boards have been
adopted. It has been their experience
that the consolidated school almost in-
variably follows in the wake of the town-

Needs of

L ship board.

There would be these advantages: —

It would greatly simplify the school
law and proportionally reduce litigation,
It woutd eliminate disputes about section
boundaries which is a prolific source of
trottble in rural communities.

It would reduce the number of school
officers. To take a concrete case, I have
in mind a township with 482 pupils en-
rolled where there are 60 trustees; one
trustee per 8 pupils. T suggest that 5
trustees could mapage the school affairs
of this township and with greater efficien-
cy: (8

There would be a. uniform school rate
throughout each township. This is just
and proper. It is nojust that people in
the smaller and weaker sections should
be obliged to pay higher rates than their

'neighbors in the larger and more wealthy

septions for a cause sovital to the nter-
ests of all.

In relation to teachers there wonld be
many benefits. ' A board” would ordinar-
ily have in its employ from 15 to 25
teachers, and would find it advantageous
to adopt a salury schedule. This would
do much to mitigate one of the greatest
evils incidental to our present rural school
system—the frequent changing of teach-
ers, It wonld better thie compensation of
teachers and thus raise the status of the
profession. . And as in many cases fewer
teachers could be employed to do the
same work it would do something toward
en'u:? Ahe sitnation: in regerd fo  the
sca of teachers.

It would secure more efficient super-
vision,  The office work of the Inspector

It would secure improved accommoda-
tions and equipment. Local self interest
would 1mpel ple who are paying a
unifornrschool, rate 'to ‘make “efforts to
the end that their school house may be
as good as others in the township, Not
only that, but a board with twenty school
buildings in charge would n learn
something about school architecture. As
articles of equipment and school supplies

Id be purchased in quantity there
would undoubtedly be an improvement
in the matter of equipment,

There would be greater flexibility in
the administration, Within certain limits
parents might send their children to the
school miost conveniently situated. Over
crowding could be relieved by sending
the larger pupils to schools with smaller
attendance, Fifth classes could be es-
tablished in schools where there is a
demand for them. Schools with small
attendance could be closed and the pupils
transported te a neighboring school.
Consolidated schools could be established
with eéase where the situation demagds
them. ' Moreover, modifications of the
curricolum to meet local condition dduld
be eastly and readily made. ke

The only argument I have heard ad-
vanced against towoship boards is the
fact that two townships tried the plan
and later reverted fo our present system,
In this connection we should remember
that conditions have changed materially
in the past twenty-five years. Improved
roads, the telephone, and the sutomobile
have made the townships smaller.” To-
day, everybody in‘'a township knows
everybody else. This was not the case
when the two townshtp boards were in
operation in Ontario; and there was con-
sequently more room for friction and
misunderstanding than there is now.
The fact that tcwnship boards failed
twenty-five years ago is therefore no in-
diction that they would fail now.

The proposal for township boards
shounld appeal to those who are advocat-
icg consolidated schools. Our present
antiquated, dumbrous and. inefficient sys-
tem of rural gchool administration is th
one great obstacle to the ‘development of
these schools.

To secure the\consent of a majority of
the ratepayers in each of the five, six or
more sections in the territory required
for a satisfactory district for a consolida-
ted school is 1n most cases a hopeless un-
dertaking, with township boards this
laborious procedure would be unneces-
sary. The board would have power to
outline a desirable district, submit the
proposition to the ratepayers and the
matter could be settled with little trouble
or delay. *

In conclusion I may say that it is a
question of co-operation in relation to
education in rural schools, If the people
of the rural districts can co-operate to se-
cure better financial returns from theit
tarms surely they can co-operate in secur-
ing better educational facilities for their
children,
