Boots & Shoes —A correspondent writes : “ Few people 
are aware that they carry in the pockets a 
compass more reliable than the great major­
ity of pocket compasses. The watch can 
be utilized as a compass any day that the 

is visible, in the following manner : 
Direct the hour hand to the sun and the 
point half way between this hand and xii 
is the true south point. I have made quite 
a number of observations lately and find 
they check out admirably with the compass. 
Properly the mean solar time should be 
used, but as it differs only 17 minutes from 
our own local time the latter can be used 
without introducing an error of more than 
3 degrees. The reason why this is so is at 
once apparent when we take the case of 
hour hand at 12 noon. Pointing this to 
the sun we have (as 4 the difference is zero) 
the true point. This we see is as it should 
be, for the sun at noon practically reaches 
his greatest altitude, and is then on the ob­
server’s meridian, and in the northern hemis­
phere we sec the run to the south. Again 
assume the suti to set at six o’clock ; while 
the hour hand of the watch travels from 12 
to 6 on. the ISO” the sun has travelled 90 de­
grees, or by pointing the hour hand to the 
sun in gives the direction of the south line.

7 00 On Friday, the 16th inst., a large and 
representative meeting of the rate-payers 
of Ward No. 5 was held in Granville Hall 
to consider the feasibility of constructing 
a bridge across the Annapolis river to con­
nect Annapolis town and Granville Ferry. 
This meeting was called by a committee 
appointed at a previous meeting held at 
Granville Ferry to consider the project and 
devise a scheme for carrying out the ob­
ject. For a number of years past the far­
mers of this Ward and the ones lying im­
mediately to the westward of it have felt 
that their means of communication with 
traffic centers in the county was not com­
mensurate with the increased burden of 
their taxation, and from time to time have 
clamored for improved accommodation. 
Just previous to the last election an agita­
tion was commenced, having for its object 
tho construction of a bridge aerdss the 
river at Clark’s Ferry ; but for some occult 

it died out, and nothing further 
was done in the matter until the present 
scheme w<ts launched upon the public. It 
must be borne in mind by those living in 
sections of the county of more ready access 
to the railway, that the peninsula of Gran­
ville is very peculiarly situated with refer­
ence to our railway systems. The Anna­
polis river separates us for a distance of 
some thirty miles from communication with 
the W. & A. R., and a large proportion of 
the aui plus agricultural products of this 
section are sent by water carriage, either 
directly to market or for storage in 
place contiguous to the line of railway. 
Besides this there are two or three packets 
running constantly from the river to St. 
John during the period of open navigation, 
and quantities of cord wood, lumber, piling, 
brick, etc., etc., arc annually shipped from 
various points on the river east of Anna­
polis to Boston and other ports where good 
markets are found. This has led to the con­
struction of a number of wharves along the 
river on available sites for the convenience 
of shippers; and thus to a certain extent the 
absence of rail accommodation is supplied.

By the construction of a bridge between 
the two above mentioned towns on the site 
proposed by its promoters this, almost the 
only means of shipment would, according to 
tho statements of experienced captains and 
river pilots, "be entirely destroyed. The 
swiftness of the current, insecure anchorage, 
uncertain and varying eddies all combine 
to render it next to impossible for a vessel 
to get through a draw in any bridge that 
may be constructed at the place contem­
plated. This may be denied, but the testi­
mony of men who have navigated the river 
once a week for the past twenty years dur­
ing the period of open navigation most em­
phatically affirm the correctness of my 
statement and even the advocates of the

About Horses. Sago Podding.—Wash one cup of sago 
and set on tlui stove, with three pints of 
cold water ; add a pinch of salt, and sim­
mer one hour and a half ; then stir in one 
cup of granulated sugar, one teaspoonful 
of lemon extract and a little grated nut­
meg ; butter a deep pudding dish and fill 
it with pared and corcd4^>ples, pour over 
them the sago, and bake one hour in a good 
oven ; when doue, dust the top well with 
powdered sugar and nutmeg, and serve 

7 02 with cream and sugar.

To Boil Rice.—Take one cup of rice, 
cover with cold water, and let it boil until 
the water is most gone, then add one cup 
of milk. When that boils, stir in one 
beaten egg, and season with lemon, vanilla 
or nutmeg. When done, serve with but­
ter and sugar stirred to a cream.

Banana Custard.—Add one and one- 

half cups of sugar to three pints of milk, 
and the yolks of three eggs, one table- 

spoonful of corn-starch mixed smooth in 
cold milk, and a pinch of salt ; let the milk 

a.m. and sugar boil ; then add the eggs well 

beaten and the coin-starch ; after remov­
ing it from the fire add any flavoring to 

suit taste ; slice several bananas into a 
deep glass dish ; grate nutmeg over them, 
and when the custard has become cool, not 
cold, pour it over them ; make a meringue 
of the whites of the eggs, and add to the 
top of the dish just before serving.

Cream for Lemon Pies. — One-half 
pound of granulated sugar, and the yolks 
of six eggs, the juice of four lemons and 
the grated rinds of three ; add two l able-

It will be gener­
ally found that with all their experience 
they have not learned how to breed a pro­
fitable dairy cow or how to feed a cow up 
to the point of profit. The dairy cow calls 
for high discrimination and intelligent 
supervision, and no animal on the farm re­
sponds so generously to a little attention as 
she. The function of milk-giving is mater­
nal and is influenced by every surrounding 
as well as the condition of the animal her­
self. While the steer that is gorged with 
corn and is piling on fat under his sleek 
hide may stand considerable cold in winter 
without loss and with apparent satisfaction, 
axcow that is giving milk is susceptible to 
every change of weather and keenly feels 
the cold. Not with her as with the steer ; 
instead of piling the surplus fat about her 
bones she is pouring it forth at the milk 
pail, and each day we take from her as 
milk what was her food the day previous. 
This constant depletion accounts easily 
enough for the sensitiveness of tho dairy 
cow, and no one should be so thoughtless of 
the cow’s comfort and careless of his own 
profits as to have this animal feel a single
