The Paper Age.

STRONG AND DURABLE ARTICLES MADE FROM
PAPER PULP —GRADUALLY DISPLACING
IRON AND STEEL IN MANY WAYS,

We have had the golden age and the iron
age and various other ages, but the present,
says an exchange, will probably be known
as the wooden or paper. age. Paper dress
material masquerading as silk is the latest
invention in the paper line and threatens to
drive the silk worm out of business.

Spruce sawdust, cotton or jute waste and
aleohol are put into the machine and come
out at the other end shining, delicately col-
ored, rustling silk, suitable for the most
fastidious lady’s gown. Of course this paper
silk doesn’t wear so well as the real fabric,
but think how much cheaper it will be!

Enthusiastic paper manufacturers say the
new woman and the new man will dine off
paper dishes. It is not improbable that the
hat of the future will be an indestrnctible
paper affair, impervious to fire and water.
Over in Paris any enterprising milliner will
be able to show you stylish bonnets and hats
made entirely of paper—frame, trimming,
ornaments and all.

Parasols of paper do not seem to have
been thought of yet, but satchels and trunks
of paper are common enough. The paper
trunk, despite its frail sound, is the despair
of the baggage smasher. It refuses to
smash.

So do paper car wheels. They have been
in use for years on some of the most impor-
tant railroads in this conntry. 1t must not
be supposed that the wheels are made entire-
ly of paper. This material only forms the
interior shell. Having been subjected to
terrific pressure it is molded and firmly
bolted to the outer rim, which is of steel.

Greater durability and lightness are
claimed for these wheels, but don’t let the
idea of lightness lead you to get under one.
If you do you may possibly have use for one

of the paper coffins which are being turned |

out at wholesale by a firm at Westfield,
Mass.

The railroad train of the future is likely
not only to have paper wheels, but torun on
paper rails. These are made entirely of pa-
per, and are formed in molds under great
pressure. They have been used to some ex-
tent in Russia and Germany, and are said
to be free from many «f the defects of the
ordinary steel rail.

Paper horseshoes are another European in-
vention. Among the advantages claimed
for them is that they maintain a rough sur-
face, enabling the horse to get a good grip
on the smooth pavements. German paper-
makers have put on the market a substance
called ** papier sculptor,” which is used in-
stead of clay for modeling. It is simply
paper pulp kept soft enough to be wor ked.

Papier-mache ceilings and wall decorations
are very fashionable. They may look like
leather or brocade or a thousand and one
handsome embossed effects, but they are
wood pulp just the same.

The house furnishing departments in the
big shops furnish interesting evidence of the
extent to which paper enters into ordinary
life. ~Paper pailsand tubs are appreciated
by the suburban dweller who hasn’t *‘set ”
tubs. They are much lighter and easier to
keep clean as well as cheaper than the old
style. Water coolers are made of paper.
So is the muck -abused cuspidor.

Peach baskets, berry baskets and butter
boxes are made of paper, and almost every-
thing under the sun—salt, which used to
come in pretty blue and white bags; oat-
meal, crackers, ice cream, candy, shoes, cor-
sets, dresses—is sent home in a paper box.

We know of some towns where co-operation
of this character is bringing good results.
Isu’t there sufficient in the argument to at-
tract business men in towns where this co-
operation has never been tried? Itisa good
thing to look the ground over occasionally.

A Great Funeral.

THE BURIAL OF THE BROPHY LADS AND
YOUNG WINFIELD AT OTTAWA.

Ottawa, Aug. 2.—The funeral of the three
sons of Mr. G. H. Brophy and the only son
of Rev. E. W, Winfield, lately the Gover-
nor-General’s chaplain, all drowned in Des-
chene’s Lake on Friday last, took place this
morning.

Two services were held—that for the Bro-
phy boys at St. Joseph’s Roman Catholic
Church, and that for Percy Winfield at St.

Winfield is acting pastor in the absence for
the summer of Rev. Mr. Herridge. At St.

Moore and Armstrong
conducted the service; at St. Joseph’s a full
requiem mass was sung. The procession
from St. Andrew’s Church proceeded to St.
Joseph’s and thence the united funerals
moved slowly, first to the Protestant and
thence to the Catholic cemetery. There
was an immense concourse, the funeral pa-
rade being nearly two miles long. Flags
were at half mast throughout thecity. The
floral tributes exceeded anything known in
the city, even at Sir John MacDonald’s
death, and the resources of the florists finally
gave out.

