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—There is evidently a considerable differ-
ence between the,profits accruing to the fire
insurance companies and those which make
the life insurance such a popular field for the
investment of capital. In Canada, for in-
stance, the record of the life insurance com-
panies is one of rapidly increasing business
and growing profit, but the fire underwriters,
while they have had an equally abundant
business, have actually been losing money.
Fire insurance rates have been put up, and
it is not unlikely that a further advance in
the scale will be effected. Bradstreet’s says
of the situation in the United States:

“Fire insurance statistics demonstrate
very emphatically that underwriting has
been of a character the reverse of profitable
of late. In his annual address before the
thirty-fourth annual meeting of the National
Board of Fire Underwriters the retiring
president, Mr. E. C. Irvin, said that the fire
loss of the country amounted last year to
$153,597,830, a sum greater by $23,003,925
than that for the preceding year, and, indeed,
the largest since 1893. For a period of ten
years the underwriting profit has been only
thirty-six lrundredths of 1 per cent. of the
premiums, The ratio of taxes to premiums
has gone on increasing steadily, rising fru_m
2,28 per cent. in 1888 to 3.34 per cent. in
1899. The extent of the loss last year is
regarded ae the more startling because busi
ness generally is admitted to have been good,
for with an active demand and prices gener-
ally rising, so that goods could not be re
placed except at figures above their cost, -it
is pointed out that the moral hazard is
minimized. The situation is one of very
serious interest indeed to the underwriters,
for they have distinctly not shared in the
general prosperity.”

—The news from South Africa is altogether
of an encouraging nature. Roberts’ long
delay at Bloemfontein was harshly criticised,
but it was probably a necessary halt, and
one that has enabled him to make the rapid
progress northward toward Pretoria and
Mafeking that has been chronicled from
day to day. The onward sweep oF his army
divisions is not only rapid, but it has thus
far proved irresistible, and the Transvaal
and Free State troops are scurrying for
safety, abandoning many positions of great
natural strength because they are afraid of
being enveloped by the far reaching British
lines. Kroonstad has been occupied without
any attempt at defence, and now news of the
relief of Mafeking is hourly expected. Un-
less the Boers are in great force, defending
the approaches to that town, its relief will
surely be accomplished during the week.
Then, with nothing to turn him from his
offensive work in the Transvaal, Lord Roberts
will soon be at the gates of the capital, and
the end of the war should be in sight. - It is
unlikely, now that effor(s to obtain outside
help have proved unavailing, that the Boers
will greatly prolong the struggle.

“"—~The British industrial situation is being
seriously affected by the high prices for coal
and a growing scarcity of that commodity.
It is stated that the demand for coal for do-
mestic and foreign consumption has out-
stripped the productive capacity of the
mines of Great Britain, and that a positive
coal famine is threatened. The cost of pro-
duction in the iron and steel manufacturing
industries, for instance, has so increased as
to cause a considerable abatement of its vol-
ume of new business, and the outlock along
these lines is discouraging. The unfortun-
ate condition of the British industries, how-
ever, will prove a very positive advantage
to Nova Scotia, the richness of whose coal
and iron deposits has but recently been
recognized. Here these great staples lie in
contiguity and abundance, and mining and
smelting can be carried on more cheaply
than in any other part of the world. No
wonder capital is now being freely advanced
for the development of these industries,
when a world wide market is clamoring for
their prodacts.

Canada’s Preferential Tariff,

The N. Y. Gutlook.

In spite of the preference which Canada’s
tariff laws now give to imports from the
mother country, those imports are not in-
creasing as rapidly as imports from the
United States. According to an official
document received from Washington, Canada
began to discriminate in favor of Great
Britain in April, 1897, when English products
were relieved cf one-eighth of the duties to
which goods from other countries are sub-
jected. The year following, the preference
accorded to English goods was doubled in
amount, 8o that they paid duties one-quarter
less than those from the United States, for
example ; and on Jualy 1 of this year the
preference is again to be increased, so that

the Eoglish goods will thereafter pay one-
third less than our own. What the effect
of the proposed change will be can only be
estimated. . Thus far the record of Canadian
imports shows the following changes since
the discriminations in favor of the United
Kingdom began :

Ia other words, England’s share of Czaada’s
import trade has falien from nearly one-third
to barely one-quarter,gwhile the share of the
United States nas increased in a correspond-
ing ratio. The London Economist, in com-
menting on the situation, notes that the in-
crease in the exports from the United States
to Canada has been largely in raw maverials
which could not be brought from across the
water, but has been partly in manufactured
goods which the manufacturers of this coun-
try have supplied in increasing measure be-
cause of their nearness and their intimate
konowledge of the needs of Canadian consum-
ers. Wirhout the preferential daties Eng
land’s share of the Canadian trade wouid
probably have decreased still more markedly,
but the figures bring out sharply the fact
that trade develops along the lines dictated
by business sense rather than national senti-
ment,

