BRIGHT'S DISEASE.
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A wrITER in the Quarierly Review makes an esti-
mate of the relative strength of parties in the Church
of England, Placing the whole number of the clergy
at 23,000, lic thinks that to the High Church school
in its various shades belong upward of 11,000,0: nearly
onc-half of the whole, He gives to the Evangelical
section about one-fourth of the whole, or 6,000, and to
the Broad Church section, 3,000 or about an cighth of
the wholce, leaving another 3,000 which cannot strictly
be claimed by cither party.

‘THE cflorts made fur the benefit of Sabbath school
workers by the: Ontacio Sabbath Schoo! Association
are deserving of encrgetic encouragement and support.
The Secretary, Rev. John McEwen, has been conduct-
ing very profitably and successfully a serics of Insti-
tute mectings in Torunto, where topis of practical
interest have been presented. The meetings have
been rendered still imore attractive by the presence of
Professor Excell, of Chicago, who, with the assistance
of a choir, rendered valuable service 1n sacred song.

‘THE world moves. Notso verylong ago many people,
cven English Church clergymen among them, would
have thought it bordering on high treason to speak
against what they almost regarded as a pil’-+ of the
English constitution—horse-racing. Now, however
somce twenty Warwickshire clergymen of the Church

of England have issucd a stroag protest against it. .

They state that, in their opinion, horse-racing and
steeplechases, as at present conducted, are demoraliz-
ing in their tendency and degrading in their influence.
As ministers of the Church of Christ they feel it their
bounden duty to protest against them.

THE Deminion Licence Act, which caused no little
political perturbation, and occasional confusion where
nonc ought to exist, has at last fallen into abeyance,
Its usefulness is gone and there is little chance of its
resuscitation. Apart from political leanings, the friends
of Tempcerance of every shade of politics will be glad
that the various Provincial Legislatures will be in a
pasition to carry out effectively the licence laws, and
public opinion will have a better chance of being heard
in the respective Provinces, which could not be the
case so long as Federal and Provincial authoritics
were playing at cross-purposes. Slowly but surely
Temperance legislation is getting beyond the stage
when politcians can play fast and loose with the gtow-
ing sentiment in favour of Prohibition in the constitu-
encics.  Evasion and temporising have had their day,
but that day is past.

THE “old man cloquent,” as he was affectionately
and admiringly called in Nova Scotia, the Rev. Robert

Sedgewick, D.D,, has passed away at the ripe age of -

cighty-one years. After receiving his theological train-
g in the United Sccession Divinity Hall at Glasgow
he was called in 1836 to become the colleague of Rev.
Mr. Templeton, in Belmont Strect Church, Aberdeen,
where for twelve years he exeraised s ministry with
growing power and acceptance. In 1849 he emigrated to
Nova Scotia, where he was. called to Upper and Middle
Musquodoboit, where he continued to minister until a
few years ago, when'he retired from the active work of
the pastorate.  He was a faithful minister of the New
Testament, a large-hearted, just-and genecrous man,
with inteliectunl capacitics above the avernge. Asa
popular preacher and lecturer he occupicd a promi-
nent place in the Maritime Provinces. The last time
he wasin Ontariohe paid a visit to his estecmed friend
the Rev. Walter Ingl:, zi.Ays—wo worthy men,
pleasant in their lives, and in death not fong divided.

THE persistent cffort to gain a footing for the Sun-
day newspaper in Toronto is meeting with a persis-
tent and vigorous opposition. There is no mistak-
ing the fact that the inoral sense of the community
views.the attempt to publish Sunday papers not only
as a violation of the divine command, but an invasion
of popular rights, and injurious to the best interests of
socicty. This opinion bas been refiected from inany

parts of the country. Those journals that have long
been regarded as fair exponents of public sentiment
have unhesitatingly condemned the demoralizing in-
novation. Public bodies have denounced it.  The
Synod of [{amilton and London at its recent meeting
was as unanimous as it was earnest in reprobating so
palpable an infringement on the sacredaess of the
Sabbath rest. ‘The Ministerial Association of Tor-
onto, and the Socicty for the Suppression of Vire, re
presenting all scctions of the Evangelical Churdh,
have taken aclive steps to secure the discontinuance
of Sunday publishing. It is felt that had the police
authorities been as faithful to duty as the County
Crown Attorney has been, this form of Sabbath dese-
cration would not have for weeks disgraced Toronto.

IN an appreciative sketch of Dr. McCosh, of Prince
ton, Dr. Macpherson of Chicago thus concludes a
communication to the Jfnlerior. To the heart-felt
sorrow of a multitude of pupils the carcer of this great
cducator seems to be approaching its term.  But his
influence will be as immortal as the svuls of his
scholars. It-is not mercly an intellectual influcnee,
but moral and Christian, because intensely personal,
Philosophy has never taken away his blood and
breath, He has made it human, practical, useful.
The boys in college may audaciously criticize some
method of discipline, or mockingly smile at some
idiosyncrasy ; but if they finish the collegiate course
they will confess themselves his grateful debtors and
cherish his name with afiection and reverence. The
writer loves to acknowledge this debt of grautude, not
less for personal kindnass than for intellec tual stimulus,
During 2 month’s dangerous illness in college he en-
joyed alimost daily visits at the bedside from this
college president, known to the world for philosophic
attainments. The pastor’s heart remains in sympathy
with the professors head, and the world will seem
poorer to the attached pupil when they are laid torest
beneath its snows.

\WVE have to acknowlege with pleasure the receipt
of Lafayette College Catalogue for 1884-5. This cele-
brated institution is situated in Easton, Pennsylvana,
and has done good educational work for over half a
century. Its course of study s hberal and compre-
hensive, including Biblical instruction, mental and
moral philosophy, history, political philesophy, rhe-
toric and clocution, human physiology, languages,
mathematics, astronomy, natural plilusophy, chenus-
try, botany, zoology, mineralogy, and geology. The
presence in the Faculty, says the Calendar, of eminent
specialists in science and engineening wartants the
Trustces in calling attention to the scienufic and
mathematical studies as unusually attractive and thor-
ough. But no less stress is laid on other subjects.
The amplest opportunities arcstill given for the study
of philosophy and of the ancient and modern lan-
guages. It is the eamest endeavour of the Board to
give the whole Department greater efficiency year by
year. Theyregard it not only as the regular introduc-
tion to the special professional study of theology,
medicine, law, 2nd teaching, but also as a thoroughly
tricd means of securing the culture and elevation of
mind and of imparting the usefu! and liberal learning
which becomes a Christian scholar. The Rev. Charles -
Elliott, D.D., is Professor of Hebrew in Lafayette
College.

churches, and it has made the effort to maintain three

winisters of rehigion of different denominations. [t
is ncedless to say the attempt has been a complete
failure, and after a struggle for many years, the viie
lage has now only one mumister and he leaves in June,
During the past years the three mimsters—Episco-
palian, Methodist and Presbyterian--have drawn the
larger portion of their wretchedly insufficient incomes
from outside sources, the Synod, the Conference and
the Presbytery providing the different mimsters with
their prinaipal means of subsistence.  The denomina-
tional struggle appears to be likely to end m the village
having no minister at all.

