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EDITORIAL NOTES.

The promise ‘¢ to obey " in the marriage service has long been a stum-
bling block in the way of matrimonial aspiraots of the fairer sex, and it has
still more frequ n*ly been a source of dissension between the wedded pair.
The Methcdist General Conference recently held at Westminster, Md.,
has decided that etriking out the obf:ctionable word from the service will
result in more «quabty between the man and wife, and give to the woman
those rights which have never bzen deoied to her partoer. The chicf
ohjection to the chauoge is that it furnishes 2 new loop-hole fur divorce, for
the husband’s assertion of authority is easily related to the divorce procur-
ing term ¢ harsh treatment,” and notwithstanding the legislating of the
Conference, it will be surprisiog if the married state in ill-assorted matches
will be rendered more happy by the absense of the vow, which in its lofty
sense is dear 10 many who accept the Scriptural doctrine that * the husband
is the head of the wife.”

‘We note with surprise that the inteliigent representatives of our friends
in the Uuited States sh w a decided disinclination to accept the Pure Food
Bl now b-fore Copgress  The much talked of liberty of the citizens of the
great Republic should not be made a cloak fcr fraudulent transactioos, and
it is well knc~n that the ingenuity of the American mind has t0o often
been turned to eccount in imitating Or adulterating even the commonest
food. The people have a right to be protected from such an outrage. Mr.
Wedderburp, of the Agricu'tural Department, Washington, who bas been
appointed to invertipate the sulj:ct, statcs that 15 per cent. of the food
products sold in the United S-ates are adulterated, and that in many cases
ke adulterations are izjurious to the health of the consumer. But even
this official statement does not weigh with the members of Congress, who do
not propose to limnt the feeedow of acy one man by legislating so that he
will be unable to cheat bis neighbor.

The Amer‘cin Congrers has a delicate matter to handle in desling with
the pensidn funds. Thne United States, above all countries i the world,
has honored and practically zided the soldier.  Both in his time of warfsie
and when, in consequence of patriotic service, his health has been impaired,
his grateful coun'ry has ca e¢d for him and support:d his family. ‘The w.ny
soldiers’ hoimn-s throughout t"= Republic are costly itstitui,ns to keep up,
snd the numb. ra of applicants for pensions is stesdily increasing. It s
nearly a generation since the war was cartried on, yet, during the last five
years, the peasion roll has doubled itself, and an appropriation of $200,000-

ooo i8 now called for. It is claimed that many pensious are obtained on
false pretenses, that wealthy men as well as those in poor circumstances zre
drawing on the relief fund, and that the whole adm-nistration of the Pen-
sion Department is rotten. This attack, coming as 1t dues in the midst of a
Presidential struggle, will doubtless furnish poli-ical capital for at least one
of the parties engaged in the cumpaign.

In the coming great World’s Fair at Chicago Canada is determined to
occupy a leading place. In orderthat she should do this every Province in
the Dominion must willingly lend its ¢ -operation, so that we may united'y
produce scmethitg worthy of the northern half of this grest Cuntinent. 1t
is gratifying to note that the Federal and Provincial antherities are mutually
aiding each other in the securing of a large avd creditable Canadian
exhibit. This is the opportunity f..r Nova Scotia to put her best foot for-
ward, so as to show her sister provinces and the world in general that this
sea-washed Province possesses wonderful resources, and that in push and
encrgy she does not propose to be eclipsed by apy State of like area or
popuiation in the neighboring Republic, or any other country io the world.
In our mining exhibit we must emulate Colorado and Nevada, Oaur fi-her-
ies display must excel that of Norway. Our exhibit of woods mut be equal
to those of Minnesota or Sweden, and in our display of fruit we must out-do
the fruit-growers of Northern New York. Let our miners, fishermen, lum.
bermen and fruit growers enter into bealtt y competition with each other, so
as to tee which of Nova Scovia’s varied industries can show 1o the world the
most complete and perfect exhibit.

Tte coundition of the zolored cit'z ns of the United Mlales is Leiog con-
sidersd by men who, fro-s the same starting point, scem 1o have arrived at
wide'y d'ff rert coic'usions.  Mr. Tnomas Ncloou Dage, the acil-havwn
Soutlern weiter, claims that the Afre-American hds suerogadel sice the
days of clavery.  “Where,” he asks, ** are the negro carpsnrers who, a genes-
aticn age, buit balf the housesin Virginia? S udy g at culleges, fursouih,
fiom which they will emerge as professional talures snd ruined hand:crafts-
men.” President J. . Raokn, of Howard U niveraity, answers him thirough
the peges of the New York Judependent.  He gives a column of iuterestiag
statistics on the subject.  The wtell gent African who, twenly seven years
ago was forbidden ty law 1o read, is huagriiy tzking advintag of all eJuca-
lional priviieges. ‘lhere are now 238,229 tegro pupls in the public
schools where 20,co0 colored teacters are cmpluyed. There are 1350
advapced schools and colleges presided over by culured teachers, professors
and presidents, and t e adds proudly, ** three of these coll:ge presidents
were once slaves.”  With regard to the finaccial state of his countrymen ke
points out that io 1855 their whole taxable pioperiy was S12coo, where
now it is estimated -t §264 000 coo. Truly if ke pepro carpentsr bas czased
1o Luild houses 1n Virg:nta 1t 13 etther bzcause the relationship between the
cotored workwan and his white neighbrrs us not plenssiit, ur more probable,
1t is because the workmin has at last an oppor uany of asserting his tree-
dom and lus 1ight to as good an educstion as acy of his Amzucau com-
patriote.

Gladstone's siatement be true, of what use 15 1z for thz G.uvcrament or
individuals to seck to better the cundition of mso and ta raise nin mentaily,
morally atd physica.ly by means of education, sceing that, zccordiog to
Mr. Gladstone, the higher his level the mure faulty his judgweat, 1t edo-
cation and the leisure which wealih aillows only etrve tu daart the witeliect
aud render it incapable of arniving at lugicat conclusiung, tacn the cwvili-
z:tivn of the age 15 @ muckmyg delaston, 2nd the suvuer we understand this
the better. The great fact r 1n human offurs wmeh M. Glidstone
apparentiy overlooks is seifishuess. For centuries the Brivish Panisment
has legislaied ior the classss, and it is only within the last few decades that
the masses have deminded aud received the attentivn of Brush staesmen.

THE CRITIO,

By the early part of next week the results of the borough elections in
Great Britain will be known, and we shall be in a position to judge whether
Salisbury or Gladstone is to hold the reigns of Government in the coming
parliament. 1lp the meantime both parties are sanguine of success, each
claiming the probability of a good working majority.

