This resolution expresses the sympathy uni-
versally felt in the church towards Mrs. Kenrick
and her family—now one of the oldest in the
parish. By the -death of Mr. Edgar Kenrick
the Church sustains a loss which will Le widely
felt in the West. Science also loses one of her
most devoted sons, for he was a man of brilliant
parts and considerable eminence in his profession.
