. THE BANKERS AT  QUEBEC
< The visit of the Bankers’ Association to Quebee was o
» very pleasant event as a summer excursion. Ina busi-
ness aspect it was not quite satisfactory to the more se-
date members. Wliat with receptions, lunches, din-
ners, and trips here and there of a pienic character,
there was a continuul round of most enjoyable festivi-
ties. The citizens of Quebec seem fo have regarded
the hankers as guesls whom it was their hospitable
duty to entertain, and right royally they fulfilled this
gratuitous and self-imposed duty. Whether ib is in
. the hest interests of the Association to devote so much
time to enjoyment and leave so little for husiness is a
question, although there is no doubt many of our prinei-
pal bankers would he all the hetter for a more frequent
holiday than they seem to find time for. Those pre-
senb at Quebee report having had a thoroughly * good
‘time™; but the example of the Ancient Capital, if fol-
lowed by other cities, would be likely to .detract from
the uscfulncs‘s of 'the Association.
The;most important topic discussed was the issue of
; a special form of Dominion Notes, to be used exelu-
. sively by the banks for Cle'mn«r House purposes. Such
notes would not be current among the public, nor ne--
gotiable by them, so in case of their heing lost, they
would be useless to the fmde;, The i issue ‘of such notes
presents a number of dificultics legal and otherwise.
These wers thoroughly canvassed, and we- understand
a form was devised which the Government will sanction.
[t is not proposed to inerease the total of Dominion
Notes by the amount of this Clearing House curreney.
There would simply be a withdrawal of an equal
amount of the present large notes, and a substitution
of the new ones. Whether these new notes would he
convertible into gold by the banks is a moot question.
It they would not be, then their cash reserves would be,
wenkened to some extent. The point will of course be
considered ; and the convertibility into gold of the
Clearing-House notes ought to be established.
Another matter discussed was the regulating the in-
" terest on deposits so as to have a uniform rate all over
phe Dominion. If with this there followed uniformity
" in discount rates it would be a great relief to some sec-
"tions where the ¢urrent rates are much higher fhan
* what prevail in this city and in Toronto. If, however -
“a minimum rate for Deposits is enforced all over the
Dominion while - the rate for Discounts is subject to -
* such local conditions as make money much dearer than
" elsowhere, there will be widespreadjand just dissatisfac-
“tion. A proposal was made by Mr. Farwell to converb a
' po\'i ion of a bank’s Deposits into a kind of debenture
“stoek. - While much eould be said: in its favor, the

SIR CHARLES H. TUPPER AT NORTH SYDNEY.

Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper is rapidly rising to the
foremost place among Canadian public speakers. We
do not regard him as an “orator” in the ‘conventional
sense, for that implies gifts of imagination and fancy
of which his speeches have no trace, but in the classi-
cal sense, meaning one endowed with. gifts as a speaker
whose language is marked by argumentative foree and
rhetorical propriety. As one who has the power to

_ move andiences by his -impressive. diction and reason-
. ing, Sir Charles is in an eminent degree an orator.. We

rather suspect his having Hibernian blood in his veins,

. for he revels in wielding a shillelah and. bringing it

down pitilessly on the head of some unfortunate vie-
tim. Like his father—like, indeed, many of the great-
est speakers of all ages—he shines mogt when making
adashing onslaught on an opponent. He reminds us

‘in this respect of the late Mr. John Bright, who used

to spring upon a political enemy and soon malke him a
piteous spectacle.

month. But it has not; and, in consequence, the com-
mercial demand for exchange has maintained the limit-
ed supply of bills offering at a price above the gold
shipping point, and has thus forced even its own mem-
bers to demand gold from the Treasury with which to
cover their drafts. '
Their hope is now in the co-operation of the banks.
According to the latest reports to the Comptroller of
the Currency the National banks hold $177,000,000 in
gold, and, with a view of attracting this to the Treas-
ury, the deparhment announces that for deposits in
gold coin in amounts or multiples of $500 small de-
nominations of currency will be shipped at government
contract rates of 20 cents per $1,000 to any destination
‘the day following the deposit of the gold at the Sub-
Treasury. As the demand for curreney for moving the
crops is now springing up, and bankers’ rates for ship-
ment run from 50c to $1 per $1,000, this has already
attracted over $1,000,000 to the Treasury, and in the
meantime the syndicate is constantly accumulating
gold and will turn it over as fast as any quantity is
collected. But the outlook for the Treasury reserve is
not a bright one, and the question of - another bond
issue is rapidly approaching the form of a foregone
conclusion. In fact it is-difficult to see how it can be
avoided, unless the present current of frade should be
reversed by conditions which are not yet apparent on
the commercial horizon. :

LEGAL DECISIONS.
The action taken by Dame J. Haas against J, C. Wilson &

- Co., paper manufacturers of this city and Lachute, for the

value of 372 bales of rags delivered to them in October last
has been dismissed with costs by Mr. Justice: Loranger
The rags were badly damaged by water and the plaintiff
stated that J. C. Wilson & 00 agreed to-take them at'a 15.
per cent. reduction on that account. In reply J. C. Wilson

" & Co. stated that when the bales were opened the- rags were

Tound to be so 1mp1egnated with sulphur and othe1 chemr-
cals as to ‘be absolutely unfit for the purpose for which they
were bought, and hence they were rejected. The learned
judge upheld this vtew and dismissed the contentlon of the
plsmtlﬁ :

CEMENT TOR VAULIS,

A practical test of a fire proof safe composed of cement
with wire netting between, has been held by order of the
German government in order to decido whether safes of this

- ¢haracter weve sufficiently fireproof to be used by the Reichs-
. bank. The safe was placed in the midst of a pile of logs
" saturated with petroleum, which after being fired kept the
safo for half an hour exposed to a heat of 1,800 degrees
Tabrenheit ; that is, a heat in which iron melts. Two hours
after, the safe was opened and the contents—silk paper,
draft blanks and a maximum thelmometal—wele found to
be_a.bsolutely uninjured. The maximum thermometer show-
od that within the safe the temperature at no tlme during
the test arose above 85 degrees.
(.ament safos within bur alar-proof steel vaults fill all the re-
quirements that can possibly be expected. Such evidence as
this should tend t» the increased use of cement in fireproof
construction. It shows the material to be not only fireproof,
but an excellent non-conductor, so that its capabilities in
protecting ivon work against the offects of fire are great—a
-malter of the first value. In many cases where fires arise in
this elass of buildings this quality would prevent fire spread-
ing, and at the same time maintain the temperature of iron
or steel supports at a point at which they would retain their
normal strength, and support. the loads imposed upon them,
one.of the most nnpmta.nt. femm 6s. in modem fireproof
structures.

While the debt has increased five-fold in twenty-five years the
valuo of all the real estate in the city has a little more than

-trebled and the annual expenditure has been quadrupled.

The revenue has increased faster than the value of real estate,
which only shows that the rate of taxation has been raised. In
1850 the revenue of the city was $154,273, in 1860, $448,732, and
in 1870, $805,656. .
