TJE BANKERS AT QUEBEC.
The visit of the Bankers' Association to Quebee was a

very pleasant avent as a sunner excursion. In a busi-
ness aspect it was not quite satisfactory to the more se-
date meibers. What witii receptions, lunches, din-
ners, and trips here and there of a picnie character,
there was a continual rouid of most enjoyable festivi-
tics. The citizeis of Quebec seemi to lve regarded
the bankers as guests whomi it was their hospitable
duty te entertLiii, and right royally they fulfilled this
gratuitous anid self-imposed duty. Whether iL is in
the best interests of the Association to devote so much
time to enjoynent and leave so little for business is a
question, although there is no doubt many of our princi-
pal bankers would be all the botter for a more frequent
holiday than they seen to find Lime for. Those pre-
sent alt Quebec report having had a thoroughly " good
time"; but the exaiple of the Ancient Capital, if fol-
lowed by other cities, would be likely to detract fron
the usefulness of the Association.

The.most iiportinit topie discussed was the issue of
a special fornm of Doiomiion. Notes, to be used exclu-
sively by the batiks for Clearing louse purposes. Such
Ilotes would not be current aiong the public, nor ne-
gotiable by theni, so in case of their being lost, they
would be useless to the finder. The issue of suchl notes
presents a nunmber of dillicultias legal and otherwise.
Tlhese wero thoroighly canvassed, and we unîderstand
a fori was devised which the Governnent will sanction.
IL is not proposed to inrrease the total of Dominion
Notes by the namoult of this Clearig Louse currency.
There would simply be a withdrawal of an equal
aioulit of the prosent large notes, and a substitution
of the new enes. Whether those new notes vould be
convertible ite gold by the batiks is a mîoot question.
If Lhey would not be, tiei their cash reserves would be,
weakcned to some extent. The point will of course be
considered ; and the convertibility into gold of the
Clearing-House notes ought to be established.

Another maLter discussed was the regulating the in-
terest on deposits so as to have a uniforni rate all over
the ~Dominion. If with this there followed uniformity
in discount rates it would be a great relief to some sec-
tions wvhere the current rates are much higher than
what prevail in Ihis city and in Toronto. If, h ver
a minitn rate for Deposits is enforced all over the
Dominion while lthe rate for Discouùts is subject to
sich local conditions as nake mnoney inuch dearer thian
eIsewhere, there will ba widespreaid anîd just dissatisfac-

n. A proposal was made by Mr Fareil to convert a
frtion ef a bank's Deposits iito a kind of dobentûre

s-ock. Whtile nmuch could be said in its favor, tie
seheie was net wvell received, as it would coin-

The discussion of the competition anoig banks vas
ratier desultory, and scarcely worthy one of the most
serions questions which bankers could consider. The
subject, wve fear, is not a pleasant one to somte nembers
of the Association ; lience, doubtless, an indisposition
to discuss il seriously.-The JouRniL or, CoM3itacE was
on the table throughout. The article in our issue of
the 6th inst. was thoroughly discussed, and, we were
glad to sec, generally in the spirit ini which it was
couched and submitted.

Mr. Z. Lasl, Q.C., read an able treatise on partner-
ships as affecting bankers which will be published and
prove most useful.

The speeches at the annual dinner -were unusually
excellent, the one made by Mr. George Hague, show-
ing that Canada lad made as much of her opportunities
and resources in this century as the United States,
being greatly appreciated. The meetings were ail pre-
sided over by Mr. B. E. Walker, General Manager of
the Bank of Commerce, vith all that ability lie is
well known to possess.

It is te be regretted that a more complete report of
the discussions is not available. In future meetings it
would be well to arrange for a tboroughly reliable re-
port to be published in the local press.

