—A BILL has been brought into the Danish Diet recommend-
ing the introduction of the metric weights and measures system.
Danish merchants have for many years complained about the
weights and measures in use, as they do not agree with those
ruling lu other countries. Not 50 long ago Canada was full of
the same subject, but the metric system has dropped out of dis-
cussion latterly. The plenipotentiary of Canada to the Paris Ex-
position of 1900 should take a note of this.

At the meeting of the City Council on Friday last it
was decided to adoptthe principle of an executive com- .
mittee of control, and the various clauses in connection-
with it as recommended by the charter committee, alter-
ing it so as to make it permissive instead of positive by
substituting the word “may™ for “shall” in the first
Should it happen that it passes the legislature
in that form the taxpayers at the next election of
aldermen, will have to see that the right men are chosen
to give that important refcrm effect.

Our opinion in favour of this vital change in our
munieipal system, has already been expressed. When
a level-headed man like Alderman Laporte, after his ex-
periciice in the working of the preseni system, slates
openly in the council chamber that the new system
would ensure a saving in the maoagement of $200,.00
a year—and no attempt wasmadeto refute hisstatements
-—most people will consider that that means of lifting our
municipal affairs out of the muddle is far preferable to
one for simply adding to the present taxes, aud piling
up new ones only to be squandered by waste and ex-
travagance.

The proposed change cannot be looked upon as en
experiment, if is an’ established custom elsewhere and
works well. ‘In Toronto, for e\.unp]e, some five years
ago the affairg of the clty were presty much in the con-
dition that Montreal is now. There was & disjointed

remedy this an execative responsible board was ap-
pointed from among the aldermen, with tha result that
now whilst the valuation for assessment purposes has
been reduced from the inflated values of the boom fever-
time to a normal value, the average taxation per head
of the population is. $5.40 less than it was five years
ago, and all the various services are bebter done and
the city is in a better condition in every way than it
was before the change in the management. It is
now claimed, and, apparently with just grounds, that
Toronto is munieipally well governed, and in that
respect is a model that all other cities on the continent
might profitably copy. There, as in most eities, excepb

Montreal, the rate of taxation is of a flexible character

" and varies every year according to the requirements.

There is no one featare of the civic legislation that is:

so elosely serutinised as is the fixing of the annual
rate. The eapacity for usefulness of the aldermen as
a-body,-is-largely measured by the rate of taxation for
the year. A still further reduction on the rate is ex-
pected to follow the improved management.

At the weeting of the charter committee last Friday,
the question of exemptions was again considered and
acompromise measure was, by a maj.rity vote, decided
upon. As it now stands the exemptions will be some-
what reduced, but in the main there will be but little
change. The influences that have been brought to
bear in various ways, were too strong in favour of the
o0ld order of things, and the committee could not re-
sist the pressure. All that can be said in favour of the
changes made is that as far as they go, thev are an im-
provement on the present list of exemptiobs,

At that meeting City Treasurer Robb subuiitted a

very important and lueid statement of the present con-

dition of the finances and civie debt, and an esti mate of
what revenue might be expected from the various pro-
pq§ed new sources of taxation and additions to. present
ones. ‘A careful consideration of that decument, which
is lengthy, goes to show that there is no need, with
careful and intelligent  financial management for
miy increase of taxabion on real estate, or the imposition
of the innumerable new and harassing taxes on in-
dividuals and industries to which our citizens are not
accustomed.

It is claimed thut under the present system
of management by commitiees at least $300,000 a year
must be added to the revenue. Ttis contended on the

other hand thak with an e\ecutum board of control to -

take the place of the commibtees i in the udnumstmtlon
of affairs, $200,000 & year would be saved

ing from the more concentrated management would be
much in excess of such estimate.

Treasurer Robb’s statement shows that the proposed
tax onall fixed machinery, and the plant belonging to
the various companies holding franchises from the city
and using the pablic streets on which to place their
plant will produce, at thesame rate of taxation as other
people are paying, according to the best data ab hand,
$150,000 a year, now lost but in fairness should be
collected.

These two sums alone would more than give sufficient:
revenue for the requirements of the city,—the total
revenue, as we have before stated, is now close on §3,-
000,000, according to the iast reports. All the other
new and vexatious taxes proposed could well be left out.

