THE KOLS.—No. L

In the year 1844 a German clergyman
called Paster Gossner, sent eut from
Berlin, four Missionaries te Caleuita,
They had ne fixed place determined
npon for their labers, no salary oven
promised them ; they were: simply sent
out (as Christ’s ministers to the heatheu)
to great wide India, to take up any work
that Goo might put in their way.

This might seeis a rash enterprise to
many. It is necessary to remember that
these four men were brave. and earnest
followers of a brave and earnest master,
for Pastor Gessmer was well known in
thess days for his zeal in the establish-
ment of Christian Missions.” Se it wasg
not as we might term it, on a wild goeso
chase that these devoted four left home
and comfort for a distant - hand ; they
had a fixed purpose guiding. them from
the very day they landed in India, and
that was to see who needed their services
wmost, and then t> give those services

Their glance fell on a simpla people
whese home lay really ameng the far hills
and highlands of ‘the country, hut who

Dows this sheck you 1
It well may ; and yet how daro we pass
one word of blame on these poar untnught
savages, while so many of ourewn poople
warned, entreated, prayod over, prenchod
to, fall into the same deadly siu.
Drinking always brings other evils in
its train. A doneing place in every
village is crecied, whers for whole nights
youug persans <ance, belonging for that
time fo the devil. Ne scerat is made of this;
close by are two houses, one called the

“| bachelors' house. tho other the girl's

house, and parents may not keop iheir
children at home, but must let theom ge
fe one or ather of these houses, thero to
belong-o the devil, while their parents
drink  themselves into stupefaction at
home.

Mr. Dowling who guve
an intoresting sketeh of the Churel's pro-
gress from Woodstock to Muodawaska,
sinco the ostnblishmont of a Chureh in
that mission, from which ho was onubled
to drmw for tho Seciely’s benelit much
enconragemont. e pressed the Soctoty's
claims upon all with good offect. Massrs,
1lurd Peteraand E. Willis also addressed
the moeting, dwelling upon tho Socioty's
purposos, and upon the duty of all
churchmon to ¢dony thomsolvos a little
for its benefit. ‘They were followed by
Rov.

Nontit West AnM, MHanirax — A
Inrgely attended Lmsiness meeting of the
members of the North West Arm Mis-
sion was held at Cogswell School House
on Monday evening last. Mr. Selwyn
II. Shreve was requested to accupy the
Chair, snd My, F. Lawson Fenerly was
chosen Secretary, After prayers had
been said, the Secretary presented a
report, briofly swinmarizing the state of
the Mission from early in 1878 to the
time the services were again revived, viz.,
August 17, 1879 ; he also, as Treasurer,
presented a financial statement from that
time lo the present, embracing a period
of nearly 9 months; the following ab-

Several schemes werq presented and
proposals wade which, in turn, wore well
discussed, the dehate heing greatly en-
livened by many valuable suggestions
from the ladies of the congregation, whe
wore not few in number, The matler
waa finally left to o Committee, whe were
authorized to purchase a suitable jnstru-
ment upon the best possible terms.

deserves the name.  In some parts of the
world lying may Do so regarded; in
others, thett; in others, lust; and amongst
otrselves, drunkenness, one of the vilest
sins that ever disgraced hwmanity, the
prolific sowrce of lying and theftand lust
and cvery evil work,
+2 But amin, a sin is properly so
called if it is commiited or el{coumged
hv the Executive of a nation; for wh'cu
this is the case, the people nre .fllmpst in-
variably, more or less, partakers of it. “A
covernment,” justly mmnrks. a modern
Trri‘ler, #cannot merally he either a great
deal better or worse than those whem it
coverns & anel ] very mach doubt whe-
?her, even in those lands where the
Monarch is absolnte, he could pursue an
utlerly wieked policy without the guilty
connivance ol his people ; but assuredly
in Lngland, where tho inst-i:.u.l-L'ons are
representative, it is folly for cilizens to
think that they are not responsible
before Gob for whatevey evil the nation
may do in ils corpomte capacity. The
blame of an u]]j\l.-l war would rest mot
exclusively with the Government,which
declared it, bul with the people, who
placed that Covernment in power and
kept them there, and did net so emphati-
cally protest against their design as to
prevent it< being carried into execution.
Oh! whoe can estimate or think without
alarm of the heinousness of tho crime
prepetrated by the English people in
deliberately supporting a Government
which had 1cselved to force & demoralis-
ing irade on a heatben race with fire and
sword! And,alas! welo this day are
implicated in that bad deed. TFor it has
never been repented of : China is still
obliged to allow her people to be poison-
ed with opimm for the pecnniary advan-
tage of Christian England. Again and
again have efforts heen wade to put a
stop to this monstrous iniquity ; but the
people have never with one voice de-
manded that it should cease ; if they did,
their demand could not be resisted, and
until they do, they ate involved in the
accumulated guilt of a sin, which no one
will attempt to defend. and which haes
gone on destroying thousands and tens
of thousands of our fellew-men, body,
soul, and spirit, for more than a quarter
of a century. Again, drunkenness is a
national sin, for the governments whom
we support multiply and maintain in-
cenlives ta the viee, and refuse even to
allow their removal where the inhabi-
isnts ef a place desire itand are prepared
to vote, fer it by a large majority ; nay,
they will not permit it to be effected on
the Lord's own day. My brethren, so
loug as these things are so, I do not see
how we can maintain that we are free
fram the blood of those who are mur-
dered by intewperance.  If in a country
where there were, say, a thousand per-
sons, afllicted with a snicidal mania, the
law allewed imploments of destruction
lo De ficely nsed and readily obtained,
the law, and therefore those who had the
Power of controlling it, would he ac-
countable to Goo for the result. In
England there arc at least six hundred
thousand unhappy beings afiticted with
2 passivl for strang drink. Is it wise,
can it be right, must we not be verily
guilty befere Gob, to leave them sui-
roupded-—and swirounded often against
their will—with implements of a des-
truction which extends Leyond the bedy,
which after it has killed the body, cast
both bady and soul into hell

