Toowro, Aug. 16th, 1884.
My DEAaEsr MA:-

At lest, at last, I find myself in the intelli-
gent incropolis (or is the word metropolis t
Please look it up for me) of my glorieus
country: at last 1 fSd myself on the way te
the realization of my brightest dreams.
Toronto la grandiloquent,-or perhaps I mean
magnificent,-and seems to me considerably
larger than Gobbville. Gobbville, as you nay
rememnber, dear Ma, from the extracts which
I read te you from the last census, contained
3001 inhabitants, besides two chinamen, and a
new-made knight.
