WHAT IRISA LEARUERS IN AMERICA
THEINK OF THE QUEEN'S SPYEECH.

Cuicago, Jan. 21, —Patrick Egan, Pre-
sident of the Irish National Leagune, was
interviewed this afternoon regardicg that
portion of the Queen's Speech which touchea
upon the Irish question. ‘‘ Pronouncements
of that kind,” he said, ‘' mean nothing. Her
Mujesty says nothing new. We all know of
her dislike to Home Rule movements. The
situation is such that no matter what she
may say Parliament will be compelled to deal
with the Home Rule question and grant it to
Ireland. Her reference to coercion is also
vague, and will not lead to any material re-
sults in Ireland From experience we know
that pronouncements of that kind precede
aurrender. We know that this, our national
movement, upholds the key of the position,
and we are all quite confident as to the
rosult,

** Under the menaoce,’ said ex-Congresa-
man Finerty, after he bad read the Queen's
speech, ** the Irish people must make up
their minds to meet the crieia with a courage
displayed by the American coloniste in deal.
ing with the Queen's grandfather, George III.
The speech geals the fate of the Salisbury
Ministry, and then should Mr. Gladstone
upon returning to power refuse to meet the
Irish demand in a fair spirit, no resource will
be left to Ireland to ubtain her rights butlto
resort to first principlea; in other words,
she will be compelled te make sacrifices that
have been made by all other people’s similarly
circumatanced.”

The mesting called by Hon. Mr. Chapleau,
Secretary of State, at St, Jerome, turned
againet him with a vengeance, Notwith-
standing his refusal to admit adversaries to
discuss the questione of the day, the Miniater
bad to yield in the end and had to send for
the men whom he refused a half hour before
to admii to the hall. A widespread organi-
zation existed to pack the meeting with Chx-
pleauites, Montreal was ransacked for bullivs
and others, ag well as the neighboring towra
and villages. Special trains were run from
the city, of which noboedy knew anything but
the friends of Chapleau. Ticket sellers on
the railroad refused to sell tickets to peopls
whom they considered would be adverse t»
the Government. ®Great complainte were
made of this official abuse of power by th3
residents or travellers from St. Therese to
8t. Jerome, In fact everything was done t
make the meeting purely Chapleauite; buf
the effe was abortive, The popular feelini
waa too strong to be thus crushed out, anc
the manhood of T1errebonne turned in num-
bers and force to spoil the desperate ani
discreditable game of the Ministers and the
(Government,

A COUY DE THEATRE.

At the closa of the proceedings, Mr. Chap-
leau, seeing his dog was dead, attempted an
infamous coup de theatre. He got four of
bis hired supporters, among whom were
Deputy High Constable Contant and Joe
Vincent, to carry him on their shouldeis
They were in their own end of the hall, when
suddenly the Secretary of State fell back as
if in a faint, and carrying his hand to his
head, whispered to his hearers,

‘] AM STRUCK.”

It was an infamous and criminal dodge to
raise a row, ierhnps & riot, Mr. Chaplesu
was not struck, and no harm was done him,
Fortunately it was only his friends whe were
around bim, se that they had ncbody to
atrike to atart the fight. If there had been a
fight Mr. Chapleau would bave been able to
maintain that he was assailed and that it was
brote force which left him defeated on the
political field at St. Jerome. But the fates
willed it otherwise. The coup de theatre wns
a deserved failure, snd nothing but discredit
and dishonor attach to the Minister of the
Crown who attempted it.
OPENING THE MEETING,

At one o’clock, the time appointed for the
opening of the meeting, the hal] waa densely
crowded, and all seemed greatly interested io
what was about to take place.

The Hon, Mr, Chapleau arrived at the
Hall escorted by the Mentreal contingent,
and was received in eilence. The two parties
met on the platform, and Mr, Chaplean sug-
gested that he or his friends be allowed to
speak for an hour and & half, the next hour
and a half to bo taken up by the opposition,
and he himsslf to wind up the procsedings in
& half hour’s epeech, Dr. DeMartigny (Cen-
servative) and Warden Prevost were appoint-
ed chairmen, and Mr. L. Labelle, Seoretary-
Troasurer of the Corporation, acted as secre-
tary.

HON. MR, CHAPLEAU'S ADDRESS,

The Hon, Mr, Chapleau now oame
forward to address the meeting, and was
given & greeting, He apuke for an hour, and
wab repeatedly interrupted with applanse by
his friends, and groans, hisses and interrup-
tions by hia non-sympathisers. His speech
waa listened to with considerable attention on
the whole. He said he had requested his
constituenta to meet him in public meeting,
go that bhe might give them explanations
which he might deem necessary. He bad
hopea that he would have occupied the whole
time of the meeting himszelf or by his friends,
but since his opponentz had been so desirous
of being heard he had concluded to consent to
allow them to speak, though he would have
to greatly ourtail his address becaunse of this
faot, During the nineteen years that he bad
had the honor of representing.the connty in
Parliament he had always dene his utmoat

TO MONOR HIS CONSTITUENTS,
and prove himself worthy of their confidence,
Terrebpnne had been represented by eminent
men in -the course of its history, and he had
always striven to imitate their patriotism,
and he felt some :satisfaction in the fact that
as Premier of Quebeo or Secretary of State
for Cauada he had brought no dishonor to his
‘country. ~.

His hand were a8
white as Lthose of any of his opponents, and
none of them had refused to extend theira to
hie. He was a son of Canads, and boasting
of that yuality be was proud to say that he
liad not been a traitor to hin country or his
race, (Applause and groans.) Hia present
opponents had asked bim to resign when
Riel’s fate bad been sealed, and they wounld
accept him as their leader. ({Applause.)
A tempting offer had been made Lim,
but he considered hie duty was not
to accept it and place the prestige of
his countrymen in danger. (Applause and
cries of ** you were afraid to resign!”) He
denied be had been afraid to resign, and said
be would have done so at once if a principle
had been at stake. He hoped there would
never come such a moment, and now he was
satisfied it bad not yet come. Now men,
who had slurred and stigmatized themselves
with every imaginable epithet, were rallying
together in & union which had been wurmed
into life by a revolt of the halfbreeds against
the whites, The Metis had never been
the friends of the whites. (Cries of * oh,
oh 1" and *“‘shame !”) The Lielites had
been made aware by Mr. Blake of the false
step they bad taken, and he was satished
that many of them were sorry that they
had joined the movement. He defied his
opponents to say that the rebellion was justi.
fiable. (A voice-—¢* \Why did you let Juck-
son go?”’} Juckson hae heen aullowed to go
because he was insape. Jackson was not
an Englishman no more than Regnier, Riel's
other secretary. Both had been allowed to
go. Riel, an American citizen, was not justi-
fied in coming into Canada to raisea rebellion.
It had been said that Riel wasinsane. 1f such
had been the case the Métis would not have
sont for him, He was guilty of a great crime
in raising a rebellion and causing the death
of many persons. His greatest and most
unpardopable orime was the inciting of the
Indians, Those who said that the police
had commenced the rebellion told a false-
hood, Riel waas hostile long before the
police fired on the Métia, Riel’s crimes
had cost the country $10,000,000, ana they
were _called upon to pay this for & man
who had never done them any good but had
always worked mischief. (Groana and hisses, )
The trial he had had was a most legal one
and nobody denies this. In concluding the
spesker said that although Riel had been
guilty of great crimes, he (the speaker) had
pleaded to the last to save his life. - (Cries
of ** That'a false.”) He retterated the same
statement and said he had been met with the
majesty of the law, and the necessity which
existed to protect the lives of the people of
the Northwest. :

