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ON THE STRIKE.

The present mny most emphatically be
designated the age of strikes; of all the epi-
demics raging in the world the most conta-
geous seems to be the mania for striking. Day
after day the telegraph brings us infonuntion
of some trudesmen, mechanics, luborers or
others having struck, vither for shorter heurs
or for higher wages, and in almoust every in-
stance the strikers gain the day; they combine
against the employer, thrunten to abandon
work unless ¢ such and such ™ teras areagreed
to, nud, if the employers refuse, they earry out
their threat and then get up a procession {o
show cverybody they are right and the ¢m-
ployers are wrong. The cmployers make a
show of opposing ‘he demands of the om-
ployees, they hold out for a few days—taking
cnre not to hold out long c¢nough to exhaust
the funds of the ¥ Union" which has struck—
and then they yicld to « the force of circum-
stances,” nnd add the additional wages to the
cost of the goods they are manufucturing, so
that the rise of wages actually falls on the
consumer. Now, ¥ who are thie consumers?”
some one will ask, “arc they not the mo-
chanics, the artisans, the laborers who receive
increased wages? ‘'I'rue they are; but the
consumers include & wider and larger class
than these; vvery person who  consumes,”—
i.c. uscs any article of food, or wearsany article
of clothing, or needs any manufactured work
for use is a * consumer,” Now as long as the
increase of the vost of living is counterbalanced
Ly an increase of wages the workman is not
injured. 1t is doubtful whether he is mate-
yially beuetited, for it makes very little differ-
ence to n mno if he receives ten per cent. more
wages if his cost of living also increases ten
per cent, 3 but he certainly does not sufier if
his wages increase in proportion to his in-
creased expenditure ; but, there is a very lago
clags—more than one half of the entire work-
ing population—whose wages do not increase,
but who find that it makes a wonderful differ-
ence to them, with cight or ten hungry mouths
to fill, and eight or ten pairs of anked feot to
cover, whethor a loaf of bread costs ten or

cleven ecnts, or a pair of rhovs onc dollar or
one dollar and ten cents.

Woe refer, of course, to the men who work tpon
fixed salarics—puoor enough, and near enough
to getual starvation price in most instances to
please Lis Satanic Majusty himaelf—but who
are cxpeeted, and required by the laws of
socicty to “keop up anappearance of gendility®
which, very frequently, it is almost impossible
for them to do, Louk at the Dry Goods clerks,
Grover's clesks, Lawyer's olerks, Government
clerks, and hundreds of others who receive so
much n year: they do not sirike, and it is on
them that the Lurthen of these numnerous
strikes fall. We hawe no objection to labor
reeciving an inerease of tem, fifteen or even
Afty per cenb ranuncration, provided it is
made universal, and that a few clusses are not
advanced and a lurger eluss left at its old stan-
dard to bear the Lrunt of the increased cost of
living. We do not favor strikes; and we
would advise no class to resort to coercion;
Lut we would carnestly desire 1o impress on
the employers of all classes of clerks, or help
of any kind receiving a fixed salary, that it is
time they realised the fact that the # striking
manix " has already greatly enhanced the cost
of living, and will undoubtedly continue to do
s0; and that it is also time they, of their own
free will, increased the remuncration of the
 fixed salury men,” without compelling themn
to rceort to the disagrecuble necessily of a
strike,

paiot ond i, wero rolled up, a hamiful of pine-shuy-
ings placed inside, umd theso were piaced next to
tho reof-hoards of the loft.

ont variety. the Llelugee. The vinos grow lunger
than other kinds of the snap beane, produce moro
beuns of larger ¢ize. moro britte. aml of hetter qua-
lity. ‘Those who are fund of young snap beans plant
seed three or fonr times during the Spring—sa1y twe
weeks apart—so as tu get a succession for table usc.
Where it will take four plantiog« with other kinds,
two plantings of tho Wax will be found quite enongh,
because this varioty will keep tender just wice as
long us tho sorts conmonly grown for home convump-
tion. The pods of tho Wax grow lung, thick, tender,
uml of o waxy yellow color.
