f Every Minister shall give warning to his congregation publicly, in the time of Divine

service, the Sunday before, for the due observance of the said day.

% The service shall be the same with the usual Office for Holy days, except where it is

in this Office otherwise appointed.

i[ Let him that ministereth read with a loud voice these sentences of Scripture ; and
after them the exhortation,—Dearly beloved Brethren, &c.

We acknow-
ledge it to be cf Thy goodness alone that we have been so delivered, beseeching Thee
still to continue such Thy mercies towards us : graft in our hearts the love of Thy
name, increase in us true religion, nourish us with all goodness, and of Thy great

mercy keep us in the same, through Jesus Christ our Lord, Amen.

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Immediately before the General Thanksgiving shall he said these two Collects of

Thanksgiving which follow :

—

OLORD oar Heavenly Father, look graciously upon us, Thy servants, who are this

day come into Thy Courts to render unto Thee the sacrifice of our unfeigned

thanksgiving and praise. It is of Thy mercies, O Lord, that we are not consumed,
because Thy compassions fail not. We bless and glorify Thy name for saving us,

when we were ready to perish. And we beseech Thee to make us as truly sensible

now of Thy mercy, as we were then of our danger. And as it hath pleased Thee of

Thy great goodness to say unto the destroying Angel, " it is enough," so may it please

Thee, also, to grant that we may not, by turning again unto our sins, provoke Thee to

lift up Tbine hand against us any more. Make our hearts to be devoted to Thy fear : put
away from us all vice and infidelity : work in us true repentance, that iniquity may not
be our ruin : give imto us the increase of faith, hope and love, that we whom TTiou

bast saved, may serve Thee in all godly quietness, through Jesus Christ our Lord and
Saviour. Amen.

The Epistle. 1 Thess. v. 1.

BUT of the times and the seasons, brethren, ye have no need that I write unto you.

For yourselves know perfectly, that the day of the Lord s ? cometh as a thief in

the night. For when they shall say, Peace and safety: then suddd: destruction com»th

upon them, as travail upon a woman with cjiild ; and they shall not escape. But ye,

brethren, are not in darkness, that that day should overtake you as a thief. Ye are

all the children of light, and the children of the day : we are not of the night nor of

ilarkncbs. Therefore let us not sleep, as do others ; but let us watch and be sober.

For they that sleep, sleep in the night ; and they that be drunken, are drunken in the

night. But let us, who are of the day, be sober, putting on the breast-plate of faith

and love ; and for a helmet the hope of salvation. For God hath not appointed us to

Avrath, but to obtain salvation by our Lord Jesus Christ, Who died for us, that whether

wo wake or sleep, we shall live together with him. Wherefore, comfort yourselves to.-

fictlier, and edify one another, even as also ye do.

AND it came to pass, as Jesus went to Jerusalem, that he passed through the midst
of Samaria, and Galilee.
