The farmers of Ontario County are rap-
dly solving the ‘middleman” ' ‘problem
with regard to marketing eggs, aceording
to G. H. Hare, B.8.A., the Ontario Ds~

i thuby, who was one of the speakers.at
' the annual convention of Farmers’ Insti-
tutes and Farmers' Clubs in St. George's
Hall last night. Mr, Hare has been in-
strumental since his appointment’ several
" yedrs ago in organizing egg circles among
the farmers. Today, he reported, there
are seven such organizations in.the coun-
ty, with a total membership of nearly o00.
For the six spring and summer months,
the popular “jaying season,” thelr total
receipts from eggs this year were, $20,686,
“The fden of the egg clrclg, as the speaker
pointed out, is to- secure

possible the commission agency.

““We have overcome the most lmp'orta.nt
‘dbstacle, the ‘country storekeeper,” sald
Mr. Hare, “anid the result is better-qual-
ity eggs for the consumer and bigger
prices for the producer.” }

This summer ¢ircle members received
from one to three cents more per dozen
for all their eggs’' than non-members: by
the advantage gained in co-operative sell-
ing. In the winter the difference in prices
paid in:Ontario County. in favor of circle
poultry-keepers is from. fouy to twelve
cents. Last winter for three weeks circle
members received 48 cents per dozen at
thelr doors, the cirde collector calling re-
gularly ip all kinds of weather,

Mr. Hare pointed 6ut that the consum-
ers in the city are bound to benefit by
the formation of these egg circles, since
every egg is sthmped before being sold,
and its producer held directly responsible
for its quality.

Prof. W. R, Graham of Guelph, F. C.
Hart, the representative in Waterloo, and
Hugh Duff, representative in Grey, be-
sides a number of others, also spoke. A
Bert Roadhouse, deputy minister of agri-
culture, presided.

The total produection of apples in
‘' Lambton this year was 50,000 barrels,
he sald. Of that quintity only 35,000
barrels were being marketer, the ré-
maining 15,000. barrels being counged
as . waste. In Lambton, as in' many
other fruit growing sections of Ontario,
there are a few co-operative farmers,
and ‘a majority working single-hand-
edly,  Those holding membership in
. assoclations in Lambton this fall re«
celved an averagh® price of $2.50 per
barrel, while non-members were fore-
ed to accept from 50 cents to $L.

“One small sassociation in Lamb-
! ton,” said Mr. Hanna, “has shipped a
good many carloads already, and none
of the fruit has sold for less than $3
a barrel.
farmers are able to put their fruit in
the barrels of the parties that are pay-
{ ing the highest figure.”
