City.

At the Walker last night was registered 
Mr. H. C. lvortwright of British Guiana. 
Mr. Kortwrlght, who is on his way to his 
old home at Barrie, is a member of the 
militia force of the South America it colony. 
Having suffered from malaria while on 
duty ne has been given six months’ leave 
of absence to recuperate iu his native land. 
Most of British Guiana is very unhealthy, 
it consists iu great part of absolutely flat 
country, drained in ail directions by numer­
ous trenches. The climate is exceedingly 
hot and damp, and whites find it difficult 
to thrive there.

The raising of sugar cane has heretofore 
been the chief industry of British Guiana, 
but of late the market for the t.accbarlne 
substance has been so poor /that the people 
are devoting themselves to the production 
of fruit, rubber and coffee. Rich placer 
gold deposits have been discovered near 
the foothills, away Inland, and attempts 
are being made to open them up by means 
of roads, but the difficulties in the way 
are great, for the reason that whites cannot 
live there.

The British Guiana military, or police 
force, to which Mr. Kortwrlght belongs, is 
an infantry corps, 850 strong, scattered at 
various points throughout the colony. When 
Mr. Kortwrlght went south the dispute 
between Great Britain and Venezuela over 
the boundary between the latter state and 
British Guiana was at an interesting stage. 
He knew the two officers, Barnes and 
Baker, who, with six men, were made pris­
oners by the Venezuelans. Their capture 
occurred fn this way: The Venezuelans 
entered the disputed territory and snInsti­
tuted their flag for the Union Jack at a 
station near Uruan, a British post on the 
Uruan River. The two officers and six 

at this poet replied at once by tearing 
down the Republic’s bunting and substitut­
ing England’s ensign, whereupon 100 Ven­
ezuelans sortied out and captured the little 
party.

The southern republic bad later to re­
lease and indemnify the Britishers. All is 
quiet now on the Uruan, the boundary dis­
pute remaining In statu quo.

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e jy NEW YORK.municipality, having a sewage problem 
on its hands, secures a certain amount of 
land, into which the sewage, by means 
of ditches, is poured. The porous nature 
of the soil permits percolation, while at 
the same time the chemical properties 
of the earth render the sewage matter 
innocuous, in its passage, the result 
being that the effluent, when it reaches 
the stream or river into which it is to 
finally empty itself, is free from organic 
impurity, and does not in the slightest 
degree contaminate the water with which 
it mingles. As for the economical re­
sults, it was pointed out that in France 
and Germany great profits had accrued 
from land so treated, the crops being 
nearly double and the greatest eagerness 
being displayed to acquire purification 
land, as it is called in the neighborhood 
of large cities.

This system is approved by all the 
great sanitarians' of France, Germany 
and England. In the latter country 
various sewage systems have been tried, 
but soil purification has been finally 
accepted by those in authority as the 
best and indeed the only system pro­
mising success. The same system has 
been tried on a smaller scale by a few 
localities in Canada. Dr. Bryce in-, 
stanced the experiment made at the 
London" Asylum, where sewer purifica­
tion by the soil has been completely 
successful. The crops raised on the 
asylum lands thus irrigated aie enor- a 
mously large, averaging, as they do, $300 
per acre, wholesale price. Dr. Sheard, 
Toronto’s Medical Health Officer, is in 
favor of adopting this system in Toronto 
in preference to the construction of a 
trunk sewer for dumping the sewage in 
the lake. The present practice of emp­
tying all the filth of the city into the 
bay is a dirty one and ought to be 
abandoned as soon as possible. A trunk 
sewer is out of the question. But if 
Dr. Sheard can propose a purification 
system that will yield a profit, or even 
produce a revenue to help cover the 
expenses of operation, the public will 
give him a hearing.

“After having received, as you de­

witness for the proseeu-clared when a 
tion, the sum of $5000 from the hands 
of Pacaud, will you tell the court what 
vou did with that sum, and if, as you 
said, it was paid into the funds of the 
Conservative party, will you tell the 
names of the persons to whom the money 
was paid, the date when it was paid 
and the objects for which it was paid !,

Mr. St. Fierre objected to the ques­
tion, and the objection was sustained.

Mr. Cornellier then asked the same 
question in slightly different wording, 
inserting the words “for legitimate pur­
poses” after the words “$5000 from the 
hands of Pacaud." Objection was again 
taken bv Mr. St. Pierre, and again sus­
tained by His Honor. The court was 
not there, said His Honor, to satisfy 
public curiosity, but to proceed legally 
to examine the evidence bearing upon 
the actual charges made.

For the same reason 
tlb? legitimate or the illegitimate distri­
bution of funds had nothing to do with 
the original acquisition of the funds.

Mr. Cornellier again returned to the 
charge and put a general question, ask­
ing if the money had been paid to any 
of the then Conservative leaders, whom 
he mentioned by name as Mr. Taillon, 
Mr. Leblanc and others.

Wlml Docs Bowl 1er Mcsn ?
This question shared the fate of its 

predecessors and was overruled. Being
