Montreal, Dec. 10.—(Special.)—For the 
Brat time In lta history the Grand Trunk 
Ballway System la to have a vice-president 
resident In Canada. Mr. George B. Becve, 
the new general manager of the system, 
has been appointed second vice-president of 
the road,with headquarters In this city. This 
was the announcement made to-day by Mr. 
Reeve,and circulars announcing the appoint­
ment will be sent out on Friday next. The 
position la a new one, and with lta crea­
tion Mr. Joseph Price of the London 
Board of Directors, who, until now, has 
been the sole vice-president, will become 
first vice-president.

The creation of the new office was deter­
mined upon by Sir Charles Rlvers-Wlleon 
and Mr. Price on the occasion of their re­
cent visit to Canada, but the public an­
nouncement of the change waa deferred un­
til they had consulted the Board of Direct­
ors In London. The latter has evidently

of the meat Instead of across It. The best 
meat Is ruined by this process, and, nb 
matter how perfectly It Is cooked, or how 
daintily It is served, it is to all Intents and 
purposes a failure, If It Is wrongly carved. 
The housekeeper s rules are as follows :

Beef.—Cut the underside of the sirloin 
first across the bone In slices one-third of 
an Inch thick. Cut the upper side length­
wise In slices one-fifth of an Inch thick, 
and send a little fat and gravy with ea?h 
portion. Mbs should be cut very thin and 
In lengthwise slice*

Mutton.—Mutton should be cut In slices 
which are never less than a quarter of an 
Inch thick. In carving the leg make an 
lncialon In the thick part of the leg, and 
cut from both sides alternately. In carving 
the saddle of mutton, the slices should be 
cut lengthwise from each side of the back­
bone, while the loin may be carved either 
as a saddle or divided Into chops. Shoulder 
of mutton Is cut thru the straight or lean 
side, and the first Incision should be made 
near the thin end.
