BLEW OPEN SIFE IN EXPRESS CAR

Amount of Plunder Secured Not
Known—Intense Excitement

On the Train,

Missoula, Mont.,, Oct. 24.—An " east-
bound passenger train on the Northern
Pacific was held up last night near
Drummond, Mont, forty-five miles from
|this city, and Engineer Dan O'Neill
was killed.

The train, which included mail, bag-
gage and express cars, &and nine
coaches, arrived at Missoula/ at 10.20
{p.m. and proceded eastward after a
! ghort delay at this station. It arrived
after midnight at a place two miles
| west of Drummond. There the train
was signalled to stop and the engineer
slowed up. While doing so, he saw a
man creping toward him over the
tender. The man, who was armed,
called to O'Nell to stop the train in-
stantly.

The engineer took in the situation at
once and pulling open the throttle tried
to start the train at full speed. The
robber divined his prurposé and fired
at him. The shot took effect and the
engineer fell dead at his post.

The robber then proceeded to rifle
the exprieés and mail cars. He plund-
ered the mail and blew open the safe
in the express car, which was wreck-
ed. :

The amount of plunder which he se-
cured is not known at present, but it
is supposed to be large. The excite-
ment on the train was intense.

Word of the attack was sent to
Drummond, whence it was. telegraph-
ed to Deer Lodge, about fifty miles
away. Bloodhounds were sent out at
once, and search for the robbers be-
gan.

FRIDAY’S OUTPUT OF MINES 100,000 TONS

at 82,000, Compared With 145,000 Before the Strike.

Wilkes-Barre, Pa., Oct. 24.—There
were twenty-two more mines in opera:
‘jon in the anthracite region to-day than
yesterday, and the output will be close
to 100,000 tons. This {s as near as can
be estimated. From reports received

the total ontput yesterday did not’lex-
ceed 75,000 tons. When in full epera

tion the mines employ in every capacity
above 145,000 men and boys. Of this
number it is estimated that 82,000 were
at swvork to-day. A more amicable feel-
ing prevailed to-day between employer
and employe than yesterday.

The non-union men, despite what may
be said to the contrary,are being displac-
ed at many of the mines, and the old
employes are taking their places.

STRIKE® COMMISSION ORGANIZED.

Facilities for Handling.
There are facilities at the different !
yards to deliver all of the fuel now ing
the civic yards. If the weather should;
be bad, and most of the customers rely'}
upon the city to deliver the fuel, Street|
Commissioner Jones is-not sure he can |
deliver the whole of the present supply.:
but many will probably prefer to take'
their own fuel away, or hire mdepend—'
ent vehicles.
At the prices quoted, the city will
sell the fuel at just about cost. The
delivery i® made at a slight loss. 1If
all the orders are for delivery at the
premises of the purchaser. the city will
lose a little money on the first con-
signment. -
Further ‘supplies are expected to come
in now regularly, so people need not
rush to the fuel yards thru fear that
they may not be supplied later.” In fact,
the presént supply is not expected to be
exhausted to-day, unless the weather
should suddenly become quite chilly.
The applicant fort fuel will go to the
yard indicated, pay for his fuel to the
representative of the City Treasurer, re
ceive his order for the same, go into the
yard and pick out his material. It will
pe delivered some time during the day.
Coal Deanlers Come Down.
The local dealers have come down In
their prices, so that at present there is
little saving in patronizing the fuel
yards. However, it is generally admit-
ted that had it not been for the efforts
of the city officials to supply the fuel
yards of the city with coal and wood
at the lowest possible figures the wood
and coal dealers of Toronto would still
have the public at their mercy and
would exact the highest prices the traf-
fic would bear for fuel.
This is the real point to the presant
situation. The eity stands to lose a
small sum in the investment as it
stanids at present, but the presence on
the market, of city wood at $8 a cord,
and soft coal at the same price, pre:
wvents the ‘local °dealers commanding
more than that figure for their sup-
plleﬁ. This phase of the case is not lost
sight of by the men who are dealing in
fuel either, ;
This fact cropped out at the meeting
of the Board of Control during the day.
The 'question was immediately sprung
in favor of cancelling all the fuel con-
tracts possible. The reason assigned
was that the strike is over and the city
should get out of any contracts it cm;ld

legally.
Fuel at Cost Price,

It was agreed that Street Commis-
sioner Jones should dispose of- his fuel
as negr cost price as possible. At the
same time it was conceded that the city
fuel would not be bought unless it was
at least as cheap as that offered by the
retail dealers. So the scale printed
above was agreed upon as the cost price
for the present. If the fuel is not sold
at those figures it may be slightly re-|
duced. If the price drops very much
the city will utilize the fuel in its insti-
tutions rather than sell it at a loss.
Mr. Jones, the Street Commissioner,
was much at sea. He did not know
how he was to figure in the wvost of
welghing and handling the fuel. In fact,
he did not know very much about the
problem one way or the other. Then,
too, the newspapers had bothered him
a great deal and, in fact, he admitted
that he did not know exactly “where
he was at.”

It was agreed that the cost of weigh-
ing and handling should not be charged
against the fuel delivered to consum-
ers.

Coal Order Cancelled.
1t was decided to cancel the order for
1000 tons of mine run from Buffalo, |
which was to cost the city $3.88, whi(-hl
did not include unloading and delivery.
This fuel was ordered with the under-
standing that it' should:be delivered at|
the rate of a car load a day. None has;
yet arrived, and this gave .the board|
the legal right to cancel the contract. |
