ant. It is work worthy of two strong |
counsel. If Mr. Lobb was invested!'
with the same powers that have beep/|
conferred on Mr, Riddell there would!
be less cause for criticism, but, as It
stands, the case 'is absolutely in Mr.
Riddell's hands.

No matter how earnest Mr. Riddell
may be In his desire for = thoro inves-
tigation, no matter how valuable the]
services of his assistant may be, The
‘World is still of opinion that a move-
ment is on foot to stifie the enquiry.
The :refusal of the City Council to
strengthen Mr. Riddell's hands with
@ ‘counsel possessed of equal pPowers
goes to confirm this suspiclon.

There is an element in the ' City
Council and at the City Hall that s
anxious to confire the investigation to
€ narrow channel and to obscure the
chief actors in the municipal scandul.

It has been suggested that Mayor
Urquhart should be given a free hand
in the investigation. His Worship has
been given a free hand. He has been
the prime mover in the selection of
the chief counsel and his assistant.and
the ‘circumstances surrounding these
appointments are not reassuring.

Mayor Urquhart is on intimate terms

with men whose reputations are at
stake, and it is conceivable that these
friendships have influenced him in
directing the Investigation, Controller
Spence is another man who eppears to
have been reconciled to an enquiry
that does not command the confiieice
of the publicc The World regrets that
Mr. Spence has mot a clearer grasp of
the danger of the situation and of the
efforts that are being made to shield
controllers and aldermen by making
a scapegoat of deputy returning offi-
cers and poll clerks.
' The World believes that evidence is
available that will invalidate the elec-
tion of certain controllers and alier-
men. This being the case, it is not
surprigsing that the City Council should
fail to make provision for a complete
and impartial investigation. The
World would like to gee Mayor i
quhart take a bolder stand, and still
trusts that Controller {ipence will come
out boldly- for an investigation in the
interests of the people.

One courageous member of the City
Council can prevent the narrowing of
the enquiry if he will carry his cour-
age far enough.

It 4s a question if the Ontario legis-
lature should not take up the Toronto
municipal scandal. Mr. Whitney could
render the city a good service by de-
manding an independent investigation
by a committee of the legislature.

The news columns mention
the long line of applicants for seats at
the Irving engagement Just closeqd,
where ten times the regular rates were
vaid willingly by many patrons who
had failed to reach the box office in
time. Coupled with the regular busi=
ness of the five theatres in the city,
this is an exhibition that indicates in
Mo small measure the commercial
soundness of the Domiinion. With the
trade energy in other lines it m:y be
falrly accepted as notice that the coun=
try i much better prepared to stand

any dull perfod in future that
may confront the people of Bri-
tish America. It is not un=
usual for dramatic companies to

play to weekly houses averaging two
thousund dollars in Ontario’s metroe |
polis. This is an advertisement for
Toronto that spreads far and has much
walght. A company in Toronto this
wéek may be in New. York or San
Francisco a week hence. The actor folk
are much given to remarks about the
“wall” business here and the “‘empty |
seat” business there« They remember
Toronto’'s generous patronage and talk |
freely of it from Vancouver to Halifax, |
and even on the other side of the
water- This sort of comment is a suh-
stantial factor in the sum -of thirgs |
commercial, and 4s not to be dlsre-
garded.

The ballot box has become an engine
of fraud, both in political and in muni~
clpal elections. To a certain extent it
protects the voter against his own
timidity; but in removing -him from
temptation, it deprives him of power.
It places him at the mercy of the elec~
tion officlals, as we saw in West El-
gin some time. ago, and as we see in
Toronto to-day. Therefore, if the bal-
lot is to be retained, we must be’
increasing careful in the election of|
officials, espe-étaﬂy in municipal elec-
tions, where party responsibilty does
not act as a check upon wrong-doing.
To punish the offenders is of course the
first duty; after that new safeguards
must be considered. The people want
the citizen to do the voting, not the
official. They are prepared to relieve
the official of the duty of voting for’
other people, on condition that he wiil
honestly record and count the votes.
