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R,IZPORT of the flate of the MADRAS SCHOOL, In-
corporated by the name of the “ Governor and Truflees
of the Madras School in New-Brunfwick,” made agrecably
to the direflion in that behalf in the Charter, at the fir(t
Annual Court or Meeting of the faid Corporation, on the
firt Tuelday in July, one thoufand eight hundred and
twenty,

This School was orginally formed at the City of Saint
John, in the Province of New-Brunfwick, under the Pa-
tronage and liberal encouragement of His Excpuigncy
GeorGr Stracey Smyri, Lieutenant-Governor and Com-
mander in Chief of the faid Province, in the month of
July, 1818, by the voluntary centributions of Trinity
Church, and of the Corporation and Inhabitants of the
City, for the infiruction of Children and Youth of both

he dire€lion of Mr. Gzonrce
Brace, who was licenfed for that purpole by His Ex-
ceLLexcy, and by whofe abilities and perievering zeal
and diligence, th hool became fo eminently ufe-
ful that a Grant was made by the Legiilature of the Pro-

.
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vince at the Sefflion of the General Affembly in the
year 1819, of the fum of L. 250 towards erecting a fuita-
ble building, in the faid City, for the a%ommodaﬂon of
the School Aid having aifo been given towards the fup-
port of the School by “the National Soc iety in England,

the Committee chofen and appointed by the Subfcri-
bers to the Infiitution, Inhabitants of the faid City, for
managing and conducting the affairs of the School, were
encouraged to undertake the purchafe of a Lot, and the
ercction of a Brick Building thereon, for the accommo-
dation of the School, one ftory in height, which has been
fme(omplctcd of the follomng dimenfions in the infide,

viz. 78 feet in length, by 33 feet in breadib, and the
height of the Schnol Room from the floor to the centre
of the arched ceiling 17 feet.

As it was found that many difficulties might arife in
managing the affairs of the School from the want of cor-
porate powers for the purpofe, the Commitiee above
mentioned prefented a Petition to His Excrrrexey in the
month of July, 1819, praying that a Royal Charter mighs
be granted for the more perfect eli iblifiment of the
Srhool and for erecting a Corporation for receiving, ma-
naging, and difpofing of the property and funds for the
ufe of the School, and extending the bencfits of the Infii-
tution.

His Excrrirency being defirous to promote and encou-
rage an Infiitution fo ufeful and impertant, and to extend
the benefit thereof to other parts of the Province, was
plealed to dire€t that a Royal Charter fhould be prepared
without delay for the purpofes menticned in this Petition,
and the Charter was accordingly prepared and granted
by Letters Patent, under the Great Seal of the l’m\xm e,
bearing date the 23d day of Augufi, 1819, by which it is
among other things 1cquucd that the Central School be
'1lwa)s held and l\ept in the faid City of Saint John, alnd
that
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that the benefits of the Inftitution be extended to every
other part of the Province from time to time, and as often
as the funds and means of the Corporalion may enable

them fo to do.

At the Seffion of the General Affembly of the Province
the prefent year, the fum of L. 750 was granted “ To the
« Governor and Truftees of the Madras School in New-
¢« Brunfwick towards the {upport of that Infiitution
« throughout the Province.”

It being required by the Charter that the Corporation
caufe to be kept by their Treaflurer regular aud fair ac-
counts of all fums received and paid lor the ule of the
(‘m-pornii(m. and to render the account thereol eac h and
everv vear at the Annual Court or Meeting of the Corpo-
ration, on the firft Tuefday in July, in writing, on oath of
the faid Treafurer.

Epwarp J. Janvis, Lfquire, the Treafurer of the Corpo-
yation accordingly exhibited, on oath, an account of the
fums reccived and paid by him for the ufe of the Corpo-
ration up to that day, as follows, viz:
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The Treafurer further exhibited on account of the fums
remaining due from the Corporation, amounting in the
whole to the fum of L.472 : 12 : 13

Mr. Brace, the Preceptor of t'.2 School, alfo exhibited
his account of fums received and paid by him, by which
there appears to be a balance due to him of the fum of
L.i2 : 10 : 10, exclufive of a fum allowed to him at the
prefent meeting of the Corporation of L.35, to make his
{alary up to the fum of L.200 per annum, commencing
the 1t day of January laft, thefe fums amounting in the
whole to the fum of 47 : 10 : 10, due to Mr. BracG;
the fums fiated in his account as received by him, are for
tuition money, and the Books belonging to the Corpora-
tion fold by him to the Scholais.

Upon a Reprefentation made by the Reverend Mr.
Arvowrp, of the State of the Madras Schools, two at Suffex
Vale and one in Norton, in King's County, the fum of
L.40 has been allowed at the preient Meeting of the Cor-
poration to Mr. and Mrs. LeccerT, as Inftructors in one of
the Schools at Suffex Vale, of the fum of L1 to Mifs Mag-
Tiv, the Preceptrefs in the School at Nerton, and of the
further fum of L. 15 to Mr. Truro, late Preceptor in the
other School at Suffex Vale, amounting in the whole to
the fum of L. 70, payable out of the Provincial Grant
made as before mentioned at the laft Sefiion of the Gene-
ral Affembly.

It has however been found, that notwithftanding every
prafticable exertion to collect the fums above fpecified,
there has been a deficiency and confequent lofs of at
leaft one third part ; fo that even in the prelent profper-
ous fiate of the Scheol, the tuition money cannot be de-
pended upon, as a fource of income, for more than L.200.

Brace, to remark, that the the progrefs and improvement
that have been made by the Children, bear the firongelt
tefiimony to their zeal and exeitions in the difcharge of
their relpeive duties, and evince in the moft fatisfalory
manner and to the fulleft extent the utility, importance,
and beneficial eflects of this Inftitution.
