MONCTON, N. B., July 30 (Special)-

World’s Biggest Ship 

Has Fine Trial 
Trip

MEXICO CITY, July 30—The eleveu 
men who were sentenced to be shot in 
Guatemala city for conspiracy in the at­
tempt to assassinate the president, have 
not been executed, and, according to Wal­
ter Williams, a resident of Guatemala 
city for 13 years, who arrived in this cap­
ital today, there will be no executions for 
that offense.

“President Cabrocada does not want ta 
inflict the death;’ penalty,” said Mr. Wil­
liams, “and it is very probable the sen­
tence will be commuted to a term of years 
in prison/' Speaking of conditions in 
Guatemala, Mr. Williams said:—“People 
in Guatemala believe that a war with 
Mexico will come sooner or later. Gua­
temala has 40,000 men in arms in prepara­
tion for the conflict, but the subject i$ 
seldom discussed by the residents of Qua* 
temala, and they are calmly awaiting de*j 
velopments. A 'recent rumor that ZeelyaB 
■was to invade Guatemala caused a flurry!

Presbyterian Mission’y 

Tells Terrible 

Story

LONDON, July 30—General William 
Booth, the head of the Salvation Army, 

♦ • who is engaged in a motor tour of Great 
Britain, announced on Sunday at Black­
burn, Lancashire, that the same electric 
flash that carried the news of hie death 
would publish the name of the new gener­
al. It is learned that General Booth has 
left minute directions for the future ad­
ministration of the army in a sealed en­
velope with his solicitors. No one else 
knows who hie successor will be, but it 
is believed that it will be Bramwell Booth, 
with Commander Howard and Command­
er Booth Tucker as alternates in case of 
Bramwell Booth’s death, and that the 
army will continue under the guidance of 
one man, and not of a committee or a 
board of directors.

NEW YORK, July 30—The Times to­
day says the syndicate of New York and 
Canadian capitalists, including Sir Wm. 
VanHome and Wm. Lanman Bull, which 
for some time has been engaged in trac­
tion and harbor improvement undertak­
ings in Brazil, has laid plans, it was re­
ported yesterday, to extend its operations 
to steam railroad undertakings. The syn­
dicate is said to have under considera­
tion the construction, all told, of 2,000 
miles of railway in Brazil to connect and 
extend existing lines. The ultimate pur­
pose, it is said, to connect Rio de Jan­
eiro with Montevideo, the capital of Uru­
guay.

Among the railroads said to have been 
acquired already by the syndicate are 
the Sao Paulo and Rio Grande Railroads, 
and Sorocabana railway. The latter was 
constructed by the state of Sao Paulo and 
has been leased to the American syndicate 
which is understood to have agreed to as­
sume the $19,000,000 of five per cent bonds 
issued by the state tp cover the cost of 
the railroad. Part of the contract with 
the state is said to be an undertaking on 
the part of the syndicate to share in rais­
ing a coffee valorization loan.

Under the title Port-of-Para, a company 
was organized some months ago under the 
laws of Maine to improve the port of 
Para. Still more recently another Maine 
corporation has been organized by these 
same interests to improve the port of Rio 
Grande de Sul, for which franchises were 
recently granted. William T. Vanbrunt, 
president of the St. Joseph and Grand Is­
land Railroad, and of the Harriman lines, 
is interested along with the other capit­
alists mentioned in the Rio Grande de Sul 
undertaking.

LIVERPOOL, July 30—One of the fear 
tures of the new Cunarder Lusitania, the 
biggest ship afloat, which has just finish­
ed a successful trial trip is the “Veran­
dah Cafe.” This is situated with a view 
astern of the vessel and passengers can 
sit there and enjoy the sea air while they 
are completely sheltered from the wind. 
It will be like dining on the brow of 
some cliff swept by ocean breezes with 
an outlook of ocean and sky alone.

There are also two “regal suites” on 
this ship, designed to meet the demands 
of travellers who want the utmost. lux­
ury. They will cost $2,000 each a trip.

Sir William White, who had much to do 
with creating the big liner said that the 
coal consumption of the steamer would 
be 45 tons an hour, or about 5,500 tone 
for a trans-Atlantic trip.

Mr. Gleyrteen spent some time in the 
famine zone, where thousands of Chinese 
reduced to abject poverty, existed for 
months on barks of trees and weeds.

There were reports in the cities that in 
their dire distress some Chinese practised 
cannibalism. So great was the task Of aid­
ing the starving millions that sometimes 
only the able-bodied starving were helped, 
for thousands were so wracked with star­
vation that they were marked to die and 
temporary relief would have only prolong­
ed thefr misery and have availed nothing.

Describing the scenes as he viewed them 
from a launch on the Grand Canal. Mr. 
Oleyeteen states in his advices that at 
stops along the canal swarms of women 
and children surrounded the boat and beg­
ged for food. Mothers held up their skel­
eton babes and laid bare their shrivelled 
breasts as evidence of their great need.

“Clothing, bedding, all was sold or 
pawned,” writes Mr. Gleysteen. “People 
lived on leaves from trees, on certain 
weeds and on barks of trees, which were 
ground fine. I saw long rows of trees with­
out a bit of bait on them.
