TIFLIS, Caucasia, Jan. 31 —The as-
sassination of General Griaznoff on ng

day last has brought to a head t>h.e. s-
content among the faction of the mxhta'ry
which regards with disfavor the policy
of the viceroy of the Causasus, Count
Von Vorontzofi-Dashkoff, in the war be-
tween the Tartars and the Armenians.
The two Taces, it is said, will gppea.l dir-
ectly to St. Petersburg for his remoya.l
and they are secretly supported by high
officials of the viceroyalty. )

It is established that the murderer of
General Grianznoff, is a member of the
fighting organization of the social revolu-
~ tionists, He was selected to carry out
the sentence of death imposed on Griaz-
noff in retaliation for the latter’s ruthless
repression of the revolutionists of Kutl'lis
‘and the policy proclaimed by Gen. Alik-
hanoff who was dispatched there to
“pacify” the province. Alikhanoff has
spared neither life’ or property in the
war he is waging against the revolution-
ists, He Mas reopened the railroad to
the Black Sea which had long been in
the hands of the revolutionists and for
the first time in months the entire trans-
Caucasian line is in operation.

The whole revolutionary movement in
the Caucasus was an echo of the move-
ment in Russia proper. It was.conduc

WATER FOR
THE ISLAND

Partridge Island will Now Get
Its Supply from Spruce Lake,

The residents of Partridge Island will
in a few days be supplied with water
from Spruce Lake. J

Last Friday the work of laying the pipe
(a six inch one) across the west channel
from Negro Point to Partridge Island
was successfully completed.

The weather has been perfect for this
work. Resident Engineer Shewen was in
charge, with John Kain as foreman for
the dominion government, With them
was Edward Lahey ‘with his diving ap-
paratus, ’

The work started from a point ab
Negro Point, going 46 feet through the
breakwater, ' thenece out to low water
mark 100 feet, and then under water
6,300 feet across the ¢hannel to Partridge
Island. Large drays were used in put-
ting down th% pipe in connection with
the dredge New Dominion. As each
joint of flexible pipe was lowered to its
position, Diver Lahey would go under
water and tie it to the bottom of the
channel to prevent its moving by the ac-
tion of the sea. The pipe as it' now lies
is at a depth of 18 to 30 feet, under wa-
ter.

At times it was difficult work but
Diver, Lahey was equal to the emergency
and flid his work well. In one day 365
feet of the flexible pipe was laid. In con-
nection with the work the tug Lord Rob-
erts and her. crew rendered valuable as-
sistance,

The unusual work was faithfully car-
ried out and will no doubt be a great
benefit to the people on the Island.

The water is now being put into the
quarantine station and from thence to
the fog alarm. ‘In a féw weeks the shole
system will be installed.

Diver Lahey stated that between thir-
ty and forty large boulders had to be
removed, some of them of many tons
weight.

'FREDERICTON LUMBER -
- FIRM IS IN LITIGATION
- OVER IRISH SHIPMENTS

(London Timber, Jan. 20th).

In the king's bench division, Dublin,
on Monday last, before the lord chief
justice and Justices Madden and Wright,
the mow world-famous case of Gregg &
Co., timber merchants, Belfast, versus
Donald Fraser & Sons, timber exporters
of Canada, came before the court on a
motion for a mew trial. The case, which
was mentioned in a previous iesue of
Timber, was first tried at Belfast assizes,

when  a verdict for the defendants was)

directed by the chief baron. The action,
it will be remembered, was brought by
the plaintiffis on foot of.a contract for
ithe supply of a large quantity of timber
which was to be delivered at Belfast in
three ehipments in the months of July,
September, and October, 1904. | The plain-
tiffs alleged that the fitst two shipments
were inferior, and mot in accordance with

the. terms of the contract, and the matter)

was referred to arbitration. The arbi-
trator awarded that the defendants should
pay £690 in respect of the two shipments.
The third shipment arrived in October,
. but that was the ‘subject of arbitra-
tion, and the plaintiffs claimed that thel
third cango was deficient in quality.
'The arbitrator's 4ward was made a day
after the expiration of the time li

was. made between the first and second
shipment, although it was a condition of
the contract that each ehipment should be
regarded as a eeparate contract., The
Belfast jury found that the timber was
not equal to that which was contracted
for in any of the three shipments, and
assessed damages, amounting in the ag-
gregate to £795. They also found that
the award was delayed beyond the time
apportioned by reason of the omission
of the »defendants’ arbitrator to furnish
his report. The chief baron, notwith-
standing these findinge, entered judgment
for the defendants on the ground that
the award was bad, beth by reason of
its heing late, and in not segregating the
parts of it that were referable to each
¢hipment, and that it was a condition
precedent to sustaining the action, that
a valid award should be made. Plaintiffs
"now ask that the lord chief baron’s judg-
ment be set aside, and that a verdict for
laintiffs should be entered to the amount
of £790, and costs, representing about
£1,200. Both parties were represented
by the cream of the Inner Bar,, and elo-
quent testimony on both sides was given:
by king’s counsel and law officers of the
crown. - After a prolonged hearing the
court unanimously affirmed the judgment

There is no disease where one case in
a family can more readily become the
cause of infection of other members
particularly in the stage where the con-
sumptive begins to be confined to‘the close
association of the family members only.

