" Advance of Discount Rate by Bank of England a
Move in the Great Game of Checkers---Effect

of Mr. Shaw’s Order.

(New York Herald, Monday)
. By unapimous consent, the great event
‘of the financial week was the action of
the governors of the Bank of England
.in unexpectedly advancing its minimum
_discount rate to six per cent, a rate
"which has ruled .only four times in more
.than twenty-five years. The assaciations
_connected. with such a high interest rate
haye been so unpleasant that, aside from
.the monetary conditions which prompted
the directors of the bank to advance the
rate, the sentimental effect was such as
to give rise to grave fears of impending
Jisasters; either politically or financially.
On this point, however, the bankers of
New York and London unamimously agree
+hat no such contingency-is foreshadowed
but that the action was prompted entire-
#ly by a desire of the Bank of
to strengthen its cash reserve account,
\ Under these conditions it is an inter-
esting subject to banking circles to dis-
cover what were the forces at work which
o depleted the English benk reserve to a
point much below that reached in Nov-
ember, 1899, when the Bank of England
last advenced its discount rate to six per
cent, At that time millions of pounds
had been spent in equipping and trans-
porting a large army and placing it in
South Africa. In the bank statement is-
sued the day the bank’s rate was advanc-
ed geven yeaTs ago the percentage of its
cash veserve to its liabilities was close
to.41 per cent. On'Thursday a week ago
the bank reserve had fallen to 35.45, and

jast Thursday its pencentage of reserve it

had visen to 37.70 per cent, .

Tt will be seen from these figures that
the bank was in a poorer comdition in
Qotober, 1906, than it was in November,
1899. In this condition of scanty reserves
it was facing a renewal of American de-
mands and very large requests from
Tgypt for gold to move the cotton cron.
The conditions, therefore, in the light of
past experience, were sufficient to cause
. the Bank of England to adopt all avail-
@ able expedients to maintain its tradition-

al limits of forty per cent in cash re-

®erves, :

. MOVES DELIBERATHLY.
It is said that the Bank of England—
w the old lady of Threadneedle street—acts
elowly and moves deliberately, and the
truth of this statement is mow boine out
when onc considers the steps whidh the
bank might have taken to offset the wwa-
derful advantage which Secretary Shaw
gave to American bankers when he or-
dered.that all banks importing gold could
hive cash advanced to them by the Treas-
ury, free of interest, during the period
the gold is in tramsit. The Treasary
plan to facilitate gold imports, 2as it is
now known in Wall Steeet, has changed

the exchange markets of the world.

To that ruling of Secretary Shaw can
be traced the beginnings of the money
conditions which finally forced the Bank
of England to checkmate the advantages
which the New York bankers had in the
free gold Ymarkets of the world.

“  THE DREDGING

The vindication of Director Cushing
goes on apace. After all the wild as-
sertions in centain quarters about the con-
dition of the berths at Sand Point, the
board of works has adopted a report
which endorses Director Cushing’s views
with respect to the dredging.

The above is a fair statement of the
case as it appears after dast night’s meet-
ing of the board of works.

Either this is true or the board of
works and its director are again at
fault.

Had they been
more positive in their knowledge and
their acts, the criticism of which some
of them mow complain would not have
been offered. It may be that their pre-
sent experience will bear good fruit.

The
News quotes this statement from the last
annual address of Dr. E. E. Kitchen, ex-
president of the provincial board of
health: “There were 2,231 cases reported
during 1905, with 2,050 deaths, while last
year there were 2,165 deaths, being 115
mgore than this year. The lessened death
rate even in Ontario, is q\lxite perceptible,
while Prussia’s death rate dropped from
31'in 1886 to 21 in 1900 in every 10,000.
This is attributed to the wide-spread
knowledge of the infectious character, the
provision of sanatoria for the working
class, and the early and systematic re-
port to sanatoria, which the Workingmen’s

" State Insurance Department encoufages
, ond assists.” .

THE SOCIAL PROBLEM

To better equip the weaker members of
society to earn their own living rather
than to give them charity was the key-
note of last might's meeting of the As-
sociated Charities. The speakers were on
sure ground. The work ought to begin in
the homes, but because in so many cases
it does mot, the responsibility falls upon
society at large, and it is not doing ite
full duty either in the schools or in the
helpful agencies that shoumld guard the
children and encourage and stimulate the
older ones who perhaps feel that they
are down and out in the struggle of life.
The Associated Charities is but a sort of
clearing house for similar instjtutions. _t
has no large funds to administer, and can
only act: for the most part in an advisory
capacity, in which, however, its services
are invaluable, The report of Mrs. Hall
shows that a vast amount of mecessary
work has been done, not only in reliev-
ing want but in detecting wilful attempte
to defraud, which is so great a detervent
of individual charitable effort in any
community, There must be system and
organization, for the giving of alms with-
out eny assurance that the receipient
really means to work when able, or when
work can be got, serves to break down
self-respect and encourage mendicancy.

