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Learning Patrons' Business 
Extends Sales Radius

Making the customer from the small 
or rural community feel at home in the 
city department store is not always the 
easiest task in the world. To the farmer 
and his wife or the dweller in some 
suburban village, accustomed to shopping 
in stores small enough to he taken in at 
a glance and where the merchant knows 
every customer by his first name, the city 
department store seems cold and imper- 

' sonal and merchandise not always easy to 
locate.

Tills problem of the rural custome$ 
is one of the many with which the 
trade extension department of the 
Duffy-Powers Company, of Rochester, 
N. Y, was organised to deal. The 
department has been in existence about 
six months and during that time has 
made very definite progress not only 
toward making the rural customer feel 
at home when shopping in the store, but 
also in putting a human touch into the 
mail-order business of the store, which 
|s handled through this department.

The moving spirit of the trade ex­
tension department is Charles E. 
Mench, a brother of John Mench, man­
aging director of the store. Probably 
it would be hard to find a better per­
sonality for the job he has undertaken 
than Mencb’s, for his work has given 
him an ideal background for his nêw 
post. Following an experience with 
some of the largest merchandising firms 
in the country, including Marshall! 
Reid & Co., Mench went to a little 
Ogiahoma town with a population of 
140 people, where for the last fifteen 
years he has conducted his own gen­
eral store. During that time the Okla­
homa town grew, of course, but fifteen 
years of merchandisipg in a small com­
munity where the personal equation is 
the determining factor is ideal training 
for building up trade among the rural 
customers oi a big department store.

It is Mench’s theory that the leport- 
ment store is entirely too impersonal in 
its dealings with its customers and 
especially the rural trade, which is ac­
customed to all sorts of persqnal atten­
tion from the small-town merchant. 
Further, the big-city store is apt to 
make buying an entirely tpo complicated 
matter for the out-of-town shopper, not 
realizing that the very atmosphere tf 
the department store is apt to prove 
confusing to the man or woman from 
the small town, who perhaps makes a 
shopping trip to the city only three cr 
four times a year. He believes that 
many sales are lost by department stores 
because the multiplicity of departments 
and counters is coirfusing to the out- 
of-town shopper.

Consequently Mr. Mench has placed 
his office on the balcony overlooking the 
first floor of the Duffy-Vowers store, 
where he commands a full view of all 
of the entrances and exits of the store. 
It is here that on Fridays and Saturdays, 
the big rural shopping days in this sec­
tion, Mr. Mench is usually to be found, 
ready to extend a cordial handshake and 
a hearty word of direction wherever 
needed. And it is often needed, Mr. 
Mench declares.

OLD RELIABLEPLANT LICE ON TAMATOES.

(Bangor Commercial.)
Pink and green aphids or plant lice are 

appearing in many potato fields and may 
destroy large areas if not checked by un­
favorable weather condition^ or through 
spraying. ....

This pest may be any one of four dis­
tinct forms: Green winged, green wing­
less, pink winged, and pink wingless, de­
scribed in Bulletin 817 of the Ohio Ex­
periment Station.

These insects appear on the underside 
of the leaves and on- the growing tips of 
the plants and, like other sucking insects, 

killed by a contact spray, according 
to this bulletin.

The spray recommended Is nicotine 
sulphate, 1% teaspoonfuls of each gallon 
of water with enough common soap add­
ed to make a strong suds. The spray 
nozzles must be so arranged as to cover 
the underside of the cleaves witli the 
poison. /

Prompt and thorough spraying is 
recommended, as these pests multiply 
with great rapidity.

Bordeaux mixture may be added to 
the spray for the control of disease.

ASK. MARRIAGE REFORM

Dr. Hochfelder Would Make Hysband- 
to-Be Prose He Could Support a Wife.

New York, July 14—A bill providing 
that a fan who contemplates marriage 
shall be required to establish his 
economic Independence and mental ca­
pacity Is concluded In the legislative pro­
gramme on the basis of which Dr. Anna 
W. Hochfelder, attorney, Is seeking the

the emergency of the death of her hus­
band, she will be able to provide for 
herself and her children.

“Dr. Hochfelder would also have ap­
plicants certified as free from mental 
disorders and that neither the woman 
nor the man Is moron or feeble-minded, 
and is free from any contagious or he­
reditary disease.

“Dr. Hochfelder believes the man 
Should also be made to show that he is 
able to provide properly for himself and 
Ms wife, and that for at least three 
months prim1 to the application for 
license he has been engaged in gainful 
and lawful employment.”

HANDICAPPED GIRLS.

Miss Miner Tells Why Many of Them 
Go Wrong.

It is their low power mentality, the 
unfortunate conditions under which they 
were reared as well as the low wages 
which they, in some cases, receive which 
send girls on the downward path, ac­
cording to Miss Maude Miner, secretary 
of the New York Probation and Protec­
tive Association, in considering the cases 
of 889 girls who have come under the 
association care during the last year.

The report of the association just 
issued tells that of 386 girls who were 
working when they came under its 
supervision, 283 received less than $16 
per week, fifty-seven received between 
$12 and $14, thirty-one between $10 and 
$12, twenty-four between $8 and $10, and 
nineteen received less than $8. How­
ever, twelve girls received more than $30 | 
per week, an($ 111 received between $16 1 
and $30. |

"This shows,” says Miss Miner, “that 
other elements enter into the question of 
a girl’s morality—her mentality, for ex­
ample. Of 539 girls examined at the 
mental clinic of the association seventy- 
seven per cent, were below normal intel­
ligence; twenty-threé per cent, were of 
dull normal intelligence, and thirteen 
per cent, were on the border line of in­
telligence. The remainder were afflicted 
with some form of mental depression or 
disease.

