Montreal, Nov. 2—Sixteen persons are 

believed to have been drowned when the 
“Cecilia,” a steamer plying between Mont­
real and Valleyfield was wrecked during 
yesterday’s hurricane and went to the 
bottom off Ile Perrot in Lafc» St. lands.

Detail» of the catastrophe ascertainable 
this morning were very meagre, but it ii 
believed that of twenty on board, only 
four were aaçed. Captain Louie Leduc 
waa among the drowned. The four men, 
who escaped saved their lives coly by 
clinging for four hours to a frail con­
structed raft, in the buffeting of tremend- 
ous waves. Two of them were finally 
blown ashore at Chateauguay, being 
blown on the beach utterly exhausted by 
their long struggle.

The survivors are Lionel Leduc, son of 
the captain, M. Gosselin of Cascades, E. 
H. Baillargeon of Cedres, and Felix Cous­
ineau of St. Clet.

The Cecilia was a new steamer built 
only last year. Her tonnage was 115. She 
was on the way to Vallejfield, having left 
the Lachine canal about one o’clock in the 
afternoon. Several women and children 
were among the passengers on the ill-fated 
vessel.

The steamer itself was a complete loss. 
This morning sections of the debris had 
drifted ashore along the borders of the 
lake, destroying all hope for the safety of 
the remainder of the crew and paesengére.

With the wind at a velocity close to 
sixty miles an hour, the little boat could 
make no headway. Her captain tried to 
turn tail and run before the gale, but 
this proved fruitless. As she swung the 
wind slammed her over. It was impossible 
to man a boat in the face of the wind, 
in fact there was no time, the tragedy 
coming with such appalling

Mr. Ballargeon said: “We knew that 
the boat was drifting though in the dark­
ness we could not see where we were go­
ing. We crashed into a sharp rock, which 
seemed to open the vessel like a sardine 
opener. There was a mighty crash, a split­
ting of wood and the women began to 
scream. The wind lashed the water over 
the «inking decks, and washed everybody 
into the water. The boat in halves in one 
moment, had literally fallen into little 
pieces in the next. I grabbed a plank 
and clung to it until I was picked up.”

Mr. Cousineau said:—“I never thought 
to look for a life preserver as a second af­
ter the crash came I was in the water. I 
saw one heroic action. A woman had a 
child in her arms and was trying to bal­
ance it on a plank. The stream waa run­
ning very swiftly at the time and swept 
them away. I hear that no women were 
saved, so I presume that her action was 
unavailing after all.”

Port Hope, Ont. Nov. 2—Late last 
night the steam barge Juneau, with the 
barge “Locke” in tow sprang aleak when 
half way between Port Hope and Coburg. 
The Locke was cut adrift and the Juneau 
put back to Coburg, where she sank at 
the pier. The anchor on thALocke failed 
to hold and the barge sank near Gull 
Light, east of Port Hope. The crew of 
three men and one woman took to the 
life boat and reached Port Hope after a 
perilous trip.

The Locke will he a total loss but the 
Juneau will be raised.

At the annual meeting of the Children’s 

Aid Society of Ottawa President W. L.

He believed they should be 
brought to court and ordered to pay so 
much per week toward the upkeep of the 
family and failing that to be sent to jail. 
This system works out well in Washing­
ton. In Canada at present the wife desert­
er has only to go to another province to 
escape arrest. At the same meeting in 
Ottawa the secretary’s report deplored the 
fact that there were not more supervised 
playgrounds, and expressed a belief that 
many offences before the juvenile court 
would never have, occurred had there been 
properly supervised playgrounds. The so­

Several months ago, in these columns 
it was pointed out that the existence of 
the white slave traffic in Canada was be­
ing inquired into on this side, and, al­
though at that time evidence had not been 
gathered, sufficient information had been 
received to justify the question being 
placed before the authorities. Since that 
time several commissioners have been des­
patched to Canada to conduct inquiries, 
and, as a result of the information gain­
ed during their visit, the conclusion was 
formed that this traffic existed, and in 
such dimensions as to warrant prompt 
remedial measures.

Just before be left for Canada, Mr. 
l^orden, was spoken to about it and was 
sufficiently impressed with the represen­
tations made to him that he requested a 
confidential statement to be prepared for 
his consideration.

Serious attention has been drawn this 
week to the sex problem in Canada. Un­
der the heading “Canada’s Dangers,” a 
correspondent of a Manchester paper now 
in the dominion writes that people in 
England have no conception of the dan­
gers that await English girls and women 
who emigrate to Canada. “They move 
about from town to town, spending as 
they earn, and gradually drift ‘out west/ 
where to many life resolves itself into a 
thing of unimaginable horrors.’’ The 
writer cites many instances of girls who 
have landed in Canada full of bright 
hopes and joyous expectations, who but 
a few months later have been submerged 
in the ever-increasing ranks of the under­
world.

New Pictures of the Kings Whe Are Controlling the Destinies of Five Nations Now Fighting Turkey

Athene, Nov. 1—Accounts are published 
here of a massacre of Greeks by Turks 
in the town of Servis, just across the 
Greek frontier m Turkey. They say that 
fleeing Turkish troops in passing through 
the village of Melassa ordered the Greek 
inhabitants to follow them on peril of be­
ing massacred by Turkish cavalry.

On refusing, fifty-two of the Greeks were 
made prisoners and taken to Servis and 
lodged in the jail, in which were seventy- 
three others of their companions. Later 
the governor of the prison told the Greeks 
they were free, and ordered them to leave 
the building. On emerging, the Greeks 
were surrounded by soldiers and an arm­
ed mob, who began to massacre them. 
Only four of the Greeks escaped with 
their lives. When the massacre was over 
a soldier cut off the noses and hands of 
the dead men. Despatches from Arta say 
that Turkish atrocities in Albania are con­
tinuing, and that the inhabitants of 
Epireus are fleeing to Arta and the moun­
tains.

The Turkish forces were reported not 
merely to have been holding their own 
but to have effected an important advance 
which whp threatening the Bulgarian rear. 
If this Turkish column joins hands with 
the garrison at Adrianople the Bulgarian 
army will be practically surrounded and 
its position very desperate.
