MAKE BIG TIME -
FOR MISS MONTREAL.

Now recovered from a touch of the
grippe at the beginning of the week
Miss Montreal will join her fellow
candidates in the Miss Canada contest
tonight at the “Fete Pe Nuit” on
Mount Royal with a demonstration by
local supporters. In a sleigh drawn by
six horses she will be taken to the fete
at the Park Slide on the mountain.
Members of the Montreal Snowshoe
Club to the number of 1,500 will escort
Montreal’s candidate. From this num-
ber four independent guards of fifty
men each will be formed. Fifty buglers
will herald the procession, lighted
torches will be carried by the snow-
shoers, and amid music, shouts and the
usual snowshoe stunts Miss Montreal
will be driven to the Park Slide. At
8.30 tonight the procession will leave
La Press Biilding, corner of St
Lawrence and St. James streets. La
Press being the nominator of Miss

Gabrielle Rivet, who won the Miss|8T

Montreal title. The parade will pass
up St. Lawrence street turn west in
St. Catherine street and proceed up
Guy street to the Park Slide.
Fireworks will rage for nearly an
hour, and an immense honfire will
shoot 'sparks and blage into the air.
Two hundred barrels have been com-
missioned for: awhonfire, and efforts

The
barrels will be filled with brushwood |
and other like material, and are to be
saturabed with coal oil. The pile is to
be located on the flat open space in
front of the park slide, and the fire

Chinese lanterns will decor-
ate and illaminate the slide, and
tobogganing and other sports will con-
tinue during the programme.

A son
was born last evening to Princess Mary
the wife of Viscount Lascelles. The
little prince has already made some-
thing of a stir. All the morning news-
papers “made over” to announce his
arrival in the largest type they pos-
sessed. Pictures of ‘all the family are
printed, together with the minute de-
tails of the life history of the baby’s
parents and their parents. One newss
paper devétes much space to a gen-
eaological tree showing the. descent of
the prince on both sides of the family
from King Henry VII. The King and
Queen are being showered  with con-
gratulations upon the arrival of their
first grandchild, and as much excité&-
ment is being shown as was caused by
Princess Mary’s marriage a little less
than a year ago.

The newspapers, however, know their
public, and it may be said safely that
for one person today who reads about
the Ruhr and‘the U. S. debt, 100 will
read every inch of space devoted to
the infant.

IRREGULAR BANDS

The Turkish and Bulgarian popula-
tion of Thrace is reported on the move
toward the Bulgarian frontier.

The concentration of the Greek troops
in Western Thrace is said to have been
completed. The Greek military author-
ities are reported to have punished 200
Greek officers for laxness in discipline.
Much uneasiness exists among the
Bulggtien public over the possible con-
sequences of the cessation of the peace
negotiations at Lausanne.

PRIZE MONEY
FOR CANADIAN
NAVAL MEN

Ottawa, Feb. 9.°-(Canadian Press).
—The' Canadian naval authorities are
distributing more than $400,000 in prize
money growing out of the seizures
made by the navy during the war.
There are 5,070 officers and men who
served in the Royal Canadian Navy
and ‘auxiliary eervices during the war
who are entitled to naval prize money.
The first payment, totalling $157,800
has been nearly completed and the sec-
ond payment of $258,600 is well under
way.

In order to receive payments out of
the prize fund at the full rate Royal
Canadian naval officers and men are
required to have performed sea ser-
vice for not. less than thirty months
between August 4, 1914 and November
11, 1918. For lesser periods of service,
the payment is proportionate to the
number of months served, one month
being the minimum required.

LUDENDORFF ON

Says Whole of Europe is
Bound tgZufer from
Effects

Vienna, Feb. 8—The German Gen-
eral Ludendorff, who, on his way to
Vienna, was assaulted by workmen at
Klagenfurst and not permitted té de-
liver an address, discusses the situation
in the Ruhr in an interview published
by the Wiener Allegemelne Zeitung.

“It is a mistake,” he said, “to think
that these events in the Ruhr are a
purely German affair, the. whole of
Europe is bound to suffer from their
effects, I have no connection with the
Berlin Government and . consequently
am not able to judge If the persistent
reports of a Russo-German accord .are
true. I only know that such a combin-
ation would be a great misfortune for
Europe.

“The present political and military
situation in Europe leads me to fear
that an armed conflict would furnish
the Russians with an opportunity to
intervene, no matter where it broke
out, which would amount to an in-
vasion of Furope by Bolshevist hordes.

“The French advance into Germany
was guided by two motives, one poli-
tical and the other industrial. The
political consists in this,—France with
a population of 80,000,000 cannot dom-
inate 60,000,000 Germans, it is then to
her interest to seize German mines and
industries in order to benefit her-own
industries. When France is in posses-
sion of German coal and steel she can
fortify the coasts and create a fleet,
end thus end England’s role on the
continent.

“This plan also has an important
bearing on the life of other states, no-
table Holland. How can Holland con-
tinue to exist completely encircled by
France, and iBelgium?”

