An old British army soldier named
Thomas Lambert, who was seventy-one
years of age, died suddenly at trhq‘B’rgw-
ery Mission in Montreal the other morn-
ing.

London,” ‘April 9—Premier Lloyd
George announced in the House of: Com-
mons this afternoon that the Irish c¢on-
vention report had. been laid upon the
table today. He told the house that
when the battle on the Somme front
commenced the total combatant strength
of the German army on the west front
was approximately equal to. the total of
the Entente Allies. '

He said his man power proposals
would involve extreme sacrifice by part
of the population of Great Britain,. The
Cambrai’ battle, he said,* was''a very
trivial event when compared -with the
recent battle, and until the strain had re-
laxed it would be difficult to find out
exactly what had happened.

In the course of his speech the Brit-
ish premier said:

“We have now entered the most criti-
cal period of the war. There is a lull in
the storm, but the hurricane is not yet
over. The fate of the empire of Europe
and of liberty may depend upon the
success with which the last German at-
tack is resisted and countered.”

London, April 9—The premier said the
-cabinet had taken every step to hurry
reinforcements. The number of guns
and prisoners taken had been exaggerated
grossly by the Germans,

The ministry of munitions, the pre-
mier added, had been able to-replace the
guns, and there were substantial reserves
left. o} v

The cabinet was confident the army
would be equal to the mext encounter.
Lloyd George said the cabinet had de-
cided to recall General Gough, who was
in command of the fifth army, agginst
which the Germans made their principal

gains. . Until all' the cireuinstances of his
retirement were known, however, it
would be unfair, he said, to censure him.

Having gained an initial success, Lloyd

HOW. NEW YORK LIFE'S

PRESDENT GOT H START|

(New York World.)

My father probably wanted me to be
a lawyer. He was a Yankee and not
given to much speech. Life early became
such a strenuous matter that 1 was too
Busy to pick and chooses and beyond a
determination early arrived at to get a
good education I had to consult hard
circumstances and not my father in all
matters relating 'to my vocation. The
whole course of my life was changed by
a few words spoken to me by our family
doctor when as a smal lboy I was at-
tending one of the primitive ”deestrict”
schools in Alburg, Vt. We lived a mile
away from the red school house and
three miles from the post office.

In this isolated section my parents
owned a forty-acre farm, and with the
exception of a little tea and at rare in-
tervals a little sugar in place of maple

r, which was home-grown, we “lived
off the land.” What we called coffee was
made from parched wheat or corn. Our
winter clothing was made from wool
supplied by a dozen sheep, first spun and

woven by hand. Flax from our
garden was converted into summer gar-
ments. The spinning wheel was rarely
silent day or night, for even the thread
‘we used was spun at home,

The first time ‘my‘father exchanged
his wool for cloth seemed to us an ad-
vance to a higher state of civilization.

ur home life was that of self-respecting,

onest, religious,’ hard-working people,
wery confined and.narrow, with-no leigure
for my parents to think beyond the task
of keeping their five children clothed and
fed. here was little time for. reading,
80 we had few books. Raised in such
uninspiring surroundings, I did not visu-
alize life beyond our own narrow world.

In the district school there was little
thought. of higher education. However,
one day my friend the family physician,
who had a wider experience than the
rest of us, advised me to keep on with
my education and study Latin. I had
never even heard of Latin, and when he
explained what it would mean to me to
know it, I suddenly realized that there
was' a world about which I knew no-
thing. Then and there I determined I
would aequire more of an education than
our district school offered.

Before I was twelve I had got all I
could from there, but I continued to g0
to school in winter and work on the farm
in summer until I was seventeen. I was
sent to Swanton Academy for one winter
term and to Barre (Vermont) for one
spﬂng term. Under the guidance of Dr.

. 8. Spaulding, a noted men, head of
the academy, I resolved to work my way
through both academy and college. Be-
tween terms I worked as a farm laborer.

