THE CREW’S STORY.

Seaman Thomas Wamsley told a story
of horrible incidents aboard the ship in
Manila Bay, Philippine_ Islands, on Sep-
tember 28, and his brother seamen cor-
roborated it in every particular.  'Wam-
sley said that the Constance was owned
at 8t. Jobn, N. B. She reached Hong
Kong about Sept. 15, where her entire
crew deserted her, and some of them
had First Mate Johns and one Reilly,
then second, arrested for assaulting them
with belaying pins. Reilly was fined
$20 and Johns was discharged. The
seaman he was said to have assaulted
disappeared on the day of trial.

The ship gota pretty bad name in con-
nection with these assaults, but Wams-
ley, Robert Lewis, James Rolf, James
Knight, Thomas Gorman, Isaac Burton,
John Griffin and another sailor, who
were out of work at Hong Kong shipped
on her.

They reached Manila in ten days.
while lying i1n the harbor one night
Wamsley spilled some oil in the bottom
of aboat. No notice was taken of it at
the time, but a few days latter Second
mate Lee ordered Wamsley to clean it

Wamsley took the bucket and went
back to the tank to get the water. As he
leaned over to fill the bucket Frst Mate
Johns came up behind him and struck
him over the head with a belaying pin,
knocking him down. Johns told him to
get up, and as he did so hit him another
blow with the iron pin, breaking his
nose and knocking him down a second
time. Jobhns kicked him several times
in the ribs, and as he struggled bleeding
to his feet, told him that he would give
him twenty minutes to clean off the oil
spots.

At the end of fifteen minutes Wamsley
had cleaned off the oil spots, when Johns
set him scraping the chains of the ship.

and chased him around the house. Lee
called on Johns to assist him and the
latter shouted to Lee to kill the man.
Lee caught up with Burton and knocked
him down with the topmall and kicked
him in the right eye, nearly destroying
its sight.
KNIGHT’S FEARFUL WOUNDS.

Johns saw Jim Knight looking at Lee
beating Burton and he asked Knight
what he was looking at. As he replied
“Nothing” Johns seized a belaying pin
out of the rail and hit ¥nigfit over the
head with it. Lee also came up with a
belaying pin and joined in beating
Knight.

Knight cried out, “Do you mean to
kill me between you?’ and drew his
clasp knife. First Mate Johns then drew
his revolver and shot Knight three
times. One ball passed through his left
breast, another entered his right eye
and a third went in his mouth and pass-
ed out his cheek.

Lee came running up with an axe and
struck Thomas Gorman on the right el-
bow and wrist with it, cutting fearful
gashes. To save his life Gorman &'umped
overboard. Lee next attacked James
Griffin with his axe, and he also leaped
into the sea. The shore was four miles
distant and the water was full of sharks.
The men swam_about the ship begging
that their lives be spared, and Johns at
last lowered a boat, when they were
nearly exhausted, and they were rescued.

TORTURED BY WOUNDS AND THIRBT.

In the meantime Knight, bleeding
from his numerous wounds, was lyingin
the scuppers with no oune paying any
more attention to him than if he were a
dog. He begged Johns for a glass of
water, saying that he was dying, but
Johns told him to die. Knight was left
lying weltering in his blood and no one
was allowed to go near him.

Robert Lewis shortly afterwards heard
Johns say, “I'll fix that Wamsley before
six o'clock to-night. “At half-past five
o'clock Wamsley was called from the
forecastle by Johns and ordered aft.
Johns was standing near the gangway
revolver in hand, and as Wamsley passed
him he said, “Hurry up there or “I'll
serve you as I did Knight.” i

As Wamsley got a couple of yards be-
yond Johns he heard the revolver ham-
mer click twice. Johns had snapped
the weapon and it failed to go off. In
his rage he then threw the revolver at
‘Wamsley and the muzzle struck him in
the back with such force that the
weapon was discharged and the ball
imbedded itself in Wamsley’s backbone,
where it still is and cannot be extracted.

Though Walmsley’s shirt was on fire

and the blood was streaming from his
wound Johns ordered him aloft to do
some work. He ascended to the mizzen
top, where he begged to be let come
down, saying that he did not know what
he was doing, and was so dizzy that he
could hardly keep from toppling into the
sea. James Rolf ascended and did the
work he was sent to do, and assisted him
to the deck.
Captain Tingley, who had been on
shore during the whole scrimmage, arriv-
ed on board about six o'clock. A doctor
was sent for from Manila and got to the
ship about midnight and dressed Gor-
man’s, Wamsley’s and Knight’s wounds.
The next morning Knight was taken
ashore to a hospital, where he yet re-
mains. Wamsley asked to go ashore to
see the British consul, but he says the
captain would not allow him, to do so.
When he told him he feared he wonld
die the captain calmly replied, “I’ll bere-
sponsible for your death.” He then or-
dered Lee to kick Wamsley off the quar-
ter deck if he did not get off himself.”

Captain Tingley denied that he would
not allow Wamsley to communicate with
the British Consul at Manilla.

First Mate Johns said that the men
were mutinous after they left Hong Kong
for Manila, and that one night he over-
heard Wamsley and Gorman concocting
a plot to burn and scuttle the ship. Cap-
tain Tingley said that he knew nothing
of the plot. He also declined to_tell the
story till the case comes before the court.
He said that the trouble resulted from
his refusal to allow the mates to beat the
men aboard ship,but he did notsay how.

Uses of Ants.

Ants are terrible fighters. They have
very powerful jaws, considering the size
of their bodies, and therefore their
method of fighting is by biting. They
will bite one another and hold on with
a wonderful grip of the jaws, even after
their legs have been bitten off by other
ants. Sometimes six or eight ants will
be clinging with a death grip to one an-
other, making a peculiar spectacle, some
with a leg gone, and some with half the
body goue.

