“An Act Respecting|

the Refining of
Cod Liver Oils”

(Passed May 4th, 1918.)

Be it enacted by the Governor,
the Legislative Council and House
of Assembly, in Legislative Sessicn
ccnvencd, as follows:—

1.—Frcm and after the first day
of Ju. #, one thousand nine hundred
and cixteen, no person in New
foundland shall engage in the
business of refining Cod Liver Oil
without having . first obtained a
License from the Department of
Maiine and Fisheries, under »
penaity not exceeding one hundred
dollars, to be recovered in a sum-
mary manzer before a Stipendiary
Magistrate or a Justice by any
person who shall sue for same.

2.—Such Iieenses shall be issued
by the said Department subject to
sueh rules and regnlations as may
te made by the Governor in
Council in thak behalf.

3.—Any person who, after the
first day of July, one tucusand nine
huodred and sixteen, shall expert
from Newfoundland any refined
Cod Liver OQil without having the
same first inspected and branded in
accordance with the provisions of
Chapter one hundred and four of
the Cunsolidated Statues eof New
foundland (Second Series) shall be
subject” to a pemalty not exceeding
five hundied dollars to be recover
ed ip a sumwary manner before a
Stipendiary Magistrate or a Justice
by any person who shall sue for
the same,

4,—One half of all' penalties re
covered under the provisions of
this Act shall be paid to the party
giving the information, and the
other: half, to- the. Minister of
Finance and Customs for the use
of the Colony.

The foregoing is pubhshed for
the information and guidanee of
those interested, and they are re
- quired to govern themselves ac
cordingly, ‘and apply for a License
to the Department of Marine and
Fisheries immediately.

No Traps Allowed
on “iNorthern Ledge”

The Fisheries Board has reccm-
mended, and the Governor in
Courcil has approved eertain
amendments to the Fishery Rules
and Regulations.

An addition is added to Rule 48
which states that a borna fide cod-
trap or a boua fide leader must be
set in’order to hold ‘a trap berth.
A cod:rap or leader must be twine
knitted together at not less than
3% inch me-h in size. Traps shall
nat be less than 40 fathoms on the
round, and from 6 to 15 fathoms
deep.

The one that interests the fisher-
men of this section, espeeially the
fishermen of French’s Cove, is the
repeal of the 6th paragraph, part
ofwhich is as follows:

“No codtraps or codnets shall
be sct on the fishing grounds off
Bay Roberts Point, known as
“Nother” or “Northern Ledge.”
We understand that some time
ago the fishermen of the Island
Coeve section sent in a petition ask-
ing for this amendment. The
fishermen of Bay Roberts East sent
in a counter petition. They elaim-
ed that the fishing grounds off Bay
Roberts Point was in a certain
sens2 theirs, and shoald not be in-
terfered with by the Island Cove
fishermen. , “

It appears cow that no notice
was taken of the counter petition,
and traps are debarred from being
set on the “Northern Ledge.” -

7th, in Bay Roberts. The Con
seeration of St. Matthew’s Parish
Church took place at 11 am., when
his Lordship, with his Chaplain,
was received at the west entrance
by the Rural Dean, the Rector and
Church/Officials.

The petition fcr the Conseeration
having been presented and read,
the Bishop, Clergy and Laymen
proceeded up the Nave of the
Church chanting the 24th Psalm.
On reaching the Chancel, the Bishop
prceeeded to the sanctuary while
the clergy and laity took their
places.

Standing before the Altar, the
Bishop said the appointed Prayers,
followed by the Benediction of the
Holy Table and of the Sacred
Vessels, with prayer for all who
should communicate. Passing to
the Font, Lectern and Pulpit these
were in turn dedicated to their
sacred purpose, At the Chancel
step special pravers were offered
for a!ll who should be Confirmed,
Married, or who should worship
there. gk

From the sancéuary, the Bishop
then pronouncel the Church
dedicated and set apart forever for
the “Ministraticn of the Holy
Service and My:teries of the
Church of God.”

The Sentence of Conscecration
was then réad by the Rural Dean,
signed by the Biskop and ordered
te be enrolled amongst the Archi{f}&
of the Diocese. ]

The Service of Holy Communion
then began, the “sermon being
preached after the Recitation cf
the Nicene Creed.

The Bishop took for his text the
6th verse of the 95th Psalm: ‘O
come, let us worchip and fall down,
and kneel before “the Lord our
Maker.” He referred to the fact
that on the first of May be enter-
ed on the 39th year. of his owp
Conseeration a: Bishop of New-
foundland, ané during his long
Episcopate he had witnessed great
improvenients in church buildings.
He referred to the old church and
the long ministry of ths Rev, W,
C. Shears. , "
Speakingofthe present church, His
Lordship the Bishép said it stood

in the front rank ‘as one of the
finest churches in tie Diocese.. He

reminded the congrégation that the

.church had been several years in
luse before he could cansecrate 1t.

til it was paid for, cr until the
liability was assumed. He thank-
fuily aeknowledged the good work
dome by the laymen in the e:ection
of that church.

The Bishop emphasized the duty
of Worship. Worship -meant
giving rather than getting. It
weant offering-to God praise and
thanksgiving, and praise\was high-
er than chankegiving. It meant
hearing God’s Holy Word frem
lectern and pulpit. There is no
Church in the wcrld that uses the
Bible as much as the Church of
England. Instruetion was import-
ant, but praise, thanksgiving and
prayer more 8o.

The war has brought home to
many the duty of Intercession for
others. G2d can be worshipped
anywhere, but we ought to give of
our best—the best building, the
best furniture, the best music and
singing, and all must be for God’s
honour and glory.

In the afterncou the Bishop con-
secrated an addition tothe cemetery,
the Rector and congregation pro
ceedipg from the church and meet-
ing his, Lordship at the cemetery
gate.

At 7 p.m. a Confirmation was
held. The Bishop in his aadress
to the candidates compared. the
conseeration of the bailding in the
morning with the consecration of
ourselves, our bodies, souls and
spirits in Contirmation.

It is to be huped that the wise
and fatherly ceunsel and advice of
the Bishop will be lung remember
ed, that our Worship will be more
real and bring forth fruit in holi

ness of hfe. 4
