South American Condition in States.
Washington, D. C., Aug. 10.—A. tre­

mendous decline in the condition of 
the crops generally throughout the 
country, and traceable to drought and 
intense heat, occurred during last 
month, as indicated by official figures 
and estimates made yesterday in the 
monthly crop report of the department 
of agriculture.

The report is the worst, as to general 
crop conditions, that the department 
has issued for any single month since 
1901. The area most seriously affected 
extends from New York and Pennsyl­
vania westward to the Rocky Moun­
tains, embracing all the great corn, 
wheat and hay producing states in the 
country.

Conditions in the Pacific Northwest 
are regarded as • excellent, although 
during July that territory suffered 
from a brief but exceedingly hot period.

While the crops in many instances 
probably will be short in the yield per 
acre, yet in total production they will 
not be small, as shown by the follow­
ing estimates of the yields of standard 

Corn. 2,620,221,000 bushels;
455,149,000 bushels: 

spring wheat. 209,646,000 bushels; oats, 
817,700,000 bushels; potatoes, 249,893,- 
000 bushels; tobacco, 600,588,000 pounds 
and hay, 490,129,000 tons.

Reports Disappointing.
Chicago, Aug. 10.—While the govern­

ment crop estimates are exceedingly 
disappointing to bankers and commis­
sion men here, bankers as a rule do not 
accept them as indicative of actual 
present conditions in agricultural dis­
tricts. In other words, advices from 
bankers at interior points fail to show 
crop conditions as bad as the agricul­
tural department shows them.

While the Ottawa Citizen, one of the

broadly patriotic and wholly Cana­
dian view of the matter l)e taken, they 
do not forget to ring the changes in 
every community with appeals "to 
small sections whom, they claim, will 
be immediately ruined. The broadly 
patriotic view of the fruit industry 
rqight reasonably be governed by the 
attitude of the growers in the Niagara 
peninsula, which is the oldest and 
chiefest fruit producing locality in the 
Dominion. When Mr. W. M. German, 
a Liberal who haS represented that 
constituency for many years, announc­
ed himself opposed to reciprocity his 
constituency censured him, avowing 
th&t he no longer represented their 
sentiments.

So far as British Columbia is con­
cerned Mr. Martin Burrell is the chief 
advocate of the theory that reciprocity 
Will injure the fruit industry. Mr. 
Burrell, however, does not state the 
whole case. We do riot blame him, 
as no one is oblidged to give evidence 

As that can be used against himself. A 
plain statement of the facts as they 
govern the fruit industry in this pro­
vince will show that, not only will re­
ciprocity work no harm to the grower 
but it will result in considerable ad­
vantage to the consumer.

NEWSPAPER WAR CONDEMNED.

Los Angeles, Cal., Aug. 10.—The 
newspaper controversy which has 
been waged bitterly here for the past 
month, brought forth from the grand 
jury yesterday a criticism in which the 
warring morning journals are advised 
to step, a course which makes Los 
Angeles appear as "the referee of a 
continuous ring battle.”

The strictures are made in the 
course of a report to the superior court 
exonerating Edward T. Earl, publisher 
of the Tribune and the Express, of any 
culpability in reference to the allega­
tions made by other paper publishers 
that he sought to influence the city 
council in the fixing of telephone rates.

We will have 
to build our shingle mills on the Can­
adian side. Many of the mill owners 
are planning to move and they might 
as well move first as last, as we can­
not continue to cut shingles at a pro­
fit when reciprocity becomes law in 
Canada.

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WIRELESS MESSAGES 
FROM AEROPLANES

Experiments Are Being Con­
ducted by the United States 

Navy Department

Washington, Q. C., Aug. 10.—Efforts 
are being made by the navy depajrt- 
ment to perfect a system of wireless 
communication between shore stations 
and aeroplanes. Captain Mayo, com­
mandant of the Mare Island navy 
yard, has been authorized to conduct 
experiments with models ^of aero­
planes suspended In the air and equip­
ped with wireless outfits to determine 
whether the frame of an airship will 
act as a “ground” for the type of 
wireless apparatus used by the navy 
and permit communication with the 
shore.