These are written by Mrs, Sarah J. Healy,
of this town, and Mrs. J. Shenton, who, we
presume, is the wife of the well-known
Methodist divine. Friends of the movement
will doubtless not relish some of the state-
ments made by these writers. Forinstance,
Mrs. Healy has this rather severe thrust at
the leaders of the suffrage movement:

“ The clamour for woman’s suffrage, which
is after all only entertained by a small min-
ority, is the result of several different mo-
tives. There are many women to whom this
age of increased opportunities has given at-
tainments above those they have hitherto
enjoyed, and being not ‘to the manor born,’
dnu{ed by their little greatness, in their
pride and vain glory, stand ready to do or
be anything which will bring themselves or
their remarkable talents into public notice.”

Justin McCarthy, the present leader of the
home rule party, once wrote something of
the same kind. He bluntly stated that
many of the leaders of the suffrage move-
ment took the stand they did upon this
question chiefly b of the pr
and notoriety they hoped to gain by so doing.
The indignant rejoinder which this state-
ment drew upon him, that he wished to keep
woman in bondage for his own political ad-
vantage, will scarcely meet the case when a
similar charge is made by a woman herself,
as in this instance.

The tribute Mrs, Healy pays to the women
of a preceding generation will, we feel well
assured, awaken an echo in the heart of every
true man, whatever may be his sentiments
upon the franchise or kindred questions.
These are the grandmothers of to-day, *“‘a
few of whom still remain, sitting in quiet
places with folded hands, looking with anxi-
ous wondering eyes at the doings of their
daughters. These women made the homes
and stood side by side with the men who
made our country what it is; they sent out
the husbands and sons to sit in high places,
whose hands they strengthened, whose hearts
they ruled, and by their devotion to the in-
terests of humanity lay the foundation for
the boasted privileges and inherent rights of
the women of to day.”

Who can refuse to give utterance to an
emphatic yea and amen to such sentiments
as these?

Mrs. Shenton writes with no less emphasis
in opposition to the suffrage movement. She
frankly confesses that we have no guarantee
that woman would vote right if she had the
franchise, there being as many thoughtless,
selfish and vicious women as men, and equal
suffrage would double the gullible and pur-

“ chasable vote.

Other problems of interest to the thought-
ful mind are ably discussed in this interest-
ing issue. In short, the woman’s edition of
the Herald is a most excellent production,
and one cannot read it without feeling proud
of the women of this our little province. It
is easy to understand why the maritime pro-
vinces have of late years been supplying
more than their proportional part of the
brains of the dominion.

—I is a sickening story which comes from
China during the past week, telling of the
massacre and outrage of the English mission-
aries at Ku Cheng. No less than ten of these
missionaries, men, women and children, suf-
fered death at the hands of an infuriated
mob, the women being first subjected to
outrages most horrible. This occurred at
the town of Ku Cheng, some ninety miles
from the coast on the road from Hong Kong
to Pekin. Ever since the close of the war
with Japan certain portions of China
have been to a large extent under a sort of
mob law, the feeling againat foreigners being
intensely strong. ‘This has now culminated
in this outrage.

The man now at the head of affairs in
Great Britain is not one who will see British
subjects massacred with impunity, and we
may expect to see Lord Salisbury teach the
heathen Chinee a lesson for this outrage
which he will not forget for a generation at
least.

The Crop Reports.

The local department of agriculture has
issued a crop report for Nova Scotia up to
date. The season is stated to have been ex-
ceptionally good for seeding. As regards
the suitability of the weather after sowing
for the growth of crops, there is testimony
that indicates that the season’s crops are
likely to exceed in productiveness the per
centage estimates, notwithstanding the pre-
valence of drought in some districts. The
condition and prospect of the crops as re-
gards probable yield promise the following
per centages: Hay on upland, of full aver-
age crop, 84 per cent.; hay on improved
dyke land, of full average crop, 90 per cent.;
hay on interval land, of full average crop,
93 per cent.; potatoes, of average crop, 93
per cent.; oats, of full average crop, 93 per
cent.; wheat of full average crop, 98 per cent. ;
barley, of full average crop, 92 per cent.;
buckwheat, of full average crop, 88 per cent. ;
machy, or fixed feed, of full average crop,
100 per cent.; Indian corn for ensilage, of
full average crop, 96 per cent.; mangel wurt-
zel, of full average crop, 98 per cent.

Large Apple Crop in Britain.

HAY, OATS AND WHEAT ARE SHORT, POTA-
TOES A MODERATE AVERAGE.