No Hope for Irish Home Rule,

London, May 9.—In his Primrose League
speech to-day Lord Salisbury, the Premier,
referred to the difficult and intricate Irish
problem and said : “Mr. Gladstone in an evil
moment, for the fame of the country and for
his party, attached himself to the idea of
separation of England and [reland. There
has been a long struggle, but no one can say
the home rule cause presents any elements
of sanguine anticipation for the future. It
might be said that the Irish rule would be
realized and that Mr. Gladstone’s aspirations
would be fulfilled, but I do not believe that
the canses which have once been well beaten
bave re appeared to any purpose in English
history. Apart, however, from the fate of
former struggles, and I am stiil assured that
there is po bope of the predominart party
ever consenting to give Ireland praciical in-
dependence. We have learned something
from the South African war; bow a disloyal
government in spite of warnings, could ac-
cunalate armament agsinst the most power-
ful combataut, and thus secure a terrible
advantage. Wenow know better than we
did ten years ago what a risk it would be if
we gave s disloyal government in Ireland
the power of accumuiating forces against this
country. Mr. Gladstone shattered his own
party so that for the moment they are erased
and a powerless factor in Eoglish politice,
But it must not be imagined that the efface-
ment is likely to be permanent.”

Dear Sir,—I notice that the Nova Scotia
Government has purchased four Clydesdale
stallions, also three Hackney stallion colts,
from one to two years old, also three Hack-
ney mares, on Provincial account, and we
are promised a full description of these horses
imported from Ontario in the near future,
which I trust will prove of interest to our
farmers. I learn there are two other stallions
imported into Kings and Colchester counties
of 1600 Ibs. each. Anuapolis county needs
horses of the above description, and I would
respectfully suggest that the officers of the
different agricultural societies of this county
should combine and impress apon our local
representatives the urgent need of securing
the service of one of those imported animals
this season, and there is no time to be lost
in doingso. While Oatario and P. E. Ieland
have farnished large numbers of cavalry
horses during the last few months, Nova
Scotia has no suitable stock to offer for sale,
and such will continue to be the case until
we effect a decided change in the size of our
horses. 1have had occasion to importmearly
fifty horses from P. E. Island, not being able
to find suitable heavy horses here. I have
a filly two years and nine months old, weigh-
ing 1250 lbs., a thoroughbred *¢Shire (but
not for sale), and would like to breed a foal
from her if a snitable horse could be got in
this county, and many other farmers are in
the same position.

By inserting the above you will, I think,
awake some interest in the matter and oblige

Letter from the Front.

The following letter from Pte. Loring
Gates, of Kingston Station, now with F. Co.
Canadian Contingent, was received by Mr.
Reuben Harris, East Margaretville, on
Tuesday, Sth inst.:

Bloemfontein, April 1, 1900.

Dear Friexp ReEuBeN,—I received your
letter today, and was glad to bear from you.
In regard to shooting all the Boers at once,
that is a dream, and if the people think it is
not, they had better come out here and have
a try themselves. The Boers can fight, and
don’t you forget it. Now, for instauce, you
take about 15,000 Boers on a high hill, among
the rocks, don’t you think it would take a
lot more men on the level to beat them?
Well, that is jast the situation of the Boers
and the British—the Boers on a high hill,
and the British on the level. I think that
the British are doing well, as they are vic-
torious in almost every case. I was inthree
different battles, and in the third one we
made the Boers surrender, about 4000 of
them. The last one, which was on the 27th
of February, the Canadians made an attack,
and the Shropshire Light Infantry supported
us. We made the attack about one o’clock
in the morning, and we lost guite heavily,
but we won the battle.

As regards the newspaper talk, a lot of it
is mere fabrication. Of course some of it is
quite true, but the most of it is just talk.
You know that this is a large country, and
we have to chase the Boers, as they won’t
fight on the open plain, but go until they
get on & large hill or kopje, a8 the bills are
called in this country. Lhere they will stop
and fight a short time and then they will re-
tire, and as they all have horses, we infantry
have a hard job to get to them again.

Well, Reuben, I do not know of much to
write, but I could tell you a lot if I saw you.