WRI1ING very appreciatively of St. Paul's Church,
Montreal, a correspondent of the IWitness says:
Mr. Barclay's meatal qualities are on a par with his
physical, he is an independent thinker, and reflects
the scientific and theological thoughts of the times,
and hus sermuns are evidently prepared with much
care. He preaches in gown and bands, and with bat
little action, except the occastonal hifting up of the
hand. Hesan impressive speaker and a good reader.
Hus prayers are solemn, reverential and spiritual, lead-
ing you up and away from sclf and carth into the
presence of the great God and Father of all.  There
arc an excellent choir and organ, but in the department
of congregational singing there 1s room for improve-
ment.  Hais congregation is large and influential, quite
filling the church, and is chiefly composed of Scotch
merchants and tradesmen and their families. Any
one entenng the church would sce at a glance that
the congregation is one of more than ordinary intelli-
gence and of somewhat lugh social status,  Its minis-
ters have always been men of commanding intellect
and gentiemanly bearing, and who held their several
pastorates for a considerable number of years. Their
names and good deeds are kindly remembered by our
citizens as well as by the Church and congregation.
The regular communicants number from 350 to 400,
and the Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper is adminis-
tered three times o year. As by the Scotch every-
where, it 1s regarded as a very solemn occasion, the
pews are always covered with white cloth, and the
clders wait upon the mimster and the inembers 1n
cvening dress.  The Vidtoria Mission, Paint St,
Charles, is suppnrted and carried on by members of
this church.

OUR excellent contemporary the Pittsburgh United
Lresbyterian has the following, which 1s true of politi-
cal life elsevhere than in the United States: Some
of the gentlemen who have been appointed to impor-
tant public positions by the new adminmisiration were
hardly heard of by the general pubhic previous to their
selection and announcement by the President. Even
the professor who goes as ambassador to the Coutt of
St. James, though having a local distinction, was al-
most a stranger to the majority of the people. This
was partly duc, perhaps, to the fact that the light of
such persons was hidden because their party was not
in power, they being now called out as others of the
opposite faith are sentto retivement.  Even if this be
so, it is encouraging to be assured that there are so
many capable citizens whose na..- » seldom appear in
the newspapers, and who can be relied upon when
theyare nceded. Thereis a pessimistic fecling abroad
which makes the impression that socicty is going to
destruction, and that when a set of good people that

.are now scen saving it pass away, there is no further

hupe forit. Itis almost natural that such a feeling
should exist. The newspapers are constantly telling

- us of the evil-doing of public men, very few of them

being made to appear better than time-servers and
hypocrites.  We also read of crime upon crime with
cnly a little of that which is.different. Conspicuous
Toguery is cven thrust upon-our personal notice. With
all this acting on a class of minds, it produces the be-
licf that, excepting the few good people they parson-
ally know of,gang a very,ﬁmitcgcn%mbcz?y irlx) ;fggr

.Rlaccs, there is none to be depended on, and that

ope, therefore, must be very frail.  Anything ihat
gets us out of this morbid way of thinking into the
better way of believing in the many seven thousands
that do not bow the knee to Baal, is useful for us, and
is more just to the moral sentiment that constitutes

our environment,

NO CHANCE T0 DODGE

1 KNONONIAN,

One evening, a few years age Dr
preached in a large city across the lines  The church
was crowded and the Doctor was at his best. The
sermon was intensely practical and seat the truth right
home. In the clasing part he took up the current ex
cuses that men make for not believing on Chriet, and
fairly tore them to tatters  Tvon logic and strong com
mon sense, mingled with an accasional gleam of hu
mour and the least touch of sarcasm, made the ex
cuses, or at least some of them, appear supremely
absurd. The great audience were visibly impressed.
At the clase of the service a rather careless laoking
Americancitizen made this remark to a friend : “The
old man gives a fellow no chance to dodge, does he ?*
Probably that Yantee unconsciously paid Dr. Hall
the highest compliment that has ever been paid to
him. \What better thing can be said of a preacher
than that he gives carcless sinners no chance to dodge ?
That style of criticism is so seldom heard that it is
both fresh and refreshing. We hear a great deal about
the preacher’s manner, his voice, his style, his de-
livery, especially if we worship in a church that is
hearing candidates, but we rarely hear it said of
preachers that they give sinners no chance to dodge.
Perhaps the critics are not in search of those qualities
that prevent dodging. Possibly, they don't admire
such qualities. There is a remote possibility that
some of them would not care to call a man who gave
no chanc? to dodge. And yet what higher encomium
could be passed upon a preacher than to say that he
gives his hearers no chance to dodge.

“His clocution is simply perfect. His tones are
pure, his articulation distinct, his emphasis well timed,
his inflections perfect, his pitch just right, his gestures
graceful, his delivery faultless.” Good: Good elocu-
tion is a great thing. The Lord’s message should be
delivered in the best possible style. A man ought to
be ashamed to deliver the glorious doctrines of grace
in a slovenly, slipshod manner. But to say that a
preacher is a first-class clocutionist is not half as good
a thing to say of him as that he grcs sinners no Jance
fo dodge.

“The sermon was well composed, the diction chaste,
the sentences well rounded, the logic faultless, the
illustrations well chosen and light giving, in fact, the
literary exccution was high.” Capital ' Itis a guod
thing to have high literary work on 2 sermon occasion-
ally. Atall eventsit is a good thing for a preacher
to be able to do good literary work if he wishes to.
But did this well written sermon give the Aearers a
chance to dodge P That is the main question.

“As a piece of homiletic work, the sermon was
simply perfect.  The introduction was suitable and of
the right length. It led naturally up to the subjc.t.
The division was faultless. The discussion would
have gratified Shedd or Dabney. The unity and
progress would have satisfied even Dr. Proudfoot.
The application was a model. It gathered up the
truth discussed, increased in strength and cnded in a
fine climax. Itwas just suchan ending as would have
pleased Phelps” Splendid ! That is the kind of
sermon one likes tohear. Butlisten . Did this model
of homiletic art give the sinners a chance fo dodge ?

One characteristic of good preachers is that they
never give hearers a chance to dodge.  Nathan didn’t
give David a ghost of a chance to dodge when he said,
“Thou art the man ! Elijah gave his congregation
on Carmel no chance to dodge when he rang out
the cuallenge. “How long halt ye between two
opinions ?” Peter gave the Jerusalem sinners no
chance to dodge in his Tentecostal sermon. Paul
gave Felix no chance for dudging.  Spurgeun nesver
gives any onc a chance to dodge. The man who can
dodge Talmage must be a very artful dodger. Of
course any hearer can dodge if he tramples down con-
science, truth and the strivings of the Spirit, but if
he does so the responsibility rests on him.  The great
problem is to present the Gospel in such a manner as
to make dodging impossible unless the hearer deliber-
ately takes the responsibility apon himsclf. That
American citizen felt in his heart of hearts that if he
dodged, the fault was his own not Dr. Hall's.

Dodging began when sin began. Adam dodged
when he hid among the trees of Eden, and too many
members of the Adam family bave been dodging the

truth ever since.  Onc of the surest ways of dodging
the sermon is to go asleep cvery Sabbath, If a man
can get himsclfl soundly asleep he has no further
trouble. A man who goes asleep in the carly part of
the service gaves lus numister no chance.  An unfos
tunate preacher who had a number of sleepers of that
kind in lus congregation, addressed them i this way .
“ Brethren, this 1s not fair,  You go to sleep before |
begin.  Can't you wait and sce whether the sermon is
worth hearng or not 2 Gave a man a chance,” That
brother was nght.  You have no sort of chance if a
hearer dudges you by gong to sleep before you begin,

But « hearer may be asleep for all the purposes of
the scrmon without having lus head down or his eyes
closed. He may dodge the truth by thinking about
his fatm, or his office, or his store, or his clection, or
any onc of a hundred other things.  The problem the
preacher has to sulve 1s to keep him from dedging in
that way. It 1s no casy problem. A ship-builder said
he could lay the keel of a vessel while listening to any
preacher in Scouand but Guthrie. Guthrie, he de-
clared, would not allow him lay a single plank, He
meant precisely the same thing as the American citi-
zen did when he said John Hall would not let him
dodge. Without the slightest disposition to find fault,
may 1t not be asked if the art of bringing divine truth
to bear directly on the hearts and consciences of men
i+ sufficently taught in our theological halls? An essay
of an umpersonal abstract character is of very little
use in the pulpt.  Men will dodge the essay every
Sabbath without the least effort. The art of putting
things, the art of bringing doctrinal truth so to bear
on the heart and conscience as to influence the will
and change the life, is really the main thing in preach.
ing. The very lnghest work of the pulpit is to do
what John Hall did that evening—present the truth
so that a hearer has no chance to dodge.