One very intercating and timely feature of the Chicogo Exhibition will
be the prominence given to methods of practical road-meking. The
experionce of European nations on this important subj:ct will be put
before our friends of the Unwnited States. Thcre seems 10 be no reason why
we too should not profit by the object lessons which will be given in a
matter so deeply important to our country.

The aluminium trunk is at present filling the *¢ long felt want.” Thislate
invention consists of a light wooden frame, coated with the new metal. It
can be tossed and beaten about in a manner which will delight the baggage
porter, and yet will not distress the happy possessor, for it is especially
adapted to stand rough usage. The new trunk is dust and ineect proof, and
os it is not an expensive article, it will soon become a popular addition to
the traveller’s equipment,

The Rev. Andrew Cartwright, formerly a slave in North Carolina, but
now a returned messionary from L.beria, is givicg sume interesting focts as
to the progress of that African Republic. He warns intending colored
emigrants to beware of settling beyoad or mear the State borders, as their
heathen brothers are not at all aveese to kidnappiog them and selling them
into slavery. But for this drawback, he pictures a well-to do people,
already beginning to take part in commerce with the southern count-ies of
Europe.

Recent rcsearches in the Holy Land, under the direction of Major
Candor and Mr. Charles Gordon, have resuited in a serious difference of
opinion between the explorers and the clorgy of the church of the Holy
Sepulchre. It is now claimed that the Hill of the Skulls outside the walls
of Jerueslem contains the once hallowed sepulchre, and many devotional
meetiogs have been beld on the newly-found sites. A few centuries ago,
such an herelical theory would have been discouraged at the point of the
bayonet, but now a newspaper paragaaph serves to discuss a new opinion
where once a crusade would have been thought necessary.

The ruplure between Prince Bismarck and the German Goveroment nuw
threatens to assume a very eerious aspect. Emperor William and his
Ministers have steadfasily iguored the anonymuus newspaper currespon-
dence of which Bismarck is the supposed author, but it 18 impussible for
them to let pass 1o silence the communication which the Irun Chanceilor
has over hie own signature addressed to the Government at Austria. Io
this communication Bismarck ridicules the policy of the German Govern-
ment, and refers in satincal language to Chancellor Yon Caprivi. The
German press condemn the iraprudence and interference of Prince Bismarck,
but at the same time warn the German Government to be cautious 1 the
steps taken sgainst the ex-Chaocellor, otherwise the consequences may be
most serious.

Viscount Hinton and his wife are continuing on their walkiog tour
throughout Eogland—a s*atement which would perhaps seem uncalled for
were 1t not for the facttbat they are strolling not for pleasure but for profit.
This young scion of the nobility eoacts the part of ** Johnny Morgan” and
“ plays the organ” while his lady collects the ha' pennies in the traditional
tin cup. As yet no monkey has been added to the traveiling show bt it
is hoped tbat some philanthrophic friend will start a subscription for the
purchase of the much needed animal. It is now two years since the Vis-
count, after quarreling with his patcroal relative, took to this itinerant life,
which, by the bye, pays him very handsomely. His especial delight is to
porform for picoic parlies near his former home. As the musician is the
heir to the mognificert estates of the Earl of Toulelt, the public etill smile
amiably at his idiosyncrasies.

Li Hupg Cbang, the chancellor of the Chinese Empire, has been qaictly
making his influence felt in the world for the past score of years. The
unchanging policy of bis goveroment has been ¢ China fer the Chinese,”
even if, in order to obtain this, * the barbari ns must be beaten back with
their own weapons.” At the head of the *Ever Victorious Army " in
1861, be distinguished Limself by promptiy puiung d.»wn 4 rebeilion, and
in 1863 Geucernl Gurden testificd to his diplumaue pu®els and his shrewd
foresight. The English naval system was introduced by him into Chins,
and English cfficers were paid to instruct his countrymen in building iron-
clads, arsenals docks, and lastly, in establishing a cade! school. Like
many great statesmen of Western nations he is of humble origin, and it has
be:n his continual boast that, although raised to the rank of *“ Junior Pro-
tector to the Empceror,” he was but the son of a poor wood-cutter,

An ingenious and successful method of obtaining money under false
pretences has just been discovered in England—that is, discovered by the
authoritiee, for there is no data to assure the public that the same fraud has
pot been successfully perpetrated for some years past.  It-has not been

generally uoderstood that ail fire-brigades were paid Ly county cuunciis, or |

out of funds ect aside for the purpose, and by taking advantage of the lack
of this knowledge, several people bave collected money in order to aid

various firemen’s companies. Oae old woman organized the Norwood Fire
Escape Brigade, which consisted of two boon companions and a tumble-
down ladder, Through solicitations they obtained no less than £700 before
the trcheme was diecovered.  When on trial they gave the names of several
who were engaged in tho same lucrative business, and now the proper
punishment for such impositions the public is b2ing meted out to the offenders.

His Majesty, Someditch Peran Paraminde Malia Khoulslonkorn, King
of Siam, is the happy inventor of perhaps the most unique house in the
world. It is built entirely of glaes and can he lowered into water at pleasure,
for it 1s perfectly water-tight, and is well ventilated by pipes leading up-
wards. Therc sre some trifling drawbacks to this euper-naturally cool
abode, and it is to be hoped that the manarch has no stone-theowing pro-
pensitics, for we well know the fate of those who live in glass houses and
indulge in the bombarding habit. There is the danger too of a jealous
spouse, whomight slyly crack the transparent wall, or cut off the ventilation
shafts, Iiis Majesty would b: safer on the solid land.

Mr., Edward Bellamy, whose schemes for improving the world were
made known to us through * Looking Backward," has aroused a rival in the
person of Mr, Edward Atkinson, who believes in simplifying the cares of
living, but who rejects the commuaistic theories of Bellamy and sbrives to
reiain ndividuality in every home.  Mr. Atikinson's strong puiat s the
waste of food and fuel in our present system of living. He has‘invented
a patent cooker, which, when placed over a lighted lamp, will boil, fry or
bake th= foud for the comiog meal. By following his rec.ipts, which, by
the way, sound very toothsome, one could hive excellently for eleven cents
a day. He has also invented a tiny oil stove to be used in connection with
an ordinary tin lunch pail, which is inexpensive and eminently practical.