SIR CHARLES 11. TUPPER AT NORTH SYDNEY.
Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper is rapidly rising to the

forenost place among Canadian publie speakers. We
do not regard hin as an " orator" in the conventional
sense, for that implies gif ts of imagination and fancy
of ivhich his speeches have no trace, but in the classi-
cal sense, meaning one endowed with gifts as a speaker
whose language is marked'by argumentative force and
rhetorical propriety. As one who has the power to
moive audiences by his impressive diction and reason-
ing, Sir Charles is in an emninent degree an orator.. We
ratier suspect his having libernian bloodin bis veins,
for lie revels in wielding a shillelah and bringing it
down pitilessly on the head of some :unfortunate vie-
tim. Like bis father-like, indeed, many of the great-
est speakers of all ages-he shines most when making
a dashing onslaught on an opponent. He reminds us
n this respect of the late Mr. John Bright,. who used·
to spring upon a political eneiny and soon maie bini a
piteous spectacle.

Sir Charles opened his address at North Sydney by a
few graceful allusions to 4iis colleagues, the Premier,
the Finance Minister and Solicitor General. . le then
plunged at once into an attack upon the opponents of
the National .Policy. He'showed how in the life time
of the three Johns, Sir John Macdonald,. Sir John Ab-
bott and Sir John Thomapson, they had been accused of
every crime fron pitch-and-toss to mansiaughter; they.
had been sneered at, belittled and maligned until.,they
died; thon they were recognized as statesmen.

Sir Charles, after ridiculing the abortive efforts to
break up the ranks ef his party when its great leaders

vere-removed, and satirisilig the habit of using person-
alities in political discussions; said that "Parties must
be ju'geài by their public ets," an aphorism wvortu re-
cordingaiïd remeniberiug.

Withi characteristie boldness Sir Charles 'woundt Up his. prices ruhing fot tbem, render the adverse balance of
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trade abnormally heavy. The syndicate had a right to
expect, from precedent, that the current of trade would
turn in favor of the United States during the present
month. But it bas not; and, in consequence, the com-
mercial demand for exchange lias maintained the limit-
ed supply of bills offering at a price above the gold
shipping point, and has thus foreed even its own mem-
bers to demand gold from the Treasury with which to
cover their drafts.

Their hope is now in the co-operation of the banks.
According to the latest reports to the Comptroller of
the Currency the National banks hold $177,000,000 in
gold, and, with a view of attracting this to the Treas-
ury, the department announces that for deposits in
gold coin in amounts or multiples of $500 small de-
nominations of currency will be shipped at government
contract rates of 20 cents per $1,000 to any destination
the day following the deposit of the gold at the Sub-
Treasury. As the denand for currency for moving the
crops is now springing up, and bankers' rates for ship-
ment run from 50e to $1 per $1,000, this lias already
attracted over $1,000,000 to the Treasury, and in the
meantime the syndicate is constantly accumulating
gold and will turn it over as fast as any quantity is
collected. But the outlook for the Treasury reserve is
not a bright one, and the question of another bond
issue is rapidly approaching the forn of a foregone
conclusion. lu fact it is difficult to see how it can be
avoided, unless the present current of trade should be
reversed by conditions which are not yet apparent on
the commercial horizon.

CEMENT FOR VAULTS.
A practical test of a fire proof safe coiposed of ceient

witl wire netting between, lias been held by order of the
Germ'an government in order to decido whetber safes of this
cliaracter were sufficiently fireproof to be used by the Reichs-
bank. The safe was placed in the midst of a pile of logs
saturated with petroleuin, which after being fired kept the
safe for half an hou1r exposed ta a beat of 1,800 degrees
Fabrenlieit ; that is, a ieat in whicl iron melts. Two hours
after, the safe was opened, and the contents-silc paper,
draft blanks and a maximum thermoietr-were found to
be:absolutely uninjured. The maximum thermometer show-
ed that within the safe the temperature at no time during
the test arose above 85 degrees. This seems to prove that
cement safes within burglar-proof steel vaults fill all the re-
quireients that can possibly be expected. Such evidence as
this should tend to the increased use of cement in fireproof
construction. It shows the material to be not only fireproof,
but an excellent non-conductor, so that iLs capabilities in
protectingliron work against the effects of fire are great-a
matter of the first value. [n many cases where fires arise in
this class of buildings tlhis quality would prevent fire spread-
ing, and at the saine timne maintain the temperature of iron
or steel supiports at a point at which they would retain their
normal strength, and support the loads iinposed upon them,
one of the most important features in modern fireproof
structuros.