The financial position of the city, as a whole, al-

‘though it is temporarily an embarrassed oue, is by no

means such as to call for fresh taxes on persons and in-
dustries that are calculated to drive enterprise from the
city. The list of persous and industries proposed to be

taxed would bein a sense amusing if it were not a
serious matter—but it has not the merit of consistency.
For instance, why are professional men left out in the
cold, and brokers—whatever that term may mean—
asked to pay $400 a year. Itis true that the latter are
looked upon as belonging to that class that “ toil not
neither do they spin” anything for the general good,
but they are citizens and entitled to as much consider-
ation as others. Instead of a specific tax on brokers,
it would be a fairer way to put a tax on all transactions
and trausfer of shares in stock companies made through
brokers of all kinds.

Treasurer Robbs' exposition of the present state of
the floating and funded debt, is clear and interesting.
It shows that the bounded debt, is over $24,000 ,000,
which is in excess of the 15 per cent of the valuation of

- the taxable property but including the floatl'rig debt,

the total is $27,500,000, and to that extent it is sug-
gested the borrowing powers should be increased. [n
the larger amount is included the sum of $600,000 yet -
remaining to be paid for harbour works out of the
million dollar vote. The bonds authorised for that
purpose haveall been sold and the money has bheen
used for other purposes. Nuw it is evidently intended
to prepare the way for re-borrowing the money, not-
withstanding the statement made again and again that
the money would be fonthcomma whenever wanted,

the amount of $l,}68,000, issned to represent outstand-
ing special assessments for street improvements—ex-.
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propriations presumably—which the treasurer says will
be puid off from the collections unless contestation of
the rolls, or acts of the Legislature should invalidate
the asset.

The lust sentence is very suggestive, almost
ominous. It wag the extravagant expropriation
madness that brought about the financial wmuddle.
The experience is not likely ever to be repeated. With
the legal talent engaged in the contestation of bhe

various rolls, there may he litigation for years causing
worty for all parties, and iu the end, perhaps not much
benelit to the city treasury.

As we have mentioned before the unsettled expropri-
ation rolls are so extended and cover so large an avea,
that it would be the wiser course to drop them all and
consolidate that assel by making ita part of the funded
debt of the city. We think everything is in favour of
our having a new charter that will enable civic matters
to work smoothly. We do not want to see onerous
taxes imposed, and it is well that the proposed new
order of things should have a fair chance and start with
# clean slate as fur as the debt is coneerned.

We take it for granted that the citizens will not con-
sent nor the Legislature allow any such increase of the
honded debt of the city, us would follow the course we
have just suggested unless the condition precedent is
first established that the change in the administration
of the city’s revenue and affairs is to be made. I that
change cannot be made those who prefer to keep on
and work the present system will have to face the al-
ternative of either imposing a special tax or getting
out. The former they know would be their death-
knell as alderman, and therefore, we may expect that
some of them may see the expediency of resigning
themselves to the inevitable, and allow the proposed
changes ko go to the Legislature with the free consent
of the intelligent, honest members of the City Council.

THE OTTAWA  LUMBERMEN'S CASE.

‘Che Ottawa lumbermen have presented a memorial
to the Commissioners, stating their views in reply to
the representations made at Ouebec by American Jum-
bermen,  The point to which they address chief atten-
bion, is the statement by U. 8. lumbermen that * only
the conrsest grades of Canadian lumber enter the
American warket, the bebter grades being sold to
countries outside of the United States.” The Ottawa
men object. to the statement as not true that, * the
Canadians use the United States us a dumping ground

for refuse stock and sell all their good lumber in Bng--
land,” the fact being that fully an average of the white

pine lumber from . Ontario and Quebee has gone into
the Anierican market. In quality, value, and price the
Canadian lumber sent to the States has equalled the
products of Duluth and Minnesota,