example, is thore nol something radically
wrong abeul our present motheds of
parochial elections of Hectors? Any
little Mission in these FLower 1'rovinces
ihat raikes no morsthan §150.00 or

$200.00 u year lowards tho stipund, and;

where the total sulary does nol exceed
gseven hundred, or sovon hundred and
ffty dollars, will coquet all over the
counlry with men whe can command
oublo that sunt.  In wmost cases, they
will poss by tried Missienaries, and, as
in this case, o numbor will unite on samo
one man, about whem they know little or
volhing. excopt by some report. Tho
smaHer the Mission, the more exagyerat-
od tho idens the people havo of its impor-
fance. If thereare any advawtages con-
aucted with it, e sure the most i« made
of thom, Yo should not basurprised to
find that some of the Leclors of Monireal
or Toronte wore called to tho charge of
future vacancies. Having heard a report
of the oratory of eem spotless Canon in
ono of the groat cities, the Church War-
dens of tho Miasion of St. Nichelus-in-
the-Fovest, with which is coupled St.
Zehodse-on-the-Cranborry-Plains will ex.
tond a pressiug invitation to the Rev.
Dr. Boanorges, sccompaniod by a promise
of §720.00 a year, without a house, but
with an annual donation of denghnuts
and buckwheal. Aund after passing by
thbclorgy of thoir own Diecese, 1o somo
of whom tho change might prove of some
little Lonofit for loealion or educalional
facilitios, sud asking bLlindly clergy whose
chief recommendation is thut they are
atrangors, they becomo disgusted at the
want of approciation of the clergy, aud
fall back a8 o Jast vesert om thoir Bishap,
and ask him to recommond a man. We
de mot see how the Bishop can bs held
reaponsible for men coming inte the Dio-
esns in this way. It is true, when he is
informod of the election, he may withhold
aliconse. But that is gvety grave step
te take. When a man’s papers are in
- erder, this cannot be withheld, unlass the
Bishop knows good cause to withheld it.
Mo is often more ignorant of the clergy-
man's antecedonts than the Mission; be-
eauso generally, the first intimation he
has of the new man is the notice of his

election.  Though he may know i to
be unfit for that particular pusition, it is
a serieus matter to interfere with the
choice of the parishioners, merely ou the
ground of his judgment. In fact, they
would rezent such inteyferonce,  The re-
aponsibility should rest on the Bishop,
bt he hasinerely the right of veto, by
rufusing to license ——. And se pari-
shes oo on Blindly, sometimes making a
gourl choiee, oftaner a bad one, in many
zases nol knowing where to turn,  Now,
wo lave no desive fo curtail any just
righta of the Laity, “The parishiouers
slionhl have a voicw in the appointinent

pointment should be made by the Bishop,
anld wo would have him, on a vacancy,
eall together 8 patronage committes of
clerey and laity, say the Standing Com-
nitten olected cach year, and advise with
them as 1o the filling up of the vacancy.