ORANGE ROWDYISM IN LISNASKEA,

On Saturday last a number of Orange bands
from the surrounding viliages gathered into
Lisnaskea, and after parading the streets for
some time, ccllected in the Town Hall—or,
more properly, the Orange Hall. A National-
ist party Irom Clones soon after arrived ona
brake and several oars, accompanied by a
band with the intention of making a
holiday here. Seeing that the Orange-
men had been before them, and well
knowing that gothing would pleate the
Lovalists better than an exouse fo repeat
their late exhibition of rowdyism both in
Cliones aund here, they determined to keep Ly
themselves for the short time they intended to
remain ia town, When the hour approached

_that they were to leave for home they were
assured by Dr. Creighten, J. P., who haa

charge of the police, that he wounld keep tne
Qrange party inside the Town Hall
until the Nationalists had passed
through. The latter atterwards marched
up. the street headed by their band,
but on passing the  hall they received a
volley of stomes and boftles, fired at them
thvough the windows by the Orange party, who
tmmediately afterwards broke through the gates
n spite of the police, and continued the stone
throwing until the Clones party had gone vut
of sight.- In the evening when returning
home, the Orange mob smashed the windows
of the Boman Catholic inhabitants, ineluding
those of the parisk priest.. Lhis is the second

‘time within the lust moath that our town has

‘been made the scene of cowardly Orapge
ruffaniam, and-the authorities seem to tnke
the matter very easy, not having made a
single .arrest on either, occasion,—Dublin

To the cenerabie clorgy, rdigious cominiinities,
and beloeed laity of our diocese, health
and benediction in sur Lord :

Oar Holy Father Pope Leo X1II in the dis-
charge of his divioely instituted apostolic
duty, continuee to instruct the whole world
on matters most important to their eternal
sud temporsl welfare

The Holy See is the heacon light to point
out to the weary pilgrims of earth the hurbor
of salvation, a# well a8 the rocks and shoals
of shipwreck und ruin, The words * Go
teack all nations and vonfirm thy brethren’
are particularly addressed to St. Peter and
his successors, the vicars of Christ. Oar
Holy Father’s last  encyclical letter,
* Immortale Dei,” which we now
publish, instructs all men on the rights
wod duties of the Church ot Christ, and
also on those of the secular power. Both
have their origin from tbe Supreme Being
and Master of the Universe, God haviug
confided the Government of the earth to
these two powers. The Church, which
represents the Kingdom of Christ on earth,
bproved from the wordes ** He that hears youn
hears me,” ia appointed to instruct the
followers of Chbrist on earth in all things
relating to their spiritual and eternal welfare.
The state or secular power is copatituted by
Almighty God for the Government and peace
of the people contiled to its care, that they
may enjoy rations] liberty and s protection
of their persons and property from the state.
Hence the office of the state is eartuly, the
mission of the Church of Christ ia heavenly,
uaving for ita object the eternal wolfare of
immortal souls mude to the image and like-
ness of God and redcemed by the bloed of
His Son Jesus Christ. Boch, however, derive
their authority from God; otherwise the
secular power could not take the life of any
one, no matter how great his crime may have
been, cxcept it had the power ot life and
death given to it by Almighty God himeself,
who holds both in hiz hands. Suach suthority
could not emapate from the people, The
people nre not therelore the source of
power as has often been erroncously as-
serted, Yet they are the iostruments by
which & man is elected to the chicl
udministration of a government, and thua
elected he becomes the depository of supreme
earthly power and should exercise it with
justice and mercy according to tha constitu-
tion of the country. Hence we must obay, in
all things that are just and right, the secular
power, for this is the will of God, *‘Render
uoto Cwzar the things that belong to Cmsar,
and toGod the things that belongto Gol.” 1f,
however, the secular power should exceed its
faculties and command anything against the
natural or divine law, then obediencs is not a
duty, but on the contrary would be sinful, for
an unjust law is no law, but as $t. Thomas
anys is simply 'a ** perversion of law.”

The apostles when commanded not to preach
Christ answered, ** We must obey God rather
than man, Hence the millions of martyrs in
the Church of - Christ even up to the present
duy. Witnees the thousands of martyred

either the employés or their masters. Then
again among large corporations themaelvea,
there are rivalries injurious to trade and pro-
fitsble commerca, The toot of all this evil
is avarice and a desire to become rich tao
quiokly, even thongh the poor should unjastly
suffer. Any day a civii war may be tho re-
sultant of this state of things. The preven-
tive remedy for this not distant ovil is to
let justice and mercy prevail. Therich bave
not starvation staring them in the face, but
the poor have it almost continaally. Let each
treat the other as he would wish to be treated
himself. The observance of this golden rule
would bring peace and contentment to rich
and poor. There must be inequalities in
society, some poor, some rich, some more
tolented and thrifty than others, All, how-
ever, are children of God destined, after
spending all their allotted time on this earth
to be traneported to Heaven, there to enjoy
its delighta for all eternity. Ameng the
powerful weapons used against the Church
calumny may be ranked as the most injurioun
and hartful, and let calumny be repudiated
a hundred times over it will a still repeated.

enabled their predecessars to put down all forms
of overt turbulenca until personal freedom wnd
tranquility i2 re-established.

The Chronicle contends that the idea of the
government that Ireiand is to be handed over tu
men who murdered 1)aniel Curtin and mobbed
his deughters because they defended their house
against o band of midnight assas:ins, is now
seen to be theer and absolnte nonsense.

The Zuncs denominstes the Parnellites and
Nationalists as **Jacobins and poasant dupes,”
and speaks of the deputation to Lord Salisbury
as nossibly having ““only escaped from their
cruel difficulties in plungiog into a whirpoo! of
revolution.”

The Morning Advertiscr speaks of Parnell as
“ arraying under his standard eighty-five men
bound in slavish abedience to the iron rule of a
despotic master.”

‘Lhe Standard contends for a peremptory re-
fusal to listen to the demands which the Par.
nellite mob are trying to enforce with all the
weapons of ' anarchy.” .

The News taunts the Government with **a
tendency of a proposal for coercion from the
very Ministers who ostentatiously declared they
would have no responsibility {or anything Lord
Spencer had done.

KNIGHTS OF LABOR.

ORIGIN -AND PROGRESS OF THE MOST
POWERFUL LABOR ORGANIZATION IN
THE WORLD.

The casnal reader who has often seen in
the newspapers mention of the Knights of
Labor, witnessed their parades or approved
their satisfactory srbitration of labor troubles,
may entertain the idea that it js ** some sort
of labor organization,” and then rest cortent
upon thie rather vague assumption. Thatthe
opinion has all the elements of vagueness, na
one will admit after reading this article,
which proposes to give a full and accurate
history of the order and an expose of iis im
portance and high standing in the United
States. The nobje Order of the Knightaot
Labor of America has a membership of about
500,000, as near as can De estimated, on ac-
count of the truth about the membership
being shrouded in mystery. One of the
chiefs, when questioned, replied that the
pumber is never known, because when the re-
turns come in a8t the end of the fiscal year in
June or July, it is montha before it is footed
up for the annual gession in October, and Dy
that time the trus number is widely different.