It is extremely important to remember
that advanced consumptive patients 'who
are able to go about, perhaps able to
work at their ordindky -calling in the of-
fice or factory when ignorant or careless,
constitute’ the greatest danger to the
health of the tommunity. They must be
considered as the most frequent cause of
infection. The careless, ignorant or help-
less - consumptive . when 'confined to bed
can do little more than infect his room,
but the advanded patient able to follow
some ‘calling cany if he is careless, scatter
7,000,000,000 bacilli every day with the
greatest ease. . : :

Of all the tuberculosis ‘patients, he
should be the most carefully instructed
and should be 'most deeply impressed
with the fact that carelessness in the dis-
posal of the sputum is dangerous to him-
self as well as to his neighbors.

As ‘vet people generally have not: been

ucated up to the point atr which they
are| willing to carry and, use a pocket
flask or cardboard purse. Being desirous
to conceal their condition, they are ex-
tremely reluctant to do anything which
would call attention” to their infirmity.

Jobh H. Davis & Co., New York—it is only
once in many years that'the financial and
business conditions of ‘this or any other
country present an unvarying front (.)f
strength and apparent permanency. Such is
the &ituation in this country today, and it
4s @ifficult to speak even in terms of modera-
tion of the extraordinary facts. Of course,
there will be a reaction and a lean period,
sooner or later. Unstinted blessings and un-
precedented prosperity cannot continue . in-
definitely.

treal’s lear in reducing the ‘‘regular” brok-
erage charge at one-quarter to one-eighth, |\
presumably the brokers in Toronto are
making greater profits by way of commis-
siong than their Montreal confreres. The
increased activity has resulted in estab-
lishing a higher range of prices; several
leading stocks are up half-a-dozen points
and more, as compared with a month ago.
Speculative imterest is pretty well dis-
tributed among the usual favorites. Na-
turally the excellent prospects of the iron
industry brings the iron and steel stocks
into prominence. ~More than the usual
amount of railroad comstruction is booked
in Canada for the mext couple of years,
and the great plants at the Soo and in
Nova Scotia are certain of active profit-
able employment for a while to come.

Seabtle, Jan. 30—At today's session of
the investigation into the loss of the
steamer Valencia, C. Allison, ¢f St. Paul,
a passenger, testified that the sea was not
rvough. He explained that he had himself
been a gailor and that the surf that finally

This testimony caused a
mild eensation as all published accounts
of the wreck have been described as
“high seas” and a “terrible surf.”

“BEveryone eeemed to shun us,” said
Allison, testifying before the board of
United States inspectors in the Valencia
investigation. ‘“All seemed to be afraid
to help or to attempt to help the unfor-
tunate men and women who were facing
death.

“AH those that succeeded in getting
ashore immediately left the sceme. The
vessels at sea stood off and made no at-
tempt to lower a boat.

HOPEFUL OF RUSSIA

‘A French economist, M. Paul Leroy-
Beaulieu, in a survey of Russla’s financial
position, declares that if gocial, political
and economic order has been fairly re-
established by next spring or early sum-
mer, which he regards as probable, he
thinks Russia's credit can be restored to
its former position without great difficul-
tiee. In eaying thie, however, he makes
it a condition that the government pursue
a liberal, moderate course, introduce re-
presentative institutions, and awoid the
extremes of reaction on the ome hand,
and a Tevolutionary policy on the other.

Regarding Russian assets, M. Leroy-
Beaulieu points out that the government
owns a very estensive railway system,
which is an asset of great value. He esti-
mates that the war increased Russia’s
‘dobit by about $1,200,000,000, while the to-
tal cost was about $2,000,000,000—includ-
img loss of ehips and supplies. This, be
gayw, ie about what the Franco-Prussian
war cost France. The increased yearly
demands growing out of the war are esti-
mated at $100,000,000, This could be re-
duced by internal reforms, perhaps, to
$80,000,000, which the writer thinks by no
means unbearable. He cites the example
of two other poor countries, Italy and
Epain, to prove that the Russian annual

The French economist admite that it
will be more difficult than formerly to
jesue o foreign loan at an early day, but
after order has been restored it should
not be abeolutely impossible. In en ex-
tremity Russia could easily lease some of
ite raitways, and western capitalists would
béengertomymi]ﬁonsformmhelease.

From the review from which the above
gtatements are taken, we may quote in
conclusion:—

INTERESTING PAPER

Before the Natural History So-
ciety Last Evening.

A paper by Prof. W. F. Ganong, re-
cently read by title before the Natural
History Society, deals with “The Recog-
nition and Utilization of the Plateau
Structure of Interior New Brunswick.”
He says:

No doubt most people who know any-
thing of interior and northern New
Brunswick think of it as a hilly country
only traversable along the valleys. Until
vecently this was evidently the idea of
those whose business it was fo lay out
portage (lumbering) roads and to explore
foutes for projected railroads, for all the
ohipoctagemdsinthemten’ ior cling to
the valleys as do the earlier routes sur-
veyed for railroads. |

In reality, however, all interior and
northern New Brunswick is & plateau into
which the rivers have deeply cuf, and it
is only hilly where converging streams
have carved the plateau to fragments,
or where occasional masses of harder
rocks have eroded somewhat more slowly
than their surroundings.