While Mrs, Hall's statement that St.
John is genmerous to its suffering ones
is true of cases brought to the attention
of the charitable, it is meverthcless a fact
that society as a whole'is far too indif-
ferent and does not manifest sufficient
zeal in getting at the causes of poverty
and suffering and removing them.

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'CENTRAL RAILWAY
_ SHOULD SOON PAY

Report of the Commissioners
~ to the Government---Short-
age of Cars Caused Trouble

The following is the report in substance
of the commissioners of the New Bruns-
wick Coal and Railway Co. made to the
government in May last, and it is expect~
ed that the railway will soon be a paying
proposition:-

The commissioners report that mnot-
withstanding the difficulties experienced
within the past six monthe there is a
net profit of $1,202.15. They were greatly
disappointed with the May and June
earnings, and fix the responsibility solely
upon the I. C. R. for not being able to
supply them with coal cars to fulfil con-
tracts. The latter demanded twelve cars
per day and the I. C. R. could furnish
thardly three cams. Large quantities of
coal, however, were being mined, carried
by rail from Minto to Chipman and ship-
ped' by water to St. John and other
points. The railway meceived only the
benefit of a short haul, but the govern-
ment received the benefit of the royalties.

FORMALDEHYDE
IN MILK SERVED

Pullman Co. to be Prosecuted
for Violation of Pure Food
Law.

PITTSBURG, Pa., Oct. 23 —Information
will be filed before Alderman Groetsinger
of this city ‘tomorrow against the presi-
dent and other officials' of the Pullman
Palace Car Company of Chicago as the
first step toward a prosecution for viola-
tion of the pure food laws on the dining
cars run by that company in this state.
The information will be filed by James
W. Foust of Altoona, who is the west-
ern Pennsylvania inspector for the state
food and dairy commission. .

Mr. Foust said tonight that 111 samples
of foods served on the Pullman cars in
this state have been secured and that
all the samples of milk and cream had
contained formaldehyde. Specimens tak-
en fre the cars run by the railroad
companies, however, Mr, Foust said,
were found to be pure. .

Thirty-two charges will be filed against
the Pullman officials and an effort will
be made to obtain requisition papers that
the officials may be brought to this state
from Chicago for prosecution. Failing

CONGRESS AND
LABOR MATTERS

The Court Upholds Official
Who Discharged a Union
Man.

LOUISVILLE, Ky., Oct. 23—In the
United States district court today, Judge
Walter Evans made a ruling in favor of '
the defendant in the case/of the United
States versus J. M. Scott, e train des-
patcher for the Louisville & Nashville R.
R. Company.

Scott was on trial for alleged violation
of the Erdman Act. This act seeks to

\prevent interstate.carriers from keeping |

their employes out of labor umnions.
Judge Evans held that Section 10 of the
act is void, because it is not a regulation
of ‘commerce within the meaning of the
commerce clause of the constitution, and
therefore beyond the power of congress
to enact. The court sustained the de-
murrer to the indictment againgt Scott
and discharged him from custody. The
suit 'was brought in the lower court on
instructions from the attorney general of
the United States and an appeal was
taken. Scott had discharged an opera-
tor in the employ of the Louisville &
Nashville Railroad and the Railroad Te-
legraphers’ Union took the matter to the
courts.

MAY APPEAL TO
PRIVY COUNCIL

The Judgment in the Case of
the Northwest Elections Acts

REGINA, Sask., Oct. 923 —The full
court. met at three o'clock this afternoon
and handed down judgment in the con-
troverted  elections ondinance,- Albert
‘Alexander Strachan, petitioner and appel-
lant; and Hon. John H. Lamont, res-
pondent. Each of the five judges hand-
el down a separate opinion, three in fa-
vor of dismissal of the. appeal and two
dissenting from the majority decision.
Chief Justice Sifton 'and Justices Harvey
and Newlands rendered the majority ver-
dict, while Justices Wetmore and Scott
declared in favor of appeal.

The chief justice drew the conclusion
that the decision of Judge Prendergast
was a proper ome, and that Section 14
did not convey power to bring the con-
troverted elections act into force.

Sixteen election petitions depended on
the decision, out of a thouse of twenty-
five. It is stated that the . provincial
rights party will take the case to the
privy council, on the ground that if the
controverted elections act was not in force
neither was the elec&ion act, and no le-
gal clections had therefore been held.