“Apparently the ages of sixteen and 
seventeen are the most perilous for girls 
—265 of the total number of girls exam­
ined being of these ages, although a total 
of 298, or fifty-five per cent., were under 
seventeen; 476 were single; forty-one 
married, fifteen separated from their hus­
bands, ÿx were widowed and two 
divorced.

“Environment has much to do with 
their condition, sixty-five per cent, living 
in what were regarded as unfavorable 
conditions; forty-six per cent, inherited 
abnormal traits, according to examining 
physicians; the parents of fifty-five per 
cent, were foreign born, although seven­
ty-nine per cent, of the girls themselves 
were born in the United States.

“The influence of institutional life 
was marked, 180 of the girls having lived 
in homes of various kinds; eighty-nine in 
child-caring institutions; sixty-nine in 
reformatories, seven ip custodial institu­
tions, nine in maternity homes, and six 
in hospitals for the insane.

“Of the 539 girls examined, 189 ran 
away from the home, 106 were guilty of 
some sexual offence, eighty-gix were 
brought to the association because of 
their mental and physical condition; 
thirty-seven because of incorrigibility; 
thirty-seven because of waywardness; 
twenty-five because they were school 
‘problems’; eighteen for vagrancy and 
fifteen for larceny.

Dr. H. L. Abramson said that he per­
formed a post mortem on the body. He 
described the injuries sustained over the 
eye. He said that there were three lacer­
ations on the back of the head and more 
on the right side of the head. The skull 
showed that tremendous force must have 
been applied to it as it was crushed like 
an egg shell. He said that there was no 
odor of liquor from his mouth.

Tile doctor estimated that at least 
three hard blows were struck. He 
believed that a heavy blow with a fist 
might have produced the injury to the 
eye. The injuries in the front could 
have been caused by his head hitting 
something as he fell. He considered that 
the wounds on the back of the head had 
been caused by a heavy blunt weapon. 
He added that he did not think that an 
empty bottle could have fractured the 
victim’s skull. A full bottle might have 
caused the wounds. He said the blows 
had been struck from almost directly 
behind the victim.

The doctor said that death was caused 
by fracture of the skull and hemorrhages. 
It was his opinion that the first blow 
had rendered Trifts incapacitated and 
unable to turn around. The witness said 
that the man was killed approximately 
eight hours before his examination at 
12 o’clock on Thursday morning last. 
In reply to a question, the witness said 
that the victim must have died very 
quickly.
Robert Crawford.

Robert Crawford said that he went 
along Douglas avenue about ff.30 o’clock 
on last Thursday morning. A man in­
formed him that a person had been mur­
dered there. He stopped near the scene 
and «aw Trifts lying on his side with 
his right hand on the steering wheel 
and his feet on tile brakes. Trifts’ coat 
was open. The? witness entered the car 
to see if any evidence could be found. 
He said that there was an impression 
of a track inside the car on the mat. 
He also picked up a piece of glass on 
the floor from the broken electric light.

BRITAIN FAVORS U. S. OIL.

Churchill Says Mesopotamian Exploita­
tion is Held Up*

London, July 14—Again explaining an*» 
defending the government’s policy in 
Mesopotamia before the House of Com­
mons, Winston Churchill, the Colonial 
Secretary, said concerning the oil ques­
tion that the government was not com­
pletely master of the position, because 
there were certain rights which had not 
been recognized by the United States, 
and the government was not proceeding 
in any brusk, inconsiderate or domi­
neering way in dealing with this matter. 
On the contrary, it was making the ut­
most efforts to arrive at an amicable 
agreement with the United States upon 
the interpretation to be placed on pre­
war concessions given in Mesopotamia 
and Palestine.

“In the meantime,” he added, “we are 
not proceeding with development of these 
oil fields because we do not desire to give 
the appearance of greedy exploitation of 
properties about which other great and 
friendly powers manifest lively concern.

Washington, July 14—Taking care of 
disabled veterans of the World War and 
fitting them for useful vocations is a 
huge task, according to the Veteran’s 
Bureau, publishing accounts of the num­
ber of men undergoing vocational train­
ing. Up to May 1 the bureau’s figures 
show a total of 601,515 veterans had ap­
plied for vocational training, of which 
number 812,930 applications had been ap­
proved.

In addition to the 30,000 factories and 
industrial organizations which are afford­
ing placement training to 86,704 veterans 
there are 8,228 institutions engaged in 
the work or remaking men who were 
disabled or partially disabled. Of this

Mauro of 145 Woodbridge avenue and 
Joseph Voce of 6 Woodbridge avenue, 
both of Highland Park, near here, were 
shot and killed a little after midnight, 
following a birthday party held at 
Mauro’s home.

The party had started early in the 
afternoon and police said the score of 
neighbors who attended had been drink­
ing hevily up to the time of the shooting. 
While the neighbors were leaving for 
their homes three shots were heard and 
Mauro came running out into the street, 
and three more shots were heard from 
the opposite direction. These last three 
shots struck Mauro in the head. He was- 
dead when carried Into his home.

He 
had been shot through the jaw and neck 
and was dead when found.

In order to 
get a high grade seed plot it Is necessary 
to plant it at least 2,000 feet away from 
any other potato field, preferably on sod 
ground but in any case on ground that 
has not been planted with potatoes the 
previous year.