SAYS HE'S PROVED
THAT THE ATOM IS
UNIT OF CONSTRUCTION

Seattle, Feb. 8—Dr. J. S. Plaskett,
astronomer in charge of the Dominion
Observatory near Victoria, B. C., an-
nounced here today that he proved that |
the atom is the unit of construction
throughout the universe.

AFTER LAUSANNE—ST. JOHN.

The Provincial Conservative Conven-
tion to be held in this city on.Tuesday,
February 20, 1928, has taken on the
importance of a great and epoch-mak-
ing event. It is so regarded in the
County of Carleton, whence emerged
some years ago those history making
statesmen, Hon. J. Kidd Flemming and
Hon. B, Frank Smith. Like Cincin-
natus they have since returned to the
humble but noble toil of the field and
the forest, where potatoes- grow and
spruce trees flourish,—but who knows?
The cry of a troubled world may yet
reach the peaceful regions of their soli-
tude. .

We are indebted to the Woodstock
Press for the proper perspective in
turning our thoughts to the coming
Convention, The Lausanne Conference
filled’ the stage for & season, but it was
réther dull and unimportant, Greater
results are anticipated when the coborts
of Palmer Pasha and Richards Bey are
in_cahoots in the Loyalist City. Al
perty friends, both men end women, are
expected to fnake a special effort to be
present. The purpose of the Conven-
tion is clearly stated by the Press. “The
world,” it says, “is seething with un-
rest” Not merely the tory party in
New Brunswick, but ‘the world is torn
with dissensions. It needs the leader-
ship that has mede the Provincial Op-
position the envy and the despair of
political parties from here to Nova
Zembla and beyond.

What is the first step? Upset the
Veniot Government, of course. “Euro-
pean governments,” we are told, “have
gone down like nine-pins when the peo-
pié had an opportunity to get at them.”
“Up, guards, and at them["—as it were.
Again we read:—“Never before since
the present Government came into pow-
er, has there been a brighter prospect
for its overthrow than at the present
time.” -

Once more—why? Hearken:—

“One of the principal causes of dis-
content is the unhampered operations
of combines. The process of making
the people pay exhorbitant prices for
Inferior service will continue so long as
the public allow any supine govern-
ment to exist. The robbers have enter-
ed every household in the land and stol-
en heat and comfort, food and health,
and ease of mind, and the natural lead-
ers have not uttered a cry or even a
word of protest. Yet the trust is an
outlaw, a criminal organization, for
which no law and no jail has yet been
discovered. It has mo more right to
function in a civilized community than
a band of pirates.”

While the Press adds the remark that
“The Dominion Government must stand
the blame for this state of affairs,” it
must be clear to any unbiased person
that Mr. Veniot ought to be beheaded.
There is also the dog-tax. Itisa dead
Jetter. How can the Government ex-
pect approval when it pays no atten-
tion whatever to the dog-tax? Also
“the Municipal Councils are in open re-
bellion.” The press does not suggest
it, but what would result if they de-
cided to establish Soviets all over the
-province and hurl defiance at the Legis-
lature and its laws? In addition to the
dangers and the evils enumerated there
arc “many others that could be men-
tioned.” Hence the supreme import-
ance of the St. John Convention. Cur-
gon may not be here, nor Ismet, nor
Bomphrd, nor Di Garroni, nor Tchit-
cherin, nor Child, nor Bristol; but, take
it from the Woodstock Press, this will
b: a more tranquil and a better world
after the great conference is held.

ABRADOR GOLD
RUSH TO BEGIN
AS THAW COMES

Prospectors Strain at Leash
as Arctic Winter Locks
Rich Placer Fields in Land
Hailed as Eldorado.

(New York Tribune)

A wild scramble of Americans, Can-
adians and Australians to find gold in
the undeveloped and hitherto uninter-
esting wastes of southern Labrador is
certain to take place next:May and
will be comparable to the historic
scramble in the Klondike years ago, ac-
cording fo William H. Taylor, of New-
foundland, who told a Tribune repor-
ter yesterday at the Comfnodore that
already more than 2,000 mining loca-
tions of 320 acres each had been al-
lotted by the Government of New-
foundland to enthusiastic prospectors
who are being held back from this |
latest Fldorado only by the rigors of
a Labrador winter.

Already the anticipated boom has
led to speculation in claims, said Mr.
Taylor. Large companies have been
been formed either actually to work
claims where gold is believed to be
awaiting the prospector, or else to sell
claims at enormous profits to indivi-
duals. One company, says Mr. Taylor,
has been organized in Montreal which
expects to sell rights to work the hun-
dreds of claims it has acquiredy in
quarter-acre lots, at $1,000 each—a pro-
fit of $1,280,000 on each claim, provid-
ing the rush comes.

One American individual possesses
the rights to 800 claims, holding them,
however, as an investment rather than
with the intention of doing any actual
prospecting himself.

Award of Claims a Lottery.

Whether or not gold will be found
on any one location is quite naturally
Jargely dependent upon chance. A cer-
tificate, signed by the Minister of
Agriculture and Mines of Newfound-
land, granting the holder the right to
work a stated claim for one-year from
last October is issued for $10, plus
$3.50, to cover the cost of a small map
showing the location of the 320-acre
claim. A person who wants a certain
claim cannot get it; he must take what
he can get and, much as in a lottery,
pray that he has drawn a lucky num-
ber. He can have no idea of the de-
| girability of the claim; it may prove
utterly worthless or it may happen to
yield him gigantic wealth.