Before I was twenty I took the spring
entrance examination for the University
of Vermont at Burlington. That sum-
mer I saved $45. The farmer for whom
I worked agreed to lend me the rest of
the necessary money to go to college if 1
gave him security in case I died. He
belleved if I lived he would get it back.
& ulding had always instilled in us
izing the fact that it co uld be used as
security. I took out a $1,000 policy,
which I handed to my former benefactor,
To this incident I attribute the fact that
I am president of the New York Life
Insurance Company today. \

The estate
of his father-in-law adjoined that of Jef-
ferson -Davis, president of the southern
confederation, and in the outbreak of the
Clvil War Mr, Sise acted as secretary to
Mr. Davis and was entrusted with im-
portant and confidential missions for the
confederacy.

ning blockades, taking in arms and am- | g]]

munition and earrying out cotton from
southern ports. He took an-important
part in the fitting out of the famous
cruiser Alabama which subsequently
played such havoe with northern shrip-
ping and funds to pay for the vessel were
sent to England in his personal charge.
After the war Mr, Sise went to England
in charge of his father’s Liverpool house.
He lived next door but one to Glad-
stone, whom he knew intimately. Later
he entered the fire insurance business
and returned to the United States as
agent for a British company. Some years
later he went to Boston and among his
associates there were men financially, ip-
terested in Alexander Graham Bell’s
telephone patents. Upon the formation
of the American Bell Telephone Com-
pany, Mr. Sise was persuaded to come
to Canada and amalgamate the various
telephone -companies which existed in
Cangda at that time and organize them
on a national. basis as the Bell Tele-
phone Company of Canada. He began
operations in Toronto and later moved
to Montreal. He was also a director of
the Nova Scotia and New Brunswick
telephone companies. ;

The Irish Question, : i

The Irish legislation is a matter for
the future. The cabinet programme be-
fore the recess had assigned April 16
for the introduction of the budget and
that likely will follow discussion of the
military act.

If forecasts by several pewspapers of
the character of the reports of the Irish
convention are true, the cabinet is not
strictly pledged to take action on the
report. These newspapers say that the
report does not consist of recommenda-
tions for government in Ireland, but is
merely-a narrative of the proceedings of
the convention.

Piemier Lloyd George urged the con-
vention to agree upon a scheme for the
foundation of a government which
would go to realize the hopes of Irish-
men a.lf over the world, even if it left
questions like filnance until after the
war. - Whether .the convention’s report
will furnish any basis for a bill and
whether, if it fails to meet the prem-
ler's hopes, the cabinet will put forward
some scheme of its own, remains to be
seen, :

But Ireland may become involved in
the discussion of the military bill. Gos-
sip has it that the cabinet is considering
a statement that compulsory service ap-
plies to Ireland in principle, although not
{)roposlng to enforce it now. . Joseph Dev-
in, Irish Nationalist, who arrived in
London today from Ireland, will fight
even that mild assertion of Irish re-
sponsibility.

Several of the morning newspapers
say there is reason to believe that Prem-
ier Lloyd George intends to foreshadow
in his speech today the early introduc-
tion of a home rule measure which
would set up an Irish parliament in
Dublin with due safeguards for the
Protestant minority and a compromise
on the much discussed customs ques-
tion. According to one paper, the new
bill also is expected to include military
service and an executive respomsible to
the Irish parliament but with no con-
trol over naval, army and foreign affairs.

WAR NOTES

Premier Orlando of Italy has just
completed a tour of four days along the
Italian mountain and river fronts.

Washington, April 9—The first official
indication that the United States gov-
ernment hoped to raise more than three
billion dollars from the third Liberty
Loan came today in a treasury state-
ment asking that the country subscribe
three or four times that amount and fur-
nish twenty  million subscribers, double
the number of the second loan.