SPIRIT OF THE TiMES.

Athletic.

CROSS-COUNTRY RUNNING.
Cross-country running is quite a new
thing in this city,but it is growing stead-
ily, and the hundreds of young men who
are anxious to participate in such runs
are just as anxious to know how to pre-
pare for them: An expert New Yorker,
writing on the subject, says :
Cross-country running is generally in-
dulged in by aparty of athletes, who
turn out, as much Ifor the social time, as
for the exercise. The runs are growing
more popular each year. All grades of
runners are found in these runs, and one
who may not be very expert or strong
will have company when left in the rear
by the fast ones, Ordinary flat running
is excellent practice for cross-country
work, although the latter brings into
play many more muscles than the form-
er. Running across fields necessitates
scaling fences, running around obstacles,
leaping ditches, running up and down
hill, and in other ways meeting
circumstances, which  take  more
judgment to adapt oneself to than
ordinary flat running. Light gymnas-
jum work is good for almost any kind
of exercise, and no exception can be
made in its effect in practice for cross-
country running. It is not nearly so im-
portant, liowever, as the running its-
self, but for general health it would be
wise to use light pulley weights in many
different motions. Heavy gymnasium
work would be very bad for cross-country
running, for it tends to'destroy an easy,
free action which is necessary in any
kind of running. Swinging light clubs
is good exercise, if the athlete wishes
something for his arms to do, but if speed
for across the country is wished
more attention must be paid to
building up the muscles of the
legs, in place of those on the arms, back
and chest, which gymnasium work is
specially devised to benefit. The athlete
must not be too ambitions when first
trying the game, and care must be taken
not to strain oneself in endeavoring to
keep pace with the others who are more
expert. In preparing for a cross-country
run, it is best to observe a rule which is
quite important in training for any kind
of distance running. Drink fluids spar-
ingly, and go into the race without a
particle of the heavy feeling known to
be brought about by drinking too much
of anything. Oneis not apt to have a
stitch in his side if his body is free from
fluid. Thirst can be satisfied by taking
only a sip occasiopally.—[Boston Her-
ald.]

DAY WINS AT NEW YORK.

Cross Country Champion William H.
Day of the New Jersey Athletic Club, has
given convincing evidence that he is
the greatest distance runner by the sum-
mary fashion in which he disposed of
over 100 opponents—including Sidney
Thomas, the cross country champion
of England—although conceding
all of them an allowance of
from 30 seconds to 74 minutes in the 8-
mile scramble across the country. The
occasion was the cross country run of
the National Cross Country Association,
for which the pride of every athletic or-
ganization in the vicinity of New York
had been entered, after training for
months for this event. The course com-
prised some pretty stiff country, owing
to the continued rainy weather, which
had left the ground soft andholding.
There were several stiff hurdles to be ne-
gotiated, and a water jump sufficiently
formidable to strike terror to the hearts
of all who were not far jumpers. Day
gave Thomas 30 seconds start but caught
him 2} minutes after the start, and took
the lead after covering 73 miles. The
issue of the race was hardly everin
doubt after the first 10 minutes. Day
covered the eight miles in 53m. 34s.

THE BEAVERS SPORTS.

The first meet of the Beavers Lacrosse
club will take place at the old roller rink
in the latter part of April. The Beavers
are having some fine medals made for
competition. In the 50 yards dash, 440
and 880 races, gold medals are offered.

THE A. A. U. CHAMPIONSHIP MEET.

The indoor championship games of
Amateur Athletic Union will be held at
Boston April 12. The evernts are 75-yard
run, 150-yard run, 300-yard rum, two-
mile run, three-quarter mile walk, four-
mile walk, standing broad jump, stand-
ing high jump, three standing broad
jumps, running hop step and jump, pole
vault for distance, throwing the 56-pound
weight for height, putting the 24-pound
shot, 200-yard hurdle, 10 flights, 3} feet
high ; 300-yard hurdle, 10 flights, 2} feet
high.

In each event three prizes are offered
all of them made from the same design.

Births, Deaths nl;d Marriages.

Deputy Registrar General Tibbitts, has
issued his second annual report of regista-
tion of births, deaths and marriages for
the province fcr the year ending Dec. 31st
1889. According tothis report there were
6,103 births in New Brunswick last year.
Of these 3,100 were males and 2,966 fe-
males. There were 43 cases of twins, and
61 illegitimate births. Of this latter class
23 were in St. John and 12in Gloucester;
there was but one in York. The
number of births in York during the year
was 198, in Carleton 94, Gloucester 976,
Northumberland 108, Sunbury 6, Queens
53, Restigouche 234. The number of
deaths in the year were 3,561. Of these
1,756 were males and 1,803 females. 57
died at 90 years and upwards; 193 at be-
tween 80 and 90; 308 between 70 and 80;
248 between 60 and 70; 397 between 40
and 60; 459 between 21 and 40; 246 be-
tween 10 and 21; 308 between 3 and 10;
977 under three years. In York there
were 161 deaths; in Sunbury 31; Resti-
gouche 82; Queens 80, Northumberland
52; Gloucester 364; Carleton I30. There
were 2,111 marriages solemnized fduring
the year. In case where the bride and,
groom were of the same denomination
135 of this number were Episcopalians
127 Presbyterians, 145 Methodists, 727
Roman Catholics, 366 Baptist; in cases
where bride and groom were of different
denominations, 555. The number of
marriages solemnized in York was 231,
in Sunbury 16, Restigonche 56, Queens
46, Northomberland 162, Carleton 149.
This report does not of course profess to
give the actual number of births, deaths,
and marriages in the province during the
year, but only such as have been
registered.