The models will be suspended on 
Insulated ropes between the smoke­
stacks at the navy yard, and an ef­
fort will be made to send messages 
to the wireless stations at San Fran­
cisco and Yerba Buena, Cal. More 
experiments with the wireless tele­
graph In conjunction with aeroplanes 
are looked for as. soon as the naval 
aerial school at Annapolis is opened.

One important point in dispute is 
whether the wire necessary to es­
tablish communication should be 
erected on top of the machine or sus­
pended from , the bottom. In the lat­
ter case, many aviatdrs contend the 
wires might Interfere with the pro­
pel’ -, SEATTLE RECALL PETITIONS.

When Judge Smeltzer learned that 
his orders had not been obeyed, he said 
emphatically that-Mrs. Reese should go 
to work.

The composition ot the foodstuffs 
marked with an asterisk is taken from 
a paper of Mr. H. E. Moss, a great 
American duck breeder: for the other 
figures I am indebted to the late chief 
of the Chemistry Division Agricultural 
Dept., Transvaal, to whose kindness 1 
am also indebted for checking the 
figures given below.

The column headed "Nutritive Ra­
tio” means the proportion of protein to. 
carbohydrates which, as we have seen, 
is taken at 1 to 5 for matured fowls. 
Taking maize, the first on the list, we 
find that it only contains 1 part of pro­
tein to nearly i0 of carbohydrates 
(and fats) i.e., it is much too rich in 
fat to be given alone. As an ex­
clusive diet, therefore, the practice of 
giving maize is to be condemned alto­
gether, and is responsible for poor egg 
production, excessive fat and liver 
disease.

We want then, to add to the maize 
some food which is rich in protein to 
supply the deficiency of that material 
in the maize. Let us take bran, the 
third article in the table. We find 
this contains 1 part of protein to less 
than 4 of carbohydrates. What 
amount of bran should we mix' with 
our maize meal to get a ratio of 1 part 
of protein to' 5 of carbohydrates ? Let 
us try 2 parts of bran to 1 part of 
maize meal. The simplest way to use 
the table is to move the decimal two 
places to the left, which gives us the 
composition of one pound:

ZIONIST MOVEMENT.
i :,.onREMOVAL OF COAL DUTIES. Five Hundred Delegates Are Taking 

Part in Annual Congress in 
Switzerland.

The chan *ÜM
Action Taken by Dominion Govern­

ment as Result of Strike— 
Order Goes Into Effect. Basel, Switzerland, Aug. 10. — The 

tenth Zionist congress opened here yes­
terday, 500 delegates taking part.

David Wolffsohn of Cologne, presi­
dent and chairman of the executive 
committee, in welcoming the delegates, 
reviewed the immense progress of the 
Zionist movement, despite the great 
obstacles. He declared it was the ar­
dent desire of the Zionists to become 
a loyal and useful part of the Ottomap 
Empire which throughout history and 
at present, he said, had been exceed­
ingly kind to- the Jews.

Max Nordau followed with an ad­
dress, depicting in the darkest tints the 
situation of the Jews in Eastern Eu­
rope.

Nordeaû was elected president of the 
congress and the first session ended by 
the adoption of a resolution to give 
$10,000 to the victims of the recent fire 
at Constantinople, and the approval of 
a telegram of condolence to the Turk­
ish government.

Ottawa, Aug. 10.—With a view to 
relieving the situation, as it has de­
veloped in the Canadian west in con­
sequence of the prolonged cessation 
of mining operations at the coal mines 
in southern British Columbia and Al­
berta, an order by the Dominion gov­
ernment has gone into effect remov­
ing the duties, which are 53 cents per 
ton for run of mine, and 14 cents per 
ton for slack, on all coal coming into 
Canada by the ports on the southern 
frontier of Sault Ste Marie, for con­
sumption in British Columbia, Alberta, 
Saskatchewan and Manitoba. This 
order of course, only affects bitumin­
ous coal as there is no customs im­
port on hard coal.

The action is taken by the govern­
ment, based on representations made 
by the governments of Alberta and 
Saskatchewan, and by boards of trade 
and public authorities of many local­
ities in the provinces concerned, to 
the effect that a serious shortage of 
coal in eastern British Columbia and 
the provinces of Alberta, Saskatche­
wan and Manitoba is likely to result 
from the prolonged cessation of work 
in the various coal mines, and that 
such shortages are liable to be the 
occasion of widespread privation and 
possible disaster among the inhabi­
tants of the provinces referred to.