London, August 6.—England has this year
the largest apple crop that has been seen for
many seasons. Inall the European countries
the crop is larger than usual, with the ex-
ception of France, where the crop is only
good. American apples, if any are needed
must be of the fancy varieties and reach
London in October. The drouth which pre-
vailed during May and June caused a loss to
the Scotch farmers of nearly £3,000,000.
Potatoes will reach the average production.
In oats and wheat there is a deficiency of 25
per cent. There is only half a crop of hay.
Fodder will be very deficient during the com-
ing winter. The German potato crop will
probably be a faflure. Owing to the immense
sizes of the erop its failure would cause a
large increase in the imports of food from the
United States.

Trenton, N. J., Aug. 7.—A new disease
has broken out among the hogs of Upper
Freehold Township. At Cream Ridge, f:x
laystown, and throughout that section, hogs
are dying by the hundrede. A deputation
of farmers from the stricken vicinity, headed
by Dr. John Price, were here to day for the
purpose of seeking relief from the State Board
of Health. They want the State to stam
out the plague, or they say the farmers will
be ruined. The disease is constantly spread-
ing. The farmers say that the loss by death
has been extraordinary within the t week,
some farmers having lost every hog. The
section is noted for hog-raising, some of the
farmers having herds of swine numbering
well towards a thonsand. What makes the
loss greater, is that farmers have been feed-
ing expensive grains in anticipation of killing
time next month.

Preserving Eggs for Long Perlods.

Numerous methods of preserving eggs are
in use. The idea of all of this is to keep air
out of the egg, as by such absence of oxygen
decay can be arrested for a considerable
length of time, especially if the eggs are
perfectly fresh at the start and are kept in
a cool dark place. The standard method,
most used by speculators and dealers, is to
put the eggs in limewater. The process is
as follows, this recipe having been widely
sold at $5 under pledge of secrecy:—

Take 24 gallons of water, 12 1ls of un-
slacked lime and 4 lbs. of salt, or in that
proportion according to the quantity of eggs
to be preserved. Stir several times daily
and then let stand until the liguor has set-
tled and is perfectly clear. Draw or care-
fully dip off the clear liquid, leaving the
sediment at the bottom. Take for the above
amount of liquid, 5 oz. each of baking soda,
cream of tartar, saltpeter and borax and an
ounce of alam. Pulverize and mix these and
dissolve in one gallon of boiling water and
add to the mixture aboat 20 gallons of pure
limewater. This will about fill a cider bar-
rel. ' Put the eggs in carefully so as not to
crack any of the shells, letting the water
always stand an inch above the eggs, which
can be done by placing a barrel head a little
smaller upon it and weighting it. This
amount of liquid will preserve 150 dozen
eggs. It is not necessary to wait to get a
full barrel or smaller package of eggs but
they can be put in at any time that they can
be obtained fresh. The same liquid should
be used only once.

Kicking Cows.

If the animal is handled kindly from calf-
hood and the proper kind of person milks
her—one who has sense enough to control
his temper—there will be very little proba-
bility of the animal developing the kicking
habit, says the American Agricullurist. 3
the cow’s udder is sore, or if one handles
tender teats too roughly the cow is liable to
kick. If she does, it will be wise to handle
her more kindly, and gently, lest she repeat
the kicking so many times that it becomes
a habit, for if it devzlops into s habit noth-
ing may serve to cure her. Young heifers
which have just dropped their calves may
kick lly at the beginning, but if the
milker kicks her back or strikes her roughly
the chances are that the evil will be aggra-
vated, and the cow ruined. Gentleness and
kindness with dairy cows is the best plan to
avoid having kicking cows. But there are
frequent instances where the kicking pro-
pensities seems to be transmitled in the
breeding from dam to offspring, and in such
cages it will be a hard matter to cfiect a cure.
As a rule, however, kicking cows are the re-
sult of ignorant and brutal treatment by thoee
having them in charge, and intrusted with
their training.

Dairy Notes.

Whenever the cows are not fed regularly
they are kept in restless condition, constant-
ly expecting feed whenever the owner enters
the barn, while if fed regularly the animals
would be more quiet.

The regularity as well as the manner of
the milker has much to do with the produc-
tiveness of the milk cow. Care mustalways
be taken.not to allow the cream to get cold
before placing in the dairy room, for if it is
allowed to become completely chilled before
straining and setting away the cream will
not rise well.

In very many cases the labor and time
required in churning is lessened nearly one-
half if the churn is not filled more than half
full at the beginning.

A cow well fed and cared for will not only
give more milk, but it will be of a better
quality and her milk will make more butter
in proportion than a half starved one.

Change of food is necessary both in con-
tributing to the general health of the animal
and as a means of stimulating the digestive
organs, and in this way increasing the secre-
tion of milk.

Much butter is ruined by bad cellars.