J am real well, and enjoying myself jast
pow, but when the bullets fly as thick as
they did on the 18th, 20th and 27¢h of Feb
ruary, it is not so much fan. I would like
to see some cf the brave people aboat
in the fight, just to try their nerves.

I will say good bye for this time, hoping
this will find you well.

THE WAR IN SOUTH AFRICA

Lord Roberts at Kroonstad.

London, May 12, 10 p. m.—The war office
has received the following despatch from
Lord Roberts :

Kroonstad, May 12, 3. p. m.—I entered
Kroonstad at 1.30 without opposition today,
when the Union Jack was hoisted amidst
cheers from the few British residents.”

London, May 13—Flect street received

last night several versions of the occupation
of Kroonstad and Rundle’s skirmishes with
Olivier’s scattered forces, but these des-
patches merely repeated the essential facts
of Lord Robert's previous bulletins. The
Datch allies have been impressed with the
overwhelming power of the British resources
and with the hopelessness of resistance when
they are outnumbered and outclassed. They
have begun with reproachiog each other
with lack of co-operatiop, and have ended
by separating their forces. Strong posi:
tions have been abandoned ia the north and
Kroonstad evacuated, and there is no proba-
bility that another stand will be attempted
south of the Vaal. Dutch operations on
the eastern flank are no longer menacing,
while Lord Robert's army is well supplied
by the railway and prepared to advance in
the course of a few days. The Datch com-
manders are discouraged and hopeless.
Their attempt to thwart the Britibh advance
by raiding southward and by hanging on
the eastern flank has failed, after involving &
dispersion of their forces and the wearing
down of their ponies aud transport. Lord
Roberts has an army of 200,000 men for
guarding communications and operating on
a front virtually 200 miles wide from Four-
teen Streams to Biggarsburg. Against this
army the Boers have 20,000 burghers in the
Transvaal and Natal, and Steyn has perhaps
5,000 burghers under arms in Bethlehem dis-
trict. The Dutch have fought bravely and
made a wonderful defence, but the day
of miracles has passed. There was sharp
skirmiching Friday on the road to Kroom-
stad, and Gordon's cavalry brigade acted
with gallantry in the final onset. . The town
was formally surrendered by the landrost
after the Transvaal burghers had removed
the bulk of their own stores, blown up the
bridge, wrecked the railway station and
done other damage. There were groups of
British sympathizers in the streets when
Lord Roberts entered the town at the head
of the troops and the scenes enacted at
Bloemfontein under similar couditions were
repeated. The troops halted yesterday after
their long march. Two columns which bad
been 40 miles apart at the outset having been
massed at Kroonstad, this town will now be
converted into the advanced base of sup-
plies for operations in the Transvaal.
The German press considers the fate of
the Dutch republics sealed by the capture
of Kroonstad, and praises Lord Roberts'
porthward advance as worthy to rank with
bis march from Kaodahar. While Gen.
Botha with the Transvaal burghers has re
Lired to the Vaal river, Steyn with the rem-
pant of the Free State army is makinga
needless stand in the northeastern corner.
Heilbron has been abandoned because it lies
on the line of Robert’s march northward,
but Lindley on the Vaalsch, north of Vicks-
burg, is held by a small Datch force as the
temporary capital with Bethlebem and Har-
risemith as places of refuge. Oiivier's com
mandos have been operatiog against Gen.
Randle’s division from Mcquatlings Nek,
from which line the retreat leads through
Vicksburg to Bethlchem. Gen. Brabent's
scouts reported Saturday that the Boers
were moving north. What remains of the
Free State force could be easily dispersed if
Gen. Hildyard’s diviiions were sent from
Natal over the mountains to Harrismith, but
Gen. RundR’s division with the cavalry
seems eatirely competent to deal with it
without assistance. Lord Roberts' plan
of campaign, unless all signs fail, will pot
include operations on a large scale against
Bethlehem, and the scattered Free State
commandos on the eastern flank, but he will
mske a fresh start from the Vaal river after
a brief halt and carry the bulk of his army
into the Transvaal leaving strings of burgh
ers at Liberty to retain control of the small
section of the couatry around Bethlehem
where they will gradually disperse under
pressure from Gen. Randle. There was little
pews at midoight from either Natal or the
Warrenton line.

The reason why the Boers failed to make
a stand at Kroonstad is explained by a
news correspondent with Lerd Roberte. It
appears the Boers' position was probably
impregoable, and the burghers had every
intention of fighting, but the far extending
sweep of Robert’'s flanking operations ren
dered it impossible for them to maintain
their ‘ground. Tucker and Hamilton on
the right and French and Hutton on the
left completely enveloped the position, and
the Boers had to retreat or surrender. i

Winston Churchill, telegraphing to the
Post, states that if the British had succeed-
ed in cutting the line to the north before
four o’clock on Friday afternoon they would
have captured seven epgines and several
traius including one which contained £40,-
000 in specie and immense quantities of
stores.