NOTES FROM QUEBEC.

In a blinding snow-storm, with the thermometer at
zcro, | arrived at Levis, and was immediately be-
sieged by a crowd of the most industrious hackmen 1
ever met, cach one strivire for my grip-sack,asifitand
its contents belonged to hun ; and each one inform-
ing me that he drove me the last time [ was there.
s it happened, I never had crossed the river at that
particular spot before. The tussle for the satchel
lasted some minutcs, but finally a muscular son of
Erin proved his claim to the job by snatching the
satchel and depositing it safely in his sleigh, and then
came to look for his passenger, whilst the almost be-
nighted passenger was searching for his bag.

Quebec, the ancient capital, formerly known as
Stadacona, was captured by Jacques Cartier in 1533,
and in 1759, by thevictoriesof Wolfe, was brought under
English rule. His bones peacefully sleep here, marked
by a monument to his memory. As might be expected,
strong national feelings existed for some years , but
as civilization advanced and emigrants arived these
feclings gradually died away, and the city soon became
prosperous, and now claims a population of about
50,000, of whom about 7,000 arc Protestants, the
large majority being French and Irish Cathalics, who,
true to their traditions, are enthusiastic in the support
of their religion.

The city is situated on the Jupper bank of the St.
Lawrence River, and has been appropriately styled
the Gibraltar of America. It commences at the
water’s edge, and rises in terraces to the Citadel. In
summer the city isreached by aferry boat from Point
Levis, but in winter the ice bridge is used, and teams
cross and recross.  Tust at this time a delegation were
in Ottawa, interviewing the Government on the “Short
Linc Ruute ™ and what 1s known here as the “ New
Bridge Scheme.™ The latter alone would cost about
$5,000,000, and when the delegation returned some
one said they had got the * bridge,” meaning the 1ce
bridge, which 1s an excellent one.

Likeevery other old city, Quebecis open for any num-
ber of fasours from the Government of the day, and he
would be a bold man, and at once writgen_ down as
stupid, who questioned their just claims to the whole
Bill as presented by the delegation.  The citizens are
famed for their hospitality and social qualitics, and
their regard for English customs is almost surpnsing
to a western visitor.

The streets arc narrow and the houses very sub-
stantial and comfortable, and cvidently do not look
as ifthey had been rebuilt within the last ten or twenty
years, A large number of charitable insqutions is

supporied , prominent among them is the Asylum,
three miles out of the city, which sits ona plot of
200 acres, and reccives from the Provincial Govern.
ment a yearly grant of $120,000.

The prinupal business streets are St, Peter, Fa.
brique and Joseph Streets, the first named are where
the wholesale, and the Iatter where the retail trade is
located. They can boast of stores as good, if not better
than any in Montreal or Toronto.

New Parliament butlldings hasve been erected at a cost
of $1,250,000, which add constderably to the beauty and
appearance of the street un which they are sivated—
Grand Allee, which contains quite a number of hand-
some 1csidences, indduding that of Mr. Richardson, a
member of our Church,

I was kindly shown through the buildings by Mr.
Oliver, the Law Clerk to the House, who is son-in-
law of the csteemed mimister of Zion Church, Toronto.

THE LOCAL PARLIAMENT

was in session. It has sixty-eight members and com.
prises a number of cloguent speakers, both French
and Engiish, who receive a salary of $80o per year.
Although largely French, yet the House was ad-
journed in honour of St. Patrick’s Day. The popula-
tion of the Province is over 1,250,000, but, as in other
Provinces, the people complain loudly of taxation, and
imagine that they could get along very well with a
little less government, if this would be pleasing to the
powers that be.

There isa large area of good farming land in Que.
bec Province, but the principal export is lumber, which
runs up to the handsome figure of nearly $1,000,000
inthe year.

The drives in the suburbs of the city are charming,
a favourite resort being Montmorency Falls, about
cight miles distant, where large crowds of pleasure
scekers resort.  Your correspondent was one of an in-
teresting party who visited this place on the kind in.
vitation of a friend. Beside the Falls is the celebra.
ted *“Cone,” about 100 feet high. It attracted the
young folks of our party, and some of the older
young men had to go through the incvitable tohog-
gan slide to the great amusement of all.

THE PROTESTANT POPULATION
of the city has not buen increasing of late years. The
migration westward has been felt by the sarious
Churches and Evangelical organizations all the more
asthis part of the population is relatively small.

The Y. M. C. A. building is one of the finest in the
city, and occupies a prominent site on St. John Strect
without the gate,.  The building 1s thoroughlv equip.
ped, containing lecture hall, reading room, parlour
well furnished, and a very comfortable room for the
Sccretary, with suitable table, easy chair, etc. In the
rear is the foundation for a gymmnasium, which, in
course of time, may be completed.  This fine build-
ing owes its existence largely to Mr. J. C. Thompson,
the indefatigable President, and who is alsoan elder in
St. Andrew’s Church. The work of the Association
is much hindered by a heavy debt that presses on
the members, which, it is hoped, will soon be lessened
if not altogether paid off.

OCTOGENARIANS.
Qucbec can boast of four ministers over eighty years
ofage, who are still able to discharge the duties of
their office when occasion demands.  They are Rev.
Messrs. Scwell, English Church ; March, Congrega-
tional ; Clark and Cook, Presbyterian. Mr. Clark
was minister of Chalmers Church, and Dr. Cook. the
well-known minister of St Andrew’s, only recently
retired from the active duties of the ministry.
PRESBYTERIANISM,.
We have two good, substantial churches in the wuy,
creditably representing the denomination.  Chal
mers Church has for its pastor Rev. Dr Mathews,
who succceded Rev. W. B, Clatk.  Dr. Mathews o
an cloquent preacher, and is prominently identificd :
with the Pan-Presbyterian Council. He held a charge
for some years in New York, when he moved to Que
bec where he is highly esteemed by an appreciatone .
congregation.
ST. ANDREW'S CHURCH
15 onc of the oldest, and, at one period of its history, was
oncofthewealthiest in the Church. For over half-a-cen-
tury it"has been ministered to by Rev. Dr. Cook, who
is ctill hale and hearty, and who—besides attending -
to the wants of an important congregation—was Pnn-
cipal aud Professor of Morrin College, situated near !
the church property.  St. Andrew’s Church is taste -
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fully finished inside having drculas pews, acatly uphol
stered, anda good organ and Jhoir adding additional
interest to the services. The organ s presided over
by Mr. A, Cook, who is quite proficient in music.  In
many respects Dr. Cook is a reraarkable van, endowed
with talents far above the averagt, and, possessing an
jron constiiution, has served the Church of lus afice-
tions for over half a-century, He has hived to sce
the Yiine brought from Xgypt overshadow the
land.” Warmly attached to the Church of Seot-
land, he has never faltered in lus aliegiance to the
grand old Mother Church of lus fathers, but hav-
ing taken an active interest in promotng the unon of
the scattered branches of I'resbytenamism in Lanada,
he was elected the first Moderator of the United
Church.

A short time ago he retired from the active dutics
of the ministry and asked for an assistant and suc-
cessor.  May his cvening of hfe be peaceful and
happy, and may that Gospel which he for so many
years preached to others be the joy and rejoicing of
his own heart !