We note, with a sense of amusement, the tendency among the people of
the world, and among Halifaxiaus especially, to put up with things as they
are. During the week of the Wanderers’ Fair, some thousands of our
citizens and visitors were put to some inconvenience by a trnifl: which
would not be tolerated in manya smaller city. The beautiful enclosure
opposite the Exhibition Building which is the delight of near-by owners of
propeity, and an ever present joy to the children of the neighborhood,
affords a foot path from the corners of Morris and South Park streets to—
an excellent chsio fence, under which every man, woman or child must bab
uncouthly before gaining the sidewalk. The Exhibition Building isin con-
stant use, as the well wurn fout-path atteste, and we woald suggest tu the
authorities that they sbould remove the chain at the end of the path and
erect a turostile or, preferably, a post exit.  We trust the needed 1mprove-
ment will be made bcfore anuiher large eatertaiament 1s given, fur a
properapproach through the weli-kept open square wiil prevent the absurd
scenes of the past week b:iog re-enacted.

The report of Joho Mcueen, one of the Scottish Farmer delegates who
visited this Province last sutamer, ic one that should make every pattiotic
Nova Scotian stop and think. Mr. McQueen's reference to our mines can
be of no great weight, seeing that he bad no practical knowledge of min-
ing, but in speaking of farmiog, he advises emigrants not to come to this
country. Our soil and climate he regards as well adapted to farmiog pur-
suits, but the limit to the markets, caused ty the enactment of the
McKinley Bill, makes farming uopr fitable, aud hence the exodus of so
many of the young people to the United States. His panacea for all
these ills is unrestricted reprocity. Are Mr. McQueen’s statements abso-
lutely correct, and if so, how can we remedy the state of affairs t> which
he refers? Qur farmers are certainly not responsible 19r the McKinley B.li,
nor is it in their power to bring about its abolition. Our young people are
leaving the country, a4 many of our best farms are only half worked.
We believe that the remedies for these ills are within reach of our own
people. While the markets of the United S:ates may be closed to our farm
produce, we still have a macticslly unlimited market for much that can be
raised upon the farm. Our export of horses, cattle and sheep are insigoifi
cant, as are also those of pork, cheese and butter, and yet there are huan-
dreds of farms in Nova Scoiia where these could be produced to advantage.
Qur e -grom.ng todustry 1s oo the increase, and is attractiog both capual
apd labor. This is due in a large messure to the efforts of the Fruit Growers
Asgsociation, which has systematicaily and persistently been educating the
people 1 all that pertatns to froit farmiong. We behieve that our public
school system is responsible for much of th= distaste that our young people
evince with respect to farming; and this distaste is more than duabiy
ucreased by the farme:s’ shurwighiedoces in negiecuuy 10 recuguise that the
labor of their sons has a marketable cash value, and that in refusing'to pay
for this labor they are assisting tbe exodur. Ancther fact that must be
patent to anyone travelling in Nova Scotia is, that our {*rming popuiation
work more leisurely than they do in any other country uader the suo. If
our farmers' sons were paid for their labor, and would but work for their
living as they are obliged to work in the United States, the differencein the
country would very speedily be evident. There are pienty of farmers in
Nova Scotisa who have s knowledge of their busizess, who know the best
marketable commodities to be produced, who work with a will, who have no
mortgages upon their farms, and who have respectable sums to their credit
in the Savings Bank; and judging by these it would secm, despite the
Mchuntey Bui, that the possession of common sense and some knowiedge
of farming would, with the application of labor, produce as good results as
can be produced anywhere.

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PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW.

The Redistribution Bill has at length been adopted by the House of
Commons and forwarded to the Sevate for approval. This Bill, which has
called forth 8o much diecussion and adverse criticism, has occupicd ao un-
usually large shere of the time of the session. It will not come iato force until
che present parliament ceases to exist, and in the interim all bye-elections
will be run upon old county lines.

Sir Richard Cartwright, without moving any distinctive resolutivn, made
a futious attack upon the Government, basing his remarks upon the fac
simile lctters recently published by the Toronto Glube. He taunted the
Ministry with being non-representative,in-as-much as they had baen elec ed
by a great corruption fund, and not by the clectors. Sir John Thompson
in reply sdministered ouc of the most scathing rebukes that Sir Richard
Cartwright hes ever received during ! is political life. Sir Joha ridieuled
Cartwright's hypocritical pretensions to purity in politics, and averred that
the Liberal Congervative party successes were maioly due to the hostility
of the Knight of South Oxford.

A strong move has been made favoring the increase of the sessional
{ndemnity from 81,000 to 81,500. Sir John Abbott has promised to take the
matter into consideration, but as the incresse involves an annual expendi-
ture of §150,000 the Government believes that the matter should be well
conaidered before any decision is made.

Cansda’s 14,000 miles of railway is to be increased during the present
year, A subsldy has been granted to a proposed railway running between
Shelburne and New Germany with a branch line to Annapolis. Also to a
road connecting Broad Cove to Orangedale, a station on the C. B, Railway.,
The New Glasgow Iron, Coal and Railway Co. have also been subsidized.

The Senate is wrestling with the codification of the Criminal Law.
The prorogation. of parliament depends upon the despatch with which
this voluminous bill is adopted.

DOWN THE ST. LAWRENCE.

Those who have nover taken the trip through the beautiful ecenery of
the Thousand Isles, and run the Rapids, can have no idea of the treat {t is
fcr the traveller. One of the inconveniences of the river route, and at the
same time its chief recommendation, is that the trip through the parts most
lovely to bebold is made by dsylight, and nothivg is wasted by darkness.
The inconvenience comes in when tho traveller finds he has to riee at four
o’clock in the morniog, in order to be on board the steamer at Kingston a
few minutes sfter five. Those passengers who have come from Toronto on
the steamer can rest an hour or so longer, for the scenery does not begio to
be interesting until then,

Troly June is the month of months for travelling. Tho freshness of the
foliage, the pleasant softness of the atmosphers, and the hope and promises
that character.z> this fragrant month, combine to mike it excel sll others for
besuty. It was at the early hour above referred to that your correspondent
arose one morning recently, in the city of Kingston, and took passage on
the steamer Pussport of the Richelieu & Ontario Navigation Co.’s line. At
fifteon minutes atter fivo wo moved away from the wharf, and turning east-
werd headed directly for the risingsun. It was difficult to foretell at that
early hour what sort of weather wo were going to be favored with, but the
prospects were not encouraging. llowaver, the day turned ont as fine s
could be desired, aud the high wind, which in eome places croated great
havoc, only lent an additional spice to the wad race through the Rapids, and
the Pagsport proved to bo » steady and trustworthy craft.