The directors and others interested siould net forget the lesson
furnished by the president and directors of La Banque Jacques-

terests and those of the bank te recover and rétain for an indefin-
ite period, the services e their imprisoned Managing Cashier,
Mr. Honore Cotte, without whose assistance they were greatly
ln the dark concerning a considerable proportion of the bank's
business. Our hale fellow-citizen, Mr. John Crawford of Verdun,
wlll probably not forget the abject lesson conveyed by the
straighlt versus the croked poker, a homely illustration that
seeas admirably te fit the case.

THE BRANDING OF CHEESE.
The Yorthi Britts Agricutirist lias formally withdrawn its

statement that " filled" cheese-that is eheese inade of skimmed
milk and enriched with oleo -margarine-was being shipped
from Canada te England -The charge was tee absurd, almost, te
need contradiction. -The manufacture ot oleo-margarine is for-
bidden n this country, and there has never -been the slightest
suspicion of the honesty of Canadian cheese. Filled cheese is

certainly made in the United States, but principally for the
southern market. Very little of it ever goes te England, and
cheesemen across the 'border are' mak ing vigorous efforts te
stamp ount vliat shipnent there are for thefuture. In tlis con-
iection tie bill of Mr. McLennan, M.P., providing that every

cheese and package be branded with.the registered number of
the'factory at which:it is miade,, together with the day, month
and year of Its manufact re, vould seem te be particularly time-
ly. 'Were such a system in force it would,be impossible te con-
ftound Canadian with American cheese, any sophistication could
ie promptly traced houle .te the -guilty parties, and tius the

consumer would'le protected, sud the cliracter of Cinïdian
cheese placed above suspicion.

He had very few prospects of success from the start-F. S. Flynn,
dry gooda merchant, is one of the .victime of the Notre Dame
street widening, which practically ruined his business for a
while. le ls offering 60, cents in the dollar, secured, lu four
quarterly payments.

-TuERE is likely to be some enquiry ere long into the ln-
creasing importation of foreign printed labels of the leading
brande of wines; pickles, and other condiments. As these, wlien
genuine, are always imported labelled, there is a suspicion that
the importation of the labels alone may be for fraudulent pur-
poses. At all events it le a matter of which the government, as
well as the agents of the goode, should take cognizance of in the
interests of the public.

-ONE of the signe of improvement in trade le shown ln the
demand of one or two' of* our snaller capitalized banks upon
their larger brethren for bank bills. The circulation of ail, ex-
cept one bank li Nova Scotia, ls limited, as le well known, to the
amount of tîjeir paid-up capital. The smaller banks referred to
are obliged, of course, to exchange Dominion notes of the larger
denominations for the amount of thoir requirements. It is pro-
bable that ane bank will seek to enlarge its capital before long.

-Mi. R. Ewart Crane has arrived in this city ta take the
management of the extensive piano business of Messrs. Willis
& Co., of this city. Mr. Crane was formerly assistant manager
of the Bell Organ and Piano Co. of Guelph, which is the largest
institution of its ýkind in the Dominion of Canada. Mr. Willis
continues his valuable services with the comnpany as usual.

--WE ara indebted ta the Superintendent of Insurance at
Ottawa for copies of his report for the year ended 3lst Decem-
ber list, We regret that any extended notice is unavoidably
crowded out this week.

-TonoNTo's industrial exhibition le over. The attendance
was again very large, and the officials report that the success of
the exhibition exceeded ail previous records.

MONTREAL C1TY DEBT.
The origin of the bonded debt of the city rune back to 1848.