The Ottawa lambermen plead for the free entry into
the States of all grades of their lumber. The Dingley
duty of 32 is declared to be “relatively prohibitive.”
The total imports into Canada from the States in
1897-8 were $8,606,959 less than in 1896-7. Of this
total decrease 57,576,000 represented decreased imports
of hoards, planks, &c., into the States from Canada.
On the other hand in 1897-8 the imports into Canada
from the States were $10,614,468 greater than in
1896-1. The imports into Canada from the States lnst
year are stated to have been $78,263,000, while the
imports into the States from Canada were only $31,-
642,000. So that while Canada was enlarging her pur-
chases of American products, the United States were
seriously deereasing their purchases of Canadian goods.
The Ottawa memorialists submit that *“In view of
these facts, it is unfair that any limitation of our trade
should he proposed and adopted that would Jessen in-
stead of enlarging our opportunities to do a profitable
business with our neighbours.” They also submit fur-
ther, * that (1) the competition of our lumbermen is
not felt west of Lake Michigan ; (b) that the Eastern
States are compelled to pay higher for the lumber they
use than they would pay if Canadian lumber of all
grades were admitted free of duty—the cost of trans-
portation from the North-Western States being much
higher than from Canada, owing to greater mileage.”

It is claimed that hefore a single concession shall be
made to American demands, our right, the right of the
uemoralists, to a reasonuble free list be insisted npon,
as a consideration for the large free list Canada has
given to her neighbour and the valuable trade this
country has kept open to Americans. They remark :
* [f this is not accorded, then let the principle of pre-
ferential trade be extended, so that we may buy from
those who buy from us, and develop trade with those
who are willing to give us as great advantages as we
give.”

The alleged greater cheapuess of produetion in Can-
adn cowpared with the States is denied, and it is point-
ed out that much pine and oak from the Western States
enter Manitoba and the North West free. The memo-
rial of the Ottawa lumbermen concludes by affirming
that “if the States will not take the relatively small
quantity of lumber that goes there from Canada free,
then it would appear that our American friends are not
open to treat on fair and equitable terms with Canada.”

THE OCTOBER BANK STATEMENT.

October this year has again broken the record in the
extent of note-issues. Last year the circulation went
up to an unprecedented figure, this year even that high
water-mark has been exceeded by the excess of $42,-
543,446 over $41,580,928, which is $962,518. 'The in-
crease of last October over the preceding May,was only
64 per cent of the increase in the same five months in
1897. This difference naturally resulted from the
altered conditions of the two periods. Tn 1897 the tide
of good times set in like a flood during the summer
and fall after several years of depression, and the hur-
vest was excepbionally large and prices were ad-
vaneing rapidly.. This year, although business has
heen active and progressive, there has been no such
sudden advance as oceurred last year, nor was it looked
for, the harvest also, though large, is not realising the
prices current o year ago. The farmers and’ dealera too
are now in u very much stronger financial Josition
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than that which they held in the fall of 1897, so their - BANK STATEMENTS,

Although then the circulation of October reached an
unprecedented height, the increase this year bebween
the end of May and end of October was less than the
average increase in those monthe for the preceding six
years.

The most striking feuture in the above exhibit is the
difference shown hetween 1894 and 1898, which shows
that from May to October, there was over eight mil-
lions of note-issues :n the hands of the public this year
in excess of the amount they held from spring to fall
in 1894. This indicates a marked rise in the ability of
the people to keep money in their hands.

The increase of discountis last month was from $222,-
361,000 to $224,928,060, an advance of $2,567,000, last
year the increase was $1,706,000. In the past year the
disconnts were enlarged by $16,443,000. This raises
them to $100,000,000 in excess of their amount twenty-

+ four years ago, in which period the circulation increased

13 millions ; the advance in discounts having been
from 1874 to 1898 about 80 per cent and circulation 44
per cent, Since May this year the discounts only went
up $1,249,000. The deposits on demand made no ma-
terial change in October, and those payable after notice
only increased $647,000 ; doubtless a considerable
draught was made upon them for harvesting business.

1t is to be regretted that the Bangue du Peuple still
is given a place in the bunk returns. The figures of
this institution being included in the totals, are mis-
leading. The paid up capital, for instance, of $1,200,-
000 is not in existence, and so makes the total wrong
by that amount. The overdue debts of this bank are
$1,032,060. As this amount is over 37 per cent of the
total of all the banks, it gives an entirely false idea as
to the extent of the overdue debts. The same may be
said as to its other assets, their inclusion in the hank
reburns vitiates the accuracy of the fotals. As the
Bangae du Peuple cannot now bhe classed amongst Cana-
dian ** Banks acting under Charter,” which is the official
designation, its figures ought not to be included
amongst those of such banks. A cancerous limb like
that ought fo be amputated, and.the sooner the hetter.