At this Board the Vestry should he
represented, and due regard would be
paid to their wishes. Then, after a caro-
ful selcction on some recognized plan of
promotion, the Bishop would make the
appointment. Some such plan as this
would do away with many of the evils
under the prosent systom, while consery-
ing the just right of Bishop and pariahes.
One thing is very clear in our mind, that
no Missions which are not self-support-
ing should kave the right of appointinont
vestod in them. TLet thom show firat
that they are willing and ablo to support
their minister bofere they oxerciso their
right of cheica.

LINKS IN THE CHURCH HISTORY
OF NEW YORK AND NEW

BRUNSWICK.,*
Tug New York Churchman men-
{ions incidents connected with twe

of the Now York clorgy, of the last
contury, whese names have an interest
for many in Nuw Brunswick.  Many of
our Loyalists were from the State of New
York, and the ties which bound together
the Church thore, with the feeble few
iu New Brunswick, may bo still traced
in our clergy list. Old St. Ann's
Chureli, Brooklyn, has just held its
closing sorvice, beforo the demolition of
the building to maks room for the new
bridge ovor the Tast River. The Rov.
James Sayre was the first ministor. 1le
leld the Parish during the occupancy of
the Dritish in 1778 ta 1783. e after-
wards rosided fora time in the Provinces

iand then roturned to the United States.

His brotlier, tho Rev. Jehn Sayre, Rector
of ‘Trinily Church, Fairfield, Connecticut,
was driven out of that place, and became
the furst Rector of Maugerville, N. I,
wlhere ho died. Thove is amural tablet to
his memory in the Church there. His
descendants, fow in number, reside
prineipally in Westmoraland and Kent
Couuties.

The ather reference is ta the Rov. Jas,
Wolmore, M.A., Assistant Minister of
Trinity Churck, N. Y., and aftorwards
Rector at Rye, N. Y., till his death in
1760. Giving an account of “The Epis-
copal Church and the Poor of New Yerk
City,” tho Churchman says: “In 1723
the Rev. Mr, Wetmore, an assistant of
tho Rev. Mr. Vesey, had 200 children
and servants to instruct.” A large num-
ber of Mr. Wetmore's descendants reside
in New Drunswick, and ho has three
descendants in the ministry ef the Church
in the Diocese of Frodericten. Ne lass
than ninetoon names on the clergy list of
that Diocese, bear witness to the early
cennection betweon the Provinco and the
histery of the Church in the United
States, during part of the last century.

The ‘Rev. Canon J. C. Ryle has heen
appoinied to -the newly organized
Bishepric of Liverpoel; England, Canon
Ryle is ‘well known frem his writings,

and s a leader in"the “Evangslical”

scheol of thought. I is n sturdy, out—
spoken  Englishman, and were he in
Canada, with his Church and newly
restored Chancel, and Itis liberal opinions
on details of the serviee, our people
would probably term him a “Moderate
High Churchroan”  Theugh fully 70
yoars ot age, Canon Iiyle is active and
vigorous, and will wo deubt make an
excellent Bishop.

SEMINARY.

Tuk Teustees of the General Theologi-
cal Seginary, New York, founded in
1820, have Jdecided not to removeo the
[nstituto from W, 23th Street, New
York, where they own the blocks be-
tween 9th  Avenue and the IMudson
River.  There are ahout 700 living
Alwmnmni.  Sixteen of the present Ameri-
can Bishops are graluates. They com-
pose the Bishops of Delaware, California,
Kansas, Western New York, Utah,
Missouri, Oregon, Nevada, Massachusetts,
New Jorsey, Colorude, Western Michi-
uae, Fond du Lae, Quincy, Springfield,
and the Assistant Bishop of North
Carelina,

Six of the Alumni are at work in
Canada—The Rev. E. II. M. Baker, of
the class of 1853 in the Diocese of
Ontario; Rev. E. Warren of 1877 in
Toronto ; Rev. R. &, Locke, of 1869 in
Niagara; Rev, F. 8. §ill, and Rev- E. S,
Pentreath, both of 1872, in Fredericton ;
and the Rev. W. Westover, of 1876, in
the Diocese of Mertreal.

The officers are the Rov, Dr, loflman,
and a staft of six Profossors and one Tutor.
An appeal has been made for an addition-
al endowment of $250,000.00.

CoMMUNICATED BY THE TrEAsCRER.