The history of the Knights of Labor isas
follows: In 1869 Uriah S. Stevens, a clothing
cutter in Philadelphia, and a man of uncem:
mon intelligence and mastery over his fellow
workmen, established the present order. He
was born in Cape May county, New Jersey,
on August 3, 1821, of well-to-do parents,
who desired him to embrace the ministry; he
became a tailor, pnd 10 1346 was working at
his trade in Philadelphia. "The ideis he de-
veloped and impressed upon his companions
in the clothing and other trades caused them,

with him, to conceive the idea of a
National Labor  Association for the
protection of workingmen against

combinations of capital. He presided over
the organization—which was wag not proper(y
organized as Local Assembly No. L until 1873
—in Pniladelphia, largely composed of cloth-
ing cuttera at tirst, The order -spread from
one body of workmen to the other until it
combined nearly all the tradee and o great
proportion of the workingmen there. Thence
tt spread all over the country, and in Pitts.
burg it attained a vigorous growth.

In 1878 & convention was called to form a
general agsembly of North America, and Mr.
Stevena was chosen general master workman,
and atterwards re-elected to this post, the
gupteine one in the order. He died in 1882,
and his memory is veuerated in the organiza-
tion.

Jumes L. Wright, o tailor, and Fred
Tarver, » goldbeater, both of Pbhiladelphia,
were associated with Mr. Stevens in eatub.
lishing the firat lodge. The society was, at
tirat, ubaolutely secret. It was kuown as
¢ The Knighta of Labor,” and the meeting
were snnounced in cabulistic sigos, in chalk,
upon the sidewalk. ‘When it became known
in Philadelphia that o fe # queer chalk marks
on the sidewalk in front of old Independence
Hull would bring 4,000 or 5,000 men together
in a few hours, there wos manifested great
alarm, and the new order wae assaulted from
the pulpit in churches of all denominations,
but nothinz bindered its waondrous growth.
Now, 150 to 175 local assemblies are formed
every month, and estimating the nverage
membership to be 83, the result is 13,000 a
month, or 130,000 & year, The power of tho
order is go grest that it can issue a call for o
strike in any Dranch of trade, in telegraph
offices, mills and factories.

The Knights of Labor include amang their
members congressmen, senstors, assemblymen,
moyors, and in some cities entire municpal
governments, clergymen, phyaicions, journal.
ists, capitalists, and employda in every lie of
trade snd manufacture. The Centennial
Exposition was first made use to disseminate
the news of its oxistence. Oune of the rules
is to employ no Imissionaries, but to scatter
broadcuass millions ot circulars containing the
¢ deciaration of principles.”

The quoalifications for membership are:
Members may be of either dex, and muat be
of good morat character. Aun individual may
belong tu the order even if the trade union of
which he is & member is not u mmember of the
greater order; though in a district where there
is an organized lndgs the individual must
join the union first. If there is no such
organization and he joins the K. of L. he be-
comes what is called a ¢ sojourner.” Any
one who stands well in his trude, who is over
18 years of age, withont regard to eex, color,
creed, or nationality, is eligible to menmiber-
ship unless he belongs to the interdieted
classes, which inclnde lawyers, bankers, pro
fussional gamblers, street brokers, and sny
person engaged in the sale of intoxicating
drinks. Politicians are not considered de-
sirable persons in the order, but in this
country they are so0 numerous that they can’t
be kept ont. Women are admitied on a par
with men.

The order is composed of local assemblies,
district asgemblies, & general assembly and an
executive board. The local assemblies send
delegates and@ money and are amenable to the
district assemblies, which, in turn, send dele-
gates to tho general assembly of North
America, and are subject to the executive
board elected by the general assembly, The
general assembly meets annually in October.

To shorten the hours of labor by a general
refusal to work for more than eight honrs,

To perauade smployers to agree to arbitrate
all differencea between them and their em-
gloyea in order that the bonds of aympathy

etween them may be strengthened, and that
strikes may be rendered unnecessary.

The imsurance branch of the order dates
from 1882. Homer L. Mc(iaw, a printer of
Pittaburg, is at the head of it. The co-oper-
ative or mutual benefit system is followed,
and the plan is to give $1,000 on the death of
amember by an assesament of twenty-five
cents upon each of 5,000 members. Member-
ship is not compulsory. Anyone between
eighteen and fifty years of age can becomen
member by paying $1.25,

Mr. Stevens, the founder of the order,
aimed to produce a vast educationnl institu-
tion, auxiliary, and yet superior to trade
unions. The K of L was designed to clevate
the character and broaden the intelligence of
the laborer, teaching him what his rights
were, and that it is best to obtain them
through arbitration,

Striking—that is, quitting work as a means
of wringing a concession from capital—-is not
lightly resorted to. A local assembly may
order a strike when it pleases, but if it pro
poses or bopes to get aid from the distriet or
higher assembly, or from the supreme aseem-

bly, it must have the strike legalized, after
investigation, Two weeks' notice is given,
and if within that time harmony has not been
restoredd between workmen ana hoases, the
strike i3 legalized. The headquarters of the
order are at whatever city, village or town of
which the secretary is resident, '

ORGANIZE ! 1

Never before in the history of the world
was the necessity for workingmen to organjze
greater than at the present time. The con-
centration of wealth in the hands of a few,
the monopolization of land by capitalists,
give them a power for evil vhich can only e
successfully resisted by thorough crganization
of all those who earn their bread by the
sweut of their brow.

It has Leen etated that the grest {'rades
Unione, the ohl guides of the past, failed to
benetit huw.nanity, and have ceased to exist,
becnuse with the advance of civilization nrose
circumstances such as the Iutroduction of
Inbor saving machinery, over which they had
no cantrol, and against which their organiza-
tiora proved powerless. Yet these same
Trades Unions answered their purpose at
their time very well, and if they failed to
confer any lasting benefit upon the human
race, it was that, like Trades Unions of the
present, they dealt with the effect rather
than the cause of the evils which surrounded

aem.

What, then, are the causes which force 36
persons out of every 100 in Liverpool to re-
ceive charity of some kind ¥ (Ses laat report
of Am, Consul Gen.) Why do wo here in
Canada, with overflowing grain warelouscs,
seo listle children go hungryto bed? What
fills our streeta with heggare, our choritable
institutions with paupers, our juils with
criminale, and our legislative halls with
corruption, unparalleled in the history of the
world? Is it overpopulation? Is itsover-
production? No. Asthe mer of the French
revolution said : It is ignoraace, contempt
and neglvet of human rights. These rights
we must establish. The right to a footing
upon the eartn, the right t: labor, und the
right to receive a full just share of the wealth
we create. Ignorance musi be wvercome by
education of o kind which will teach man his
rights, show him the wrongs under which he
auflers, and cnable him to apply the remedy.
Contempt must be met by self-respect, by
creatice o healthy public opinion upon laber,
and makiog honesty fashiuvnable umong men,
Ani neglect must be prevented through von-
stitutional agitation, bused upon education
and hownesty, and supported by thorough
organizativn,  In this way only may we hope
to succzed, Therefore organize, educate and
agitate,

Itis just as well that Eogland should be
made acquainted with the fact inas plain
terms as possible. At a mass meeting of the
Irish citizens of Boston the other day, Mr.
Jdohn Boyle O'Reilly, one of vhe foremost
men of his race to-day, delivered an
address, in which he advocated in anques-
tioned terms the use of dynamite to aid in
the enbject.on and downfall of English rule
in Ireland.