This plateau structure is in recent years
coming to be i in practice, for
not only do all the newer portage roads
in the interior mount from the valleys to
the plateau, where they find a drier,more
level, straighter and often ehorter course
from camp to cemp, but it is, as I un-
derstand it, by the utilization of the pla-
teau, making crossings of the valleys on
high bridges in their narrowest pants,
that the Grand Trunk Pacific surveyors
have been ahble to find a practicable, easy
grade route across the province.

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Island to be Carried On.

(Manitoba Free Press)

William Whyte, second vice-president
of the Canadian Pacific Railway, arrived
in the city at noon yesterday, from his
annual trip to Montreal. The object of
Mr. Whyte’s journey was chiefly to se-
cure and arrange for the expenditure of
the ' annual appropriation  for western
lines, in connection with the improve-
ment of existing lines, the building of
additional branches, and the extension of
existing branches.

During 1905 considerable work was
done in the west in the matter of the ex-

askiwin branch, runninv esstward from
the Calgary and Edmonton road 66
miles were graded and 52 miles of steel
were laid. On the Lacombe branch, also
running east from the Calgary and Ed-
monton, 50 miles of track wete ‘graded
and the steel Jaid. On the Wolselsy-Res-
ton branch 75 miles of track were graded
and 60 miles of steel were laid. On the
Brookdale-Varcoe branch 18 miis of
track were graded and put undér full
operation, - On the Pheasant Hills branch

“about 4.45 o’clock when he atrived at the

A YOUNG GIRL
ENDS HER LIFE

Mabel Bell, an' English Immi-
grant in W. G. Salmon’s
Home, Killed Herself With
Revolver.

Pretty fifteen-yearwold Mabel Bell took
her own life yesterday afternoon a little
after 3 o'clock, at the home of W. G.
Salmon, 34 GoMing street. She shot her-
gelf with a thirty-two calibre revolver.
Miss Bell, who was employed as a servant,
was an  English immigrant sent out to
this country by the Middlemore Home, of
Birmingham (Eng.), which city was aleo
‘her home. She had been in St. John about
a year and a half, all of ‘which time had
been spent in, the home of Mr. Salmon.
Mrs. Salmon and her mother, Mrs. Con-
nors, were the only members of the house-
hold at home at the time of the sad oc-
currence. Both ladies were up stairs
when, a little after 3 o’clock, Mre. Con-
nors heard the report of a revolver. Call-
ing to Mus. Salmon, who was in another
room, ehe hurried down stairs, as from
that direction the shot came, and when
passing through the dining room was hor-
rified as she looked through the hali-open
door of a emall pantry, to see the um-
fortunate girl lying on the floor, her face
turned upwards, and beside her the re-
valver.

It was at once seen that the ginl was
not dead, though ehe did not appear to
recognize either of the women. Dr. Mur-
ray MacLaren was immediately summoned,
but long ere he bad arrived the young life
was gone. On exami jon it was found
that the shot that so quickly ended her
life had taken effect in the girl's breast.

HOSPITAL FOR
CONSUMPTIVES

Ottawa Board of Health is
Considering This Important
Question.

]
(Ottawa Journal).

Owing to the Jarge mumber of deaths
due to' tuberculosis, Dr. Law, of Ottawa,|
recommends that the city take some ac-
tion toward arranging for treatment ' of
those affected by it without sending them
outside the city. The Anti-Tuberculosis
Aseocia’tion has obtained good results by
its work, and the medical health officer
thinks that by greater civic aid muech
could be done to lessen the mortality from
this disease. He points out that four
vears ago there were 115 deaths from scar-
let fever, whereas last year under the
efforts of the Isolation Hospital this num-
ber was reduced to five. He believes that
similar attention would have similar re-
sults in treating tubenculosis.

The association, he states treated 52
cases last year. Of these 12 are much im-
proved and seven cured. Ninebeen died,
but in each case death occurred shortly
after the case had been reported; and
when it was well advanced. Seventeen
cases were sent to the sanitarivm at Gra-
venhurst all with good results, and some
being cured entirely.

The doctor thinks that if the city would
give a little more help the association
might undertake to erect a thoepital for

OLD CANNON
FOR SQUARE

Relic of French Occupation to
Be Mounted in the Queen
Square by Historical Society.

An old French cannon was discovered
tecently in making an excavation in the
vicinity of Barrack square twenty feet
below the surface. The Historical Society
are now the custodians of the relic and if
a suitable carriage can be found it will
be mounted in Queen square, The ancient
gun 1s considerably rusted. It has the
Fleur-dedis in bold relief. \

The property on which the cannon was
found was at one time part of or adjoin-
ing the John Fisher shipyard. On this
account it was claimed by Mr. Fisher's
descendants. This was arranged and the
old gun was the undisputed property of
the government, possession being taken
by Col. A, J. Armstrong, military store-
keeper. % L