Gold
was found in varying quanptity through-
out the entire region.i .

That was last antumn, Since then,
says Mr. Taylor, the Newiounmand
Government has beenn busy allotting
mining locations to prospectors, while
the’ prospectors have been equally busy
disposing of their acquisition to others
at a profit. Meanwhile, Newfoundland
and Labrador are awaiting a prosper-
ous and interesting summer.

POSON LIQUR
CAUSES DEATHS

Four Die in One Day from
Bad Booze — Three Wo-
men Among Victims.

New York, Feb. 8—Three deaths
here are definitely attributed to pois-
onous liquor and a fourth is thought
to have been due to the same cause.
A fifth person is in Harlem Hospital
suffering from the effects of a drink
he had from the bottle from which
one of the victims drank.

Two women died on the lower west
side in the same neighborhood. The
victims are Mrs, Nellie Maloney, 60
years old, a widow, who lived at 450
West. Thirty-first Street, and died at
the home of a friend, Mrs, Mary Sin-
nott, 450 West Twenty-ninth Street,
and Mrs. Margaret McDonough, 46
years old, who died at her home, 458
Eleventh Avenue.

The bodies of both victims were tak-
en to Bellevue Hospital, where autop-
sies will be performed to determine the
exact cause of death. Mrs. Maloney
had spent the day with her friend,
Mrs. Sinnott, but about 5 o’clock she
went out and returned with a bottle
of fluid that smelled very much like
ether. Mrs. Sinnott declined an invita-
tion to sample it, but Mrs. Maloney is
said to have taken several drinks. An
hour later she was found dead by Mrs.
Sinnott’s son John. Dr. McGowan an-
swered the ambulance call from the
New York Hospital. He also had pro-
nounced Mrs. McDonough dead from
poisonous liquor,

Hugh McDonough, according to the
police, said that his wife went out late
in the afternoon and told him she had
drunk something that smelled rather
peculiar but which had passed for
whisky. She went to bed and half an
hour later he realized that she was
dying and called for medical aid.

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| FIFTEEN MINUTES
OF RADIO EACH DAY

Formerly Technical Electrical Expert For U. S.

COMBINED RADIO-FREQUENCY AMPLIFICATION AND REGEN-
ERATION.

When a receiving station is located within a comparatively short distance
of a transmitting station, the radiated signals are usually of suffinient
strength to properly actuate the vacuum tube detector. If increased strength
of signal at an audible frequency is desired, the incoming wave after being
detected may have its enérgy built upby the addition of one or two stages
of audio-frequency amplification, to the detector.

r& on the other hand, the receiving station is so remote from the source
of ated signals that the feeble impulses do not possess sufficient energy
to eause the detector tube to function, it is necessary to build up the weak
signals through several stages of rado-frequency amplification, or in other
words, to increase the intensity of the signal at its original frequency. In
this manner the signals are given an increased strength sufficient to produce
rectification in the detector tube. !

Radio-frequency amplification has other advantages; it permits the use
of small liop antennae and also reduces interference by amplifying only such
signals as are of radio-frequency, that is, of a frequency above audibility.
It is also particularly adapted to the reception’ of broadcasted music or
speech, as it has a tendency toward eliminating the distortion which occurs
when several stages of audio-frequency amplification are employed.
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A very satisfactory -arrangement for the reception of short wave lengths
is obtained, as shown in the accompanying diagram, by combining two
stages of radio-frequency with a standard form of regenerative circuit em-
ploying the “tickler coil” as a means of feeding back a portion of the plate
circuit emergy to the grid circuit. In the simple form of regenerative cir-
cuit, proper adjustment of the coupling between the “tickler coil” and the
secondary coil causes the oscillation to be built up to a.strength greatly in
#xcess of that which would be obtained without regeneration. If, however,
the coupling is Increaséd, until the' electrical resistance is “balanced out,” by
the plate circuit energy, until this resistance approaches zero, the tube will
burst into oscillation, in which case it acts simultaneously as a local oscil-
lator and as a regemeratively amplifying dectector. Under these conditions
the antenna radiates energy which is undesirable in a radio receiver.

By combining the regenerative circuit, as shown, with two stages of
radio-frequency amplification, local oscillations are prevented from passinfi
through; the radio-frequency amplifier, and consequently are not radiated
froim_ the antenna circuit. ’ :

In the accompanying diagram the variable antenna series condenser (©)
has a maximum capacity of .0006 micofarads and the tuning coil (L) may
be of the single coil type, either tapped and provided with “tens” and
“units” switches or with a sliding contact. The fillament of “A” battery is
of the six-volt storage type, having a capacity of eighty ampere-hours or
greater. The plate or “B” batter{ consists of standard 22.5-volt units and
has an eighteen-volt tap for the plate circuit of the detector tube and addi-
tional units which supply for forty to sixty volts, so that a maximum
potential of approximately eighty volts may be impressed upon the plate cir-
cuit of the amplifier tubes. The potentiometers (R-1) and (R-2) have a re-
sistance of 200 to 800 ohms and are provided with adjustable contacts. (R-
1) is utilized as a “stabilizer” for impressing the proper grid bias upon the
grids of the amplifier tubes, while (R-2) is employed to obtain the correct
plate potential for the detector tube. The addition of the two .006 micro-
farad condensers gives increased efficiency of radio-frequency amplification.