BISHOP'S CHARGE DEALS WiTH

“Of one thing, however, I am confid-
ent and I have only reached that assur-
ance after the most complete inquiry,
and after weighing carefully all the in-
formation tha{ was laid - before me.
When everything has been said as ta
the gravity of these moral evils in rela.
tion to the soldlers it is still true that
for the reports and rumors that have
reached us there is no adequate founda~
tion. Statements have been lightly made
by men who ought to understand the
duty of restraint in dealing with these
matters that reflect most unwarrantably
upon the honor of our army and are very
far from true. There would seem to be
a certain class of well meaning persons
whose zeal in these matters always be-
comes more or less bistorical when moral
problems are involved. I do not sug-
gest that they are consclously guilty of
exaggeration, but none the less they lose
sense of proportion and yield to the
subtle temptation to generalize from very
emall particulars. Something of this
there has been, I am sure, behind the
sweeping statements that have been so
recklessly made with regard to the mor-
als of our men in France and England.

“Lurid stories have been told, for ex-
ample, about the use of intoxicating li-
quor by the troops. There is no doubt
that too many men have been led astray
in this direction and I have no desire to
minimize the evil, but it is simply un-
true to say that drunkenness is common
in the army. One cannot afford to make
too much of individual experience but it
is surely not ‘without significance that I
can recall but very few cases of drunken-
ness that came under my immediate no-
tice during the time of my work over-
seas. London, for example, is not likely
to be more sober under stress of war
than other places and yet I do not re-
member once seeing a goldier drunk up-
on the streets. ¢ .

“So with regard to the reports about
sexual immorality and venereal disease.
Here, too, the most unwarranted state-
ments have been freely made. The evil
is undoubtedly, there. Conditions in Lon-
don are unquestionably bad and,even
worse, I am told, in Paris. Few soldiers
can walk upon the streets at night and
escape solicitation. But those condi-
tions are not peculiar to London or to
Paris or even to the conditions of a great
war. They are characteristic of every
great modern city. The soclal evil is as
old as the history of human life itself.
The temptation to which our soldiers are
subject was not created by the war, even
though its appeal has been in some re-
spects accentuated and brought closer to
them by the war.

“I would not willingly understate this
great evil but I think that there is no
room to doubt that its manifestations
and effect as they concern the men who
are sent overseas have been made the
subject of extraordinary exaggerationss
and of this, too, I am sure that, great
as the temptation is, the vast majority
of our men are keeping themselves ‘un-
spotted from the world’ and in this re-
spect at least worthy of their Christian
calling.

“So far as the question of venereal dis-
ease is ¢oncerned I am content to quote
from a published statement recently
made by the medical service department
at Ottawa to the secretaries of the so-
cial service council of Canada. In this
statement it is officially affirmed that
(1) theé percentage of venereal disease
cases among our soldiers is decidedly
lower than among the civilian popula-
tion and (2) that the percentage among
Canadian troops 1s Iower than for other
troops in Britain similarly’ situated.

“I need only add in this connection
that the above statements are entirely
borne out by the result of my personal
inquirfes while in England and France”

His Lordship, dealing with the matter
of religion among the troops in the field,
scid that his own observation had taught
him that the soldier did not have a clear
conception of what religion meant and
seldom attended communion. He took
this as an indication that the church had

failed in its duty ¢o.the manhood of the.

nation so far as ministration was con-
cerned. The congregations at home were
having its result in the lack of close con-
nection with the church on the part of
the troops in the fleld. .
Bishop Richardson paid a tribute to
the chaplain service of the army frre-
spective of creed and denomination. The
co-operation among the denominations
in the establishment and maintainance of
recreation huts among the soldiers could
well be adopted to solve the problems
of rural communities in this province, de-
nominational lines being disregarded. -

The supply of
pig iron has been short in Canadian cen-
tres, and a numbeér of manufacturers
have beeh looking about for some time
to see if they could locate a larger sup-
ply. News from Pittsburg is to the
effect that the blast furnaces there are
making a near-normal output, and that
prospects are for a continuance of this
performance. :
Big buying is going on in United States
for equipping war shops, and there is a
warning in market reports out today
that this is likely to result in an up-
ward tendency for the figures on ma-
chinery and machine tools. This has
not worked in the Canadian market yet.
The announcement of United States
ship-building plans is worthy of note. It
puts rather an effective quietus on the
stories that have been persistently. cir-

wa!z1 going to fall down sadly in this re~
gard.
United States’ building programme for
this year will accoount for five million
tons of new shipping.