The remission of the coal duties will 
continue so long as, in the opinion of 
the government, the coal mines may- 
through lack of operation fail to pro­
duce sufficient coal to meet the pub­
lic requirements, and for a period of 
two weeks with the passing of an or­
der revoking the order which author­
izes the remission of the coal duty.

London, Aug. 8.—The veto bill made 
its final appearance in the House of 
Commons to-day, and to-night it will 
be sent back to the House of Lords 
with probably twcr or three minor 
amendments.

There was a crowded House when 
the debate, which was interrupted by 
violent scenes on July 24, was resumed 
on a motion for consideration of the 
Lords’ amendments to the bill. Premier 
Asquith was- absent to-day, as an at­
tack of laryngitis was aggravated 
during yesterday’s speech on Mr. Bal­
four’s motion to censure the govern­
ment. Sir Edward Grey, the foreign 
secretary, led the government forces.

Lord Hugh Cecil, Unionist, did his 
best to start a repetition of the former 
uproar, but the opposition did not fol­
low his lead. He moved that considera­
tion of the bill be postponed for three 
months, and in his remarks said that 
the prime minister ought to be sub­
jected to criminal law for high trea­
son.

This remark aroused a noisy protest 
from the ministerial benches, and 
Speaker Lowther quelled the incipient 
disorder.

The motion was rejected. 34S to 209, 
and a motion to begin consideration of 
the Lords’ amendment was agreed to.

Sir Edward Carson, Unionist, devot­
ed himself to-day to Home Rule and 
promised the government that the in­
tention of passing Home Rule by force 
would be resisted by force. The Home 
Rule contest will be settled by Belfast 
and not by Westminster,, he said.

At one point Sir Edward nearly 
caused an outbreak by referring to Mr. i 
Asquith’s communication to Mr. Bal- j 
four on the subject of King’s guaran­
tees as “a blackmailing letter.”

The ministerialists -were oil their feet 
in an instant, howling defiance and* de­
manding that the words be withdrawn. 
The Speaker, however,, ruled that al­
though Sir Edward had sailed near the 
wind, the words were not unparlia­
mentary.

Home Secretary Churchill followed, 
strongly deprecating the „resort to dis­
order and riot, advocated by Lord Hugh 
Cecil and Sir E. Carson, saying: "There 
are 70,000 dockers on strike at this mo­
ment in London. Some of them are 
hungry. Should" some of them who are 
suffering break out in riot you would 
be the first to ask that soldiers be sent 
to the scene.” ’

Mr. Churchill also stated that when 
the_ ministers conferred with the King 
in regard to the guarantees, he was 
made fully acquainted with all mat­
ters in dispute between the parties, 
“among which Home Rule was one of 
the most important.”

The, impression which the 
evidently so'ught to convey wis 
King was in favor of Home Rule for 
Ireland.

The home secretary announced the 
other concessions which the government 
was prepared to make. They had con­
cluded that iin order to lighten the j 
burden of the Speaker in deciding the ! 
character of bills, and to determine if 
they were purely financial measures or 
otherwise, he should consult the chair- ! k 
man of committee on ways and means 
and public accounts.

Amendments also should be adopted 
providing for the exclusion of provis­
ional order bills between the terms 
“public bills” and a new clause provid­
ing that no extension of duration of 
the life of a parliament beyond the 
prescribed five years could be made.

Caboose Jumps Track at Elk 
Lake Station—Conductor 

and Hindu Are Injured

Capt. Barney Johnson, of the Grand 
Trunk steamer Prince Rupert, which 
left port Monday for Stewart and 
Prince Rupert, is shortly to find him­
self a wealthy man as the result of 
the swift development plans at Goose 
Bay, thirty miles from Rupert, and 
the investments of the Granby Min­
ing and Smelting company, of Grand 
Forks, B. G., composed of New York, 
Spokane and Canadian capitalists.

About three years ago, before it had 
been established that there were val­
uable copper deposits in the Goose Bay 
district, an acquaintance of Capt. 
Johnson suddenly found himself press­
ed for funds. As the result of a small 
loan the man voluntarily relinquished 
a copper claim in the district and per­
fecting the title Capt. Johnson found 
that he was located in the hotbed of 
the Granby mining properties.