A cow in poor condition will be sure to
give her owner poor milk.

—The Ayrshire is eminently a dairy breed.
The cows are active, hardy and will flourish
and give good yields of milk under condi-
tions that would starve pampered cattle.
They have great power of endurance, healthy
appetites, good digestion and ready adaptive-
ness to all vicissitudes of situation and
climate. - They are remarkably free from
tendency to di ; tubercal and other
affections of the respiratory organs being but
seldom found awong them. They are long
lived, often improving in milking qualities
up to 10 years of age.

The general form of the Ayrshire cow has
been described as resembling a hand saw,
with the small end forward. The head is
fine and lean, face rather long and slightly
dishing, horns slim and waxy, neck fine and
slim, udder large and well spread out rather
than pendent, teats small, sometimes too
small for convenient milking. The charac-
teristic colors are red and white, although
brown is not unusual. The reds are of vari-
ous shades, from light brick color to deep
cherry and the white is in spots of various
forms and sizes but never mingled into a
roan. The average standard weight isabout
1,000 Ibs.

Green Feed for Stock.

Daring the summer months some green
feed is much relished by every form of ani-
mal life—chickens, hogs, cows and horses.
Alfalfa hay furnishes a good substitute, and
a change of that kind is conducive to health.
Shade, i00, is very necessary. It is coming
to the time when there will be less work for
animals and the care of them when housed is
quite a task. An alfalfa pasture where all
can run at large will be both convenient and
economical, and if water be accssible at all
times, the farmer and fruit grower will be
relieved of much extra labor and stock will
do well under such conditions.

Milch cows will hardly feel the drying ef-
fects of the hot sun under sush conditions of
pasture, and with plenty of milk, fruit and
vegetables the labors of the kitchen may be
very much lightened.

—Did you ever try spraying your hen-
house with kerosene emulsion? Itis ‘‘death
to lice.” . Shave & half pound of soap in a
half gallon of water, and when the soap is
dissolved and the water boiling, remove it
from the fire and add a half gallon of kero-
sene, agitating briskly for ten minutes. A
creamy substance results, Add six gallons
of water, stirring while so doing, and apply
at any time to the poultry house with 8
sprayer or watering pot.

Much of the good or ill that resides in a
pickle is due to the vinegar with which it is
made. The pickling or white wine vinegar
of commerce is not above suspicion. It is
made by chemicalg, and sulphuric acid large-
ly enters into its composition. It eats the
pickles, and its action upon the lining of the
stomach is very injurions. Its use is to be
avoided.

There is no equal to the vinegar produced
by slow acidulation of fruit-juice, as when
cidar is converted into vinegar. It is the
most healthy form and the cleanest and pur-
est. The failure of the apple crop for the
past two seasons has largely reduced the
sapply in first hands and pure cider vinegar
has been hard to get. But it is so much
more desirable for pickle making and every
other culinary use, that every farmer’s wife
should plan a year ahead for an ample sup-
ply.
All sour pickles and all eweet pickles not
made of ripe fruit are soaked for twenty-four
hours in a brine, the usual proportion being
a large cup of salt to agallon of water. The
use of the brine is to draw out the acrid or
strong flavor of the green fruit or vegetable,
leaving the pulp ready to absorb the vinegar
and spices. The first vinegar into which
green pickles are put usually draws out

more of this acrid principle and should be
drawn off, thrown away, and fresh added.
The pickles will then keep without fer-
menting.

A few of the *first principles” of pickle-
making are these: Do not use vinegar that is
too strong; it eats and softens the pickles.
Keep pickles tightly covered; vinegar is
“ killed ” by exposing to air. Do not let
vinegar boil; let it come to the boiling point;
skim if necessary, and use at once. Never
put pickles in a jar or crock that has held
grease. Wherever possible, put pickles in
cans or bottles and seal when hot. Remem-
ber that freezing spoils pickles.

To keep pickles sound and firm when in
brine, add half a bushel of grape leaves to
a barrel of cucumbers. The leaves also
vastly improve the color. If a scum rises

The housekeeper usually makes cucumbers
the basis of her supply of pickles. The
small sized, shapely young fruit, about four
inches long and an inch or so in diameter,
are preferred; these, after being wiped with
a soft cloth, are packed in layers with salt,
preferably in stone or wood; the juice of the
cucumber with the salt forms a brine in
which they remain till wanted for use, when
they are freshened by soaking three or four
days in tepid water, renewed daily; then put
into vinegar. Care must be taken to keep
them under brine, and also under the vinegar.
An old plate turned over them with 1 weight
on top, does nicely.