According to Bennett Burleigh, the honor
of hoisting the Union Jack at Kroonstad fell
to Mrs. Lockhead, an American lady there.

There is no news whatever regarding the
Mafeking relief column. The Mail says in-
formation has reacbed Lourenzo Marques to
the effzct that Baden-Powell has food suffi-
cient to last until next Saturday.

Ramors have reached Durban that Gen.
Baller’s forces have been engaged in heavy
fighting, but no news from the front has
been received in confirmation.

Gen. Buller on the Move.

London, May 15.—Once more cannon
have begun to speak in earnest in Northern
Natal. News reached London yesterday
that Sir Redvers Buller had moved outin
force from Ladysmith and had an important
victory, driving the Boers from strong posi-
tions in the rugged hills of Biggarsberg.

The enthusiaem displayed in London,
when the news of General Buller's success
arrived, clearly manifested the popularity
of the general, for the sentiment of the
country was aroused in his favor by the re-
cent dizcussion of the Spion Kop despatches;
and therefore, the news was hailed every-
where with qaite as much satisfaction, as
was the news of the occupation of Kroonstad
by Lord Roberts the other day.

Driven out of Biggarsberg the Boers will
have no choice but to fall back through New-
castle upon the emormously strong natural
fastness of Laing’s Nek and the Igno river
region, which is dominated by Majaba Hill.
Hnowever, no one believes that an attempt
will be made to attack the Boers at Laing’s
Nek by any other than a turning movement.
It remains tobe seen whether Sir. Radvers
will cross Baffslo River by Landmin’s Drift
and attack Vryheld on the way, or will ad-
vance by Nawcastle and Utrecht.

The position of the Ocange Free State has
almost ceased to count. Indeed it is stated
at Cape Town that a proclamation annexing
it to the British Empire will be issued in the
course of a week,

The last week of the siege of Mafeking is
likely to be attended with some exciting
incidents.

London, May 15—General Baller's turn-
ing of the B ggarsberg position was affected
by a bold movement. The Boers had evac-
uated Helpmaakar, but were making a
stand on Monday evening at Blsakoplaagte,
seven miles from Dandee. The correspon-
dents on the spof regarded this as a rear
guard action intended to cover the retreat
of thearmy. At the same time Gen. Hild-
yard took Indoba and it is reported that the
Boers withdrew in disorder.

Gen. Buller who seems to be employing
his full strength is expected to push on.
His first marches were forty five miles in
three days. He is thus breakiog into Brit-
ish territory, which had been administered
for six months by the Transvaalers, as
though it were part of the Republic they
holding courts and levying taxes. His suc
cess therefore has polizical as well as mili-
tary conscquences.

Nothing Gefinite has been heard about
the expected relief of Mafeking. The Cupe
Town correspondents continye to wire that
relief is imminent, fixing Tuesday or Wed-
nesday as probable dates. Ioquirers at War
office are told that the news of the relief
will be made public immediately upon its
receipt. No word had come to hand at
midnight.

Canada at the Paris Fair.

Toronto, May 10, —Mr. J. G. Jardine, rep-
resentative of Ontario at the Paris Exhibition
in a letter to a Toronto friend, says the Can-
adian exhibit will surpass that of any other
country or state in the department of agei-
culture. He says that it will not be possible
to have the Canadian section closed on Sun-
days, theugh the United States section will
be closed on that day. The reason for this
is that the British authorities did not make
application early enough, that the programs
are arranged, snd the fair snthorities are
arbitrary.

The India Famine.

Londop, May 11.—1n the house of com-
mons this afternoon the secretary of state
for Iudia, Lord George Hamilton, confirmed
the reports heretofore received of the exces-
sive famine in India and the mortality there-
from in the native states, Ho added that
British officers had been sent to these states
to advise aad assist the native governments,
and that loans had been and would continue
to be made by the Indian government to
meet the expenses of the operations for the
relief of the famine sufferers in territories
outside of British rule.

London, May 11.—8ir Francis MacLean,
chief justice of Bengal, and chairman of the
famine relief committee, cabling to lord may-
or of London, A, J. Newton, whose fund
reached £230,000 today, calls attention to
the fact that this is the moment when money
is most urgently required to assist the peas-
antry with seed and cattle for ploughing, in
view of the coming monseon.