During the past winter the congregation extended
a call to the Rev. A, T. Love, B.A, of St. Stephen,
N. B. Afier serious consideration Mr. Love accepted
the call, and is now successfully carrying on the work
sowell beyun and matured by hisvencrable predecessor.
Mr. Love is among the most talented and popular of our
young ministers. Educated and ordained in Scotland,
he possesses much of the traditional ability of his
native country, a country which the pen of lustory has
made classic, and which to latest posterity will be re-
garded as the guardian and protector of civil and re-
ligious liberty.

Across the river is Point Levis, a city of 10,000 1n-
habitants, almost all French,  We have one good con-
gregation, ministered to by Rev. Mr. Anderson. Hehas
the finest collection of stuffed birds in the Dominion.
The Marquis of Lorne and the Princess Lowmse favoured
Mr. Anderson with a visit, inspected his museum and
remained for tca. The Royal party not only expres-
sed themselves well-pleased with the collection, but
they took a case home which I understand is now
on exhibition in Kensington. Brother Anderson pos-
sesses all the quahfications of a New Testament bis-
hop, but 1n a speaal degree that of ** hospitality.”
“May his bow long abide in strength.” K.

AN EPISCOPALIAN ON PRESBY-
TERIANISM.

BY THY REV. OLIVER J. UL H, 51. CATHERINES,

Mg. EDITOR,—Some time ago ! received the num-
bers of THE CANADA PRESBYTERIAN which contain
the Rev. R. Wallace’s paper on “ Presbyterianism,” to
whreh (being allowed brief space by the courtesy of
the editor) 1 shall attempt a reply, trusting that { may
write, if not convincingly, yet, as he has wriiten, in
moderation, fairness, and brotherly love.

1. That there was a plurality of clders (called also
presbyters and bishops) in the primitive Churches is
readily admtted, and the special case cited—Ephesus
—may be taken as proving it. 1 know of no Epis.
copalian who denies this.  Indeed, it seems no more
wanderful that there should have been many Presby-
ters in Ephesus and other cities than that there should
be many to-day in the city of Toronto. But how the
fact that there were many Presbyters in Ephesus
could invalidate Episcopacy #4en I cannot understand,
any more than I can understand how the presence of
the numerous Presbyters of the Church of England
in Toronto can invalidate Episcopacy nozw.

Again, in regard to plurality, he ‘efers to Titus in
Crete who appointed “clders in eve. y city ’—not onc,
“but many clders.” The word “many” may be mis-
leading. The plural only is used in the Epistle—why
supply “many?” The plural may mean only a few.
But whether few or many, the fact docs not prove any-
thing against the Episcopal view of the second order
of the mimstry. I quite agree with him, then, as to
the plurality of eldersin Ephesusand in the Churches
of Crete, But I strongly suspect that he means to
mmply that every separate congregation had more than
onc Presbyiery to oversee it, and that not enly were
there many Presbyters in Ephesus but also a plurality
of Churches.

[t may have been so.  Perhaps the Church of God
in Ephesus incleded many Churches (congregations)
Just as the Church in Toronto does to-day. Perhaps
(1 say perhaps, for it can never be proved—it is only

a matter of inference, and I may infer the opposite o
him) certain of the congregations had more than one
Presbyter , but this 1s no more an argument agamst
Episcopavy than it would be were he to state that
the Cathedral in Toronto 1s a non-Lpiscopal place of
worstup because it has a staff of three Presbyters—a
plurality —to oversee 1t.  Ubviously, the bare fact of
plurality proves nothing as agamst Lpiscopacy.

The teats, Rom, xu. 4-8; 1 Cor. xn. 28, | submit,
prove too much for hus argument, for while he makes
the interpretation to square with lus view, and get
three, I, with no special point to make, get seven—
Apustles, prophets, mimsters, teachers, exhorters, rulers
\presidersy, workers of muracles (not Apostles). Ismy
view arbatrary 2 5o 1s lus. And so much for the
divine right of pnvate judgment.

2. His next pomt ynade madentally to bear to-
wards lus theory, that the pastor should not be
specially a visiter, but should be more in lus study
than with lus people, I cannot accept as it stands.
The pastor, I think, can never graatly help lus people
unless from personal contact with them, heart to
heart, he gets to know their gniefs, and, n a sense, to
carry their sorrows.  And moreover, he preaches best
who preaches by the earnest example of a holy life—
not golden words, but a hife of golden deeds tells
with men as with God- and while study 1s necessary,
and speech powerful, yet our lives are golden episties
known and read of men.  Live me, of two good men,
not the preacher, but the worker who carries a smile
into pour humes, and who bears i lus heart the sins
and tnals of hus brethren—these sins and tnials that
can never be known or appreciated unless a man be
with his pcople, and be diligent with them as St. Paul
was “ from house to house.”

3. Concerning the speaial interpretations of special
and particular writers about the Jewish Synagogues
and the Christian Church, permit me to take excep-
tion to his phrasc, * The most learned and candid”
admit so-and-so. \Whyso? Because theyagree with
him? Who—what court of appeal—hasdeclared them
to be “most learned or candid ?” And have not
scholars, equally learned and candid, taken the oppo-
site view ?

4. Following this bracketed number he fillsa column
and a half mn proving what no Lpiscopaban ever
demed—thatin Holy Scripture, “clder” and “bishop”
are onc and the same. Far down in the page he
says: “lany (please note that word) of the most
emment and learned bishops and divines of the
Church of kngland have adnutted that in the New
Testament the terms bishop, presbyter, or elder, are
identical and refer to the same office.”

Many ? 1 shall be glad if he will give me the
naine of even oze ishop or presbyter of the Enghish
Church who denies this.  Ibe all admat 17 1 must
say it is very amusing to rexd, that among us “many
admit” what none of us ever demied !

What we do most emphattcally assert 1s that in the
Holy Scniptures there are three orders of the nunistry
1) Apostles, of whom there were more than twelve,
and to whom alone was given the power of conferring
Orders—a power residing alone n their successors.
(2) Elders (called also presbyters and bishops). (3)
Deacons, who serve tables, and also preach and bap-
tize. That is fact There, in the New Testament,
are the three orders—Apostles, Presbyters, Deacons.
In trying to get rid of the difficulty, Presbyterians, 1
think, only prove the fact, for they assusme the Apos-
tolic office to have been temporary, and they assuate
still further that the deacons arc only laymen, So far,
then, we are in strict accord with Scripture, and point
to three orders in the Church. We do not quarrel
about naries—we are concerned with tngs 3 and thus
we have a three-fold Scriptural mmistry—(1) Hishops
—successors of the Apostles; (2) Presbyterss (3)
Deacons- a ministry corresponding exactly with the
Church of the New Testament and the Church of the
first filteen hundred years.

5. Herc again he says “th2 most cminent divines
of the Church of England” have believed that the
persons to be ordamed were * chosen by the suffrage
of the people.” Well, what of 1t 2 What docs 1t
prove ? Does it prove anything against Episcopacy ?
Docs it prove anything in favour of Presbyteriamsm ¢
Our chief pastors are chosen by a vote of laity and
clergy. Thelaity may ckaose, but they cannot®ordasn *
* The most cminent divines !¥ Why, every bishop,
presbyter, and deacon of the Church admits this moac
aslawful. Why docs he, and most Presbytenan wniters,
in this argument persist in making men of straw only
for the sport of knocking them down again ?

THE MUSKUKA MISSION.