The passengers were not too numerous for comfort, as the season was yot
early for the rush of summer traffic, but thoy were plentiful enough to pre-
vent ono from feeling lonely, Usaptain Craig, the good-looking and agrecable
commander, was all attention to bis duties, sné by pointing out places of
interest along the route much enhanced thoe pleasure of the trip. We soon
found ourselves passing through the fairy-like scenery of the Thousind
Isles, which in reality axe many more than a thousand, and as the morniog
sunlight was touching everything with its splendour, we had as good an
opportunity of sceing to advantage all there was to see, as is usually sfforded
to mortals. 1t is on the American side that the prettiest cottages are built,
and some of them, half hidden in trees, looked like ideal summer retreats—
unfortunately it seems though, that the thronging multitudes of people who
resort there, to the camp meeting grounds and elsewhere, would make it any-
thing but a retreat. Be this as it may, tho islands are very lovely to look at,
as they lie like the creations of a dream, reflected in the calm waters of the
river. In some placesthe steamer passes so close to tho rocky shores that
one could easily throw a pebble from the dock to the land, and at other
times tho distances are much greater. During the time we wers passiag
through the Lake of the Thousand Isles, every ono who was not utterly
wearied by the early yetting up was on deck, drinking in the ever changing
beaunty, and many were tho exprossions of delight heard as we proceoded.
It was not long after leaving Kingston that the men on the boat Zctto work
wasbing up the deck—a most nocessary operation, but one which for a lime
drove the psssengera witbin the cabin. It was spoedily over, but to my
mind tho work was not finished, for they left the deck dripping wet, instead
of, as thoy should have done, mopping it up after tho water had been dashed
on. This proved sn annoyance to Lo ladies in particeler, thoeir thin shoes
and skirts with the all prevailig train not being at all suited to such a con-
dition of affaire. No doubt tho masculine mind falls short of these things,
but 88 I noticed in overybody officially employed on tho Passport an earnest
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deaire to ploses their patrons, it must have been only want of thought ylnioh
cwused tho neglect. Tho sun's genial warmth soon dried up the moisturo,
and no more was 8aid about it. )

Meals are servod on theso atoamors at times that do wvot interfore very
much with tho scenory. After tho islands aro passed, tho passengers are
bidden to dinner, and as far as my experienco went, I am plensed to sny that
the tablo was very good. The obligiug chief steward explained to me that
they wero shott of hauds on that trip, and ho feared the attendanco was not
as satisfactory as it should be, This was true to o certain extent, and I dare
gay that those impationt and hungry peoplo who cannot wait five minutes
for anything they want, would considor it a fino opportunity to grumble.
But this should not ba; dinner was got through with satisfactorily, and for
tho rest of tho soason there will bo many hands to mako light wotk.

The wind, which had beon blowing quite strongly onough all the morning,
now began to make she white caps fly on the river, and an alarmiog lookiog
black cleud hueg over ue, not however coming betwien us and thoe sun,
The Paxsport was kent in good trim by her capablo oflicers, and we did not
foel any inconvenienco from the galo. It rather udded a charm to the jour-
ney ; without it the siver would not have sparkled so dazzlingly, or the wooded
banks looked 8o deliciously wind-swept. Notbing can be lovelier than the
sronery along the St, Lawrence, and in this connection I might give you a

verso written by that author of so many good things, ¢ wnon.”

Green aro its watem—s;wen as bottlo glass,

Behold them stretched thar,
Good Mascalunge aud Qawego bars

4 often cotchbed thar!

There the red Indian once took his delights

Fished, fought and fed ;

Past lovely moadows. groen with the freshness of early eummer, sunlit
slopes yellow with buttercups, banks clothed with cedars, olms and oaks—
all those were fair to look on. In these days of rapid transit it is well for us
to adopt 8 mcde of travelling that gives us an opportunity to see the country
wo aro passing through. Wo should not always be in a hurry, but should
take time not only to look shead and to one side or the other, but should
turn our oyes backwsrd snd view from a new standpoint what has been
passed. 'We lose much if wo do nct so act, and is it not probable in our
own lives that the same thing occurs? Childhood's days, the exporionces
snd omotions of earliost youth, should theso be forgottent Not so! Surely
we can all keep in touch with the bye-gone days if we only turn sround
sometimes and recsll them. By such mesns only can we koop up a lovely
sympathy with those who are travelling over the road we have long left
bohind. It may bo that we passed along it cheerfully and with light hearts,
but to the great msjority of us thero come times of woariness and sorrow snd
suffering. Even theso are good to recall—if not for oar own sakes directly,
at loast for the benefit of our sympathy to others, and through them it will
enrich our own lives. Greab excitement was manifested when the Ripids
were nesrod. Disappointment was my chief feeling after the Galoup was
passed, but I held my peace in expectation of the Long Siult, Steam was
shut off; with a splendid dive, the Passpurt slid into the white-crested
billows which seomed to be turniog back on the river's current, and we wore
taitly in the Rapide. I was not disappointed hers, Ob, no! but the nine
miles which the Long Sault is said to woeasure scomed very short. All the
passongera appeared 10 epjoy this experience—including the newly married
couples whose interest in their own concorns wss manifestly great,—but
most of all the children rejoiced in it. They laugbed aloud and clapped
their hands ; at each lurch of the steamer fairly screamed with delight, and
made old nearts young again with their sweet nataral ways. Aftor passing the
Sault, there was little further of interest to note beyond the exquisite scenery
of theshores, and the wiid was terrific. At the little French Village of
Cotean I laft the steamer for the tiain and drove two milse to the railway
station. The hotel at Coteau is called “The Windsor,” and the sitting room
is about ten fest square. In th s spacious spartment I rested for a while,
and then boarded tho Canada Atlantic train for Ottawa, where 1 arrived in
two hours and a half, after as pleasant a journey as often falls to the lot of
mortals, - C.F.