By au act of Parliamxent of that year the corporation was author.
ized to issue bonds to the amount of $200,000 to purchase the
water works, which had up to that date been in the hands of.
private parties. lu 1851 another loan of $200,000 lied ta be float-
ed to extend the old water works. Meanwhile the city under.
took to build the present water works, and tbis necessitated an-
other laun of $730,000 in 1852, rapidly followed b> one of $250,-.
000 in 185,6, one of $200,000 in 1861, and others amounting to
$875,000 li 1865 and 1866 for the same purpose. Thus it will lie
seen that the aqueduct early began to.absorb large sums of
money, which it lias notceased to do.

Immediately after the incorporation of the city the work of
îimproving the streets was begun. Not less than $205,000 was

spent ln the first year.by the Roads Committee, $60,000 during
each of the next three years, and sins varying fron $10,000 to
$40,000 annually during the next ten years. This expenditure
was met partly out of revenue, but also partly by promissor
notes and temporary loans. li 1852 this accumulated indebted-
nes was consolidated. It amounted to $418,667. The same year
the city obtained a loan of $800,000 fromt the Government of,
Canada. The corporation took advantage of it to increase its
expenditure on the roade to $129,464 lu 1854, and to undertake
maniy other improvements. By 1860 another consolidation of the
floating debt, amounting to $486,000, became ..necessary, and at
the same time a special.Issue of bonds amounting ta $48,400 was
autþorized'to be'exponded on the markets. Bonsecours Market
had already been erected at a cost of $200,000. .

Durlng the next decide the city contributed .$400,000 to the
Grand Trunk, spent $400,000 for sewers, $114,000 to widen
liNotre Dame Street, fromn Ronsecours to St. Sulpice Streets, and

maintenance of roads, but this, as seen, ls offset by;increases in
the number and pay of ôflicials,claims for damages and mis-
cellaneous matters.

Up to that time a special act of the Legislature was required
to authorize each loan, and the objects towards which the pro-
ceeds were to lie devoted were always defined.

In 1868 the first issue of bonds became due. Being in no wise
inclined to begin the up-hill work of paying the aldermen of
that day secured an act consolidating the.whole debt of the city,
and carrying the borrowing power to $5,000,000. This was in-
creased in 1869 by a special act authorlzing the city to borrow
$850,000 to acquire Mount Royal Park and $500,000 to enlarge
the water works.

The work of expropriation began on an extensive scale at the
tine, and it was followed by the demand for work; in 1874-75,
which led the city to undertake the construction of main sewers,
of the new reservoirs on the mountain, etc., which caused a rapid
increase in the debt.

Under Mayor Abbott the terminable debentures of the city
were replaced by permanent stock and the sinking fund was.ab-
olished,.which reduced the annual charge by over two bundred
thousand dollars, but which inaugurated the idea that a public
delit is a public benefit.

Counting th- unavoidable obligations which the city muet
meet out of the loan fund the debt of the city is now at least
$26,000,000, while the value of real estate has lncreased but little
since last year. Consequently it will be seen that the propor-
tion of the debt to the value of property le almost as great as in
1880, and that year was a critical one, when the value of pro-
perty had fallen to a large extent and revenue was short.

In 1880 the debt was guaranteed alost entirely by saleable
property, such. as the water works, the parks, the markets and
land. To-day over ten millions of the debt are represented only
by expenditure on sewers, street pavement, widened streets, rail-
way subsidies, harbor improvements, etc.

The revenue lias lncreased faster Ilian. the value of real estate,
whicli onl'y shows that the rate of taxation lias been raisied. Iu
1850 the revenue' of the clty was $154,273, lu 1860, M48,732, and
lu 1810, $805,050., The expeuditure lu tlie latter year was $728,-
809. In 1880, the revenue was $1,514,000, -and the expenditure,
$11502$000. Iu 1890, the figures were $2,240,000,, sud $2,351,374
respectively. The greatesî actual increase lu expenditures lias
been*within tlie lest decade 1884-1894. It excefs a'million
dollars.