Other changes since September were a reduction in
specie and Dominion notes by $1,600,000: an increase
in American halances dueto the baunks by, $1,800,000;
an increase of those due in United Kingdom by, $818,-
000; and a decrease of railway securities by, $580,000.
Navigaticn is iow on the eve of closing after an excep-
tionally prosperous season, and the prospects are good
for the winter's trade. "The detailed statements are to

A LIFE INSURANCE NOVELTY.

Necessity has long been recognised as the mother of
invention, but competition is now having children of
the same class. Some may hold that necessity is the
mot her of competition, in which case the brood of in-
ventions bred by competition will have to call necessity
their grandmother. The keen struggle now being
waged to secure business, has developed a number of
more or less ingenious devices having this object. I[n
the clothing and boot and shoe trade we have recently
seen novel plans adopted to attract bayers. An historic
epicure is said to have offered a fortune to the cook who
would invent a new dish to stir his jaded appetite. The
public seems to be in this condition, they are aweary of
what is old, and looking out for * some new thing.”

The life assurance companies generally have tried to
cater to this craving by novel plans, some of them mer-
itorious enongh; some not without a fake element; and
others originated by the pressure of conditions created
hy competition. The Sun Life of Canada has recently
adopted a new plan which was discussed at a meeting
some weeks ago of the United States insurance com-
missioners, which one American company was already
working. This system in brief may be thus described.
It is the general custom of life assurance companies to
estimate the value of a policy to the insurer only after
the third year. As the first year of each policy involves
4 loss to the company, owing to the heavy commission
paid bo an agent for its procurement, it is contended
that the first year ought not, in equity to the company,
to form part of the group of three years during which
any value is acquired by policies, the new plan
each policy is to be treated in the first year as a term
one, and the first three years following the first are to
be those which hegin to give value to a policy. By this
arrangement it is understood that a commission of from
50 to 6D per cent can be more prudently allowed for
new business,and the commission mcreascd on rcnewals
in the succeedmg three years.
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The plan then is one devised to afford greater induce-
weuts to agents and solicitors to procure new business,
and especially renewals. In so far as the plan will
lessen lupses ab the end of the first year it will, to that
extent, be of much service to those companies by whom
it is adopted. 1t is also regarded as more equitable to
the general body of policyholders, for, it policies are
valued too highly at the end of the first three years,
the difference over their true value must be taken from
other policies, 'The principal upon which this change
is bused, seews then to be sound so far as the companies
are concerned, and fair to policyholders.

Slould it become generally used the agents will pro-
bably find it to their udvantage to look moreassiduously
after renewals, and so protect the compunies, to sowe
extent, from the drain on them caused hy early lapses.
"The effect will not be to lessen competition, but rather
to stimulate it, for the more there is offered for busiuess,
pew or reunewals, the more vigorously will it he
struggled for.

THANKSGLVING DAY.

¥t way seem ab first sight inappropriate to commence
a Thanksgiving Day theme by a complaint. But we
do so being tully assured that on reflection the com-
plaint will be recognised to be in perfect harmony
with, indeed inspired by a thanksgiving spirit,

he idea of the day is for the whole country as a
political unit to be * at one™ in demonstrating gratitude
to the Almighty for a bountiful harvest and other na-
tional blessings. This unity cannob be manifested
when a day is selected which compels a large section of
our peaple to labour in their several vocations on
"Phunksgiving Day as assiduously ay on other dags.
Labore est orare 1s all very well as a sentiment, but
those who have to work bard when their fellows are
propcrly observing a pational thanksgiving, do uof see
this phrase in that light.

1t is known all over the Dowinion that as a rule
weekly journals are made up for publication on each
Thursday. That day s one demanding the closest ap-
plication of all engaged in preparing a weekly paper,
and usually ncurs longer thau the usual bhours. To
postzlaoxle this work untd Fridayis highly unde-—imble,
us it throws wailing arrangements out of order, and in-
volves work which interleres with the Saturduy half,
or partial holiday. 1t is then, we subwit, nnreasonable
to lix 'Yhauksgiving Day on the day which prevents its
observance by a large number of the people.