As‘in times of deficiency, cousideralle
enquiry is naturally aroused ag to the
causes of deficicncy, it may bhe well to
add te the many earnest articles whick
have lately appeared in the Crunen
G[:IARDI_A.\' on the financial conditien of
this Diocese, a brief statement of the
work with which the Diocesan Church
Society has had to grapple. The system
of making grants from the Society only
upen condition of preportionate psy-
ments by each Mission was introduced
into the Diocesa in the year 187]
Prior to that, no data whatover exist w
threw the smallest degree of light upon
the amounts made up for the eleray in
their respective Parishes or Missions,
The grants of the D. C. S. were mads
irrespective of these. In the year end-
ing Ist May, 1872, the number of Mis-
sions 'mcmving aid from the Seciety, was
38. The aggremate of grante paid to
these Missions was 817,311, and the ag.
gregate amount paid by the Missions
themselves was 28,497. For the year
ending 1st May, 1880, the estimate was
for 53 Missions. The aggregate of grants
was £32,130, and of amonnts re;uired
from these Missions, 314,500, shewing an
inerease of 15 Missions of nearly §5,000
in grants, and of more than £6,000 in
the ameunts required from_and to he
paid ; but the Missions have all been
filled, and the tolals cannot fall far short
of the estimated figures, In addition te
the nbove, two Missions en the list in
1872 have becoma self-snpporting, name-
ly, Westmoreland and Wooadsteck ; and
other two, Chamcook and Clifton, have
beea provided for by adjoining Missions,
so as to be no charge oun the Socieiv.
The increase, therefore, of working Mis-
sions may be stated at 19 instead of IR.
As illustrations of the way in which this
increase has oceurred, the following may
be cited : In 1872, the Mission known
as Andover, under the charge of the Rev.
W. Hoyt, reecived $500 and paid §200
towards the DMissionary stipend. In
1879 the same Mission had been broken
up and increased as follows :—

SUNDAY MOENING—AN

Once npon o tima n fow weary travel-
lers in o strange lane cumo, just as they
werw in degpair of over finding the right
path, and a8 the shades of wight wore
Hoving nway, to a aplondid Palaco.  They
saw its peaked roofs en which the rising
sunt was siling; its lofty storicd win-
dows and its towars pointing upwards
from afar- A luir, green spaco surroundud
it, and hore und there wore vreelod monu-
ments to the good and wiso who hiad
formorly dwell in that country,  As they
ontercd the poren which led to the Pres-
ence Chamber, the travellors all at onze
heard a herald from within proclaiming,
with o loud veice, that o good nud grac-
jous King, * Whem henven and the
hoaveu ef heaveus cannol contain,’ was
ploased to dwell with wen inside those
walls, (Il Chron. vi. 18), and that He
waa [avourable to the peor and needy, if
they came hofore Him humbly, and with
sorrow fer having strayed from His high-
way.

{o be the world’s Saviour, and how pure-
Iy he had lived and died for man (I Pet.
ii. 213 Another burat of praise called
upon all lands to be joyful in this Saviour.
Our travellers fult that this was the Guide
thoy songht to guide their feet into the
way of peace; this was the Light who
should lighten their durkness, and sang
wiih great joy.  Then followed n set pro-
fussion of faith in this Great King,
which, our travellers noticed, those ser-
vanis said, turning to the Jast, signilying
that from thenee they expected the Duy-
spring from on high to visit them. The
prayer of the King's Son suceredsd, and
n fow versicles cnsued, after which, all
humbly kneeling, thres shert prayors
were put up by the minister for the King’s
blessing upon them, for peace and for
grace.

the King, - themselves; their souls and

bedies, to be a reasonable, holy and living

sacrifico unto Him, And so with many
more words of praise, the highest they
could possibly aseril:, the chief minister
of the King's Ialace stood and blessed
them while they reverently knelt before
hisn.  Most solemn was that blessing,
and it seemed 1o rest upon their souls.
already fillel with a new and strange
peace. So after a few 1noments of silent
aderation, those travellers, who had
cntered the Talace weary and travel-
stained, departed from it sirengthened
and comforted, clad in the whi‘e robes
which they wear whe always follow the
King's Son.

Ounly wo ourselves humbly trust that their
blies may one day le ours, and wo have
p good lops that hy that King's Son's
death for us we too shall ore (lay be re-
ceived into that City of Peace! Yet we
rejoice with -fear, knowing that ¢ there
shall in no wise enter inte it anything
that defiloth, but thoy which are written
in the Lamb’s Dook of Life, (Rev. xxi.
27). We pass on, if that wo may ap-
preliend that for which also we are ap-
prehended of Him, (Phil. iii, 12-14).

Ve strive, day by day, to make our cal-
ling and election sure. Ah1! what need
of vigilance have we mot, when there
ever reigneth in our ears those solemn
words : ‘Bohold I como quickly; hold
that fast which thou hast, that no man
take thy crown,” (Rov. ii. 11).