SIR JGHN AT THF CAPITAL.

THE PREMIER'S LITTLE DEVICES--HIS
GOING AND HIS COMING — GETTING
READY FOR  THE- STRUGGLE—BLAKE
WAITING FOR HIA,

{ Special Correspondcnce of THE PosT. )

O1TAwa, Jan, 23.—Sir John Macdonald,
having returned from hia wild poose chase
across the Atlantic, wae duly welcomed by
the faithful at Ottawa. - All the hangers-on,
office seekers, contractors,’ etc., which com-
Soae the horde of public plunderers, for whom

ttawa is a Mecca, were at the railway
station to meet him. They also presented
him with an address, the emptiness of which
fittingly symbolized the veracity of -their
minds concerning tne cause of his ubsence,
and way he should be congratulated. It is
an old story that whenever Sir John found
himself in a tight place he went on a spree.
That he conld not do on the late occasion,
becaure his wife Jooked after hirm too sharply,

and DeKuyrer has become too strong
fr him, He could take a flyer to
London, however, and thereby secure

the needed distraction. All he .wanted
was to be out of the way of annoy-
ance, enjoy himself, apd trust that the diffi-
culty would be overcome in his absence by
the application of those regulatives, which,
in the hands of his lieutenants, are snalogous
to counter-irritants in medical practice, or
what might be vulgarly termed ¢ putting on
the scréws.” .

A noticesble feature in the reception here
wasg the entire absence of the local leaders of
the French Conservative party. They did
nat *“show up” for some reason. An address
in French certainly was read by one Qicar
MacDonnell, who is only half a Frenchman,
and the Frenchmen who were present con-
sisted solely of civil servants and amall Gov-
ernment coarractora drummed up for the
o cigiod. Sir John,in his reply, alluded to th's
French address, accepting it apparently as a
sart of absolution for the 8in of having hanged

Riel. It was a petty manweuvre, and deceived
nobudy. But now that he is back we may ex-
P:ct the proclamation summoning Parliament,
for the despatch of business will not be de-
layed. Present indications point to a long
segsion, and the sooner the work is begun the
better. Not much of a speech was expected
from the Premier on his return, His opti-
mistic bounce and hightalutinisms on such
occasions are always discounted beforchand.
It was not so with Mr. Blake's speech after
his return. His utterances were anticipated
with interest in all quarters, and in some with
anxiety. They were listened to with breath-
less attention, and, if I may judge by the
effect here, the courseadopted by the leader of
the Opposition, and the gravity of his lan-
guage, hug bad an increasing efiect. People
see in the position he has assumed an un-
flinching determination to pursue the Govern-
ment by the impeachment of facts till the
whole wretched story of the causes of the
rebellion is laid bare, and the men respon-
sible for the bloodshed and waste of treasure
in the North-West convicted in the High
Court of Parliament bafore an appeal ia made
to the penple to paes judgment upon them.
Kuowing Sir John and the feelings of his
party, it is easy to understand how Blake's
gpeech hes flattened them out. Far sooner
wonld they have meen him, as Sir John
would have doubtlesa done in a similar
position, make a partisan speech, and seek
political capital under circumstances as
tempting to a politician seeking merely place
and power, Mr, Blake has, however, deslt
with the Riel matter with consummate states-
manship. Heis just in the purauit of justice,

and offers those who have revolted from Sir
John, on account of the treatment meted ount
to Riel, the only safe ocourse for securing
satiafaction for the wrongs inflicted on their
countrymen. Mr. Blake's position is one
the etrength of which incroases as it is con-
templated, and will in the end secure a
more permanent settlemeat of differences
arising from nationality and creed then
could possibly be otherwise obtained. The
coming session of Parliament will, there-
fore, be more important in ite ultimate results
than any that has preceded it rince contedera-
tion. Sir John will have to face a revolt which
be cannot suppress by threats nor cajole by
bribes, and which is destined to increase in
strength as the discussion of the rebellion pro-
ceeds. It is impossible to imagine that
French-Canadian representatives will be able
to continue their support of a Government
whose whole policy in the North-West was
tyranny, spoliation, neglect, and final suppres
sion o an outraged people with bullets and
bayonets. But, should there be French-
Cunadian representatives willing to cling to
the sinking ship through fear of a
dissclution, it will be hard for them to with-
stand the returning wave of popular indig
nation from their constituents, when the facts
disclosed in the discussion will have been
spread broadcast by the newspapers, If we
may judge by the line of defence adopted by
Mr. Cbapleau, and the argumenta of Sir
Alexander Campbell, the Government have a
very weak case, when the facts of their own
conduct will have been disclosed. Mean-
time, opposition outaside the House is
atrengthening, and it io generally conceded
here, that, even should the Miniatry save

We, however, thank God that meny people
are becomiog hetter instructed, so as not to
believe absurdities uttered by opposite parties,
Ogne of these calumnies is that- the Churoh
does not favor progress. She doea not when
progress means retrocession into naturalism,
which is pure Paganism. But the Church
favors progress in all science which never
contradicts the Author of all science and
works of nature. Science properly uunder-
stood has found no divergence between itself
and the laws of nature and nature’s God, tor
every discovery founded on facts, or legetimate
inferences from such facts only corroborates
the history of the cieation as narrated by
Mogea. The Church does not disapprove of
the eflorts of scientists to seurch into the lawa
by which God governs by secondary agents
the universe. The more we know of Goi,
hia ways and workings, the more we are in-
clived to love and adore Him. In fact the
true philosopher is a true worshipper of Ged,
If all followed the teachings of the natural
law and law of the Gospel, promulgated by
Christ through His Church, then indeed
society would be puarified and blessed, and the
people comparatively bappy. But on the
contrary the so-called new law of liberty, but’
properly named unbridled license, threatens
society to an alarming extent, when every one
claims the right to thiok, to speak, to act as
he pleases, whether the general good of
socicty suffur from it or not ; and from it, in-
deed, gociety is sick unto denth. Obedience
to God and to the just laws of the State can-
not, be set aside by individual foolishness, or
the machinations of unprincipled demagogues.

Fourthly—Alma are to be given according
to ability with the advice of the confessor, the
alms to be sent to the Chancellor of our
diocese to be distributed by ua according to
the greatest need. The indulgence gained by
the faithful observance of the conditions pre-
scribed may be applied to the souls in Purga-
tory. Those who, frum pgrave reasons, ave
unable to perform the Jubilee during this
year, may with permission of their confessor
perform it at guch a time as he may deem
fit to asaign. Children incapable of making
their first communion, may gain the indulg-
ences of the Jubilee by complying with the
other conditions prescribed. We also take
this oocasion to announce that the regulations
of Lent this year will be the same as those of
last year.