" In the regenerativé circuit the primary is connected in the plate circuit
of the second amplifier tube and is shunted by the variable tuning conden-
ser (C-1) which has a eapacity of .0001 to .005 microfarads. The variable
tuning condenser (C-2) has the same capacoty while the gride condenser (C-
3) has a capacity, either fixed or variable, of .00025 microfarads. The grid
leak (R-8) has a resistance of .5 to 2 snegohms and is shunted about the
grid condenser. Telephone condenser (C-4) has a capacity of .0025 micro-

NO CONSECRATION
OF BISHOP THERE

Official Says a Public Cere-
mony Prohibited by Law
in Mexico.

Mexico City, Feb. 8.—(Associated
Press).—The consecration of Mgr. Jose
Manriques Zarati as Bishop of Huejctla
which was to have taken place at
Cerro del Cubilete, where ceremonies
recently held culminated in the expul-
sion from the country of Mgr. Filippi,
the Papal delegate, was forbidden on
Baturday by Gilberto Valensuela, sub-
Secretary of the Interior, in instruc-
tions forwarded to Governor Antonlo
Madrazo of Cuanajuato, according to
El Universal and El Democrats.

Senor Valenzuela cited lengthy sec-
tions of the ronstitution prohibiting
such public ceremonies smf the con-
struction of religious edifices, He re-
iterated that the Government did not
wish to appear prejudiced against
Catholics, but that it must act in ac-
cordance with the Federal laws.

El Heraldo, which is recognized as
the Government organ, announces that
legal proceedh:f against members of
the Catholic clergy for participating
in the peremonies which led to the en-
pulsion; of Mgr- Filippi have been
dropped, “the investigation proving
tkat certain civilians, and not prelates,
provoked the conflict between the pre-
lates and the Federal authorities.”

The newspaper adds that it now ap-
pears “that high Catholic prelates in
Mexico are almost unanimously in ac-
cord on the expulsion of Mgr. Filippi,
since the subilete ceremonies were con-
ceived, presided over and made pos-
siﬁ)le’ by the apostolic delegate person-

$1,600,000 TERMINAL

Plant at South Portland Calls for 27
Mifes of Trackage. -.

Portland, Me., Feb. 8—An adjourned
session of a hearing before the public
utilities commission on the petition of
the Portland Terminal Company to
take over land in South Portland for
the building of a $1,600,000 freight ter-
minal has been concluded. Attorneys
for the road and for protesting land
owners were given 10 days in which to
file briefs.

POLICE. HOLDING
$20000000 OF
SEIZED LIQUORS

Enright Would Amend the
Law So it Might Go to
Hospitals— Admits Some
Policemen May take Hush
Money.

New York, Feb, 8—Police Commis-
sioner Enright has revealed that he is
holding $20,000,000 worth. of seized
liquors, 30 per cent. of which is choice
brands of whiskies, brandies, wines and
cordials. He said that under the law
he was permitted neither to sell this
liquor nor to give it away, and it was
becoming a burden to him and the de-
partment.

The commissioner said he had asked
Deputy Commissioner John A." Leach
to draw up an amendment to the Mul-
lan-Gage law that would permit him to
give good liquor away to municipal in-
stitutions, including the hospitals which
have a right to purchase liquor on the
market,

“The contraband liquor, which is
growing daily,” said the commissioner,
“has already cos
enormous abount of hauling, storing
and guarding. When the law first went
into effect we made about 100 arrests
a day. Now they number about sixty,
and liquor is taken with each arrest.”

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" 'WHAT'S DOING IN THE MONEY
AND STOCK MARKETS TODAY

 [MPROVEMENT IN
UNITED STATES

Leading Bankers in Different
Sections of the Country are
in Agreement on Trade
Situatior. !

(Boston Herald, Saturday.)

Each week brings with it fresh indi-
‘cations of the improvement in Ameri-
can business. Progress during Janu-
ary, in spite of the fact that this is
normally a month subject to seasonal
restrictions in trade, was greater than
at any time since the industrial tide be-
gan -to flow in. It has been years since
leading bankers have been so unani-
mous in their prediction of an area of
better things. The Feb. 1 reviews is-
sued by leading banking institutions
all strike an extremel, optimistic note.

The outstanding development of the
last week in the realms of international
trade was the acceptance by the Brit-
ish government of the American pro-
posal for funding the war debt. While
perhaps not an immediate factor in its
results on trade, the settlement of the
balances due us from Great Britain on
a business basis must result in incal-
culable benefits over a period of time.
Pven admitting that olr national legis-
lators have sunk to-a low level in eco-
nomic perspicacity, it 4s conceivable
that congress will do otherwise than
speedily ratify the plan agreed upon by |
representatives of the British Govern-
ment and our treasury department.