Manufacturers buying steel plate in
€Canada are having a hard time to com-
pete with U. S. firms in the same line

PROHIBIT POOR SEED,

(Toronto Globe.)

Fully 5 per cent of the alsike, clover,
timothy and flax seed offered to the
wholesale houses during the past winter
has been worthless for seed purposes.
The government regulations regarding
the quality of seed to be used have made
it imperative for the wholesalers to
guard against any obnoxious weed
seeds, and in so doing they have been
obliged to reject fully 5 per cent of the
samples forwarded to them, according to
John Rennie of the Rennie Seed Com-
pany. Mr. Rennie contends that there
should be government inspection of
crops while still standing in the flelds.
In this way the farmer would be inform-
ed as to which crops are fit for seed and
which are not. “The expense of thrash-
ing clover, for instance, when it is only
fit for feed would be avoided, dnd the

And, in conclusion, - Mr. Nickie
feared that the granting -of the further
hereditary titles would -lead to the cre-
ation in Canada of a elass “serene in the
consciousness of effortless superiority.”

A, R. McMaster (Brome) argued that
| hereditary titles are unpopular through-
{ out the dominion. He said that no mat-
{ ter what section of the-country you
i visited, you would find the tide of feel-

| opinion they were undesirable, both' so-
i cdally and politically, and their perpet-

Sir Robert could not agree that'there
was a greater desire for distinction in
Canada than existed in the United King-
dom. As to the desire of ladies for so-
cial success, Sir Robert had not heard
that it had exercised any influence 'upon
the granting of distinctions in

The prime minister thought it wj
the desire of every man in Canada to
be measured by his own worth, rather
than by that of his ancestors. Still on
the other hand, the pride in descent
from a good stock was an incentive and
would make a man desire to be worthy
of the record of his ancestors. As to
charges of corruption, so far as Canada
was concerned, Sir Robert -declared he
had never heard it suggested that, un-
der any government, there had been any
evil of that kind and he did not believe
there ‘was the slightest probability' of
any such evil arising.

Sir Robert Borden expressed the opin-
ion that Mr. Nickle’s resolution, insofar
as it affected women, was unnecessary.

He said that the appelation of lady to
the wife of a knight or & baron were
merely a matter of courtesy, and not a
right. It was hardly necessary, he
thought, to ask his majesty to make a
pronouncement on this point.

Sir Robert Borden at this point redd
an important order-in-council based up-
on- a report, dated Mareh 8, 1918, out-
lining the policy of the government in
regard to the matter of titles. The most
important paragraphs of this order-in-
council which was passed on March 25,
are \

“With respect to the bestowal of
hereditary titles of honor upon persons
ordinarily resident in Canada, special
consideration must be taken into ac-
count. In submitting these considera-
tions the prime minister desires it clear-
ly to be understood that they have no
relation whatever to the status or func-
tions of the House of Lords of the Unit-
ed Kingdom in its legislative or judicial
capacity. He thoroughly realizes that
any representations which might be con-
strued to bear such a meaning would be
uncalled for, if not presumptious, and
the observations which follow apply to
conditions of national development in
this country. The prime minister equal-
ly disclaims any intention of casting the
slightest refleétion ypon the status or
service of any resident of Canada who
has been hongred by the bestowal of
hereditary disinctions. The purpose of
this recommendation is concerned with
the question of general policy and with
that alone.

“The prime minister is firmly of opin-
fon that the creation or continuance of
hereditary titles'in Canada is entirely-
incompatible with the ideals of democ¢-
racy as they have developed in this coun-
try and that the time has arrived when
their hereditary quality or effect should
"be abolished in this dominion.