Plans have already been made and 
some of the contracts let by the Gran­
by Company for the construction of a 
smelter, docks, buildings and other 
properties to the amount of $2,500,000, 
and members of the corporation say 
that a big town will develop.

To other claims, similar in size and 
value to that owned by Capt. Johnson, 
are being worked and each is esti­
mated to be worth $150,000. Capt. 
Johnson is having extensive surveys 
and tests of the property made.

San Francinco, Aug. 8.—The British

The Natural History Society held its 
regular meeting in the Friends’ hall, 
Courtney street, Tuesday.

H. D. Tilly produced a specimen of a 
very sweet smelling plant picked at 
Willows Beach, and asked to have the 
same identified.

Mr. Wallace said it was abronia and 
very difficult to grow artificaliy, though 
common on the sea-sand along the 
shore. Two matters that earner up for 
discussion were the destruction of na­
tural beauties by the municipal author- 
ltes in the carrying out of their street 
works and the importation of song 
birds.

WOOL TARIFF RE7VISION.I
Washington, D. C„ Aug. 9.—George 

W. Perkins, a director of the United 
States Steel Corporation, and one of 
the men said to have aided in avert­
ing financial disaster during the 
panic of 1907, faces the alternative of 
answering questions to the House com­
mittee on inquiry, into the steel corpor­
ation bearing on his personal campaign 
contributions and such contributions as 
that made by the New York Life In­
surance Company, or of being cited 
before the bar of the House of Repre­
sentatives. Should the House sustain 
thé majority of the committee and or­
der Mr. Perkins to answer, and should 
he then still refuse, he may be adjudg­
ed in contempt of congress and im­
prisoned. It is believed, howevr, that 
this crisis will not be reached.

Mr. Perkins, though personally will­
ing to ' talk about campaign contribu­
tions, refused on the advice of coun­
cil to answer questions on that line 
put to him by Chairman Stanley and 
Representative Bell of Texas, Rich­
ard Lindabury, counsel for the steel 
corporation, and Edgar A. Bancroft, 
who appeared for Mr. Perkins, insist­
ed that the authority given the com­
mittee in this inquiry made irrelevant 
any attempt to inquire into the private 
campaign contributions of the witness, 
or his relations with corporations for­
eign to the steel corporation.

Late yesterday Chairman Stanley 
warned Mr. Perkins that it might be 
necessary to cite him to the bar of the 
House. The chairman later suggested 
that the New York financier appear 
before the House to avoid being taken 
into custody by the sergeant-at-arms. 
When matters reached this stage Mr. 
Perkins said the situation was so criti­
cal that he wished to reconsider. This 
was granted, and the investigation pro­
ceeded along other lines.

Mr. Stanley read from the minutes, 
in which Mr. Perkins was quoted as 
having said that if “We got forty per 
cent, of the preferred stock in obliga­
tions maturing in fifty years, we 
would be creating a sinking fund for 
retiringVyvhat is considered some of the 
water in the concern.”

Representative Bartlett led the wit­

Mareno’s troubles began two years 
ago, when in self-defence he shot and 
killed Modesto Barona, long suspected 
by the police of being a leader in the 
blackmailing outrages. Mareno received 
a number of letters threatening re­
venge, the series culminating in the 
kidnapplnk of his child last Saturday.

He received another letter last night 
in which the demand for $5,000 was 
renewed, together with a threat of 
death to the child within four days. 
The letter says:

“You notified the police i which 
caused the delay in the agreement be­
tween us, and it also caused your son 
to suffer day and night. He constantly 
calls for papa and mamma and the rest 
of the family. Certainly you must be a 
miserable person to deprive- yourself of 
so intelligent a boy. He Is very smart 
for his âgé. So, you, miser that yog 
are, prefer to abandon your son for 
money,

“We give you four days' time, and if 
during those four days you don't send 
the money you will never see ÿour son 
again.

“There will be an awful fate for you 
and your family if you send anyone to 
trap us—anyone who will betray us to 
the police when you bring the monéÿ.

“We are taking better care of" your 
boy than he will get at home.” !