A correspondent, writing from Nagpore,
capital of the central provinces, on April 20,
says:

“t is impossible to coovey by means of
mere figures any adequate idea of the para-
lyzing effect of a drought such as Iodia is
now experiencing. We can lump together
statistics showing the actual loss of the gov-
ernment. This, however, takes no account
of the further loss of the great mass of agri-
culturists, who have exhausted every resource
in the struggle for existence and who have
been left penniless. The net cost to the
government will be eight and a quarter il
lione, and the value of the wheat crop de~
stroyed is eight to ten milllions sterling and
the cotton crop seven millions, while the
great oilseed crop is non-existent outside of
Bengal, the north-west provinces and Oude.
Oz & moderate computation the cultivators
of Bombay province have lost fifteen millions
in food crops and three ions on cotton.
More serious and more far-reaching than the
destruction of the crops is the awful mortal-
ity in cattle. In the Abmedabad district
the splendid Cuzerot oxen have perished by
millions, and men and women are playiog the
part of beaste of burden, dragging the lum-
bering carts along the rough couatry roads.
Given a fair season, the Indian peasantry
will vecover from the effects of the famine
with a rapidity little short of marvellous.
But two*conditions will this year test their
recuperative powers to an upusual degree.
First the occurrence of the second drought
before the traces of the previous one had
been eliminated; second, the unprecedented
mortality among the cattle. Ona sanguine
estimate, six years must elapse before the
central provinces return to their normal con
ditions. In the Reccan it is the same case,
and at Guzerat and Rajuptana the interval
will be even longer.”
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General Otis on the Philipines.

General Otis sailed for home last Saturday,
and General MacArthur succeeds him in
supreme military command at Manila. A
cable despatch sent by General O:is on the
eve of his departure, sums up the April cap
tures as including thirty pieces of artillery,
1,209 rifles, considerable ammunition, and
large stores of property; notes that in the
early portion of the month the enemy was
active in the extreme north and in southern
Luzon, and in some of the Viscayan islande;
and reports the American losses for the
month as thirteen enlisted men killed and
three officers, and twenty-four enlisted men
wounded. This, however, does not includ

several losses reported by cable but not offi-
cially registered, and notably the killing of
pineteen American soldiers at Catabig in the
island of Samar, where a little American
garrison—thirty men of the Forty third—
beld out in a church, with splendid courage,
agaiost an attack of hindreds of Filipinos,
killing perhaps two hundred of the enemy
during a five days’ siege. Even after the
roof of the church was burned over their
heads and two-thirds of their number were
killed and nearly all wounded, and their food
was gone and their ammunition nearly ex
hausted, these brave men held their own
until they were relieved by a small reio-
forcement (only ten men, it is said) and the
Filipinos were driven away. This Samar
incident is very instructive. It ehows the
kind of war now going on. We hold about
250 stations; to do so and also to keep an
army in motion requires a great subdivision
of our forces. Now, as soon as the subdi
vision results in leaving a small garrison un-
supported, the Filipinos attack it in greatly
superior force as far as numvers go; but in
arms and ekill they are so deficient that in
sll but very exceptional cases they may be
driven off. The Filipino forces are also sub-
divided, and it is impossible to force a gen-
eral engagement with a large body of the
enemy, but easy for them to unite occasion-
ally for a specific attack on some imperfectly
garrisoned post. Thus cable news received
just as this issue goes to press tells us of an
attack by over eight hunired insurgents on
an American garrison of twenty-five at Jaro
in the island of Leyte. No American was
burt; of the Filipinos 120 or more were
killed; two or three similar engagements are
reported the same day. From General
Young come reports that Aguinaldo has
joined General Tino in the north and’ that
they have reassembled a considerable force
in the mountains,

Fighting on the Gold Coast.

London, May 9.—The Colonial office has
received the following despatch from Sir
Frederick Michael Hodgson, governor and
commander-in-chief of the Gold Coast colony,
dated Kumasei, April 27 :

“The situation, I regret to inform you,
has changed for the worse. Oun April 23 a
force was sent to clear the rebel forces to the
eastward. Four members of the constabulary
were kiiled, and a large number of the rebels
were killed or wounded. On April 25 the
Ashantis surrounded the town in great force,
probably ten thousand, and made a deter-
mined attack. The Hausas were obliged to
evacuate the cantonment and to concentrate
around the fort. The engagements lasted
four hours. Twenty of our native allies and
two Hausas were killed. The present occu-
pants of the fort number 338, inclusive of
eighteen Europeans, six of whom are mission-
aries, It is necessary that further reinforce-
ments be sent to the Gold Coast.”