Mr Entror, Your issue of the &th inst. ¢onfains
areply from Mr Sicveright, ordaincd missionary at
Hunstville, to a previous letter from 11 K., regarding
the condition of our church buildings in Muskoka.
Reing a stranger comparatively in the country, or not
being famitiar with the history of certain localities~
or, it may be, taking statements on trust without careful
inquiry has led, in seme instances at least to false ime
pressinns on Mr Sieveright’s part. Inevery case men-
tinned by Mr Sieveright, or that <an be mentioned,
an explanation can he given that would take the
print entirely from his statement.  But, as the time
has not yet come for writing the history of our work
in Muskoka, 1 do not enter upon this now. 1 may
say briefly, however, that we have no * wrecks” of
churches in these twn districts and, what is perhaps
more remarkable, we have no churchin all our mission
field here with a mortgage on it.  We have, however,
twenty-once or twenty-two churches either completéd or
in process of completion, and hope to engage in the
e1cction of siv or seven moreduring thecoming summer
at different points in the ficld.  “We have no manse
north of Bracebridge,” writes Mr Sieveright. Wehave
a very comfortable manse at Parry Suvund, some fifty
miles north-west of Bracebridge, and so on, and so on.
We have a manse in every settled charge in thesetwo
districts, which is, perhaps, more than can be said
of any other mission field of the same eatent in the
Church  If Mr Sieveright would only preseat this
waocful state of affairs  as he finds it- to the Presby-
bytery, he might have all his fears for the welfare of
the work dispelled and such explanations given as
weuld have satisfied any candid mind. I speak the
mind of the Presbytery,and of many beyond our bounds,
when 1 say that this method of spreading fancied
grievances before the public without first consulting
those who know something of the work or the Pres-
bytery by whom Mr. Sieveright is placed where he
is— 10 build up, not to pull down—is not at all desir-
able.

‘The work in Muskoka, I may say to the many
friends of the district, is going on quietly but surely,
notwithstanding all this outcry about “wrecks.” The
old fields are all occupied and several new ones—
thanks to the kindly interest of the Missionary As-
sociations of Knox and Montreal Colleges—are this
year taken up.  The people who have coatributed
some %300, perhaps more dircctly to the Home Mis-
sion Fund of the Church during the past winter, evid-
ence, thereby, an interest in the work of the Church
at large, and are not likely to be indifferent to the.
prosperity of the work at home.

THE EVENING L.AMP.

When the toils of the day are over, and the evening
meal has been enjoyed, and the family group 1s gath-
ered aronnd the evenming lamp, enher reading the
entertaining page of cdassic story, or monthly maga-
7ine, or duly newspaper : or hstening to & conver-
sation that has sprung up as the wind springs, no one
knows whence, cach by turns taking part, and addmg
his share to the feast of reason; while sume, per
chance, ply the busy needle, cmbruidening, embelhish-
ing or \miuing—whm 2 sight s tlus? No more
beautiful sight can be seen, o more pleasing pcture
can be painted. It speaks of family union, joy and
content. It says, asloudly as it can be said, what the
sweet old song says:

IHome ! home ! swecet, sweet home !

There's no place like home ! There's no place like home !

In the soft radiance each face is intclligent and lovag
and beautiful. Each countenance beams with ami-
mation and interest.  l.ach heart beats with a tender
affection that grows with the growth and strengthens
with the strength. It is a fanuliar scene ; but we sl
dom think to huw mudh in Lfc and *in the wotld s broad
field of battle” it nunisters.  That light shines not
only for the present, Lut the future. It casts its rays
far out into the ways of the outer world, and cheers
and gladdens by its kindly gleam when darkness may
be gathered arvund the spant, and hope fading from
the soul. 1t lightens up all the hfe. The cvemug
lamp of onc’s carly days never goes out, but shines on
through all the cuming ycars, moure brght, and clear
and gladsome. What the sun s in the noonday sky
this lamp is .. the heart.  This, we think, muast stand
unquestioned.  The Rev. Richard Cealsays . 1 had
a pious mother, who dropped things in iny way. 1
could never £id iy sl of them. 1 was a professed in-
fidel ; but then I liked to be an infidel in company,
rather than when alone. 1 was wretched when by
myself These principles and mavins and data spoiled
my jollity. With my companions I could sometimes
stific them ; like embers we kept onc another warm.
Besides, [ was here a sort of hero. 1 had beguiled

several of my associates into mmy own opinions, and 1
had to maintain a character beforethem.  But I could
not divest myself of my better principles. [ went with
one of my compatiionss to sce the *minor.’  He could
laugh heartily at Mother Cole—1I could not.  He saw
in her the picture of all who talked about religion- 1
knew better.  The ridicule on Regeneration was high
sport to him - to me it was none ; it could not move
my features.  He knew no difference between regen-
eration and transubstantiation I did. 1 knew there
was such a thing, [ was afraid and ashamed to
laugh atit.  Parental influence thus cleases toaman ;
it harasses him it throws stsell continually in his
way. . . . Lind myself to-day laying down maxims
in my family, which 1 took up at three or four years
of age, before 1 could possibly know the reason of the
thing.” Ah! as the light of the evening lamp sinks
into the eye and fills it, so the words spoken around it
are dropped quictly, and often unwittingly, asseedsinto
rich soil  Banyan seed, that give birth notonly toone
tree, but to a whole forest.  How influential in the
formation of character is the atmosphere of the even-
ing lamp!  What made Dr. Duff a missionary ? was
it not the conversation at home? ‘These are his own
words . * Into a general knowledge of the objects and
progress of modern nusstons 1 was imtated from my
carliest youth by my revered father, whose Catholic
spinit rejoiced i tracing the triumphs of the Gospel
m different lands, and i connection with the different
branches of the Catholic Church.  Pictures of jugger-
naut and other heathen idols he was wont to ealnibit,
accompanying the exhibition with copious explana-
tions, well-fitted to create a feeling of horror towards
wolatry and of compassion toward the poor bhnded
wlulaters, and intermiaing the whole with statements
of the love of Jesus.”  And what dees Froude tell us
of the origin of Thomas Carlyle’s pecubar style ?
Simply this, that it originated \\'ili) the converse of his
mother and his father. Froude says: *This style,
which has been such a stone of stumbling, originated,
he has often said to himself, in the old farm-house at
Aunandale.  The humour of 1t came from his mother.
The form was his father's common mode of speech,
and had been adopted by himself for its brevity and
cwphasis.  He was aware of its singularity, and feared
that it might be mistahen for affectation, but it was a
natusal growth, with this ment among others, that it
is the clearest of styles. No sentence leaves the
teader in doubt of its meaning.”