Tho Dun, Wiman & Co Mcicanti o Ageroy has iesued its s-mi-annual
roview of *‘tho business outleok " wt tha closo of the fitst six montls of the
curront year. From it wo lostn that b siness genern:ly has baen moro satis-
factory 1n its results in 1502 than 1t wus in 109 nd 1891, The total
numb r of failures in the Ut ed Siates, Cunada nn* N w( v ndland, dming
tho firet e1x monihs of each rvespociive y wore— 18800, G 384, 1891, 7,000;
1892, 6,162. Ang the liabilitries were—1890, $70 £98 624 ; 1891, g102.-
764,868 : 1892, 870,604,345, 1l hia shows that the first eix months of 1892,
a8 compared with thoe same ptiod in 1501, had a decrease of 938 failures
and of 32 millions lisbalstiee, Tho Kecram, in spesking of Halifax, reports -
—4“Tho condition of business in our district during the past year bas
Loen loss saticfuct..ry than for sume years proviously, avd the outlook shows
no signs of an immediato or carly improvement. Shipping business con-
linues dopressed and gonerally unprofitable, and the lowber tradoe is also
much dopressed.  Ia the fishories tho catch is repotted to bo good upto this
date, oxcept in lobelors, which is bolow the averago of recont yeare. Prices
aro lower than laet yoar. It is too omly fir any reli.blo forccet of crop
prospects for this section, but the cuuduions goterally are favorablo at this
timo. The output ot coal for the year 18 hkely to be well mnintsined, but
contracis have beon taken at Jow rates, snd wergin of prolit to mine-owners
is small.  Gold minu g 18 faitly proeperc ue, though suffering some rosction
from ill-judged 1ovestmen‘s and unwarrantod equipment expenditures in
certain d:istriets.  In Zron there is the prospect of a largely increated deve-
Topment and oniput at an ostly day. Bueiness failures ehow an incroase in
number and tn amount of liabilises, and as prefirential assignmen's ore
logal, th» estates, as a rule, yiold very littlo to goneral creditors.”

‘I'he Canadian Grocer has the tollowing :—** A bill for the inspection of
apples, otc., has receaved is socond r1eadiog in the Canadisn Hcuse ¢f Cowm-
mons, legwslation that takes this ditection ususlly trenchies on dolicate
ground, as 1t is desirablo that trade should be lef. a8 wuch as porsible to
regulato nself. In most things it is capable of doing 80. Where prico,
quslity, quantity or represontations »1o cobirary to ucderstanding or agroee-
ment, the peanaty wsually follows 1n the form of lapsed castom. A mwan
bas 10 keep protty clusely to tho line of square dealing if bo is goiog to trade
with busisess mev, and law supplements the retribution of injured trade at
about tho nght point.  But the caso of apples and other fruit that we axport
w eomewhat special, It 1s a matter of Canadisp, as distinct from individual,
importince that our export trade in such frnits shou!d increase vvery yoar.
It will net do to Jeave the growth of this trade entirely tc the nuiture of
individual ipterest, for the iedividual can cofton take shaolter in the crowd of
preducers whoro fruit is oxported. Tlis often occurs, and wasty, badly
packed apples havo been allowed tv rerclh England and damago the pame of
Canadian shippers. The fruit is sometimes inferior, but well fsced, sowe-
times it is ill-packed, somotimes it is put in barreie below the standard size,
it is sometimes shipped 1n bad condition. Al this is burtful to our export
apple trade, and ought to bo checked. The siz+ ¢f tho barrols is cutside the
ecopo of such 2 moasure, and the Wuight and Measures Act would have to
bo smended 1o secure reform in this respect, and it is possible tkes' such an
amendwent way bo made. Nova Scotis members state that a stasdurd bar-
rel 1s particulsrly called fur 1o their scction, as much dishonesty was prac-
tised by growers in that I’'rovince by the use of thick heads and satriight
slaves. In the discussicn of this bill st its second reading, it was suggested
that coopers be required to put their nemes on every barrel after a standard
is rdopted.” Wo trust that this bili ms) bLecome lsw, as the privciples on
which 1t is bssed are goud. Whiie we do not 1n general believe in the
¢flicacy of laws 1o compel men to bo honest, still the trade and tho reputa-
tion of Canada as a fruit-exporting couttry have beon so mugh injured in
the psst by the chicanery of packers and shippers of apples in this country,
that euch a law appears to be absolutely necessiry in the mntercets of honest
dealers and of our customors abraad.

WeekLy Fixaxciat Review or Hesny Crews & Co., New Yonk,
July 20d, 1892. “ The hinancial situstiun hes undergone Iittle change sioce
wy last advices. Unfavorable crep raports from a fow seetivns ; reports of
dest ctive floods in others, aud cuntinucd gold shipments to Europe checked
the 1eviving spint shown a week ago. But these izfluences have been about
discounted, and the outlook remsins nuke the less ercouraging. In fact
any change that may have tsken plsce bas realiy been tuwards im-
provement. Thero is no further csuse for useasiness respecting the money
tituation, becauso gold shipments must shortly be suepended by a larger
supply of produce bills, and in the cuurse of a few mouths woshall be
wperiing istead of exporting the precious metal ; a contingoncy slready
anticipated on the Londva mouey market. Thero is, moreover, no furthor
reason for spprehension about the Tteseury being ablo to meetits obligations,
Secretary Foster bas done a deal of close sailing in the last few months, and
he deserves full credit for the skilful manner 10 which he has band.ed the
financial helm,

I+ is a most fortunate circumstance that the money markot bas required
Bo aesistance from the Government this year; for, singularly enough, the
Governmont has been forced to ask the sstistance of New York bankers in
warsaizing 11s gold resorve. However thote is nothing to awaken anxioty
sbeut the future of the money market during the summer months ; the
recent firming up being rather of wholesome charasctor than otherwise,
Rates are still too easy for tho satiafaction of lenders, and juite easy enough
fer all legiimate borrowing. At the West there is also a superabundance
of funds, 80 tho Westward currency movewent is likely to be deferred. In

Europe, too, low ratos provail, which is important as bearing upon the gold
movement and tho demand for good dividond-payiog seouritirs, During
tho month of July considerably ovor $100,000,000 iv dividend and interost
paymonis will be distribu’ed at the three oities of Nvw York, Biston and
Philadelphis, a contidorablo portion of which will as usus! bo reinvested in
Wall street,  This demand from inveators slways tako out of the * Sireot "
a good mauy of the moro desitable stocks and bonds ; and tho diminution of
supply naturally exerte a favorable ¢floct upon tho valuos of good, bad and
indifieront.”