There is no reason for this, theday of the week wus
frst selected ab hap-hazard, and the time of the year
also without due consideration. Of course our rulers
must follow precedent, however, foolishly it was first
get, or however objectless such a mechaupicul proceeding
may be. The end of November is peculiarly unsuitable
for a national celebration of this nature. The weather
is usually the worst we ever get. Though we may be
flled with thanksgiving to the Suprewe, we are cer-
tainly, so farus our experience gues, in anything but a
a thankful spirit towards our rulers who send us to
Church through » sea of hulf-frozen slush, made up of
guow and mud, while as commonly happess, the sle-
ments are in & most disagreeable mood, apparently be-
ing in high dudgeon at their share in conferring a
bountiful harvest.uot being recognised earher.

We regard sll national celebrations, which by mani-
festing, develop a sénse of national unity as highly edu-
eative in this respect. As all history tells us that
Providence deals with nations in their corporate capa-
city, it is eminently meet and right for Canada, as
Canada, to express this nation's gratibude for providen-
tial bounties. [t is therefore not- meet, nor right, for
Thanksgiving. Day to be fized at a season and on a day
which interferes with its aniversal observance. :

ONE WAY OF INCREASING THE VALUE O
PROPERTY. .

"There is & movement in the City of New York in con-
nection with the assessnient valuation and the taxation
of property that is not without interest to the taxpayers
of Montreal at the present time, when new and addi-
tional taxes are under consideration. [t appears that
when that city was enlarged so as to tale in the sur-
rounding municipalities, and so became the Grenter
New York, the old New York as well as the other muni-
cipalities had a debt so large that the borrowing power,
which was limited to 10 per cent on the assessed value,
was exhausted. In the meantime works were ordered
to the extent of cost of over $20,000,000 and they had
to be stopped on account of that law. After the amal-
gamation it was found that real estate in the old city
was assessed generally at only about #0 to G0 per cent
of its market value, whilst in Brooklyn and other parts
it was assessed at 80 per centof its market valae.

Phere is a proviso in the new charter that gives
power to the tax commissioners to equalise the assess-
ments. On account of the debt limitation, it is found
impossible to reduce the assessed value in Brooklyn and
thie dther outlying parts, ana to get over the difficulty
and enable the city to borrow money for the required
works. it is now annouuced that the tax eommissioners
by a stroke of the pen, as it were, will increase the as-
sessed value of the old New York real estate by some-
thing like $300,000,000. Cure is taken to say that this
will apply chietly to the larger anl more important
properties, which it is claimed, are taxed less in propor-
tion than ordinary residential properties.

_Ou the face of it that seems to be an easy way of get-
ting over.the legal difficulty of borrowing money, but
it would pot logicully apply to Moutreal, where the
limit of debtis 15 per cent and the ussessed value of
real estate is well up to its market value.

e interest to us here is chiefly because it is claimed
that the aunual rate of taxation would not be increased,
because the rate is fixed annually according to the re-
quirements and it would be lower under a- floxible sys-
gem, like that which is the comwon practice almost
everywhere, and is what we have advocated for Mont-
veal instead of the present fixed “rate which does not
tend to economy of administration.

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FORESTRY . IN ON"I‘,ARIO.

Within recent years the forestry question has excited
considerable attention in Ontario. Owing to informa-

l tion in regard to the desirability of forest maintenance
and tree culture diffused by the provincial Government,
the people have become alive to the great ecomomic
evils of deforestation, as the injurious consequences of
a decreased water supply and liability to droughts whieh
over-clearing involves, are now understood.

P Farmers have noticed that springs have dried up,
and streams of considerable volume have been made
liable to floods, or to become dry. after the land has
been cleared of trees. Their ohservations have been
confirmed by scientific experiments which proved thut
a belt of forest retards evaporation from the adjacent

) soil, and has therefore the effect of equalising the

\ drainage into springs and streams, so that disastrous

| alternations in the water supply are avoided.. The old
idea respecting the inexhaustibility of good timber is
now no longer beld. The value of trees as regulabors
of the water supply, as well as their service as wind
breaks, being now recognised there has been less reck-

4 lessness in clearing timber, and considerable work has
beea doue in planting forest and shade trees. One
difficalty in the way of preventing deforestation wus the
fact that vast areas of pine lands which when cleared
were useless for farming, yet if laid eatirely bare the
effect was disastrous aia distance, as such barren lands
were the sources of the priucipal streams which are so
valuable to agricultural settlers,