THE MEMORIES OF ’g8.

The Young Nationalist Baronet's
Statesmanlike and Powerful Pro-
clamation of the Nation's
Rights and Resolves.

At a great meeting on Jan, 3; in: Prosper-
ous, County Kildare, the scene of one ot the
incidents of the '98 rebellion, Sir Thomas
Grattun Esmonde, M.P,, great grandson of
Henry Grattan, delivered the following mas-
terly address on the national position. The
Rev, Father Kinsella, P.P., presided Rev.
ngher McCres, referring to the '98 event,
said :—

“Highty-eight years ago the historian said
that John ksmonde attacked a place down
below, snd made short work of a gang of
scoundrels (applause).

I the Riel affair is none of his funeral, why
doea he write abont it in that bitter strain he
haa done ?1 think if 1 rightly understand him
it is more of hin funeral than he cares to-dis-
close, elen:why does he take such pains to
show up the.past hostile attitude of the
¥rench Canad towards the Irish and
aagign a cause for that attitude otber than
the true one, lest the races so long estranged
should fraternize through the sgency of the
Riel affair:? . What greatycalamity would
result from the reunion of the Irish and
French peopls of this Dominion he doea not
tell us. It is evident he apprehends some-

thing serious will happen to some persona
should that " union take place. To
show that the Freoch Canadians
shonld be left to take care of

themselves he says: Are not the French
Canadians pretty well cared for with their
own able representatives? But they wers
not able to save Riel. Wonld not they and
the Irish be better cared for were they anited ?
Healso says : * It is said the Government

ielded to Orange pressure in hanging Riel.
ﬂ trne, whose duty was it to resent ! Surely
not the Irishman's, with three French Cana-
dians there to watch and guard their own
race and nationality.” But the three worthies
reterred to proved traitors to their own race
and nationality, And the French race
throughont America has resented the action
of the Premier in getting them to do 2o and
reprobates the traitor, and tbe Irish will join
them in resenting the great insuit offered
unto them, despite the efforts of Mr. O’Hanly
and others to pravent them. When the
French endorse the action of their represen-
tatives in the matter at issue it will be time
enough for the Irish to withdraw their sym-
pathy from them.

Mr, O'Heunly says: ** Had iel been an
Irishman and it waa represented that he - waa
hanged throngh Orange intrigue, then we
might very well ask our representatives for
an explanation.” And because be was not
an Irisiman the Irish should nobt object to
him being sacrificed to Orange hate. But the
fact that he was so macrificed is one grave
reason why the Irish sbould join their French
friends in resenting the outrage offered unto
them. What it Urangeism would demand an
Irish victim next time—he would azsuredly
be offered up upon its altar were the Irish
isolated from the Frenok as they now are,
even shonld they have six representatives in
the Cabinet. Will any person dispute that
statement ?

Mr, Curran tells us that the whole might
of the French Conservatives (i.e., the sup-
porters of the Government) could not pre
vail with 8Sir John to commute Riel's
sentencs to life imprisonment, just all they
prayed for in his behalf. But were the
French and Irisk all over the Dominion
invited on race and religious grounds, the
Government dare not hang Riel even were
ten times more pressure brought to bear on
it. Will any one deny this statement? 1
troet no person will nnderstand me as saying
that Riul shonld not be hanged because he
was & Frenchman and a Catholic. No, Ged
fordid. The reasons for protesting against
the execntion of Riel {as it affects us not only
a8 citizens of this country, but also
as Catholics) are pretty well defined by
this time, vet ®some persons affect
not to comprehend them. And it is to pre-
vent a recarrence of such an outrage that we
propose to make common cause with our
French brethren, knowing that in unity is
etrength. And while striving to effect that
unity, itis sad-to- contemplate that some of
those who should be foremost in effecting so
desirable a blessing should chose to weave the
web of discord, that while our would-be
tyrants might join in bate we may never join
in love. Divide and conquer has ever been
and ever will be the moxim of tyrants, and
they always found and ever shall find either
willine or unconscious tools in all classes
of society to foment discord among the
people. In 1837 Father McMahon, of
Quebec, and others, succeeded in estranging
the French and Irish just as Father Dowd of |
Montreal and others are now striving to fur-
ther accomplish. As in 1837 so in 1885-6, it
seems a Godsend to the mischief-mukers to
have one or two priests on their side—that
they might through them eatrap the
credulous and the uswary.

T{aE PREMIER'S REPLY.

HOW GREAT BRITAIN VALUES THE PRO-
GRES8 OF CANADA — THE NATIONAL
RAILWAY.

OTTAWA, Jan. 19,—Sir John Mw@onald,in
reply to the addresa presented to him by the
Conservative Association of Ottawa, sald :—