The testimony of the sustained bet-
terment in trade is of such a character
that it must be believed. Gov. Hard-
ing of the Federal Reserve Bank of
Boston, and until recently head of the
federal reserve system, says:

“Business is better and banking con-
ditions are far better. The federal re-
serve banks are very, very strong.
There is no great unemployment in the
country, and there is a steady demand
for goods. Production and consump-
tion are getting normal. The only
danger is a repetition of 1919. We
should avoid extremes. We should try
to make production and consumption
normal. But such a repetition is un-
likely because of the nation-wide real-
ization of the dangers of extremes.”

The National City Bank, the biggest
bank in the Unitgd States, in its Feb.
1 review, says:

“The trend of business in the first
month of 1923 has been very satisfac-
tory. There is no slackening of indus-
try and all domestic conditions give
promise for a good year. Industry is
about as active as it ever was known
to be, or can be, with the present labor
supply.”

From the middle west we have the
testimony of. the .National City Bank
of Chicago, which says:—

“Buginess im the middle West is
good, with heavy buying of steel as the
jactor of chief importance. The trade
situation throughout the entire country
discloses large gains for 1922, and
while activity is not evenly dis-
tributed, the undertone is good, and the
public is for the most part convinced
that more prosperous times are in store.
Improved conditions of business to-
gether with the maintenance of the iip-

ward movement of commodity prices:

has lead authorities to predict a fygth-
er increase in commodity prices during
the first half of 1923. Some go even
further and predict that the upward
movement will continue through the
second half of the year and sustained
progress in various lines during the
next eleven months.”

This week has seen the first direct
effect on American business of the
French invasion of the Ruhr. Ameri-
can steel manufacturers have been
flooded with inquiries for export. The
steel mills, however, are having diffl-
culty producing enough to take care of
their domestic orders, and are in no
position to entertain’ demands from
abroad. The steel industry contintes
to operate at between 80 and 85 per
cent. of capacity, on the average, with
individual units doing slightly better.
It is generally believed that with pres-
ent transportation difficulties and unti
the immigration law is amended so that
a greater supply of labor is available
this rate of output resents the ap-

proximate limit for the steel compan- |

jes. Prices of steel continue to show
a disposition to advance.

While loadings of revenue freight cars
recorded a slight falling off this week
compared with the previous week, they
are running far in excess of the figures
of previous years at this season. The
railroads continue active purchasers of
equipment and supplies. Railroad re-
ports for December were satisfactory.
Taking the country as a whole the
roads have largely recovered from the
disastrous shopmen’s strike. It is the
opinion of competent railroad officials
that the gross business handled by the
American ‘rails in 1923 will be the
largest In the history of the country.

> tions for a continuation of the
heavy building of last year are being
actively prosecuted. Current indica-
tions are that in the construction of
new dwelling houses and city office
buildings, 1928 will measure up fawor-
ably with last year. This means a
sustained heavy demand for lumber,

PLANNING MORE
-~ O-OPERATION

“Dollar Days” “Golden Rule
'Sales” and Other Combin-
ed Trade Efforts Proved
Effective During 1922 in
New York.

Co-operation on ihe part of retail
merchants, not only those in different

lines of business, but notably those
in the same line of trade, was never
practiced to such a great extent in
New York State as during the labt
year. Results were so satisfactory that
dealers in scores of cities, towns and
villages are planning an even more €x-
tended merging of interests during the
new year.

This co-operation has taken various
lines,. all aimed primarily at the same
gereral objects, increase of volume 9f
trade, protection from mutual dangers;
extension of trading zones; holding of
clearance sales; elimination of itinerant
auctioneers and salesmen and other
work.

With these objects in view the re-
tallers in the great majority of the
cities and towns have staged special
trading events, backed special adver-
tising campaigns or resorted to other
methods of increasing the volume: of
business. Some of the unusually sue-
cessful stunts have been:

Dollar: days,

Golden Rule sales,

Special pages in daily newspapers,

Merchants in the same line ofbusi-
ness on the same street staging special
sales. -

Merchants in the same line of busi-
ness in the same block or section of a
city staging special sales.

Publication of special holiday pages
in the newspapers.

Erection of an “electrical home” with
retailers in house furnishing, electrical
supplies, china, floor, building sup-
plies, curtains and the like co-operat-
ing. L

In addition to these, the retailers in
scme of the New York cities + have
shown a spirit of co-operation in the
matter of holding sales, especially in
the wearing apparel lines; where the
value of the merchandise is largely &ea-
sonal. Efforts toward setting of certain
dates for the holding of the first “re-
duction” sale or the first “opening” sile
of new goods have met with a measure
of success. They have not always been
successful, but the mere fact that ef-
forts are being made along thesé lines
is taken-as an indication of a new
and growing spirit among the retailers.