“The “hereditary peerage, as an insti-
tution, can find neither historic justifica-
tion nor scope for usefulness in a state
structure and social conditions such at
that which now exist in €Canada. Con-
sequently the effect of such an institu-
tion in this country is merely, on the
one hand, to conféer and to perpetuate
arbitrarily for some members of = the
community, a titular - distinetion. | or
status of honor ‘and on the other hand
to imply “a position of special though
ill-defined privilege to which there is
bot and’ caninot be”assigned any obliga-
tion or function in the activities of Ca-
‘nadian national life. Honors conferred
directly upon deserving recipients, un-
der appropriate conditions and by prop-
er authority, will be respected by the
community, but a declaration or titular
distinction which is attached to the hold-
er, not in recognition of his town ser-
vices but merely from the incident of
birth and which is invested with no
special or public duties or responsibili-
ties, will inevitably arouse in this coun-
try a sense of utter incongruity and a
feeling of keen impatience. Such an at-
titude towards a state institution can-
not but have unfortunate effects upon
the respect and regard in which the au-
thority of the state is held; and since
the questions concern so intimately the
honor, dignity and security of the crown,
it becomes the duty of his majesty’s
Canadian ministers to take immediate
and serious notice of it and to advise the
appropriate course to be followed.

“The prime minister further observes
that the procedure to provide that titles
of honor already held by Canadian resi-
dents shall no longer have hereditary ef-
fect in Canada will doubtless require
careful consideration and that the ques-
tion involved is one which may appro-
priately be submitted for the opinion of
the law offices of the crown. In this
connection it is desirable that a course
should be followed under which any Ca-
nadian citizens who now hold hereditary
titles would not be subjected to undue
inconvenience or disadvantage. For that
purpose appropriate provision for a rea-
sonable time limit may be desirable
within which the operation of the pro-
posed enactment or other necessary pro-
ceedings would be postponed.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier expressed himself
as being opposed to the whole system of
titles. He said to explain why he had
accepted a title would be going into a
matter of history, but that he was will-
ing, if it could be done without any dis-
respect to the crown, to take his title
into the market place and to burn it in
a bonfire.

Mr. Richardson, of Springfield, Mani-
toba, moved to strike “hereditary” out
of the resolution, thereby making it ap-
ply to all titles. The proposal was ap-
proved by other members, including Levi
Thompson, & Qu’Appelle.

Sir Sam Hughes, while favoring the
resolution, was inclined to think that
the aristocrats of England had done
more for the cause of the people than
the people themselves. He defended Lord
Beaverbrook, who had been criticized by
Hon, Rodolphe Lemieux.

Sir Robert Borden, in closing the de-
bate, drew attention to the fact that an
amendment had been moved to the reso-
lution which, if carried, would consti-
tute a request for the abolishing of all
titles in Canada. He thought that very
careful considercztion should be given to
the wording of the resolution and point-
‘ed out that a large number of titles and
decorations which had been granted to
Canadian soldiers| for service overseas
might be cancelled by a carelessly word-
ed resolution. He therefore moved that
the debate be adjourned pending the
preperation of a new resolution.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier asked that the
prime minister arrange for another day
on which the debate could be continued,
and this Sir Robert promised to do.

Several important bills passed the com-
mittee stage. In explanation of that to
vest certain wharves on tidal ‘waters in
the dominion govérnment Hon. Mr. Ven-

Amendments to the motor vehicle act
provide that chauffeurs' must pass ex-
aminations and secure licenses and also
fix the minimum annual license' fee for
motor cars at ten dollars, it having been
found that under the weight classification
Fords were paying less. The effort of
liverymen and others to secure licenses
for passenger cars on payment of the flat
ten dollars rate for commercial vehicles
was nipped in thebuy by excluding
passenger carrying cars from this class.

He believed that the town was
entitled to increased membership, as it
had 655 voters, whereas the largest par-

No Treatment for Ten Days. {

but this was /not done. The special
treatment which my brother’s condition
necessitated twice. daily was ~not per-
formed at all on the ship, so that it was
not done from the time he left Englana
until he reached Halifax, and the “voyage
lasted just over ten days.

Men Threw Out Eggs.