Valdez, Alaska, Aug. 8,—Attracted by 
signals of distress from Bardwell Isl­
and, a barren rock near the entrance 
to Ressurectlon Bay, the steamship 
Bertha on August 2 sent a small boat 
to the Island and took off two ragged 
and starving men, Charles Alexander 
and Alvin Andersen, who had been on 
the Island for two months, and who 
must have perished but for the Bertha,

The men sailed from Kodiak on May 
11 in a dory on a prospecting voyage. 
About June 1 a storm upset their craft, 
off Bardwell Island, and all their pro­
visions and outfit were lost in the sea. 
They managed to get ashore, with 
practically nothing but their clothing. 
The next day the tide washed ashore 
the boat, sadly battered and with all 
but one of the rowlocks gone. The oars 
also drifted to the island.

The men, who had a few matches, 
lived for a month on mussels, clams, 
young gulls, seaweed and wild herbs, 
which they cooked. The wrecked boat 
leaked so badly that while one man 
labored at the oars the .other was 
obliged to ball out the water, yet it 
enabled them to travel about the shores 
of the island In search of food.

After their matches gave out, about 
July 1, they were able to gather the 
same sort of food as before, but they 
could not cook it, and it was unpalat­
able and indigestible, and the men felt 
their strength failing and had began 
to despair. Their wretchedness was in­
creased by the fact that two vessels 
passed the rock and either overlooked 
or disregarded the signals of the cast­
aways.

t. , Washington, D. C„ Aug. 8.—The war 
department fpr the first time in many 
years is perturbed over the case of an 
alleged spy. in the army. Captain 
James "\Vatson. the army recruiting of­
ficer at Indianapolis, Ind., has advised 
the department that be holds affidavits 
charging Private George Peters with 
being an Austrian secret agent. The 
department is considering the charges.

This is the first case to be brought 
under the law passed at the last ses­
sion of congress to prevent the dis­
closure of national defence secrets.

The probable object of the alleged 
spy was to discover for his government 
the composition of the remarkable high 
explosive, "Dunnyte,” used in army 
and navy shells and said to be far su­
perior to any foreign explosive.

The affidavit was furnished by Miss 
Anita Dyer, formerly of Phiipot, Ky.

The alleged exposure of Peters, who, 
according to the informant, is Count 
Windisch Graetz, of Prague, Bohemia, 
was made by Miss Dyer, while trying 
to obtain his release from the artillery 
corps through the local recruiting sta­
tion. Miss Dyer says she and Peters 
are engaged,

Miss Dyer has turned over to the 
authorities letters from Peters, which 
Caftt. Watson says are In accordance 
with her statements.

Several days ago Miss Dyer appear­
ed at the local recruiting station and 
inquired about obtaining the release of 
Peters from the service. At the time, 
according to Captain Watson, she said 
he was her brother, and by her manner 
attracted suspicion to herself. Last 
Friday the local police were called into 
the case by the army officers and Miss 
Dyer was summoned to headquarters.

At first she refused to answer ques­
tions in regard to Peters, but under a 
rapid fire of questions broke doivh and 
said that Petérs is an Austrian spy, 
sent to America to obtain, if possible, 
the manner of manufacturing "dun­
nyte.” ‘ She made an affidavit to her 
story.

"came to grief a few weeks ago while 
leaving Everett for the Orient with a 
big cargo of lumber in charge of her 
master, Captain Pentony, running 
aground on Possession Point, tearing 
her bottom out and necessitating re­
pairs costing nearly $100,000, has some­
thing to do with it, it is the general 
belief among shipping men that rate­
cutting among the pilots is responsible 
for the changed attitude of the Dollar 
Company.

The first intimation that jk war was 
on between the pilots was when J. 
Chambers & Co., of Liverpool, operat­
ing the British tramp steamship Horn­
by Castle, last month refused to take 
a pilot for that vessel at Port Town­
send for Muktlteo, asserting that it had 
come, to their knowledge that other 
steamship operators were getting pi­
lotage at 50 per cent, less than they 
were, and that they suspected they had 
been grossly overcharged in the past.

Since that time it has developed that 
the supposed gentlemen's agreement 
that for two years or Tnore had existed; 
among the Sound pilots had been badly 
undermined from the inside, and that 
a majority of the pilots working with­
out contracts had been quoting differ­
ent rates to different companies, and 
in some cases had solicited work at 
less than half the $125 a ship contem­
plated'by the regular scale.