Sir Frederick Hodgeon, under date of April
30, telegraphed :. ** Yesterday a serious at-
tack was made on the fort by the rebels, but
they were routed on all sides with great loss,
Two members of the constabulary were killed
and tcn wounded. A contingent of Lagos
constabulary under Inspector General Aplin
has arrived after two days’ severe fighting.
The column was attacked at Asagu, which
was taken, with the losa of one killed and,
twenty three wounded, among them Aplin,
slightly. On the following day the contin
gent was attacked two miles from Kumassi
by 8,000 rebels. There was great loss in
taking the stockade scross the road.. Several
Ashantis there hud arms of precision. After
desperate fighting the Ashantis fled. Two
members of the constabulary were killed and
133 wounded, including Assistant Inspector
Read.”

Manitoba’s Finances.

Winnipeg, May 10.—The report of the
Royal Commission on the finances of the
province of Manitoba was presented to the
legislature yesterday. The commmissioners
find that the late government had overdrawn
its general bank account $76,036 77, shat it
bad improperly used trust funds for Feeral
purposes and that it had incurred uopaid
liabilities in addition to the extent of $156,-
613.88; that there was a deficit of $248,136 -
40, without taking into account the large
amount of bonded debt which the late gov-
ernment ‘had incurred and the extemt to
which it had pledged the credit of the pro-
vince in guaranteeing the bonds of other cor:
porations. When the late government left
office it had a bonded debt of $4,439,859,
and a guaranteed debt of $3,225,859, in ad-
dition to its deficit of $248,136 on account of
bank overdrafts, misapplied trust fands and
unpaid accounts,

The commission declares ‘‘ the statement
prepared by the treasury as to the financial
position of the province on Jan. 16, 1888, we
find to be incorrect and misleading, as it was
not full and complete, and was evidently
signed by the anditor without making suffi-
cient investigation.”

THE VALUE OF THE SHIP CANAL TO THE PA-
CIFIC COAST.

«Expanding trade must find an outlet.
Barriers must be broken down. The Pacifia
Coast is cut off from the great centres of civ-
lization by a continent and a sea. Railroad
transportation is expensive and our merch-
ants and producers languish under its exac-
tions. Artificial conditions are created in
the interest of the transcontinental railroads,
which are to-day the principsl opponents of
the construction of the canal,” writes Mayor
James D, Phelan, of San Francisco, in The
Saturday Evening Post.

+ In 1878, the Union and Central Pacific

Railroads forced San Francisco merchants to
enter into special contracts. Those refusing
could not get the railway service at all and
the condition was that the merchants con-
tracting should abandon the sea and use the
railroad exclusively. Until 1893, the date
of its dissolution, the Transcontinental As-
sociation subsidized the Panama Steamship
Company and the Pacific Mail in order to
“ bottle up ” Ssn Francisco and exclude its
merchants from the advantages of the sea
and its competitive ratee. The merchants or-
ganized and fought back with some success,
but the fact remains that the long route by
the Horn Has embarrassed the Pacific Coast
and retarded its commercial development.
How has it been embarassed? Three thous-
and miles of continent and fifteen thousand
miles of ocean stretch between us and the
Atlantic sea-board. By means of the canal
the sea distance can be cut down to about
five thousard miles. That is the main con-
sideration.

“Now the Pacific Coast of the United
States consists of producers, rather than
manufacturers, and as ocean freights are so
very much lower than those by rail, the
saving of distance, with a consequent dimin-
ution of time, means prosperity for the pro-
ducer; whereas our lumber, wheat and fruit
industries have so far yielded their deserved
profits to the railroads. New York in eigh-
teen days and Europe in twenty-five will
give our merchants some control of the
market. Now, most shipments are specula-
tive and go forward to an uncertain goal.”

Other Queens are
qualified in their estate by the lands over
which they rule—as, for example, Queen of
Italy, Queen of Greece, Empress of Ger-
many, Empress of Russia; but when ‘the
Queen’ is said every one means England’s
Victoria. Of all queens the greatest, she is
of all women the simplest, and herein gives
matchless example to her sex. Above the
splendors of her position and enthronement,

Utilizing Sewage.