Where are those questions put, half in fun and half
in carnest, which provoke so much thought and talk
mn children? s 1t not around wne evening lamp?
Miss Harriet Martincan, in her brief biographical
sketeh of Samuel Rogers, says . In his carly youth,
his father one evening asked all his boys what they
would Lo, Sam would nut tell unless he mght wnite
it down, for nobudy but s father to sce. What he
wrote was . “A Unitatian Minister.”  His bfe, how-
ever, was to flow mn another channel. Dr. James
Hamilton, the author of many wrecious books, and
“ Qur Christian Classics,” tells us how the early days
deternuned his future course.  In the preface to the
last mentioned volumes, he says: “ In the following
pages the compiler nust plead guilty to a certain
amount of self-indulgence. It was his lot to be born
in the midst of old books.  Before he could read them,
they had become a kind of companions, and, in their
coats of brown calf and white vellum, great was his
admuration for tomes as tall as himself.  By-and-bye,
when he was allowed to open the leather portals,
and look 1n on the solemn authors in peaked beards
and wooden ruffs, lis reverence deepened for the
mighty days of the great depe-ted : and with some
vague prepossesston, s first use of the art of reading
wits to mumic an older example, and sit poring for
haurs over Manton and Hopkins, Reynolds and Hor
ton. Indeed, so intense did his old-fashioned affec-
tion grow, that he can well remember, when com-
pelled to shut the voluine and retire to rest, how, mght
after night, he carried to lus cot some bulky foho, and
only fell asleep to dream of a paradise where there
15 no cnd of books, and notling to interrupt the
reader.”  Did nut Sir Walter Scott receive his nrst
bent teward ballad hterature by heanng Ins mother
and grandmother recite long before he himself had
learned to reads  Could we but know what 1s said,
talked about, discussed, around the evemng lamp, we
should tind ltide difficulty in outhming much waat
mught be expected i the individual hife of parucular
men, or 1 the wider hfe of the nation. There the
spirit of the family breathes forth freely, there the
sentnnents of the fanly are planted and watered and
cultinated, there the fashioning energies of famly
<haracter and life are felt- felt feebly or foraibly—but
felt in such a way that though at first they are light
as gossamer threads, by-and-bye they become hke
mighty chains.  What need, then, to keep the light of
the evening lamp sweet and healtnful, brght and joy-
ous, clear of everything that would dim 1t or destroy
its power. It is onc of the most potent factorsin both
famuly and natwonal hfe.  But what of there be none
in some homes? That can hardly be. Something
must be spoken of, for it is impossible for human
beings to hive together without discoutse of some kind.
It may be low and dcebasing, and unworthy of their
nature, tending only from low depths to lower depths
still ; but it is there.  Men must have fellowship.

It is, therefore, well worth while to remember that
the evening lamp needs tramming, lest it smoke and
burn up its oil in darkness.  Aud that it requires to
be fitly placed that it may give light to all that are in
the house. Let it be lifted u‘) then, clear and lumi-
nous, and winsome, by such discourse as will aid and
encourage every goodd thought, every beautiful wish,
cvery noble purpose.  Let it shed its cheering, warm.
ing and attractive rays in such a way that it inay stim.
ulate afl that is good in the nature, and evoke all that
is virtuous i the heart.  As the sun nising upon the
world *“sows the carth with orient pearl,” so let the
evenmyg lamp make radiant all that hes witln the
impertal realn of the home : by brnging intoat all that
is_desirable as objects of consideration, as principlcs
of action, as aodes of hfe,  All that is worthy, The
short and easy way most effectually to master every
evil, is to encourage and strengthen every element of
good.  Bend the soul to the upholdimyg of the good
and the evil suall fal - because 1t lacks support.

THE VICE OF DRUNKENNESS.

No vices are perhaps so weurable as those which
people are apt to glory m. Une would wonder how
drunkenness should have the good luck to be one of
this number.  The vice has fatal effects on the mind,
body and fortune of the person who is the slave of
drink. In regard 1o the mind, it discovers cvery flaw
in it. The sober man, by the strength of reason, may
keep under and subdue every vice or folly to which he
is most inclined ; wine makes every latent seed sprout
up in the soul, it gives fury to the passions, and force
to thuse objects which are apt to produce them.
Wine heightens indifference into love, love into jea-
lousy, and jealousy into madness. It turns the good.
natured man into an idiot, and the choleric into an
assassin. It gives bitterness to resentment, makes
vanity insupportable, and displays every little spot in
the soul in its utmost deformity.  Wine throws a man
out of himself, and infuses thoughts into the mind
which would not arise in sober moments, “Thus does
drunkenness act in a direct contradiction to reason,
whose business is to clear the mind of every vice
which has crept into it. The method of spending
one'’s time agreeably is so hittle studied that the com.
mon amusement of our young people is drinking.
This way of entertaining has custom on its side, bw,
as much as it has prevailed, very few companies have

‘THE publishers of Habbath newspapers giun nothmg
by saymg that they ssue Sabbath papers to accom-
modate people who desire the latest news from the
North-West.  Everybedy beheves that these papers
are published mamly for the puipose of making money
by their publication.  Viewed asa mere business ven-
ture, we beg to anforn these publishers that their stcp'j
wmust end in finwocal fulure,  Breaking the law and
defy ing public oprrion never pays an the end, 1§ here
is no doubt that a small party of sympathizers will
f.rm around the journals in question and for a short
time give them all the ard in thar power.  But surely
the conductors of these joutnals know very well that
the people who cheer them on when breaking the law
are not, as a rule, people that can be rehied on 1 or-
dinary everyday business. For the most part, the
men who are oppusud to the Sabbath newspaper are
just the men whose support sn business any judicious
busingss man would desir. to cultnate.  There are
other agd Ingher considerations, we know, that should
alitays be taken into account, but it is well to look
at a question from cvery standpoimnt, and we respect-
fully ask these gentlemen of they think tlis Sabbath
publishing business will pay cven financeally in the
end. We are certain it will not. I there 1s une thing
clearer than another it is that the citizens of Toronto
of all creeds aredetermined to preserve th. reputation
of their city for having the quietest Sabbath on the
continent, if not in the world.

THE number of frends that the labouring man has
these days is something remarkable.  The ralway
company, frum purely philanthropic motnes of course,
wish to give him Sabbath excursivns. The lnuor -
scllers desire to sell him good hyuor and plenty of it ,
onc of the objections to the Scott Act Lieing that under
its operations the rich man can hate lus dnnk wlile
the labouring man cannot.  And nuw the pubhisher of
the Sabbath newspaper wishes 1o sive the poor man
something to read vn Sabbath.  In a very short time
we shall prubaldy sce shup hecpers opeming their
stores to give the labouring man and his wife a chance
to buy their grocerics on Sabbath.  All these cfforts
to benefit the labouring man are thrown completely
into the Thade by action taken a few years ago by a
certain railway. Moved by a burning desire to pro-
rwee the spiritual interests of the people of Hamilton
tnis railway put on 2 Sabbath train to give the be-
nighted citizens of Hamilton an opportunity to cone
o Toronto to hear Handfors preach! \hen one
thinks of the exiraordinary + Jforts made byall these
people for the sole benefit f the labouning man, one
cannot help admiring the vast amount of disinterested
action there is in this country. It is somewhat
strange, however, that the labouring man never asks
for these favours.  He never asks for a Sabbath ex-
-cursfon train, he often votes for the Scott Act, and he
does not even clamour for a Sabbath newspaper.  The
fact is, the labouring man wants a rest on Sabbath.
He thoroughly understands the railway that offers him

with the other. He knows quite well what all this
professed friendship amounts to.

W& are not of the opinion that any permanent
injury will be done to our work among the French
Canadians by the present discussion.  Whethei it was
a wise thing to begin the discussion or not is a ques-
tion that must be settled by those who beganit. Now
that it has been begun, let it be assumed that what
everybody wants is the welfare of the work and let
the discussion go on in the Assembly in a fair, frank
and gencerous spirit.  Truth is like a torch, the more
it is shaken, the brighter it shines, Of one thing we
are reasonably certawmn —if the present Committee
cannat carry on the work successfully no Committee

-can. ‘Taking them all round there are not better men
n the Church. ‘There are no better men in any
Church.  Montreal 1s the best base of operations for
the work. If the hines laid dov-n by the General As-
sembly, on which the Commitee carry on their oper-
ations, are not the best, let the Assembly change
them. The Conunittee is but an executive body
carrying out gencral instructions given by the Su-
preme Court.  The work 1s, confessedly, cne of ex-
treme difficulty.  But what work worth domng 1s not
difficuls?  There are difficulties in domng Liome Mis-
sion work just now in the North-West. The F oreign
Mission work 1s besct with difficulties 1n Formosa,
We have had difficulties in India, The Collegeshave
one conuinued difficulty for the want of money. The
Augmentation problem 1s not a very easy onc. Any
work worth doing has its difficulties. 1fthereare special
difficulties i connection with our French work, then
the Church should just try all the harder to overcome
themn.  What we need is not a new track, nor a new

L lecomotive, nor even new engineers, but more steam,

THE COLLEGY OF MODERATORS.