Dur Goovs —The dry goods trade during the wewk has beon quito satis-
factory ; tl o eorting-up trade hes continucd to bo active, tho demsnd beiog
chietly for Vic'orin Iswne, embroidetics, sstcens, etc., but all classes of sum-
mer fabrics havo received attontivn. Novoitios of all kinds have had a good
salo —loather bolts and fabrio gauntlots and gloves especially having a good
matket nnd strong domaud. Letter orders have beon quito brisk and con-
sidorablo in volume consisting, ss usnal, of a varicty which covers almost
overy lino in the trade, but more particularly for that clsra of goods which do
pot need discriminotion in regard to shado snd pattern. Lha sorting-up trade
is, however, nearly wound up for thie soason, auvd travollers are relurning to
prepare their fall and wintor samples, Fall orders are encouragiog, but buy-
ing is by no means reckless. Canadian twcods seems to bo having a groater
sharo of attention for {1l and winter suitings, orders being very guod in
comparison with those for imported goode,

Ivon, Hanvwane AND METars.—Tho iron market cuntinuves very quiel
and has presented no now features einco our last report. Thcugh some
doalors claim that bueiaess has takon a turn this week and that mstters aro
in a more eatisfactory condition, s1ill wo hsve fuiled to learn of any important
traveactions teanspiricg. Tia has dropped considerably in Eagland and is
now quoted at £100 103, Our local market is elow to respond and figures
hore remsin about s they were, though (o efiect the salo of a rouund lot some
shadiog would bo submilted to. Laad avd antimony are fiemer.

Breapsturrs.—No chaoge has occurred in flour in this market and
business bas bosn dull. Oatmes! angd foed aro nnchanged. There is a slight
movement in peas asnd oats and quite an advsnce io their case at
pressnt.  Beerbohwm's cible reporta whoeat steady and corn quiet, but both
are fitmly hold. 'Woeather in England warmer, The Liverpool public
cable quotes whoat steady, demand poor, holders offer moderately ; corn
steady, demand puor. Private cable news fram Liverpool say that India’s
wheat crop is 30 per cent. short, In Chicago the wheat mirke! has fluctuated
considerably but within very narzow limits, The general drift of prices has
beep,however, downward., The bearsare haviog it their own way, butonly to a
limited extent, as tho bulle ars mikiog a stubborn fight and manage to keep °
tbe market about stendy. Reports from the ot crop in the States are
increasiogly unfavorable. It the other grain centres as Newport, St. Louis,
Toledo, Duluth and Milwaukeo the markets are sluggish but, in the msip,
about steady.

Provisions —The local demand for pork conlinues very fair at steady
prices. Smoked moats aro aleo io good demand, In Liverpool there seems
to bo no speculative excitomsnt and the movement there is ciufined $o sup-
plying the ac'ual consumptive demand which is small. Consequently the
warket is slow and without interest though prices remiin steady. Iu Chisigo
provisions have beeu fluctuating somewhat 1o sympiathy with grain, The
hog markets there also followed the courso of grain and sagged considerably,
being chiefly coufined to changing over the Jualy product. The market
thero was strong for nstivo and steady for Textn cattle. Ths shoop market
was steady.

Burrer —The Joca. market for butter doss not show anything now,
and values remain ebout the same. R -csipts continue to be rither amaller
than ususl, but they appeir to he quite sufficient to meet sll tho present
demands. Tne Montreal Z'rads Bulletin roports of that market:—* It is
statod that the large purchases of creamery in the c.untry reforred ty by us
last weok were induced by the unexpectedly sharp advance in the English
matkot, wkich induced buyers to securo all tho June mske they could pick
up. The ssles montioned last wock included the Ontario croameries. It is
clzimoed by doalors here, that slthough such bigh prices were paid in the
country, it is difficult to got over 193c. on this market for o round lot of
Juno crosmory. Mcat of tho receipts of creamery are going into stere,
proving the correctness of our statement on that point last weok. Notwith-
standing the reported cle.n swesp of June creamerigs, It is eaid that soveral
lots of that wake are being offored here, but too much money is asked for
them. In Esstorn Townshipa quito a lot has been picked up in the country,
and prices hero rango from 16¢. to 17c. In Wostern tho sale of a lot was
made at 143c., said to be very good quality, snd we quote 14c. to 144c.”
A London lotter reports :—*¢ Tho butlor market has steadied considorably,
and upless tho Copenhagen Committes take it into their hesds to rush up
tho quotation under tho false improssion that becauss rates have sdvanced
hera they can go on sdvanciog, an amount of stability will bo imparted to
affairs in this direction as will tend to keep things pretty lovel for some
littlotime. Tho general improssion has been for some short time that bottom
had been shout reached in the matter of prices ; and now that the check
bas been given and prices have firmed up, assisted by the excollent quality of
most of that coming forward, and by the accession of drought in France
limiting production, agonts tegin to feel confident, and thero is a hoalthier
tono throughout the trade. The only fictor t» militate sgainst the
maiatenance of rates is Donmark. Thero is s greedy tendency to take
advantsge of every upward movement hero to force up rates until buyers get
disgusted, retailors who thus havo to lay tho extra charge on their customers
finding a serious falling off in the demand, which, of course, necessitates the
lowering of values presently. Dagish has boeon selling all the way from 80s.
up to 1062 ; prices for next week’s deliveries ate 106s. to 108s. for top
quality, Ametican is solling betweon G4s. and 70s. for factories, while
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Duteh, moving gaily on from guilder to guilder, has advanced to 88s., though
business in plonty has boen done two to three shillings lower on larga ordors.
Normandy is up 6s., while for Ruesians as much as 98s. has beon paid, tkough
buyers have been operating principally in tho region of 00s, to 96s. Tho
potiod for low prices would apposr to have gono by, and I should not be
surprised if thinge wero quietly progressive till tho ond of tho sesson.”

Ciieese bas ruled quiet and the vasiness to which wo have roforred in
provious issues has been moro sppirent,  Thero havo boon fow sales reportod
but pricos can bo quo od a shado lowor. A Moutreol report of that market
is a8 follows :—* Now that tho woek’s buainess ia over there is an easier
feoling, and everyono appears to be looking fur lower pricon next weok., A
firat class business, howover, has transpired siuco our last at protty firm
prices, the choeso going vut by this week's s tern s ceeta g 9ic to 9tc for
finest colored and 83c to 9. for finest white. Tho country markots, which
havo been too high, ura easier and coming down to a parity with valuos hore,
To-day it is eaid cheeso would not realies within }c per 1b ot the prices paid
for this woek's shipmeats, but noxt woek will havo to finally scttlo tho ques-
tion. Advicos from Fogland report the continuition of a good consumptive
demand, but as soon os Isst werk's hoavy shipmonts aro landed snd distri-
buted it is thought they will make a decided impression in favor of buyers.
It is estimated that tho exports from Montreal this woek wiil ageregate about
80,000 boxes” A correspondent from Landou writes :—'* New English
cheeso 18 now coming on the market more frooly ; but pricos remsin as be-
fore, consumption being brisk and not much old on hind. Old Csnadian of
good quality is mow practicilly exhausted, holders of the lots remiiniog
meeting with little dificully in disposing of them at G0a. to 63s. for whito,
and around 60s. for red. Buyers aro rather coy in view ot the Junoe make
coming on ; but there is a healthy demand which can only allow prices to
brosk when tho arrivals total larger. There is asign of the coming fall
shown by the quotations for the cirgo landed by tho Montevidean, which
bave been going at §04. for whito, 484, colored. The condition, hawever,
is reported to bu oxcellent, and thoy have bson eugarly taken. Buyers know
when thoy bave a good thing ; and though prices are not likely to go much
lower, yot, with an zbundsnt outtura the goyd nsme Canadian chooso his
mado snd the inevitable brisk demand for desirable parcels should cause
the senson now commencing to bo a far from unsatisfactory one to Canadian
shippers.”