A notion long prevailed that pine once removed by fire
or lumbering could not be replaced by planting, 'This
idea the Bureau of Torestry declares “'is now exploded.”
It has been proven that new crops of pine timber can
be grown if the young irees ave protected from fire
and judiciously thiuned out. The chief official of the
United States Forestry service endorses this view. In
one of his reports he gives instances to prove the ability
of white pine to reproduce itself, if tire is keptaway. In
Ve Portland, Maine, there are 7,000,000 feet of pine lum-
7@ ber sawed yeurly, all of it second growth. Dr. Roth-
wick, U. S. Comuissioner of Forestry, declaves that if
%4 all the unproductive lands now uncared for in-the State
of Pennsylvanis were protected from forest fires, for
it . say 40 years, the timber then growing would be worth

i not less than $1,200,000,000. The loss to Ontario in thak

period by forest fires, if allowed to stop the work of re-
forestering, would be even greater than this enormous
sum. .
« During the summer of 1897 the Ontario Forestry
7 Commission inspected & large area of the Provinecial
forest lands. They found evidences of extreme care-
lessuess on the part of lumbermen which led o fires,
but, from their observations, they were convinced that
with dus care 4 second growth of valuable timber
would spring up. The pructice of farmers allowing
cattle to range over wood lots, or where timber might
be growipg, is strongly condemned by the Forestry
Bureau, as being * a peany wise and pound foolish”
poliey. Cattle who so range prevent any new growth
taking the place of trees which decay or are cut down
for fuel, and the porous forest floor being trodden hard
interferes with the young shoots of trees that would
be valuable. »

. The revenue of Canada from her foresbs is 80 enor~
mouq, it is hlghly important that the work of refor*

' estatlon be vigorously prosecuted both by the Provmmal

goveruments and private proprietors, farmers and
others, who can do themselves and the country invalu-
able serviee by encouraging and carrying ont the
planting of trees or protecting those of self-growth.

NEWFOUNDLAND AFFAIRS.

The fishing season just closing in Newfoundland has
been a successful one. The catch has been large, but
not in excess of market requiremeuts, Prices have
been better than last year, as no old stocks were being
held. Opne favourable feature in tlie trade is the de-
ciease in the number of fish firms since the crash of
1894, This and the restraints imposed hy the Caunadian
banks, have helped much to put purchasing priceson a
safe basis. Buyers are now giving $3.80 * talquel,”
that is, without culling or “inspection,” tor good dry
shore codfish. This is regarded as a very satistactory
price, the average of last year heing about 82 per quin-
tal as against $3 80 now ruling.

Our valued correspondent at St. Johns reports having
known a cargo of fish that cost $3 per quintal cash
down at the loading port, which, when the returns for
this cargo of 8.000 quintals of prime, dry fish, came in
three months afterwards, realised only seven peance
sterling per quintal! Cargoes of such fish he has
known sold along the shores of the Mediferranean, and
at the ead of six months the owners were drawn upon
for a debit balanes ! Mistortunes of this character fol-
lowing some others causzd the collapse of 1894.

er.h the possib'e exception of fruit, there is no article
of commeree so linble to deprecmtlou in value as fish, as
it is a constant source of wastage aud expense. For
thistrade to be safely conducted a merchant must have
large eapital to tide him over bad seasons and glutted

_markets and the ability to extend the area of profit—

computing results over some ten years. For those fin-
ancially able to maintain business for a ten-year period,
it is sufe and profitable to buy and sell and export
Newfoundland eodfish, but two or three bad seasons
wipe out those who are short of capital. A Newfound-
fand codfish exporting syndicate with a capital of $6,
000,000 is regarded as the need of the Island, as with
this capital at command the entire catch could be
bought up, and its outgo and prices regulated. Were
this done the trade could be put on a steadier basis.
An outside cash buyer secured this year a cargo of fish
on the Labrador coast at $2 30 per quintal, the current
price there this Fall, ‘

While the currency of Newfoundland is on a gold
basis, it-has a silver harvest of the sea.” Shoals of sil-
very herrings come into the Bay of Islands, where they
dre now being taken at the rate of about 1,000 barrels
daily. The fishermen get $1.25 per barrel from Ameri-
can schooners waiting to take the cateh. At a later
date they enter Placentia Bay where they are bought
also by Americans us * frozen herring.” Uncle Sam
leaves from $100,000 to $250,000 yearly in the hands of
the berring fishers. The returns from this trade do not

‘appear in our annual fishery statistics,

The lobster export will reach 50,000 cases this year,
which at an average of $10 per cuse will amount o $500,-
000. This industry was almost unknown 25 years ago.
The supply is, bowever, being fast depleted by injudi-
cious méthods. Years ago the meat of one or two loli-
sters filled a can, now-it takes five or more to fill the
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same space.  Our correspondent considers that unless a
close time for three years or longer is enforced the loh-
ster industry will be rained.