¢ This reception on my return home must,
of course, as you can well understand, be in
the higheat degree satisfactory and gratifying
tome, 7o be greeted thus by these with
whom [ have lived for years and who know
me 80 well is a sufficient reward for my ser-
vices, be they great or amall to the coun
I ought to ntate, as you will take an intereatin
it, that my health has never been better than
it in at thismoment. The last words of my fel-
low traveller, Lady Stephen, wife of our friend,
8ir George Stephen, as we parted this morn-
ing, were that I should tel! my wife that she
returned me in a vigorous state of nealth.
My sojourn in Epgland waa short, as you
know, but as asatisfactory as it could
.  When we arrived at Moville,
we found that the elections were progressing
rapidly. The burough elections had jast
been finithed and the county elections were
about to commence. The ministers, there-
fore, were all out of London, engaged in the
great political struggle. I had to wait for
some weeks without having made much pro-
gress, or having an opportunity to communi-
cate with the Colonial Secretary, the Prime
Migister and others whom I wished to szee.
When I did see them, they conveyed to me
at once their regret that they had bcen so
long abeent, and intimated to me, what, of
course, I knew too well, that their position
a8 & ministry waa very uncertain, and future
events only could show whether they would
be a ministry for long. However, they ex-
pressed the greatest sympathy with Canada
and Canada’s intereats, the greatest desire to
see her early development, and their astonish-
ment and admiration at the great and rapid
progress that had lately been made. I don’t
think I canexaggerate the wondecful progrese
that Canada had madein public opinion in
England. In the press, among the people of
all classes whom I met, as well as amang the
leading statesmen, they were particulorly
atruck with the marvellous completion of the
tranecontinental road, and it was gratifying
to find that everywhere, and especially among
the ministry of the day, as well as among the
leading stateamen who are out of office, they
are united in appreciation of this great work,
not only as a colonial work, but as one of the
highest Imperial importance. They are all
united in staling that it placed England in
s much stronger poeition than she had occu-
pled for many years before. They all felt,
and in fact rccent experience has showp,
that the route by the Suvez canal to
India and Australin was an uncertain one,
and in case of war with any European nation
it might easily be blocked, and that means of
communication with England’s distant
colonies and dependencieajmight beobatructed.
Now, that route, they saw, was o cumpara-
tively little importance, always an im-
portant route certainly, but of comparatively
much less importance than it was before the
completion of the Canadian Pacific Railway.
They recognized the fact that now England
had an unassailable means of communication
with her distant dependencies for sending
men or munitions of war to India, if ever
she shonld transport her militia forces
direct over British territory. [ had also oc-
casion to see the military authorities with
reapect to this ronte and to urge on them its
importance ns a great national work, and I
have aroused iheir attention ta the neceasity
of completing it by aiding in the eatablish-
ment of a first-class line of sateamers, nvail-
able in cass ¢f war as transports, or even as
ships of war, and at the same time of ench
speed and capacity as would be the means of
at once developing our Asiatic trade by way
of the Canadian Pacific railway. Ot course 1
could get no specific answer, becauts it was
only » week or ten days before I left that I
was able to see them all and prees this sub.
ject upon them in the manmer 1n which it
ought to be pressed. The ministers, however,
trom the Murquis of Salisbury down, ex-
pressed their atrong desire to aid in the imme-
diate development of the Canadian Pucilic
railway, and they agreed with the expression
of the president of the road, Sir Geo. Stephen,
that the terminiof the road were Liverpacl
and Hong Kong, and that on both the
Atlantic and Pacific, in order to make this
great route what i ought to be, there must
first be m lioe of steamers on cach of
the great oceans. The eubject is
now before the administration. I was
going on to say that the militia author-
ities all expressed wonder and admiration at
the successful means adopted and carried out
by our Militia Department in puttinz down
the outbreak in the Northwest, The etliciency
of the transport service they admired cspeci-
ally, and they did not upJerstand how those
8ix thousand men could be cerried 6,000 miles
withount interroption, with great speed and not
subjected to the hardahips which usvally ac-
company a campsigo—want of food and want
of transport. Some of the leading men, such
83 Lord Wolseley, and Six Redvers Bullers,
said that the Imperial service could not have
been so well performed ag it was in Canads.
All this has a tendency, ot course—it
muet hove—to iocrease the apprecistion
in the British mind of the preat value
of the Dominioun to the Empire as & whole.
They are proud of Canada ; they believe now
thot it is w source of sirength instesd of
n source of weakness, and I can assure yon
that when uny of you go home to Kngland
you will be gratified as Canadisns to find the
aich esteem and regard in which Canadd and
Canndians ere held in the mother country. I
cannot close my few imperfect remarks with-
out thanking perticularly from the bottom of
my heart the kind, warm and hearty address
prezented” to me by my French Cunediszn
triends of the Usrcle Lafontaine. Recent
events, to which I nced not furtherallude,
rendered such wn expression of kindnces
towards ‘myself nf the greatest possible
moment to' me, I thank them coidially and
heartily for their kindness, their opportune
kindnees, and I con assure you that I shall
not forget it. Sir John then entered his
sleigh and .was driven to his residence at
Ernaclifie, . :

Mr, Chaplesu then submitted to the meet-
ing o long series ot resolutions, approving of
the general palicy of the government, and of
his own particular line of action,

1ION., MR, REAUBIEN $ ADDRESS,

Hon. Mr. Beanbien was called upon to
answer the Secretary of State, which be did
in & most telllng and rousing speech. The
orator was received with loud cheering,
which showed unmiatakably that he and the
cause he spoke for had the cordial sympathy
of the mase of the audience. Mr. Beaubien
tackled Mr. Chaplean s speech point by point,
and to the immense delight and swmusement
of the meeting tore the eloquent effort of the
Minister to shreds. Mr. Beaubien recalled
many transactions of Mr, Chaplean, which
were not very creditable nor a guarantee
of his honesty and good faith in the
discharge of his public duties, He
soveral times made hits which brought down
the house and awakened the indignation and
disgnat of the electors at the donble-faced
game played by Mr. Chapleau. He kept the
Secretary of State in a constant state ot ua-\
easiness, which the lacter often demonstrated
by interrupting the speaker. He devoted
the first portion or his speech to show that ¢
Mr, Chapleau had reaily done but little for
the County of Terrebonne, and maid that
when he had had mooey to inveat he had
placed it in the Pontiac Railway, wbich
bad been purchased by Mr. Chaplean, Mr.
Beemer and Mr. Church in the hope that
the Pacific Syndicate wounld have to buy it
up some dny. He then spoke of the great
attempt mode by Mr. Chaplesr snd Za Mi-
nerve to raise a cry that a wind of revolt waa
blowing over the Province. (Cries of shame
to Chaplean.) He would tell Mr. Chaplean
that he did not so think when he had made a
most horrible opposition to Lieut.-Governor
Letellier and the Joly Government. Mr,
Chapleau had had an excellent opportunity
ot showing that he was really attached to hia
Province, snd that his patriotism waa only
couched in verbal expressicne with no mean-
ing. (Cheers.) He concluded bysaying that
Mr. Chapleau could Lave saved Riel if
he had so desired, but he did not have the
courage to do 8o, and had eacrified
the life of Riel and his own political
career to retain his portfolio, (Shame.)
The Minister winced visibly when he was
confronted with his articles in La Minerve,
his peraonal organ, and his diversified public
utterances on the Riel question to suit the
occasion. Mr. Beaubien proved- that the
Mipister waa not sincere and that it was a
game of calculation which he played in the
settlement of the Riel question. Thefact of
the matter was that one French Ministor was
afraid of the other, and both failed to do
their duty by upholding the cause ot justice
and humabity as well as the national honor,
{Tremendous cheering.)

COUNTER RESOLUTIONS.

At the close of Mr. Beaubien's brilliant
speech the chairman, Mr. Prevost, read a
series of resclutions, in amendment to Chap-
leau's resolutions, by wnich the meeting
refused to endorse i1he Minister and his
policy, and condemned the mal-administra-
tion of the Government.

THE MINISTER OF JUSTICE SPEAKS,

Hon. Mr. Thompson, Minister of Justice,
was the next spesker. He commenced by
expressing the pleasure he had experienced
in heing given an opportunity of visiting this
constituency, and to listen to the diacussion
of this great question, which was now agi-
tating the country, side by side with his
honored colleague Mr. Chaplean. After
hearing the numerous reflections, and reading
the still more numerous atrictures made upon
the character of Mr. Chaplear, he could pot
but wonder if the people of Quebec had so
soon forgotten the gigantic conteat which Mr.
Chapleau had fought in '76, '77 and 78 to
preserve the civil rights ¢f the proviace,
Riel’s cuse had been fully coneidered in all
its bearings, and the Cabinet had come to the
conclusion that it was necessary to the security
of the country and the integrity of the con-
stitution that the law should take its course
in hia case, The people of Quebec, as well
as the people of the other provinces, were
jealous of their rights, and the former had
not been slow in shedding their blood in '37,
when these rights had really been attacied.
The people of Quebec could rely upon it that
that they had no more sincere and true friend
than the present leader of the Cabine(, and
no possible reason cculd be given to refuse
him their confidence to join a union which
Mr, Blake declared was impossible. To-day
1t waa the French who had euffered in senti-
ments and feelings, hut to-morrow it might
be the English. But no matter what nation-
nlty the criminal may be, he must be pua-
ithed if the laws of the conetitution and the
lawa of the Dominion ure to be upheld, He
concluded his addreya by thapking them for
the kinduess with which they bad listencd to
him, end urged upon them not to allow their
sentiments to be taken advantage of.