The Dollar Days staged by retailers
have beécome almost universal .in this
section. The Dollar Day idea’ originated
in Syractise and since then has been
copied- all over the country. In Syra-
cuse, however, it is carried out with
more enthusiasm and with more” re-
tailers co-operating than in any other
city in the United States. Sales for
the day here run between $1,000,000
and $2,000,000. The event is staged
twice each year. The date of the event
is announced several weeks ahead, so
as to give the public a chance to save
up, and the result has been what one
retailer here styled a “buying cyclone.”

The Syracuse Dollar Days draw
trade from a radius of 200 miles. Qther
cities and towns within this territory,
taking a leaf from the book ‘of the
Syracuse retailers, are now staging
their own Dollar Days. As a general
rule they try to hold them prior to
the Syracuse event, The Syracuse re-
tailers held them. Representative Syra-
cuse merchants go to these towns and
cities and tell them how it is worked
in Syracuse and boost and boom it all
they can. Despite these other 'Dollar
Days, the Syracuse events held later
ccntinue to draw greater and greater
crowds from this whole section. Some
of the cities where Dollar Days are
held are Auburn, Watertown, Geneva,
Fulton, Oswego, Oneida, Cortland,
Binghamton, Elmira, Corning, Seneca
Falls, Waterloo, Rochester and scores
of others.

Some of the retailers enthused by the
success of the general event, stage in-
dividual Dollar Days during the year
with good success.

“Golden Rule Sales”

Another methdd of co-operation ad-
vertising and sales is the so-called
“Golden Rule” sale, adopted during the
last year by a large number of com-
munities with great success. This
scheme, modeled after a Neosha plan,

consists of a sale once every so often
—most generally once a month on a
pre-arranged date—in which as many
merchants as possible co-operate in the
preliminary advertising campaign. The
merchants as a group buy a number of
pages in the newspapers and then divide
the space up, each merchant getting ex-
actly the same amount. In this space
he is permitted to advertise one article
of merchandise at a special price and
no other co-operating merchant is per-
mitted to advertise this same arlicle,
In some cities the scheme is varied by
permitting each retailer to advertise
two special articles. The result of these
sales have gone far beyond expectations
of the retailers and they are planning
them on an even greater scale during
1923.

Another new method of co-operation
of retailers in the same line of busi-
ness, tried out successfully ia a num-
ber of cities, is‘for a certain number
of merchants in one block to buy space
in the newspapers and have the paper
publish a special “shoe edition” or
“men’s clothing edition,” or “hat edi-
tion,” or whatever the class of trade
might be.  Shoe retailers in Ithaca
worked this very successfully, the news-
paper placing a certain proportion of
the advertising on a page and filling
up the balance with write-ups of the
various stores, and stories on shoe
styles, leather market conditions and
similar material. The plan proved very
successful.

In some cases the merchants of all
kinds on one street, or in one block,
or in one section of the city co-operated
in getting out special pages advertis-
ing their particular section. In Syfa-
acuse, when the city is divided into
the “north side” and “south side” by
a canal, the retailers on the north side
conducted a most profitable campaign
to get south side customers for their
All the daily newspapers are
published on the south side, but they
co-operated to the best of their ability
with the retailers.

Syracuse retail grocers also bought
space in the newspapers regularly, ad-
vertised in the newspapers regularly
vertised goods sold in all their stores,
and reaped the reward of greatly in-
creased business., Co-operation of man-
ufacturers was also given to this enter-
price.

The coming year is expected to see
a great expansion of this work in va-
rious lines and a number of cities, have
new ideas which they are planning on"
trying out.

SALE OF BIG BLOCK

WHEN SLEIGHING
- WAS THE FASHION

The Tandem Sleighs and the
Merry Folk of Halifax a
Century Ago.

(Occasional in Halifax Recorder)

A winter pastime that was greatly
enjoyed by the military and citizens in
pust days was tandem sleighing. Mr.
W. A. Black, Young avenue, has among
his collection of paintings and prints
a lithograph of the 'landem Club of
1886 assembling on the parade in front
of old Dalhousie College. At the date
mentioned the college was in a state of

collapse, and only the two wings were |

occupied. Hev. Mr. Romans kept a
classical school in the east wing, and
the Mechanics’ Institute occupied the
west wing.

‘The winter season of 1827 was re-
markable for its gaiety., In that winter
the sleighing of Halifax assumed a new
character—in short, the “Sleigh Club”
was established, originating with the
naval and military officers, The Aca-
dian Union Club included all the civil-
isng who chose to become members, and
there were few who kept aloof. The
judges and other grave functionaries
of the law, His Honor the President,
the official dignitaries of all degrees,
the wealthiest merchants, and, of course
the whole of the garrison, composed a
striking assemblage. The laws of the
club were simple and easily observed.
A president and vice president were
elected every week, whose duty, no less
pleasing, devolved upon the former. On
the days of meeting at the genewu
place of rendezvous, in front of the
Province Building, after driving in pro-
cession thmough the town, the club drew
up at the president’s, or 1f that was
inconvenient, at a noted pastry cook’s
where he, the president, “stood the
treat” of ginger-bread, nuts and cherry
brandy for the whole party. This was
the luncheon de riguer provided on the
occasion; but if the roads were suffici-
ently firm this luncheon was dispensed
with, and the party starteq for the 9-
mile House, at the extremity of the
Basin. Then might be seen the caracu-
ling of steeds, the waving of plumes,
the glaring of brighy eyes, the merry
cry of the charioteers and mellow notes
of the horn or bugle as they rang
thnough the frosty air. It was a sight
to warm the frozen, to arouse the tor-
pid, to enliven the dullest. ;