Sworn evidence of T. Mullen, 14th Bat-
talion:

Served thirty months in France, was
wounded and .sent back as a cot case.
Should have had special diet but did
not. ' Eggs were rotten without excep-
tion, and were Egyptian eggs and very
small in size. Men used to throw them
out through the port holes. Men lined up
in queues at wicket and were issued food
on tin plates. Sometimes got no knife
or fork to eat with. When asked for
one the orderly told me, “What's the
matter with you, you never got knives
and forks to eat with in the trenches.”

There was no dining room on ship,
and I had to go back down to my room
and eat sitting on the edge of my bunk
as there were no chalrs, Dessert, If lny‘
wag served, eame on the same plates,
which were not washed, My wound
which was In adheslve plaster, was not
dressed once during the voyage, which
was about twelve days, I complalned to
the orderly officor about the food, but

I had to stand in line every day half an
hour for boat drill; and this was hard
on me as I could not sit down.

One statement made by an officer 1s par-
ticularly impressive. He says that
throughout the journey from Cambrai
“the conduct of the German women,
especially those dressed as Red Cross
nurses, was revolting and barbarous be-
yond words, and as the result of the con-
tinuous brutality of Red Cross women
to prisoners, many prisoners of war have
still a repugnance on seeing the Red
Cross armlet.” The same testimony has
been borne by Canadian soldiers who
have arrived from the‘front. They speak
| connection
with the stripping 'off of bandages by
the German Red Cross nurses.

All these deplorable and disgraceful
actions show the woeful lack of chivalry
to a brave foe which, it must be admit-
ted, has been recorded of the Prussians
throughout history. One of our cap-
tains, badly wounded, tells_ how he was
put into a cattle truck with nine wound-
ed German privates and another English
officer.

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deed, it is said in the report that om
several occasions when the German in-
habitants offered the British prisoners
food the German officers explained that,
as the prisoners were English, they were
not to receive it. The treatment given
to French and Belgian prisoners is for
more humane, the dafference being evi-
dently planned with the purpose of :se-
curing dissension between the Allies.
There is just one consolation, that dur-
ing the progress of British _prisoners
through Belgium and France determin-
ed efforts were made hy the women of
these countries to feed the men, and in
spite of the abuse and blows of the
Germans they actually accomplished
their aim of bringing food and drink
to the wounded. When German women
behave in this barbarous way to the sick
and wounded, it is difficult to hold the
view that we are not at war with the
German people,

From this significant and brutal pic-
ture it is a relief to turn to something
altogether different, if only to remind us
that even the awful brutality now men-
tioned is not absolutely universal. One of
the magnanimous deeds of the war
which stands in such magnificent con-
trast to this brutality is told in Con-
ingsby Dawson’s “Carry On:”

“During one fierce engagement a Brit-
ish officer saw a German officer im-
paled on the barbed wire, writhing In
anguish. The fire was dreadful, yet he
still hung there unscathed. At length
the British officer could stand - it no
longer. He said, quietly: ‘I can’t bear
to look at that poor chap any longer.
So he went out under the hail.of shell,
releagsed him, took him on his shoulders,
and carried him to the German trench.
The firing ceased. Both sides watched
the act with wonder, Then the Com-
mander in the German trench came for-
ward, took from his own bosom the Iron
Cross, and pinned it on the breast of the
British officer.”

As the author says, “such an episode
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is true to the holiest ideas of chivalry;”
and it is all the more welcome because
the German record is stained by so many
acts of barbarism which the world finds.
it difficult if not impossible, to forgive.

The Strawberry Bed.

A poor stand of strawberry plants is
often the result of late planting. Order
the plants and have them on hand eatly
in the spring §o that they may be'set
out at the earliest opportunity., Have
the bed well prepared as for a garden
crop. Mark the rows off three and onc-
half or four feet apart and set the plants
every one-and one-half or two feet in
the row. Place the plants so that the
crowns are just above the ground, and
firm the earth well about the roots.