It Is now known that at least one 
party to the gentlemen’s agreement, 
has solicited business at the rate of $50 
a ship, and that, rather than lose out," 
others of the guild have met his prices, 
though so far it is not definitely know'n 
that any ships have actually been 
taken up from the high sea limit at 
this rate. i

Just what the status of the situation 
is few persons besides the pilots them­
selves know, and they naturally are. 
not anxious to talk, but there is no 
question that the $125 rate has been 
“shot to pieces," in slang phrase, and 
that few if any of the half dozen or 
more pilots who have not tied their 
patrons np—by contract are abiding 
by it.

In view of the responsibility involved 
and thé time and labor consumed, even 
the pilots w'ho have cut rates declare 
that there is not a cent to be made- 
even at $75, much less $50. It is point­
ed out by the conservative members of 
the guild who are attempting to patch 
up a peace that since pilots must pay 
their own launch hire, railroad and 
boat fare, hotel bills and incidental 
expenses, and shift a big steamship 
sometimes as many as a dozen times 
from one loading port to another, be­
sides taking her to and from the sea, 
the $50 charge hardly pays actual ex­
penses.

The war between the pilots has been 
brewing, it is said, since the Puget 
Sound Pilots’ Association, which had a 
stormy existence of not much more 
than twelve months, dissolved two 
years ago. This association held to a 
$150 fate for a time, but w-as not able 
to maintain it.

The Hazel Dollar has reloaded lum­
ber and will sail for the Orient to-mor­
row, probably in command of Capt, H.

Several references have been made 

already in the Free Press to the circu­
lation of reports of black rust in the 
crop of the Canadian west, says the 
Winnipeg Free Press. That these re­
ports are being circulated by interest­

ed parties there is no room for doubt. 
The Free Press has no hesitation in 
saying that there has not been a crop 
grown in the Canadian west in the past 
10 years in which it would not have 
been possible to find black rust in 

patches, if anyone was really looking 
for it, yet only once in the history of 
grain growing in the west has there 
been any serious damage from the dis­

ease—that was in the year 1904. When 
the black rust developed seriously in 
that year scores of farmers made the 
statement that they had seen it before 
in small patches, had not known what 
It was, and as it did not spread, had 
not bothered about it. Since then they 
have known and recognized it, and 
have been quick to detect its presence, 
even when it has only occurred in small 
patches.

It may be asked what harm will it do 
if the circulation of black rust reports 
does boost the market, the farmers will 
get more for their wheat. It may be 
safely assumed that those who are so 
persistently circulating these reports 
are not doing it in the interests of the 
farmer. Very few farmers have wheat 
to sell now, but there is a large amount 
to cash wheat, especially in Chicago, 
which has been held for a long time, 
and which the holders are very anxi­
ous to unload at high prices. If the rust 
reports send the markets up. they will 
be able to do this, and having done it, 
it is safe betting they will be quite as 
anxious to see it drop again in order 
that they may buy the new crop at a 
low figure. It is an old game, and has 
been played with varying success for 
many years. In the meantime the cir­
culation of these reports is injurious 
to Western Canada as a grain-produc­
ing country, and especially following 
the drought from which the country 
really did suffer last year.

The Free Press makes no claim that 
the crop is made. A crop, the largest 
acreage of which is in the milk stage 
ih the first week in August, is in a 
more or less critical condition, and is 
subject to depreciation from a number 
of causes, especially should the weather 
prove unfavorable. The Free Press 
does make the claim that at this date 
there is absolutely nothing to warrant 
the alarmist rumors which are being 
circulated In the United States as to 
the condition of our crop. The reports 
of our own correspondents, confirmed 
as they are by the correspondence of 
the department of agriculture in Sas­
katchewan, and from many private 
sources, all go to show that with two 
weeks of warm bright weather, with 
light winds, the great bulk of the crop 
will be fairly well assured.

wireless, the Osaka Shosen Kaisha 
steamer Chicago Maru, which reached 
the outer wharf Wednesday,- was en­
abled to avoid a typhoon and consider­
able danger therefrom to her upper 

works.
The wireless from the Japanese coast 

reported when the Chicago Maru was 
one day cut that there was a typhoon 
raging to the north, and by altering 
her direct course slightly Capt. Goto 
passed it to the south, and suffered 
only two days bad weather as a con­
sequence,
Chicago Maru met with dense fog out­
side the entrance to the Straits of Juan 
de Fuca, and was held there 24 hours. 
Otherwise she would have landed pas­
sengers and freight here yesterday and 
been one day ahead of her sailing time.