Millions of dollars of waste occur every
year in the cities of the United States; enough
it has been stated, to sustain ten millions
people. The waste in a single large city,
New York for instance, is enormous, the an-
nual value of her sewage and manure alone
being in the millions. New York's and Chi
cago’s vast sewage is carried out to ses, and
Chicagoans think they have achieved a great
engineering triumph whereby their hundreds
of thousands of tons of concentrated fertility
is swept into the Miseissippi and finally to
the Gulf of Mexico. In this connection it is
interesting to note that some communities
are utilizing their waste in enriching adjacent
land. Paris is making a vast experiment
with using its sewage for irrigating farm
lands upon which can be grown wonderful
yields. A dispatch from Walla- Walla,
Washington, states thatafruit company own-
ing a large orchard near the city has con-
tracted to take the entire city sewage for »
term of 35 years without cost to the city.
Here is mutual co-operation, the fruit men
want water for irrigation purposes and the
city had a task of no small proportion in
getting rid of this surplus water. The fruit
company owns a large orchard just below
Walla Walla and the trees require irrigation
to bring the best results. For years the
company has been endeavoring to solve the
problem; now it is believed the irrigated
property will be one of the best paying in-
vestments in the State.

There is
a sure preventive—as sure as it is simple,
inexpensive and always successful—a pair of
rubbers. if a woman will simply put ona
pair of rubbers when the lightning begins to
flash and the thunder to roar, and will stand
on the floor, so that she touches nothing
else, she will be as safe as if she was sealed
in a glass cage.

Raubber is a non-conductor of electricity,
and if the lightning has to go through a sheet
of rubber to get at you, it will leave you
alone and take something else. In other
words, when you have on a pair of rubbers,
and are not in contract with anything, you
are perfectly insulated.

It might be well to add that a pair of rub-
bers, to be effective against lightning, must
be sound and whole. Do not put on an old
pair with a crack in the toe, because electric-
ity will get out of a very small hole when it
is cornered, and a pair of defective rubbers
will do you no good,—The Bulletin.

The Lawn.

There is nothing so attractive around a
place as a good lawn. In order to have
such a lawn the ground must be thorouzhly
worked up and enriched. It is impos ible
to form a good lawn by simply ploughing
up a piece of worn out land and seeding it
down to grass. Plough deeply and thorough
ly work in a good dressing of well rotted sta-
ble manure, then harrow and grade off the
land so as to make it as even as possible for
seeding. A mixture has been tried of 5 pounds
of Kentucky Blue Grass to 1 pound of White
Clover, sown at the rate of 5 bushels per acre,
which has madeagood lawn. Another mix-
ture for lawn seeding that has given good
results is 2 pvunds of White Clover to a
bushel of half and half Red Top and Blue
Grase at the rate of 5 bushels per acre. The
Red top stands drought better than the Blue
Grass, but if the land is inclined to be wet or
shaded, the first named mixture would pro-
bably give the best satisfaction. If notsown
thickly, the Red Topis liable to grow bunchy
and make an unevenlawn. The seed should
be sown carefully so that a good even growth
will be obtained. The best way to cover
the seed is to scatter with a sieve, fine rich
earth over it; should it beraked in the great-
est care is necessary to get it covered even-
ly, after which roll the lawn thoroughly.
The best time to prepare a lawn is in the
spring and it will require little attention
again that season to keep down any weeds
that may grow.

A Mammoth Dredger.

The machine consists of
a series of projecting blades or cutters which
revolve around a cylindrical conduit of sheet
iron.

Tomato Culture,

THE MISSISSIPPI SYSTEM—UNUSUAL, BUT

SUCCESSFUL IN THE NORTH.
1 have followed the ** Mississippi system”
for tomato culture for six years and see no
reason why this method is less well adapted
to the north than the south. Indeed, with
me, a few miles north of New York city,
there has been unvarying success in all sorts
of seasons, even in the rainless summer of
last year. . Mine is an amateur’s garden, and
I raise fruits and vegetables for home use
only, but when I have tomatoes in abundance
at a time when 1 would have to pay §4 a
crate for them in the market, if I could afford
the luxary, I count it so much money earned.
This has been the case the past three sum-
mers, and the eamé vines have continued to
bear until the frost cut them down.

In addition to staking my vines, which I
learned to do while visiting in Illinoie, I vary
considerably from the usual method in trans-
planting them. In this latter matter I am
alone, so far as I know, but hope I shall not
remain so. There is nothing in my practice
which may not be adopted in the most ex-
tensive field culture. For test purpqges I
have given to neighbors having gardeus, in
some respects superior to mine, plants equal
in every respect to those retained for my
own use, and have beaten them from one to
two weeks in earliness of mature fruit and
very greatly in the ainount of production for
the season.