I¥ anything worthy of scrious attention can be
urged in favour of a College of ex-Moderators nobody
has yet favoured the public with it. The fact that
such a system may work well in other Churches and
mn other lands proves nothing. The best way for
them may be the very worst for us.  If the argument
that some Churches select a Moderator in this manner
has any force the fact that others do #o¢ has equal
force.  The contention that the nomince of a Presby-
tery may not have a seat in the Assembly has nothing
init. The nominee of the College may not have a
seat, and the College cannot give him one.  His Pres-
bytery can, and this is actually a “point ? against the
College rather than in favour of it, Nor is there any-
thing n the contention that Presbyteries have no
power to clect their nominee.  Hasthe College power
to thrust their nominee on the Assembly? If this is
seriously intended it is a menace to the whole Church.
Surely Prest:ytenies have as much power to give eflect
to their choice<through their representatives in the
Assembly as the Tollege, which has no representatives
there at all.  The only argument m favour of the Col-
lege that we cver heard that 1s even decently plausible
1s that the new Moderator can be better prepared for
lus dutics, especially his duties on the first evening if
he knows of his clection before-hand.  This probably
means that he should have time 10 prepare an fm-
promptu address forty minutes or an hour long. That
is precisely what ninc-tenths of those present don’t
want at ten o'clock on a hot evening. Many of the
Commnusstoners have just come, tired and dusty, from
a lung radway journey, and about the last thing on
carth they want 1s an claborate address, very Jong
and perhaps as dry as a lime-buner's<hoe. If any
gentleman has not enough of brfins*and self-control
to take his seat and utter a sentence or two in 1 pro-
per manner without three months to preps.e himself
heis not fit to be Moderator. If he cannot do the
work there arc twenty men in the Assembly who can.
There are two ways in which this College can be effec-
tually disposed of. One is to nominate a candidate
in opposition «» the nominee of the College and efect
him.  Were it no. taat Dr. McKnight has such strong
claims for the honour this plan would no doubt be
adopted.  Another would work, equally. well though
not 5o quickly. 1f the onc-fou} of the munistry that

On the best of all authority we are assured it was
the wise man who founded his housc on a rock and
the foolish man who built on the sand, ‘The divine
teaching holds good at every pent, It is literally as
well as spiritually true.  Recently a row of flimsy
tenement houses in New York fell with its own weight,
and a number of its unfortunate workmen v ere injured
Uy the collapse, one losing his life  The law steps in
after the calamity has occured, and lays hold of the
wretched men through whose action the work was
scamped, but it had not the foresight te prevent the
criminal neglect that resulted so disastrously, Tlus
card board tenement collapse in New York is a sign
of the times.

‘The mediieval builders, of whom we read so much,
and whose magnificent works are the admiration of
all teavelled sight-seers, must have been very slow-
going fellow . They would be dreadfully out of place
in these days. ““hey did gheir work so leisurely,
They had no dash about them ; they were not smart
men.  Nevertheless, their work remains,  ‘T'he baron-
ial dwellings are out of date, but good, honest, solid
workmanship should not be confined to past ages.
Men had a conscious pride in doing good work. Like
virtue it was its own reward. The handictafts are
replaced by machinery and steam-power, L:ut skilled
labour yet brings a high price in the market, though
the ruling passion is the maximum of speed at which
work at a minimum cost of production can be turned
out. To make money is the onc overmastering pas
sion in life, and the belief tactily entertuined, if nut
generally expressed, is, that scamp-work is the shortest
cut to the accumulation of weath.

There may have been™a golden age, as fabled Ly
the paets, but it was before the memory of man,  OQuy
own has been described as the iron age, but indications
are not wanting that it may without a violent stretch
of imagination be described as the age of shoddy.

Solidity, comfort, reality are mercilessly sacrificed
to appearances. ‘This running up of tenements with
the cheapest and must worthless materials that can be
procured, by means of the most wretched workman-
ship, where liberality is only displayed in paint and
putty, shows how reckless of consequences men may
be if they can but pocket their fraugulent gains.  Tlus
indifference to human life is emphatically criminal,
Mr. Plimsoll brought to light the same rascality n
connection with the English shipping trade. The
floating coffins in which men sailed to their death were
an outrage on hm'nanityv-n stinging satirc on the
rapacity of heartless men who had barterzd their
souls for the greed of gain. These are only spedi-
mens, isolated instances, of the dishonest work that s
done in every department of human industry,

It may be that these who reap large profits from
sham workmanship not only keep their glittering
equipages, but adorn brilliant social circles with their
benign presence, and are libesal contributors to rch-
gious and benevolent enterprises.  Very possibly, A
bad man is not wholly bad, but no amousdt of moncy
given under shelter of the abused name of charity can
atone for dishonesty; work that falls to picces of its
own weight no man can call honest.

Pretence, make-belicf, has been in the ascendant
far too long. It is ime to get to real and more sohd
ways. Inthetask of the day-labourer, inintricate and
colossal commercial-enterprises, in education, morals,
and religion, we mo8t have our goings established un
the rock if we would build satisfactorily for time and
safely for cternity.

We have already ex-
pressed our approval of the Committee’s work, and
here it ay be added that in their sclection they have
not been led away with the jingle of mere versification,
or the inanc and meaningless rubbish that gains a
momentary popularity, to be found in catch-penny
“Songs and Solos,” “ Golden Harps” and “Silver
Sprays,” nor have they in their labours put aside the
Psalms, the pure beaten gold of the Sanctuary. The
poetry and music of the Hymnal posscss the highest
praise we can express—they are worthy of the Presby-
terian Church in Canada.

MANITOBA COLLEGE,

At the closing meeting of the Theological Depart-
ment of Manitoba College the chair was occupied by
the Rev. Dr. King, the Principal of the College.
There were present, in addition to Professors Bryce
and Hart, the Rev. D. M. Gordon, B.D., Rev. C. B.
Pitblado, the Rev. Messrs. Campbell and Ross, Judge
Taylor, Hon. A. G. B. Bannatyne, Messrs. . S. Ewart,
Wm. I). Russell, J. Fisher, and others ; the room
being filled by students and friends of the institution
from the city.

After devotional eaercises, conducted by the Rev
Mr Gordon, Dr. King expressed his gratification a.
the large number who had assembled to testify thein
interest in the work of the college. He stated that
the theological classes had been attended during the
present session by seven students. Towardsthe end of
the term they were joined by another who had comn-
pleted a course of study in Arts in the University of
Glasgow. Instruction had been given daily in He-
brew, in the Old and New Testament Exegesisand in
Systematic Theology; and once a week in Apologetics
by the Rev. Mr. Gordon, and in Church History by the
Kev. Mr. Pringle, in both cases to the great benefit of

the students.  Eight students took part in the closing

cxaminations. The result as a whole, Dr. King stated,
was such asto give much satisfaction to the examiners.
In so1 e instances, a measure of scholarly attainment
had been evinced, which gave much promise of future
uscfulness. In the third, or graduating year, the first
place was taken by David Anderson, B.A,, and accord-
mgly the scholarship of $50, given by a member of
St. James Square congregation, Toronto, was awarded

to him.  Dr. King stated that the papers of Willian
McK. Omand, M.A., were also cextremely good. 'n
the sccons® year no scholarship was awarded, In the
first year the scholarship of $50, given by tie Isible
class of Knox Church, Winnipeg, was awarded to
H. W. Fraser. A prize of $20 was given, through the
Rev. Mr. Pringle, to A. B. Winchester, for the best
paper, after that of Mr. Anderson, on Church History.
Dr. King intimated that in addition to these cight
students there are as maany, if not indeed more, in the
Arts class who have the ministry in view ; while there
are others at present engaged in mission work in the
North-West, who are likely to join the theological
classes at no distant date.