Ecos.—Recoipts of eggs hore havo boen iighter, but the doemind has
fallen off materially and prices are, if anything, easier, siles being reported
at 7 c. to 8 c. as to quslily, whilo extra fancy lots flt for shipment or bailing
bring 9 ¢ to 10 c. and, in oxceptional cases, a fraction moreis reported.
Eggs in the West are costing 8¢. to 9 f. 0. b. Oa the whole the markot is
very little changed from that of a week ago, but with s leaning in favor of
buyers. A report from London is as follows :—*¢ Eggs have beon very qist
tbis woek. ¥rench shippers have got the hump of the prices their cinsiga-
ments have been reslizsing and have stopped sending, so that shortness of
supply has compelled the sgents to advance their lots 61 per long hundred.
Buyers here have resented thie, snd orders have come in slowly, and f{ir
immodiate wants only, more attention being paid to the hitherto despised
Russians, whicl,, comiog now in greater quantity. show a certain amount of
value to the purchaser at 4s. to 4+, 6d. per 120. Now is tho time when s
fow Canadians would find a ready markot disposable around 63. to 78. Fronch
top price is 83, 6d., lowest 69. Thoro will cortainly bo a further riss on
otber brands next Monday."”

Fruir.—Business in green fruits continues very brisk here and is grow-
ing rapidly. Strawberries have proved a very heavy crop in Nova Scotia
this year and large quaatities sre being brought to this city. Consequently,
and despite the efforts of the combins to Leop prices up, figures have fillen
£0 that in the early part of this week they wero being rotsiled at 124c. per
box, and some dealers predict that they will decline to about half that price.
We hope, in the interest of consumers, that they will. In dried frait basi-
ross is quict, as stocks aro light, Currants are firm, but raisins are about
the same.

‘I'ea.—Tho local tea market is quiot, both buyers and sellors showiog
vory littlo inclinstion to do businese. The teas now offering aro not needed
st presont and cheaper grades are hard to get, The first arrival of low grades
will, ‘doubtless, sell woll, especially those worth 11c. to 15¢. and 20¢. to 22e.
Blacks a1e quiet and dull The New York markel is steady, and reports
from the tea growing districts confirm previous statements of small ctops and
poor quality.

Morasses.——Business in molasses hore continues to be very dull and the
situation is unchanged, £ime houses are selling at about J:. less than it
costs to lay it down here, in order to take tride from their rivals, The price
at the Islands romain very firm at 120, Io Camds the fight in mdlasses
seoms wotse than in sugar,

Fisu.—There is nothing new locally to write concerning.fish. Mackersl
continuo very scarca along our coasts, but as some good catches aro baing
roade off the Mascachusetts shores, we would not ba surprised if they should
pay us a visit in a few days. Very welcome guests they wi.l prove to
hundreds of the families of our fishermen, to whom the question of their
coming or not involves that of food, clothing, etc., duriag the cor*ng wiater.
Our bapkers are reported to be doing fairly well in takiog cou, haddock,
hake, cusk, halibut, etc., on the banks near our shores, but prices continue
to rule very low owing to the extromely slack demand for our fish abroad,
To earn a subsistence by fishing at presont implies much hard work and
very ** good luck.” Qur oubsido advices are as follows:—DMlontreal, July 6
—“The principal thing done in this linoe is in dried cod, emall lots of which
have sold at $4.76 to §5, the latter price for choice large fish, DBoneless
codfish has aleo met with somo domand at 53¢, to 62 per Ib. Gspé sslmon

Mooseraxps District.—~ The Mooselands Gold Mining Cowpany, Ltd.,
managed by J. G Stemshorne, have now sunk their main shaft on the
Bismarck lead to a depth of somewhat over oighty feet, and have drifted
somo twenty-ono feot along the lead, part east and part west of the shaft.
The pay streak dips east, and in drifting the richest ore has been found
west of the shaft, but all tho ore oxtracted is woll peppered with coarse
gold. As the shaft is sunk the ore is found to incresse in value, and a late
telegram states that the rock mow being raised is very rich. Wo were
shown specimens lately taken from the mine which were fuli of coarao goid,
and there is now almost a certainty that the Bismarck will prove a great
paying lead. The 1ast crushing, a small one, yiclded sixteon ounces, and
would indicate that the lead is good for soveral ounces o the ton, and
steadily improving ae it is sunk upon. We congratulato the Company,
which is purely a local one, and its manager, whose years of hard labor are
now receiving theirr oward. Tho Bismarck at the depth of eighty feet 1s
about two feet wide,

TaNGiER—DMr. Barton has purchased the Essex Mine at Tangier, and
tho prospecting under the guidanco of John Murphy has so far resulted
most satisfactorily.

Tie WoaLp's Corrnbiax SHow.—In a circular letter published in the
Clironicle it is announced that the subject of 8 Nova Scotia exhibit et the
World’s Columbian Fair has aliealdy or;.ged the sttention of the provin-
cial government, and afior intorviews aud cusrespondence with Dr. Saunders,
the Canadian Commissioner for the Fair, and the Minister of Agriculture, an
oxeculivo board has been formed for the peovince embracing, in sdcitioa to
the members of the executive, all the doputy beads of tho several depart
monts of the government. This board has been organised with the Hon.
J. W. Longloy, attornoy-genoral and acting premier, as chairman, and Drs.
Lawson and Gilpin es secretaries.

Part of the letter is particularly addressed to mining men, and for their
guidanco we quote as follows: “ All who desira to send exhibits of our
mineral weaun  will ¢)mmunicate with Dr. E. Cilpin, LL.D., Doputy
Commissionor of Mines. Allintending ezhibitors may as woll know defin-
itely that the Canadian Government will pay for the transport of exhibits
going to and returning from Chicago and for tho placing of articles sent.