The Canadian banks are doing an excellent busivess
in Newfoundland and making good profits. 'The Bauk
of Montreal, of course, gefs the liow's shure, and pretty
well controls the financial situation.

A PRESS BRIBERY EXPOSULRE.

"The investigation into Mr. Hooley’s transactions re-
vealed that the ex-financial cditor of the Pall Mull
‘Gazelle had received money on several oceasions from a
financiul corporation. 'The circumstances under whi.h
these payments were made to the editor, justify the in-
ference that they were made either for blackmailing
purposes, or, to secure favourable notices, that is, to
buy puffs for cush.

The company implicated having got iuto wsnarl with
Sir Douglas Straight, the edibor of the Pell Mull Gazelte,
has issued a circular to explain matters. The circular
is an excellent illustration of the French motto. qui
s'emense, s'wccuse,—an excuse is self condemnabion,
The story they tell is to this effect; the finuncial editor
after repeated calls on Mr. Wright, the manager of the
London and Globe inancial Corporation to obtain in-
formabion regarding its operations, at last got a
hearing. lle is alleged to have said : * Well, M.
Wright, you know we poor devils of the press earn hut
litkle in our profession, and you city financiers have
always sound information ; won't you give me a tip as
to some good investment ? To this very transparent
appeal the manager replied by recommending a deal
through the company which netted this * poor devil
of the press,” $2,980 profit, Other “ tips” were given
with the result of placing over §12,000 in the pocket of
the financial editor, whieh money was paid fo bhim by
the Finance Corporation for alleged profits on stock
transactions, which were recommended and carried out
by its manager.

1t the dirvectors of that company really see no impro-
priety in such relations existing between fhem and the
linuncial edifor of 4 journal which is presumed to be in-
dependent, and free from outside influence, they must
be too innocent for this wicked world. We, however,
caunot imagine such infantile innocence existing in
those who are running a PFinance Corporabion in the
world’s money metropolis. Kvery person with any
kuowledge of the world and the world’s ways, especially
in regard to the relations often existing between
a certain class of companies and a certain class
of newspapers, will regard the above explanation asa
picce of uudacious bluff, The  proprietor of the
Pall Mull Gazette so vead it, and promptly “fired” the
recipient of the alleged profits made by its finaucial
editor on stocle jobbing transuctions engineered for
him by the London & Globe Finance Corporation.

In recent years the practice of bribing the press to
give puffsof certain companies has becoms disgracefully
common. There are so-calléd financial papers publish-
ed in London which live upon such bribes, or by black-
mailing.

If we may judge by what we have seen in some Cana-
dian papers, published not far from‘l this office, the same
seandal exists heve. This paper has again and again
been offered large sums to secure puffs of doubtful com-
panies; Whiclh-offers have been invariably rejected as the

Jourxar or CoMMERCE Is not, nor ever was for sale.
But as we have seen the very matter we refused pub-
lished by one or more of our alleged rivals, the infer-
ence is conclusive that the bait was swallowed, hook
and all, Now there has been a full exposure of the
dealings of the London Finance Corporation with the
finuncial editor of the Pall Mall Gazett:, and he has
been summayily discharged, we trust, for the honour of
the press, that such seandals will receive a check. We
regret to see the Saturdey Review in such company also.

A WIFE INSURING HER HUSBAND.