Mr, H. J. Cloran was then called to follow
the Minister of Justice. He paid be waa there
first as & Canadinn and next as an Irishman
to express his views on, the policy of the
governmen$, He come, not ro much to com-
bat Mr. Chapleau, the member of Terrebonne,
but Mr. Chapleau, the Minister of the Crowz,
who held the destinies ot Canada in his
hands.

The Kerry cow of Ireland is perhaps the
smalles: of all breeds found in Grent Britain
and Iceland. It is very handsome, has an
excellent constitution and gives good milk,
both in quality and (uantity, equal to maay
breeds that are more pretentious. It is ad-
mirably suited to the poor tenants, consuming
but liztle food and givieg good returns for
the cousumption.

Stone fences are endurable during the firat
few yesrs after their construction, put when
they begin to crumble they are difficnlt to
repair. They are expensive and never en-
tirely satistactory. It is desirable to have
fences, if any, that you can remove at w_xll H
and a s:oue wall, whether new or old, is im-
movahle except at the expenditure of a vast
amonat of labor. .

Annual Register, Feb. 14, 1806.—A man
named Johu Garsthorpe exposed his wite for
sale in the market at Hull, about 1 o'clock,
but owing to the crowd which such an extra-
ordinary occurrence had brought together he
was obliged to defer the sale and take her
away about fouro'clock. However, he again
brought her out, and she was sold for 20
guineas and delivered with u halter to a
person named Housemau, who had lodged
with them for four or five years.

Morning Post, Oct. 10, 1807.—Oae of those
disgracefal scenes which have of late become
too common, took place Friday se'nnight, at
Knparesborough. Owing to some jealousy or
other family difference a man brought his
wife equipped in the usual style, and sold
her at the market cross for G1 and a guid of
tobacco !

In the Doncaster Gazelte, of March 25, 1803,
o sale is thus described : —** A fellow sold his
wife as & cow in Sheffield market place a few
days ago. The lady was put into the hands
of a butcher, who held her by a halter fas-
tened around her waist. ‘¢ What do you ask
for your cow? said a bystaoder. ‘A
guinea,’ replied the husband. ¢ Done,’ cried
the other, and immediately led away his bar-
gain. We understand that the purchaser
and his cow live very happily together.

FORCIBLE, ABLE, PERSUASIVE.

LoxpoN, Jan. 23.—Mr.  Peter Rylands,
that thorn as member of Parlinment for nearly
twenty years in the flesh of the Tory party,
last evening moved the first pawn onthe Irish
chess board amid cheers from both Liberals
and Parnellites. He gave notice of & motion
“¢ o postpone debatling procedure until after
the consideration of legislation rendered
necessary by the state of Ireland.” This
motion is likely to be & test as to haw Whigs
snd moderate Liberals will join the Goveran-
ment on Irish legislation.

IRISH REPARTEE.

\fr. Stanley Leighton, the Conservative
g .ber for the district between Shrewebury
siex und the adjacent Welsh monntaine, set
off ih. «i1ah nuestion in the debate on the
Qaeen's speenn by asking the Irish secretary
wpether 1t wa- trne that e boycotted woman
in {retssd wis »mid down by a neighbor while
a dog guawed hurwgs, and whether any per-
son bhad been arrested for the ountrage—an
incident nparrated by the deputation of
QOrangemen to Lord Salisbury.  Sir William
H. Dyke, the Irish secretary, was not prepared
%o give any answer, The honorable member
maid he weuld repeat his question on Monday,
wherenpon Mr. T. M. Healy, who was

. elected to sit from 3outh Derry, roge and,
‘with coming gravity, worthy of Charles
Matthews, said :—** Mr. Speaker, 1 shall on
that day ark the Home Secretary whether his
attention has been called to the case of an
EKoglish lady who tjed her child to a chair
before the fire and slowly roasted it to

death,”
EXCITING FALSE FOPES.

While a comic shudder passed over the Tory
benches, Mr. Sexton, the journalist and
erator, from Sligo, tock up the debate He
accused the Cabinet of taking up coercion as
a revenge on Ireland for the resnlt of the
electione.  Answering Lord  Randolph
Churchill, Mr. Sexton said that he (Lord
Randoiph) and the Government had deliber-
ately excited falee hopesin_the Irish people
while the elections proceeded. He added :
¢ The language of the Queen’s address is not
duly tegsrdfal on the freedom of the House
of Commons or of the usage, custom and
sptrit of the British constituticn. The partiea
who present thempselves as guardians of the
sonstitution have advised the Sovereign to
depart from the conatitational conrse of wait-
ing upon the action of the House, and to de-
clare in advance the oppositien of the Sover-
eign to a certsin bill before the houses have
proceeded to censider anch & bill. A rising
of arms by the rebel population of Roumelia
was conclusive proof to the royal mind of the
justice of their canse, but the election by
five-sixths of the population of Ireland,
instead of being denlt with like a rising in
arms a8 an expression of tte desire of the
people, ia to ba treated, in Lhe language of the
Sovereign, a8 simply a regrettable and
deplorable attempt to excite bostility against
legislative union. What i the moral the
Government wants to drive home to the
people of Lreland !

DRIVEX TO RISE.

Are they to understand that as long as they
confine themselves to orderly, legal, and
constitutional modes of giving expression to
their desires they will be deapised and
eondemned, and that there ia no probability
$hat the suppression of their desires csu be
regarded ns valid by the Government until

they are driven, and until they are
compelled to rise in arms. When the
right honcrsble gentleman (Churchill)

is able to state his conclusions to the
honse the time will certainly have come
when the Government—who appear to be
somewhat in the frame of mind of a country-
man of mine, who, in a fanciful anecdots, is
said to bave declared he was *“ Blue-moulded
for want of a bating”—will have no longer tn
wait for a salutary chastisement they desire.
It is for the Irith members to consider and
decide whether and when they shall proceed
in the Honse by division on the address or by
bill or by motion or by some maasure which,
though less direct, may happen to be more
effective. It iz plain to us that the paragraph
in the speech is not intended so much as &
declaration of opinion or for the instruction of
the house, or guidance of the country, as for
the purpose of coaxing either the right hon.
orable member for Midlothian and the Irish
members into the presentation of an amend-
ment. But the honorable member for Cork
(Parpell) is rather too old a Parliamentary
bird to be canght by the familiar method aad,
moreover, chaff had been spread, in an exceed-
Jogly artless manner.
PITYING THE GOVERKMENT.