FKirst led the way, with four bright
bays, the kind, the hospitable, the joy-
ous Colonel Ferguson, of the 52nd Regi-
ment, in the sleigh which he had named
the “Aurora Borealis.” Fach sleigh
bore some appropriate designation, and
the Colonel's thnough light and swift,
was the most capacious in the garrison.
Perhaps it seemed to hold more than
it really did, and as all were welcome
t2 a seat, it was always filled. Seated
on a rich box, the Colonel drove—as
good a whip as any man. Beside him
sat some young officer whom he had
indulged for the day; far beneath him
was the body of the sleigh, open te. the
sky, with an enormous bearskin for an
apron, and wrapped in shawls and sa-
bles the beauties of Halifax were dis-
pensing smiles and happiness to all
within their view, In the rumble be-
hind were places for two more—one
whose delight it was to blow the bugle.
and the other who leaned beside him—
“the ocean to the river of his thoughts
which terminated.”

Next, gaily decked in scarlet hous-
ings and embroidered collars, and
scarcely to be restrained by their mo
less impetuous driver, came two gal-
lant steeds in Indian file or tandem
fashion. The “Reindeer” was the name
of the sleigh, and he who drove, the
noblest, the boldest and the most gifted
of human beings!~ Endowed with rar-
est genius, he might even have rivalled
his father’s lofty fame (Captain Can-
ning), who was at that time in com-
mand of one of the warships on the
North American Station, In him there
was all the promise that friendship
could possibly desire. How sad the
thought that fate should have.reversed
the picture—Canning was drowned in a
bath while staying with the British Con-
sul at Madeira in 1828, and all hfs
honors and his friends’ hopes swept in-
to nothingness! Poor Canning—his
memory is forever “green in our souls.”

Then followed a troop of sleighs in
tendem, curricle, unicorn and single
harness—first the Arctic Ranger, and
close following the Ksquimaux, the
Chebucto, the Meteor, the Walrus, and
the Micmac. How can these separate
styles be told? Some 20 or 30 sleighs
formed the general cavalcade, and an-
other four-in-hand, the *“Avalanche,”
which Mrs. A— did not disdgin to
drive, brought up the rear of the pro-
cession. All was mirth and frolic and
glee. The signal bugle blew, and via!
they were off at 12 miles an hour on
their track through the snmow, with no
sound to indicate their rapid flight but
the quick harmony of the sleigh bells.
Here was every motive for high spirits!
Youth, health, no care—save an upset,
and that not cared for—dear friends
and dearer objects still! 'I'here was
also another end beside driving, which
Lord Byron said was “the great end
of travel”—there was the Nine-mile
House in Yerspective, a. 'well-known
place of resort for the newly-wed; in
fact, the salt hill of Halifax where
Acadiah honeymoons were passed.
There. was now no stop or pause. On
the party sped, and soon drew near the
haven of their wishes, where a famous
luncheon was ready. Halifax abounded
in all sorts of condimental appliances.
and the inn was famous for good things.
Hot turkeys, smoking caril steaks,
reindeer tongues, pickled herrings (wri-
ter means smoked) from Digby, bear
hums from Annapolis, cherry brandy,
noyeau and Prince Edward Island
whiskey, Here was enough to satisfy
all tastes and appetites— a rapid drive
and a thermometer 40 degrees below

2—9. |freezing were sufficient exercise for

slender Betty J— Y— or delicate Miss
T—. Accordingly, the party ate, drank
and made merry; filled a health to the
ladies, and coupled it with a speedy
return to the Nine-mile House—at
which some blushed and others tried
to look cross.

Returning, the order of driving was
reversed—the lady led; and soon the
word was passed for an Impromptu
party at the Engineer Barracks, for
Mrs. A— was rich, handsome and good-
natured, and- gave almost the best par-
ties in Halifax. Homeward the party
scurried, discussing the approaching
amateur play; the probable match to
arise from a certain conjunction on
Judge Haliburton’s sleigh, the “Arctic
Dove,” or some local or peculiar sub-

ject. Arrived at Dutch Town, the
sleighs drew off to their respective des-
tinations. .