Before planting, if the roots are too
long, they should be shortened in as it
is no advantage to have them long’r
than four or five inches. It is a wecll-
known fact that plants absorb water by
means of their roots and give water up
to the air through their leaves. In a
newly set plant, which has not yet be-
come established in the soil, the absorp-
tion of water is very slow, but the loss
of water  through the leaves continues.
In a dry seasen, therefore, we should
reduce this loss to & minimum, by re-
moving all leaves which have opened
when we transplant; ordinarily two
leaves are left. Do not expose the plants
unnecessarily to the drying effects of the .
wind and sun, but keep them shaded and
moist while planting.

Famous Derby Winner Dead

Dublin, April 6—News has just reach-
ed here from Glencairn, the famous
Irish stud farm of Richard Croker, the
former Tammany chief of New York,
that Orby, probably the most = famous
stallion ever bred in Ireland, was found
dead in his box stall this morning. Orby
won the English Derby, the classic of
the running turf of the world, in 1907,
and was one of the few horses in the
history of the turf belonging to an Am-
erican to achieve this honor. Only ong
American bred and owned horse ever
finished in the van in the British classic,
that being Iroquois, belonging to Pierre
Lorillard.

Orby had a most successful career on
the running turf of both England and
Ireland, and was thought so much of by
his owner that, when Mr. Croker sold
his 1acing string just before he left for
America, in 1916, QOrby was practically
the only animal retained. Several of the
get of Orby have distinguished them-
selves on the local turf, especially a filly
which took the English Oaks ing1916.
The get of Orby also raced among the
best in Ireland during 1916.

Orby was almost an American-bred
horse, since he was by Orme, an Eng-
lish stallion, out of Rhoda B., an Am-
erican bred mare. Rhoda B. was by
Hanover, one of the famous American
stallions of a decade ago.

UNWILLING SOLDIERS
APT T0 BE HEROES

So-Called “Cowards” Often Ex-
hibit Courage and Efficieacy

They Master Their Fear—No Recruit
Need Feel Ashamed if He Quakes
at Thought of Entering a Battle

(Louisville CourierJournal.)

Armies are not made up, in war, of
professional fighting men alone. To
many who are volunteers fighting is an
avocation. To drafted men it is neither
a vocation nor an avocation, but an un-
sought duty. The average or normal
male .of the species is the average sol-
dier. In many cases he is without any
positive inclination for fighting and would
rather, if he could with honor, avoid war. |

Even the volunteer does not go to war
because he delights in battle, or thinks
he may delight in it. He goes for the
broader and nobler purpose of serving
his. country in the hour of his country’s
need. There are many men:in armies
who fear the ordeal of going into battle.
There are many who do not entirely
overcome that fear in the course of
many battles, but there are few who
will not fight along with the rest, and
the man who is frightened sometimes
makes an excellent soldier. The brav-
ery of “cowards” requires moral cour-
age of the highest order. The man who
does not want to fight—who wants more
than anything in the world not to fight—
yet answers the call of the flag and does
his work unflinchingly appears less
heroic than thé-dashing fellow who goes
to war as.to a frolic and goes into battle
as he would into a game of football cr
polo, but if less heroic he is not less
brave. -

One definition of “brave” is “of
noble courage.” It is nobler to over-
come aversion for the brutalities of
war, and fear of death, than to go to
war with a relish. It is nobler to be
forced into war by pride when others
are showing willingness to do their part,
than it is to join an army in the spirit
of a sportsman who expects to find in
battle the zest of the chase and killing
which has made big game hunting at-
tractive, or the thrill of competitive
games which has made athletic con-
tests his favorite pastime. It is far
nobler to defend a hearthstone—at the
hearthstone or upon the other side of
an ocean .when the freedom of one’s
country and the sanctity of one’s
hearthstone are threatened by the am-
bition of a lawless prince—than to go
to war as an Anglo-Indian gentleman
goes to a pig sticking, or as a Span-
jard goes to the bull fight. Armies in
civilized countries are made up very
largely of men who are averse to war
except under great provoccation; men who
are neither ferociously pugnacious. nor
coldly brutal; average men who would
rather build homes and folfow peaceful
careers, but who will sacrifice their lives
with unwavering courage, as volunteers
or drafted men, at the call of their coun-
try and the call of honor.