The Chicago Maru brought 162 pas­
sengers, 10 of whom were first cabin 
and the remainder Chinese. For Vic­
toria there were 3 Americans, 113 Chi­
nese and 12 Japanese. The Américain 
passengers are bound for the United 
States. She brought 1,068 tons of gen­
eral freight, 32 tons of which is for Vic­
toria, 92 tons for Seattle and 942 tons 
for Tacoma and overland. The Victoria 
cargo consists of Chinese spirit, one 
package of silk, furniture and general 
merchandise.

According to advices brought by the 
Chicago Maru, Tokio has completed ar­
rangements for public ownership of 
tramways, and under agreement with 
the shareholders of the Tokio Railway 
Company the municipal government 
has taken over the plant and assets of 
the company, 
mentioned at 350,000 yen. 
ment was ratified by a meeting of 
sharehoders, 4,719 attending, held on 
July 24.

Property ownership statistics have ■ 
been prepared in the Japanese empire, 
and according to these there are 1,013 
Japanese who possess 500,000 yen or 
more. The figures were compiled as up 
to the last day of June this year.

The influx of German trade into the 
Orient is held responsible in Japanese 
papers for the fact that the greater 
portion of the paper used in China is 
of German manufacture. At Swatow 
there are three newspapers whose 
annual consumption of paper totals in 
value $80,000, all of which is obtained 
through German markets.

For the benefit of the employees on 
its lines the Manchurian Railway Com­
pany has established a medical school 
at Mukden with two branches of study 
—pharmacology and medical science. 
The school is to open next month.

1,386 To the Editor:—Our local Tory papers 

profess to see in its adoption a step taken 
towards annexation with our neighbors 
to the south. No doubt some will believe 
it true. But the fact of the matter Is just 
the reverse. What were the reasons put 
forward by those who in the past were in 
favor of annexation? Their chief argu­
ment always was that by such a step we 
coüld overcome unjust tariff regulations. 
So that by supporting the Liberal govern­
ment at Ottawa on the present recipro­
city agreement we are not only wiping out 
the cause of annexation sentiment, but 
we are also cementing the bond that binds 
us to the Motherland.

They also say such a step will tend to 
lower wages. It is to be hoped the work­
ers will look at the matter In a calm, 
business way, and not be led by any such 
foolish and tricky arguments. It matters 
very little to the worker whether he gets 
$1 a day or $5 a day If his expenses grow 
pro rata. Quite true, we all like to get a 
good price in dollars for our day’s work. 
Do we ail get it to-day? If not, why not? 
I believe one great reason lies In the 
fact that we are owned and controlled by 
two concerns—transportation companies 
and cold storage. These two factors in 
our lives, backed by unjust tariffs, take 
not only the money from our pockets, but 
they give us, or rather hold us in one 
great sweat shop. We are allowed to live 
if we are self-denying and good workers. 
Jf not we are kicked out.

Now, in this great Canada of ours, tak­
ing all in all, the farmer sets the pace 
for all the workers.. When he is well 
paid, the rest of us have a show. When 
he Is down, so are we. Now, the farmers 
have asked, not only Individually, but 
also by sending immense- deputations to 
Ottawa, for this same trade agreement 
Would they, do this if they thought It 
meant less pay to them for their labor ? 
Not a bit of it. They are up-to-date. They 
see in the abolition of the tariff a corres­
ponding reduction in freight rates. Lower 
freight rates would also lessen the hold 
of the cold storage concerns, as the farm­
ers could themselves rush their perishable 
stuff to, market. To-day, between the 
freighter and the cold storage concerns, 
the raiser of all kinds of meats gets poor­
ly paid, and, God knows, the consumer 
will soon blush to look a pig.in the face.

Fellow-workers, get busy. Vote to put 
the tariff out of business. Why should 
we throw dust in our own eyes by believ­
ing the soft election talk of those who 
live by the tariff wall?

Saanich needn't worry about her fruit 
or spuds. Instead of the uncertain mar­
ket you have had in the past, you will 
have all the big Coast cities open to you. 
As the quality of both your fruit and 
spuds can’t be beaten, all you want is an