I begin early in the career of the plant.
I sow in deep boxes, placing the seéds one
iach apart. When the second permanent
leaf appears, I transplant into four-inch pots,
sinking each root three inches or so below
the surface. Here they remain until it is
safe to put them into the ground—Ilate in
May in this latitude,

In the meantime the ground is prepared.
As soon as the garden is spaded up holes are
dug the depth of the spade and a foot in
diameter. Phey are two feet apart in the
row, with the rows three feet apart. The
holes are hali filled with rich manure mixed
with earth and well trodden down. When
the proper time comes, the plants, with the
earth unbroken, are taken from the pots and
sunk in the center of the holes. I stake
them at once, for it is the season of high
winds, using a crowbar and placing the stake
within an inch of the plant, and tie at once.
As the plants grow the holes are gradually
filled, and the tomato patch is perfectly level,
ready for cultivation, and a dust muich cloee
up to each plant, an impossibility when the
old method of hilling up is pursued. The
bottom root may be a foot or more below the
surface, and examination in the fall shows
that several sets of lateral roots have been
sent out, which continue to grow throughout
the season. The vigor of the plant is thus
limited only by the food available for it to
draw upon. It is also less likely to be af-
fected by drought than when most of the
roots are little below the general level of the
garden.

The stalk as it grows should be tied closely
to the stake below each set of blossom buds
and before the fruit forms. My tomatoes
are large and solid, and in many cases grow
in bunches weighing from three to six pounds
each, so the twine should be soft and heavy.

1 see no reason for cutting off all the side
shoots, Suckers are worse than useless, but
each branch is often as productive as the
main stem. "I have made a test in the same
row of plasts with only the stalk and with
one, two, three or four branches, and the
results are certainly not favorable to the
smaller number. The grower must be guided
by the relative vigor of the different plants.
I thought a few years ago that the closely
trimmed vines grve me earlier fruit, but I
have not proved it to my satisfaction. The
earliest tomatoes are pretty nearly matured

before the branches begin to draw heavily
on the plant. The vines are tied so closely
to the stake that the ground is not too much
shaded. The rake or hand caltivator may
be used throughout the season, and there is
a constant-succession of fruit until frost.

A Farm and Fireside correspondent con-
cludes the foregoing with the remark that if
he were planting many acres for the market
or canning factory he should not change his
method except as to the distance between
the plants.

-
Strawberries.

1. Strawberries do well on almost any
well-drained soil which is free from frost,
reasonably fertile and not infested with white
grubs.

2. There is little danger of making the
soil too rich, but there is a possibility of in-
juring the plants with commercial fertilizers,
if placed too closely about the roots, and
with coarse manure..

3. Commercial fertilizers seem to have no
effect on white grubs, nor does manure, bat
the latter stimulates the plants, so as to re-
pair the damage.

4. The best fertilizers are well rotted
manures, bone meal and wood ashes.

5. The best method of preparing the soil
is to plough in autump, mulch with manure
and fit the ground in the spring with culti-
vator and harrow.

6. The best time to set strawberry plants
is in the early spring. When plants are to
bé set in autumn, they should be especially
grown for the purpose either in frames or in
pots.

7. For matted rows the plants should be
set eighteen inches by four feet apart, and
for hills, one foot by three.

8. Ia hill jculture, the runners are all
removed, andﬁor the best results in matted
rows a part should be cut off, or some of the
plants dug out.

9. Generally, it is better to keep a bed
only one season, but if kept longer, the beat
treatment is burning soon after fruiting.

10. Winter protection should be given
by mulching, and the best material is swamp
hay.

11. It is not advisable to remove the
mulch in the epring, either to cultivate or
to avoid frost, unless the soil is very weedy.

12. A good rule in selecting different
varieties is to take only those that have
shown the best results in many different
sections, rejecting those that appear to be
variable and have exhibited weaknesses else-
where,— Ohio Fxperimental Station Bulletin.

Advice From the New Jersey Station.

Any good soil will grow raspberries; a
moist, well drained clay leam, not to stiff,
is pobably the best.

Select a few varieties that are known in
the markets. Do not grow too many varieties;
a shipment of one kind throughout will sell
better than if composed of bhalf a dozen
sorts.

Growers generally set plants in the epring.
Fall setting of the red sorts could be more
largely pracliced, with economy of both time
anc labor, and good results obtained.
Plants for setting should be cbtaived from
reliable sources, and from plantations free
from anthracnose and rusts. A good dis-
tance for setting is 6 by 3 feet.

Cultivation shotild be clean and thorough
till last of August; it conserves moisture
and renders available stored up plant food.
Raspberry plantations need manure. An
even mixture by weight of ground bone, acid
phosphate and nuriate of potash makes a-
good fertilizer, and an application of from
600 to 1,000 pounds per acre will be & euffi-