The results of the examinations having been -
nounced, Dr. King addressed as follows the students
of the graduating year : * You have completed, gentle-
men, in n way creditable alike to your diligence and
to your ability, the course of study which the Church
fins prescribed in the case of candidates for the min-
istry, and you arc very scon to cnter on the work for
which these six or seven years of study in this institu.
tivn have been the preparation.  You will readily be-
lieve that your professors and your fellow students
regard you to-night with very great interest, and that
they will follow you with their cordial good wishes,
and, I think I may say, their earnest prayers. 1t
should be unnccessary to exhort you to continue to
be students. ‘The main object of such a course of
study as that to which you have submitted is to imbue
the mind of the student with the love of truth, and to
acquaint him with the best methods of pursuing it. It
is in the Bible cspr cially that you are to find the ficld
of your future enqut-y. Both of you have a fair know-
ledge of the original languages of Scripture. My
teaching has entirely failed in your case if it has not
awakened in your mind some appreciation, if not en-
thusiasm, for exegetical studies. Continue to prose-
cute them. Nothing is so likely to make the exercise
of the ninistry by you permanently interesting, instruc-
tive and helpful as the habit of drawing the substance
of your teaching directly from the Bible, and bya
process of strict exegesis as distinguished from a
loose and vague treatment of Scripture.  In this way
your teaching will most surely acquire the two indis-
putable clements of authoritativeness and variety, and
you will not, I am sure, forget that more is needed fo~
a correct and adequate apprehension of the divine
Word than the grammar, the lexicon, and the com-
mentary. The truth with which you are to deal is
spiritually discerned.  Its presentation will in ordi-
nary cases only be of saving cflicacy when so dis-
cerned, and, may I not add, when verified by the
spiritual experience of the preacher. The element
of witness-bearing, in the strict sense of the term,
can never be wholly wanting to the proper dis-
charge of the Chnstian mumsters “-actions. On
the same occasion last year I speke (o those occupy-
ing your position, respecting the preaching of the
Word ; the message and the method of declaring it.
But in exercising the nunistry you are called not
simply to speak to men m God’s name—to instruct,
persuade and warn your fellow-men—you are called
also to lead their devotions ; to give suitable expres.
sion before God to their sense of sin and of weakness,
to their desires for pardon and for purity. 1f the
time had permitted 1 could have wished to speak 10 you
..+ some length on this part of the work of the ministry.,
I #+ 1 1 must be content to throw out a few hints re-
specting it, leaving a more adequate treatment of the
subject to some future occaston. First of all, en-
deavour to realize the importance which belongs to
this part of ministerial work, and the duty thercfo.>
of making careful preparations for it.  The matter of
the conduct of public prayer is happily recciving a
degree of attention in our day which it has not always
donc ; but not, certainly, more than it deserves. It
is a very high privilege to be permitted week after
week and year after year to give expression betore
God to the feelings of the Christian people ; feelings
penitent and jubilant ; feclings of desire an- of hope ;
yearnings of the heart after God, or humble yet joy-
ous sense of His presence. If it is not wrong to insti-
tute a comparison between these two functions of the
ministry—speaking to men in God's name, and speak-
ing to God in men’s name, might one not regard the
latter as in some respects the higher, as it is, perhaps,
also the more difficult? Hence, the importance of
giving continued and carcful attention to the manner
in which it is performed. Some of the qualities by
which this part of the service should be characterized

arc obvious enough, though they arc far from being
always forthcoming, Directness is one of these.
Prayer is the offering to God of our desires in the
name of Christ for things agrecable to RHis will. It
is nsking blessing from one who has promised to
grant it. Devout soliloquizing, octrinal amplifica-
tion may be nteresting and even profitable, but
acither is, properly speaking, prayer. ‘The require.
ment of directness 1s violated i many ways. The
exercise is sometimes so obviously one of preaching at
the people vnder cover of praying to God that all right-
minded persons recognize and feel the impropricty.

The violation of propriety assumes its worst and
most objectionable fotm when the exarcise is made to
insinuate a covert rebuke of some offending mamber
of the congregation-—a course at once cowardly and
irreverent,  Such a practice you will know, I trust,
only to avosd the first approach to . But without
anything so objectionable as this, there may be the ab.
sence of all directness, the want of Jefinite asking,
which 1s the very essence of prayer ; and for the ab-
sence of which no amount of doctrinal statement or
mere utterance of Chnistian sentiment can compensate.
Again, the devational services of the sanctuary should
be characterized by simphaty,  The presentation of
our desires to God, as distingshed from statements
of doctrine and of duty, should be marked by great
simplicity of language. Some allowance, of course,
musthemade for difference in temperament. It scems
natural for sume to speak in tropes.  Speaking gen-
crally, however, onc may nghtly claim that the lan-
guage of the mimster m conducting pubhic worship—
while notsloventy or mean Lut, on the contrasy; Loble
and elevated- ought to be uniformly simple, leaning for
its impressiveness rather on the depth and sincerity of
the feeling which it expresses than on any profusion
of figure. There is a degree of rhetorical adorniment
which, allowable and even useful in preaching, is en-
tirely out of place in prayer. Be simple, then, and
select in your choice of language in this part of min-
isterial work. Avoid unusual and turgid epithets and
phrases. Usc largely the language of Scripture, and
when departing from its words, compel the terms of
which you make use, to conform as largely as possible
to its strain.  Be sure that if ,uu allow yourselves (as
some do, but as I have little fear you will) to declaim
in prayer about ‘the conflicts of the ages, ¢the
cternal silence of the universe,’ you will offend the
taste and impair the devout feeling of the best and
most thoughtful of the people. Once more I mention
spintnality as an indispensable quality of right public
prayer. I do not ri2an by this that it should not have
regard to common or carthly things, everyday mercies
and trials - nothing could be more unfortunate than
the disregard of these in the devotions of the sanctuary
—but the reference to them should be always devout
in its tene, and there should be present along with
ther and in preponderating nieasure, the spiritual and
heavenly blessings which are revealed asthe believer’s
heritage in Christ. I have heard in public worship,
not often indeed, prayer so secular in its whole tone
that it was difficult to feel when the Amen was spoken
that one had been engaged in prayer atall. Thisisa
great calamity, worse cven than secular preaching.
Religion has come to a bad pass in a community,
when sccularity establishes itself even before the altar
of Christian worship. Aim, therefore, at having the
spiritual tone of this part of the service as high as is
consistent with preserving the truth of your own
nature. Higher you may not dttempt to make it.
But I must close this address. Therc are many things
on this subject which I must leave for the present un-
said. Enough, I trust, has been said to deepen your
sense of the great importance which belongs to the
subject. We are told to covet carnestly the best gifts. I
scarcely know any gift which the student about to
enter on the work of the wministry might more pro-
perly desire than that of entering sympathetically into
the fears and hopes, the sorrows and the jo:'s, the strug-
glesand thetriump sof a C* -istian people,andof giving
devout and suitableexpression tothese,week after week,
in prayer to God. Do this, my young brethren, and
you will not lack men and women to call you blessed.
The conduct of public prayer in your hands will not
be less a help, a refreshment and a joy than the
preaching of the Word.”

The meeting was afterwards addressed in some words
of hearty encouragement and congratulation by the
Rev. Mr. Gordon, the Rev. Mr. Pitblado, and the
Hon. Mr. Bannatyne, the chairman of the College.