1n the department of minos it is learned that the principal companies
ongag>d in mining hero Fave oxprossed their willingness to contribute to
an « zhibit doing credit to Nova Scotia. It is hoped that a heariy response
will be w.1n by all iuterested in mines, quarries, ete., to the circular shortly
to bo issned by tho executive board. The lettor is signed by E. Gilpin,
jr., Secretary Board, and Jeorge Lawson Associate Secretary.”

The importa=ce of a full oxhibit of our minerals at tho fair is evidont,
sud we have every confidence that our minisg men will bestir thomsolves
and prowptly serd in their exhibits fur classification and arrangomont.

Fdward Gilpin, jr., LUL. D, F. R. 8. C., ofc, Inspec'ot of Mines, has
contributed another arucle on the Geology of Cape Breton, which was read
before the Nova Scotia :ostitute of Scionce, and is nuw published in
pawphlet form . .

In a provious article Dr. Gilpin gave a sketch of the Devovian measurcs
of Capo Bicton, and this paper treats of the Lowor Silurian rocks.

It bears evidence of the painstaking research that distinguish Dr. Gil-
pin’s papers and 13 wntten 1 a clear, fercible sty'e that c.nveys the
author’s ideas to oven tbe umnitiated in the study of geology.

This set of rocks 1n Cape Breton has not beon found to carry any
important mineral doposits, and so while interesting 10 the geologist, i;; not
likely to attract the attention of tho prospector. U'nimportant deposits of
iron und copper pyrites have boen found, and the asuthor hints that upon
furthor search it may be found that * faults along lines of junction with
she older rocks have permitted tho accumulation of worksble bodies of
coppor oto in thase messures. Irom pyrites is pot uncommon in layers of
nodules, which at numcrous places have made small beds of bog iron oro, a
mivorsl of not much value until local furnaces sro built. The soil over.ying
the Silurian strata is generally thin and cold and in wmany places swny.
Hitherto it has not attracted any appreciable amount of farming except at
somo points in the Mira River Valley, whero presumably tho presence of
limestones, otc , has given the soil somo little supericrity.”

MINING.

FAULTING IN VEINS.
Written for the Engineering and Mining Journal by S. F. Emmons,
{ Continued. )

Such fraclures aro not nccessarily plane surfaces. 'The fracturss pro-
duced by Daubide in a plete of glies, by subj-cting it to a torsional strain,
though fsirly straight snd generally parsllel to oiwch other on the strike,
wore curved ou the dip or across tho plate. 1o na:ure they avo generally
found to be irregularly carved in both strike and dip, though they are apt
10 bo drawn as comparatively straight, because i} is impracticable, or not
worth while, to show all their mioor irrsgularities, Sach irregularities are
made use of in trealises on vein formation to acoount for the supposed opon
spaces in which tho ore is depasited. The graphic illustration of this
explanation is generally a sinuous Jine assumed to represent the intoersection
of the original fracture with a horizontal surface. If we divide a shoot of
paper or a board along such a sinuous or curved line, and move ono part
laterally upon the other, projscting points of either sile witl alone be loft
in contact, and hetween such contacts will be open spaces of varying eizs
und form. But in this ciso the board or sheet of paper is unconfiaed, and
tho lateral movement has produced an actusl pryiog apart of the two
portions, so that after tho movement the bosrd is wider than it was before.

In rock fractures at great depth thers is not this freedom of movemout,
and the pressure of gravity would be opposed to such prying opon. In my
ex:winations of vcing I have always looked with particular cire for places
that bore evidence of having once been open cavities, but have never found
any that I felt eure had actuslly bsen open in the way the theoretical
illustration supposes, for ko roason that the surpriving capabilities of the
ection of replacemont, as actually domonstrated, render it difficuit to dis-
tinguish what is actual filling of open epaces from what is simply a
metasomatic change of material already 1o the fissure,

We can only be sura that vein materials are such a filling when, by a
banded or concentric structure similar to that sesn in vugs or in the
successive layers depcsited around fragments of country-rock, as in the
Bull-Domirgo and other well knewn mines, they show evidences of having
been deposited by freely moving solutions. Even in tho comparatively
rare instences of comb structure, most of wbich I know only by ths descrip-
tion of others, I am iuclined to tbink that some of the layers of taineral
may be the roplacement of squeezsd snd altered bands of country-rock
watorial which, by the mechsnical alteration dus to pressure, combined with
a decomposing action of percolating waters, had been rendered peculiuly
susceptible to chemicil stlack by mineral-bearing solutioss. My owa
observations have led me to doubt if pressure will admit, as a rule, of any
openings being left” within a fam¢ fissure other shan ralatively small
iregular spaces botween bands and fragments of draggad-ia material,

I have nlready given somewhat at length my views as to the most
1ational method of regarding ore deposi‘s, which include a description of
the various effects of faulting as seen 1n fissure veins, and wi | not, therefore,
discuss them again hare, I will only repeat that, in order ts avoid the
misconceptions which somo obgincers scem to evtertain in regird to the
causes of vein phenomens, it is first important to bear in miad that the fault
pbencmena are the result of movement and pressure combined, and that
what appears to be the filling of vein fissures is, in & measure, the more or
less comploto replacement of material already there.

Now, alsty cloavage has long beon recognizad to be the result of intense
prezsure in a ccmparalively plastic rock material, combined probably with
a certain amount of intermoleculsr movement. As geological studies in the
ioternsl structuro of rock maeses become more thorough, more of the larger
features of schistosity in originally harder rocks are found to result from the
same cause ; what were onco supposed t> be the bsddiog planes of large
areas of motamorphic rocks are pow found to be the result of pressure, snd
of certain 1osulting chenges in internal structuro and mineralogical composi-
tion, and 1o be entirely independent of original beddiog.

The sheeting of rock materia! alonga fault fissure i3 a devolopement of
tho same proceas,locslized along a given zne,and being generally ia loss plastic
rocks, not as a rule 80 regular, and the movement gives it a groater oxten!
parallel to tho fricture than laterally. Nevertheless, in faults of greit dis-
placements a sort of sheeting of the country-rock is often developed for con-
siderable distances on ecither side of the msin fissure by a series of parallel
fractures, on which tho movement of displacement i3 not infrequentiy in
part distributed, producing what are known as step faults. These secondary
froclures aro probably produced in larger measure by movement than by
shock, for when the displacoment ig slight they are less frequoat. Even if
there. ba no perceptible displacemext, however, provided the pressura b>
sufficient, the phenomena of stiiation and crushing may be produced, as
Dasubree hes shown experimentally (Geol. Exper., p. 376.)