A Mr. Augustus Howard recently sued a British life
assurance company fo recover the premiums paid by
his wife on a policy covering his life. The wife with-
out her husband’s knowledge had taken ont a policy of
insurance upon his life, and upon that of her own.
When she died he was paid the amount of the policy
on the life of the deceased. The plaintiff deelared that
he had noknowledge of the policy on his own life, as he
had never signed any proposal form,nor given his wife
authority to do so.
the till and the plea was entered thatshe had taken the
money therefrom to pay che premiums on the two
policies without the knowledge of her hushand. To
the remark of Counsel, “ You ask the Court to hold
that your wife stole the money to pay the policies ?”
this affectionate widower replied, “That’s exactly what
she did do.” The judgment of the Court was as
follows :

“The policy on the wife's life was plainly effected in
the interest and for the benefit of her own hushand, the
present plaintiff, and of course, upon her death, he had
taken the money which she in her anxiety had provided
by the payment of the premiums. It could not hea
matter in her own interest, hecause it was on her own
life, and it must have been in the interest of the
gentleman who repudiated the effecting of the policy
upon his own life. What was the meaning of the
policy on his life ? It was to make some provision for
herself in che event of her surviving her husband.
The policy npon her mother's life was also a provision
against probable contingencies, and the plaintiff paid
that policy at the request of his wife. The fact of the
plaintiff having recognized the poliey in 1895 showed
that the wife was a person with authority to effect it
and he ratified her act. It was not a violent presump-
tion, btherefore, that if the plaintiff assented to the
policy on his wife’s life for his benefit, he would
also assent to a policy on his life for her benefit.
He would assume she had authority, and would ac-
cordingly dismiss the case on the merits.”

At the same time, while we regard the judgment
sound, it is highly objeztionable for a life assurance
company to write a policy on any person’s life without
his, or her, express consent.

For 15 cents the man who is in need of footwear
buys a coupon which entitles him to a boolk of 5 coupons
upon payment of 65 cents, making 80 cents. The purchaser
next sells these 5 coupons netting 75 cents, which be keeps as
compensation for his trouble. He is now the prospective
owner of a pair of $3 boots costing him only 5 cents, if—

always that “if"—bis customers to whom he has sold the
coupons pay in to the agent 65 cents each or $3.25.

Trom this it will be seen the scheme provides for a profit
of $1.05 on one turn of the wheel, without recognizing the
possibility of an * understanding™ between the supplier of
the boots and the good Cinderella who has the scheme in
hand. What the profits could become in a month's time pro-
vided every one took example from Sammy Weller and kept
the ** pot a bilin" makes Monte Cristo pale info insignificance.
In six months thescheme—if it lasted so long—would bave
risen above the inspiriting spur, laconically expressed in the
Awmerican phrase “its a good thing; push it along.” The
lapses alone by that time, if all went well, should keep a
healthy bank teller on the jump, if indeed these might not
work a Monte Carlo croupier to death.

Still there are drawbacks which threaten the experiment
of getting others to pay for one’s boots andfshoes and hats—
hats are the latest to be embraced in this colossal co-operative
coup.

ONTARIO CROPS.

The Province of Ontarlo has seldom had better crops than
those just gathered, a final report on which has been cowmpiled
by the Department of Agriculture. Owing to the Diungley
tariff a considerable acresge once devoted to barley was seeded
for wheat, or other cereals, The increased area growing wheat
was 10 per cent. Spring wheat was only raised to one-third the
extent of fall wheat., The former averaged 24 bushels per acre
and the latter only 17.7 bushels. The following table gives the
total yield of various crops and the uverage of bushels per acre :

THE BRITISH EMBARGO ON CATILE,

Dr. McEachran in an interview with the oo, Walter Long,
the British Minlster of Agriculture, discussed with him the em-
bargo on Canadian cattle, which he showed to be uncalled for, as
% pleuro-pneumonia never did exist in the Dominion except when
brought from Great Britain to the quarantine at Quebec.” He
stated to the Minister that Canada was depleted of stockers, as
they had been absorbed by the United States since the removal
of the international quarantine, Dr, McEdchran found that the
Scotch cattle feeders felt keenly the exclusion of Capadian
cattle, the free entry of which they would welcomo. "C'he Minis.
ter, however, gave no encouragement to the hope that the em.
bargo would be removed, He said in reply to a question
whether this was ikely to be done: »I fear not; tlie couutry
would not stand it.” By the *country” in this counection the
Minister of Agriculture meant, English farmers who raise cattle,
who have been succes:zful in compelling a Free Trude Govern-
ment to grant protection to their business, for the cattle embargo
is nothing whatever-but a measure to protect English farmers
from competition, As, however, there has been an opening
found in the States {or Canadian stockers, the demand for which
exceeds our present capacity to supply, our cattle raisers are not
wortying over their unfair treatiment by the old country. One
way or other Canada seemns to have the faculty of lighting on
her feet every time,