« Does the Government expect the Nation.
alist representatives will propose an amend-
ment on the subject of coercion? Why should
they ? When coeroion is proceeded with they
will not be left under any mistakes as to the
determination of the Irish memoers to oppose
it to the utmoat in their power by every means
at present known to Parliamentary uaage, and
such others as their future stady of Parlia.
mentary usage may enable them to ascertain.
I pity the Government wmore tban I blams
tshem, I believe they had good intentions last
woek, but that these disappearsd under the
pregsure of circumatances, Within their ranks
ja a poisonous element in the shape of eighteen
Trish Tories snd nine more returned by Eng-
lish constitmencies. Everybody knowa Ire-
land requires some remadial measures, but if
the Government to-morrow proposed a
remedy for any Irish grievances it wonld fail
through the opposition and desertion of their
twenty.seven grish Tories. The Nationalist
party are not called upon at this stage to de-
fine the demands of the Irish people. It is for
them to state grievances and for the Govern-
ment, with all its resources of statesmanship
and knowledge of administration, to find a
remedy. It is false and delusive to say that
the integrity of the Empire, the supremacy
of the Crown snd the supremacy
of the Imperial Parliament is called
into guestion by the demands of the
Irish people. The supremacy of the Crown
has never been called into question, and the
gupremacy of thie Parliament requires no
guaraptes, The danger to the integrity of
the British Empire, so far as Ireland is con-
cerned, lies in the perseverance in the futile
and antagonistic policy of keeping at their
door a discontented people and a convulsed
society, and their permanent eafety lies in
courageonsly and irankiy attacking the
question once and for all, and in giving & safe
and rationul measure of freedom to the Irish
people.”

Mr. Sexton spoke for an hour in the most
impassioned style and in a perfect manner.

Many said it was his greatest oratorical effort,
Ar 1w snt down the House was filled with
Jai:- 0. enecrs. The Irish attorney-general
sud r, E. Clarke followed, answering ;.
Sexton, while Mr. Labouchere backed him
up, asking Jat every few sentences : *‘ Then
why shall not home rale be tried !”
NEWSPAPER COMMENTS.

The Daily Telegraph, in & leader, compli

ments Mr, Sexton for his *‘ vein of mingled

‘declamation, sarcasm and statistical reason-
ing.” The Moming Post observes: ** During
the speech of Mr. Sexton last night we'
obgerved that Mr. Gladstone nodded assent
when the former atated that, as he underatood
tho latter, he was in faver of the restoration
to Ireland of a native legislature, 8o long as
the integrity of the Empire, the supremacy of
the Crown and the authority of the Jmperial
Parliament were secured.”

For the Standard Mr, Sexton seems to have
been too powerful. It says, in a supposed
vein of matire : * He took occasion last night
to renew those fiourishes without which the
eprings of lrish- American benevolence wonld
speedly dry up and canse nationality to
wither,”

The News applaudingly asys:—** Mr,
Sexton opened in & speach which recalled his
old form. It wasboth forcible and persuasive,
and the new members who h the Irish
case for the first time could hardly have heard
it more eNectively stated."

The Times admita that ‘* Mr. Sexton last
night contributed to the debate a mpeech of
great force und ability, in wbich be did all
that conld be expected of the orator to pre-
sent the legiulative union in a form capable of
overcoming the objections of Englishmen. He
vigorously denounced the paragraph in the
Queen’s speech dealiag with Ireland, After
Mr. Sexton's speech the debate fell far below

COL, WM, M. MCARTHUR, OF LIMINGTON, IN-
VESTS IN THE LOGISIANA STATE LOTTERY
AND DRAWS THE SECOND CAPITAL PRIZE
oF $50,000,

For a week or more rumors have besn
afloat about the city, that somebody
living in one of the Saco river valley towns
in this connty, had drawn o large prize in the
Lovisians State Lottery, and a Journal re-
porter wasget to work to materialize the
rumors if possible. After a time the map
was located in Limington, and Thursday
afternocn the reporter went to that town to
ferret out the locky individual, whose
reticence had thus far kept his nsme from
the puolic. By what means he succeeded it
is unneceszary here to state. Sufficeit to
say, that he fourd his man in the person of
Col. Wm. McArthur, a prominent and highly
respected citizen of Limington village.

Col. McArthur, more from curiosity than
frcm any expectation of drawing a prize,
bought ticket number 14,925, of the Louis-
1ana State Lottery Ceo., which in the com.
pany’s drawing of the 15th of last month,
proved to be one of the lucky numbers, as it
drew the whole of the second capital prize of
$50,000. Last Satorday the Louisiana
National Bank of New Orleans, forwarded to
the First National Bank of Portland, the
money, and Col, McArthur is now in possss-
sion of the profits of the best paying invest-
ment he ever made.

The prominence which the Colonel’s good
fortune gives him at thia time, warrants usin
giving a brief sketch of his eventful career,
He is 53 years of age and unnmarried. He is
the son of Arthur McArthur, who in his time
was ong of the leading lawyers at the York
bar, Col. MoArthur graduated at Bowdoin
college in 1853, and wae admitted to the bar
in 1860. He encered the military service of
the United States in 1861, as captain in the
8th Maine Volunteers, in which regiment he
continnonely served in the successive gradea
of major, lientenant-colonel and colonel. He
was severely wonnded before Petersburg,
Virginis, in June, 1864, and was brevetted
brigadier-general *‘ for meritorious services
during the war,” which he declined. He was
again brevetted brigadier-general in 1865
“‘for gallant and meritorious conduct ” in the
battie of Drny’s Bluff and in the action of
Williamsborg Road in 1864, In the Legisla-
tare of 1867 he wasa member tor Limington
and Limerick of the Honse of Representatives;
in 1868 was a delegate to the Repablican
national convention at Chicago, which
nomwinated Grant and Colfax, in 1869 was a
member of the State Senate for York County.
He has never engaged in the active practics
of law and is now a farmer.

pension of 830 a month, which he draws from

the government on account of injuries to his

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THE FISHERIES QUESTION.

BIR CHARLRS TUPPER ON THE RECENT
BENATE DEBATE.

New Yomrg, Jan. 24.—The Suns London
cable says : *¢ Sir Charles Tupper, the Cana-
dian Commissioner to Englend, in an inter-
view, said he was astounded at the extraor-
dinary version given by the English papers
of the debate in the United States Senate on
the fisheries question. *‘If the summary
cabled is oorrect,’ said Sir Charles, *the
speakers in the Senate entirely misapprebend-
ed the nature of President Cleveland’s action.
When the fisheries treaty expired Canada
proposed that free fishing and the free im-
portation of fish should continune, pending the
framing of ancther treaty. Mr. Cleveland re-
plied that he was powerless to permit free
importation. He would, however, ask Con.

waters, if no treaty were made. In this
event the Americans will be the heavieat
safferers, Fecause Canadian fish will still be
gent to the United States, despite the
import duties, and mold at a profit to the
Canadian fishermen. The present outcry
is chiefly due to American fishermen, who
cherish a hope that they will be able to get
the markets into their own hands, thus put-
ting their own selfish interests agaivat those
of the consumer.’ Sir Charles concluded by
saying that he had no doubt the Americany
would act justly in treating this important
question as soon a8 they became awsare of the
whole truth. Of course the treaty was desir-
able, but, after all, it was merely one branch
of a wider proposal of reciprocity between
Canade and the United States, which Canada
was promoting.”

SUPPLIES AND REQUIREMENTS.

The net import of wheat and flour into the
United Kingdom during 1885 was 147,000,000
bushels, and the fArmers’ deliveries 65,000,000
busahels, making a total of 212,000,000 bushels,
or about 12,000,000 bushels more than was
required. In 1884 the net imports were
125,700,000 bushels and the farmers’ deliver
iea 68,000,000 bushels, or 6,300,000 bushels
below the reguirement, and which was sup:
plied from the sarplus atock on hand Januaty
l1st, 1884.