RARE COLLECTON
OF TMERECES

Historic Watches Valued ak

Nearly $1,000,000 Left by
Man Who Committed Sui-
cide—Some as Small as &
Dime. ¢

A collection of period and historic *
watches, valued at probably $1,000,000,
and regarded as one of the most com#
plete in the world, was left by Willau".}é
H. Wheeler, retired jeweler, who com#¥
mitted suicide recently in Brooklyn, Mr<
Wheeler spent a lifetime in making hig
collection, the disposition of which wilf
not be known until the will is read, am;i
it probably will not be taken from $li
safety vault until next week, or at leale
until after the funeral, which is to
held privately from the residence tg=’
MOTTOW. o

It is probable the collection will be
kept intact, as it is understood some
members of the family are desirous of
having it preserved as a future gift to
the public, It was recalled that Mr!
Wheeler had lent the collection on more
than one occasion to public institutions,
the last time to the Brooklyn Museum,
for public exhibition. x

According to S. Schofield Marsh, a
brother-in-law of Mr. Wheeler, every
watch in the collection is serviceable.
Hc said that when Mr. Wheeler ac-*
quired a watch he would spend an en-
tire night, if necessary, in repairing it
so that it would run. “If he set his
heart on a watch,” he said “he would
eventually find a way to get it. Some«
times it took him five years to induce
an owner to part with a prized watch,
but he always managed in some way to
get it.” =

Some of the watches, gathered from
all parts of the world, are as small a5 a
dime, and there are as large as an
alarm clock, Mr. Marsh said that Mr.
Wheeler was constantly in search of
better specimens, and- that when he
found he could improve his collection he
made substitutes, always keeping the
number of his collection down to 106y
Eighteen of the watches came from the
famous collection of Carl Marfels of
Berlin. /

At the time that the Wheler collees
tion was on exhibition in the Brooklyr;
Museum, Adam Reuff, assistant curator
declared that it was almost as typical
of the early history ‘of the industry as
the much larger Morgan collection then
on view at the Metropolitan Museum of
Art, Three of the watches were made
by Thomas Tompion, called the father
of English watch making, who made
watches for Kings, and was official
watchmaker for the Court of Charles
11, Philip II. of Spain is said to have
sent a special envoy to England to in‘i
duce Tompion to make a watch of roya
design.

One of the watches in the collection is
a repeater which strikes the hours au-
tomatically, It was manufactured by
Thomas Mudge, an Englishman, about
1765, for Ferdinand VI. of Spain. Like
many other watches of its period, it was
made with three cases, so that the own-
er might wear the watch to match dif-
ferent costumes. Another watch, richly
enameled and inlaid with pear], known
as “The Fountain,” formerly was the
property of a Chinese Emperor, Kea-
king, fifteenth son of Kee-lung. It was
made in 1790 in Switzerland for the
Oriental trade, according to the history
of the watch as told by Marfels.

There also is a watch made by Henry
Louis Droz, son of Pierre Jacquet Droz
famous French watchmaker, who left
France about 1780 and reached Madrig
ahout the time of the Inquisition. It 18
told of him that when he disclosed the
fact that he could tell the time of day
without a glance at the sun or hpur-
glass, he was brought to trial for
necromancy, and that the Spanish court
held that when he wound his watch he
was merely going through a ceremony.
of spirit supplication. Droz escaped
death only by the timely intervention of
the Bishop of Teledo, who said that he
possessed a time-piece which needed to
b= cleaned very often before it would
run.

The most mysterious watch in the
collection is one with its case engraved,
all over with symbols and mottos in
Hebrew, Samskirt, Latin and German.

SHOE DEALERS T
NEET HRE FEB. 16

Session in Halifax on Tues-
day — Trade on a Sounder
Basis.

(Halifax Chronicle, Wednesday)

Members of the Wholesale Shoe As-
soclation which included wholesale deal-
ers-in rubber goods as well, were In
annual session at the. Halifax Hotel
yesterday. They were addressed by S.
Roy Weaver, Manager of the Shoe and
Wholesalers Association of Canada, and
the Shoe Manufacturers’ Association of
Canada, Mr. Weaver reviewed the
work during the past year of the Na-
ticnal Association of Wholesalers and al-
so outlined plans for the new service
of credit information on retail shoe
store accounts, which is being instituted
by the manufacturers and wholesalers
jointly.

The speaker stated taat- such new
service would afford real protection to

by providing the supply houses with in-
formation which would enable them to
discriminate equitably between depend-
#ible merchants deserving credit and ir-
responsible accounts. The ' retailers
themselves welcome this new activity
and many had indicated their willing-
ness to co-operate with the Shoe Trade
Credit Bureaus by furnishing financial
statements and otherwise.

Mr. Weaver said that since the Ar-
mistice almost 45 shoe manufacturing
establishments, close to 81 wholesale
houses and several hundred retail shoe
stores, had failed or been obliged to
compromise with their creditors, or dis-
continued business because the, returns
were unsatisfactory or been forced into
financial reorganizations. This indicat-
ed that the weeding out process in the
trade had been very thorough and the
shoe trade was on a sounder basis than
a year ago. Manufacturers and whole-
selers had been forced to take a firm
stand in regard to assignments, Mr.
Weaver had emphasied - the greater
sovndness of - fundamental conditions,
expressed the opinion that business gen-
erally throughout Canada was on the
mend, and predicted steady, although
perhaps not spectacular improvement.

Among those attending the confer-
ence were C. S. Sutherland of the Am-
herst Boot and Shoe Company of Am-
herst, who in the absence of the Presi-
dant of the Association, Mr. H. W.
Rising, of St. John, presided over the
conference as Vice-President, Col. A.|