A veterzn of the civil war confesses
in a letter to the New York Sun that in
%61 he enlisted because of his fear of
public opinion, when others were en-
listing. He went to the recruiting tent
with his teeth chattering. When as-
signed to duty as a soldier he fought to
escape “‘the common gossip of the bar-
racks” upon his lack of courage, and by
doing so won the respect-of the men “and

enrolled in the Naval Reserve. Brickley
had tried to get into active service for
some time. Last July he was a sergeant
in the Harvard Reserve Officers’ Train-
ing Corps, and subsequently it was an-
nounced that he wag to be gssigned to
a position on the staff of the Depart-
ment of the Northeast.

They are
men who do not go to war in a spirit
of sport, but from a sense of duty, and
because they love liberty more than
they fear death. Such men were en-
countered by the British troops when
there existed in England the belief that
shop-keeping American colonists would
not fight. Such men will be encoun-
tered by the Kaiser, who has sneered
at the Americans. In the American
army, as in all armies, there will be
men who, like the veteran whose con-
fession is published by the Sun, are
the opposites of the “fearless man,”
but who will acquit themselves well and
who will deserve more praise for their
gallantry than is deserved by the man
to whom gallantry is easy because to
him the sport of the conflict is a motive
more powerful than the fear.that he
will not live through the battle.

~ IN FREDERIGTON

Affairs of Jordan Sanitarium
Discussed {

St. Joba's Death Rate FromTuber-
culosis Greatly Reduced—T'ech-
nical Education Committee Near-
ing End of Its Work

. (Special to Times,) ‘

Fredericton, N. B., April 9—The af-
fairs of the Jordan Memorial Sanitar-
ium occupied the attention of the public
accounts committee today and discus-
\sion which arose covered practically all
the affairs of the . institution. Messrs.
Robinson and Murray of the committee |
also are members of the commission, and !
Dr. A. F. McAvenney of St. John and
Dr. David Townsend, superintendent of
the institution also were present.

The total amount expepded last year
was $68,146, and it was recognized that
the average cost per patient was high.
The average cost will be reduced when
the number of patients increases, ag will
be through co-operation with the Milit-
ary. Hospitals Commission, as many .fea-
tures of the overhead expenses would not
increase in proportion. It was announced
that rooms are being prepared in the ad-
ministration building for private pat-
ients who are to pay larger rates
for additional privacy and,other extras.

Most of the patients pay at the. rate
of $7 a week. Provision is made for the
payment of this amount by municipalit- |
ies for patients unable to pay their own
way, but so far only one municipality
has taken advantage of this, that is St.
John. Non-resident patients pay $1.50 a
day and when a private room is desired
the rate is $2. 5

It was said that the cost of operation
would be less if the work was more cen-
tralized in fewer buildings, but the pav-
ilion system had been approved by the
experts who made the first plans.

The chairman ¢xpressed the opinion
that it might ‘be ‘&' good investment to.
spend more money to develop the better
paying department. The need of more
clinics throughout the province referred
to in the superintendent’s report was re-
ferred to, but it ‘was pointed out that
outside duties already interfere with his
management of the business with the
institutions. The employment of a cap- |
able business man to look after this was |
suggested but the ‘question whether the
sanitarium was big enough to warrant
this was raised.

‘In a general discussion it was men-
tioned that there are'at least 2,500 tuber-
cular persons in.the province. As an il-
lustration of the value ' of preventive
work, Dr:' McAvenney mentioned ‘that
St. John’s death rate from this cause;
which was one-of the worst in 'the con-y
tinent in 1909, has been reduced by half.

Mention was mude of the cost of farm
operations - at' the- institution, the ex-
penses: having been: $1,500 greater than
the return last yedr. It was explained
that much of this'was in the nature of
Permanent . improvements and also that
a more -experieneed farmer in charge this
year expects to make a better showing.
