pool to Halifax, made Cape Race yes­
terday, and being informed there was 
open water tried to make this port 
She struck a field of ice at noon two 
miles off the harbor, and in trying to, 
force her way in became tightly jam­
med when within a mile of the har­
bor mouth, where she still remains.

A powerful steamer went out to the 
assistance ot the Mongolian, but be­
came Jammed herself when only a 
quarter of a mile from the harbor, and 
is unable to either proceed or return.

A strong northwesterly wind is press­
ing the ice closer and tighter, and con­
sidering the outlook of the weather 
the position of both steamers is ex­
tremely dangerous. If a storm ensues 
they are likely to be driven ashore; be­
coming total wrecks.

The Mongolian has on board 900 pas­
sengers who, in the event of her being 
driven ashore, will have to take to the 
ice floes to gain land. Much anxiety is 
felt for the safety of the steamer and 
parties are holding themselves in read­

iness to render help along the shore 
should any change for the worse occur.

The present weather indications point 
to similar conditions for to-day. In the 
meantime the ice is bringing the ship 
nearer to the shore every hour.

Winnipeg, May 20.—Allan line agents

London, May 20.—For the purpose of 
better organizing Tabor and reducing 
the number of unemployed in London 
and other English cities, Winston 
Spencer Churchill president of the 
board of trade, has introduced in the 
House of Commons a bill creating a 
national system of labor exchanges, 
similar to those already in existertce 
on the continent.

He stated that in connection with 
this new departure, the government 
also intends to establish a policy of 
unemployment insurance.

If the bill is adopted it is purposed to 
start a scheme ’beginning in 1910 dealing 
first with the whole group of the house 
building, general constructing and ma­
chine trades and shipbuilding. This 
would cover roughly nearly half of the 
whole field of unemployment, in fact 
the worst part.

The government, said Mr. Churchill, 
purposed to aim at a scheme of benefits 
rather lower than paid by the strong­
est trades union. This would necessi­
tate the raising of between five pence 
and six pence per man per week, the 
fund to be contributed jointly by the 
workmen, the employers and the 
state. He was convinced parliament 
gladly would apply its remaining 
strength to grappling with these hid­
eous problems of social disorganiza­
tion, which was marring the health and 
happiness of the country and which, if 
neglected, might affect its strength 
and honor in the world.

Mr. Churchill’s outlined plans appear 
■to be well received by both parties.

PATHFINDER REACHES

Lake Mohonk, N.Y., May 20.—Justice 
J. J. Maclaren, of the Ontario Court of 
Appeal, discussed the boundary dis­
pute between the United States and 
Canada, in an address to-day before 
the Lake Mohonk conference on inter­
national arbitration, 
laren dwelt upon the peaceful relations 
that have been maintained along the 
border for eighty years.

Wu Ting Fang, Chinese minister, 
spoke in favor of arbitration, declar­
ing that his country favored it.

“China strongly favors arbitration,” 
he said, “and hopes that the day will 
soon come when compulsory arbitra­
tion is made the law of nationà.”

Allen Baker, a member of the Brit­
ish House of Commons, in an address 
before the conference said that he be­
lieved England was the chief sinner 
against peace, because it was starting 
a mad race in building Dreadnoughts. 
He said that the political situation was 
responsible for this and condemned 
the yellow press for sending out exag­
gerated reports of the continental sit­
uation.

Washington, D.C., May 20.—Tfce

if it is in extremity ? t

Now our friend Lord Roberts Is well 
stricken in years. He is probably not 
as clear of vision as he was in the days 
when he performed so wisely and 
courageously for the nation in India 
and in South Africa. Or it may that 
as a statesman he has caught a note 
entirely different from the note of the 
soldier. Or again it may be that his 
environment has given a new direc­
tion to his thoughts. All the world 
knows the sentiments and appreciates 
the point of view of the Lords. They 
never did love Liberalism. They think 
less of it now than ever before because 
it is putting its hands in their pockets 
and apportioning taxation in accord­
ance with the ability of the taxefi. They 
dare not lay their agitated hands upon 
the budget of a somewhat radical 
Chancellor; but they may have hopes 
of accomplishing the defeat of the gov­
ernment before its new fiscal policy 
goes into effect. They well understand 
that if the principles involved become 
crystalized 1ft an Act of Parliament 
there is little likelihood of their being 
changed. We may be sure they do 
not contemplate a further increase 
of their burdens for the purpose of 
creating an army corresponding in 
strength to the army of tax-ridden 
Germany. What, then, is the real sig­
nificance of this warning -which has is­
sued from the Lords through the in­
strumentality, of Lord Roberts? That 
is the question.

The Toronto Star points out in 
a recent issue that "the American 
Sugar Refining Company of Brooklyn 
has recently paid to the United States 
government $2,000,000 in back duties on 
imports, and ,$135,000 in penalties. The 
payment of these sums followed a 
prosecution of the company on a charge 
of having defrauded the United States 
customs for years by false statements 
of the weights of raw sugar imported 
for refining. It was shown during the 
prosecution that a mechanism had 
been introduced by employees of the 
company into the scale's used in weigh­
ing, so ‘ that, by pressing a lever, out 
of sight of the government checker in 
attendance, the weight of imported 
sugar as it was unloaded from the ship 
would be shown to be less than it real­
ly was. The company’s chief officers 
disclaimed all knowledge of the fraudu­
lent device, but the company profited 
by the operation of the same to an 
extent equal to six per cent, on its 
capital, and was forced to make good 
the amount of which the government 
had been defrauded.

“Nor was this the’ only case in which 
this American Sugar Refining Com­
pany has been found guilty of some­
what similar offences, 
past two years it has been compelled 
to pay some $134,000 for having violat­
ed the law in accepting rebates in 
freight rate's from transportation com­
panies, and it is at present facing a 
prosecution by New York city for 
stealing water from the municipality, 
a number of pipes—one of them no 
less than ten inches in diameter—hav­
ing, it is alleged, been surre^tlously 
introduced from the city system into 
the company’s plant without meters 
being attafched to the Same.

“It is at least worthy of notice that 
the company in question- is one of the 
beneficiaries of a system under which 
protection has been carried to the 
treme. It is protected on. its output 
of refined sugar, against foreign 
petition, even after paying full duty 
on its raw imports, to the extent of 
about a cent a pound,

IH Los Angeles, May 20*-Lylng in a 
clump of bushes, with hfcr fair hair 
concealing an ugly gash in her throat, 
the body of Anna Poltera, a nine-year- 
old school girl, was found this morn­
ing in Griffith park. The little one’s 
body was nearly denuded of clothing, 
and there was every indication that the 
child had fallen victim to a fiend.

The little girl was found at the rear 
of a small brick house in the wildest 
region of the park. The earth and un­
dergrowth were trampled and torn, 
giving indication that the xchild had 
struggled with her assailant. The body 
was bruised and the gash in the throat 
had severed the jugular vein.

The child had been missing since’ 
last Monday. She lived with her par­
ents on the country road near the north 
entrance to the jiark, about three miles 
from the Los Feliz school.

The' last seen of the little girl alive 
was in Griffith park at 3 o’clock Mon­
day afternoon on her way home from 
school. This morning Jasper Shaffer, 
a park employe#, found the mutilated 
body of the child. Shaffer notified Al­
bert Johnson, of the park police. Cor­
oner Hartwell and Sheriff Hammei 

-were summoned and started for the 
scene of the tragedy In an automobile.

There was a deep cut in her throat, 
severing the jugular vein. Joseph A. 
Dyson, a park employee .told the sheriff 
that yesterday he met Poltera, the 
father of the dead girl, on the road 
close to where’ the body was found, 
and asked him what he was doing 
there. The old man told him that he 
had been to Los Fell* school looking 
for his little girl, who was lost.

While the officers were examining 
the, dead body Poltera and his son 
Edward wandered up. Whim question­
ed, he said: “I am still looking for my 
little girl.”

When he was shown the dead body 
the old man broke down.

RUSSIAN WOMEN SMOKE.

Puff Cigarettes in Public Cafes With­
out Attracting Attention.

Russia is the only country in the 
world where women smoke cigarettes 
in public without attracting attention.

It is customary for Russian ladies to " 
go into restaurants or confectionery 
stores in the afternoon, and while en­
joying a cup of chocolate to puff a 
cigarette. Nothing is thought of It, 
and it does not attract notice. But Rus­
sia is the greatest cigarette smoking 
country in the world. More cigarettes 
are consumed there in a year than in 
several other European countries com­
bined. Turkey is popularly believed to 
be the greatest cigarette country, but 
it is not in it with Russia. Women do 
not smoke cigarettes in Turkey.

In Germany jjgarette smoking in 
public is prohibited among boys at­
tending schools, not by law, but by the 
rules of the schools and universities, 
and severe punishment is meted out 
for a violation of the rule.

The stock of local wheat is getting 

scarce, and the flour mills have been 
losing money through guying foreign 
wheat, writes W. T. R. Preston, Can­
adian Trade Commissioner in Yoko­
hama in referring to the Japanese' sit­
uation. They ceased purchasing for­
eign wheat in the latter part of last 
year, and instead have tried to run 
their mills with the local product. It 
is freely stated now that the local 
stock of wheat is almost exhausted— 
the quantity on hand will not last un­
til the next season’s crop in Japan. The 
millers will therefore have to depend 
again on the foreign supply in order to 
keep their mills in operation.

Under these circumstanàes the quo­
tations for both wheat and flour are 
stiffening, and several milling compan­
ies have decided to increase the price 
of flour. This has had the effect of 
somewhat diminishing the demand. 
Hopes are, however, entertained that 
the advent of warmer weather will 
cause an increased demand for flour.

One or two large mills where the con­
ditions of business are somewhat dif­
ferent from the others referred- to, con­
tinue to quote the old prices for a 
while, but recognized that the demand 
was strong enough to justify an in­
crease. At present the quality of the 
local flour really bears no comparison 
to the western product, so that the de­
mand for the better qualities outside is 
increasing, 
shortly be compelled to mix "foreign 
wheat with the local product, in order 
to keep their machinery in operation, 
and then it will be impossible to even 
retain the present quotations, averag­
ing -yen 2.40 ($1.20 currency) for bags of 
50 pounds. A firm market and an ad­
vance in prices may be confidently ex- 

Under such circumstances, 
there should be a good market for’ 
western flour.

In consequence of the business de­
pression and over-production, nearly 
all the flour milling companies sustain­
ed losses for last year. Only one of 
these concerns was able to pay a.divi- 
dend last year. One was run at a loss 
of yen 60.000 ($30,000) for the half year, 
and the same was also-the case with 
others to a more or less extent. There 
is no doubt that several Japanese flour 
milling companies are suffering from 
over production.

The steamer Vadso arrived from the 
North late yesterday afternoon, after 
a pleasant trip calling at aij the ports 
along the coast. A large crowd was 
taken north, but only about 20 passeng­
ers returned. Reports received from 
every district shows a good deal of 
activity. This is especially noticeable 
at the canneries where preparations 
are being made for the arrival of the 
salmon.

The Vadso brought the first consign­
ment of mild cured spring salmon from 
the Naas river. She also brought news 
from that place that the run of salmon 
so far has been about the same as last 
year. One manager stated that he had 
.taken just two fish more this year 
than last.

The Ootsa Lake country is attracting 
a good deal of attention these days. On 
her last trip the Vadso took a large 
number of settlers and land hunters 
to Bella Coola who were going through 
to that district, and to-night she will 
take E. P. Colley and a party of sur­
veyors to the same district opening 
up the roads. To aid in the work the 
Vadso took up a large gasoline donkey 
engine which will be used for pulling 
stumps and driving piles.

Among those arriving from the north 
last night was W. G. Finder who has 
been doing some survey work in the 
Naas river country.

Going north to-night the Vadso will 
have " a large consignment of freight 
which the " Hudson's Bay Company is 
sending to Hazeiton. This will be tran­
shipped to the river steamers at Prince 
Rupert.

SETTLERS FOR NORTHERN 
VANCOUVER ISLAND

Cattle Taken on Scow Had to 
Swim Ashore at Shus- 

chartie Bay.

A scow load of cattle was towed to 
the north end of Vancouver island by 
the steamer Vadso on her last trip 
north. The cattle were discharged at 
Shuschartie Bay.^about ten miles north 
of Hardy Bay, where a number of set­
tlers are' now going in.

At 
first they refused to swim ashore, but 
swam around and tried to again get 
aboard the scow. A line was sent 
ashore and several of the cattle were 
almost towed to the land. Then when 
the others saw their comrades on terra 
firms they made for land, and those 
still off-the scow took to the water on 
their own account and swam across.

SUSPECTED REVOLUTIONISTS.

Three Men Are on Trial in Arizona— 
Clashes Between Attorneys.

Bisbee, Ariz., May 15.—The third day 
of the trial of Magon, Villareal, and 
Rivera, alleged Mexican revolutionists, 
at Tombstone, began yesterday with a 
court room packed to the doors. The 
work of the attorneys was confined to 
identifying signatures to letters alleg­
ed to have been sent by the defendants 
to Douglas, Ariz. City Jailor Lovings, 
of Los Angeles, and T. Samuels, for­
mer advertising manager of “La Re- 
generacion," the official publication of 
the revolutionists, identified the sig­
natures. The letters were also identi­
fied by Immigration-Inspector Connell, 
who participated in a raid of the head­
quarters at Douglas, December, 1906. 
Attorney Cleary, chief counsel for the 
defence, continually clashed with Dis­
trict-Attorney Alexander over the in­
troduction of witnesses.

Attorney Rogers, for Calhoun, cross- 
examined the witness. He spent much 
of his time in casting slurs upon Burns.

The cross-examination brought out 
little, and did not have much effect 
up to the morning recess.

Rogers asked the witness: "Isn’t it 
a fact that Burns right now has men 
in the employ of the United Railroads, 
who are reporting to him?"

"Yes, you bet he has," said Helms, 
“and the United Railroads has men on 
Burns’ staff reporting all he does."

“Well, it seems to be a case of dog 
eat dog,” said Rogers.

“That’s just what it is,” agreed the 
detective.

An Exciting Incident.
The climax of to-day’s sensations 

came in a clash between attorney Earl 
Rogers, for Calhoun, and assistant dis­
trict attorney Heney..

Rogers, addressing the judge, said:
“Your honor, I want to protest 

against the acts of Mr. Heney. As I 
passed in just now, he said under his 
breath: You’ll get what’s coming to you 
if you don’t stop.’ ”

Heney flushed with anger, arose and 
stepping toward Rogers retorted:

"When you want to stop your dirty 
insinuations and insults. You stand up 
there before the jury and insinuate 
that I am being paid for my services to 
the state. Then you walk to the other 
side of the room and accuse me of 
putting papers where the jury can see 
them. You want to stop that or you 
will get what is coming to yo

Several of the prosecution’s detect­
ives stepped in front of Heney. One 
further word from Rogers might have 
resulted disastrously, but the Calhoun 
attorney did not "reply.”*' '

After delivering this warning, Heney 
was induced to return to his" seat. He 
has repeated several times lately his 
statement made at the opening of the 
case, which was'as follows: "I will 
not stand insults or abuse from coun­
sel until they begin summing up this 
case. If this court does not protect 
me, I will protect myself.”

Rudopih Spreckels took the stand 
and was prepared to offer a detailed 
account of his great prosecution ex­
penditures, but as he could not swear 
to the correctness of the document 
bearing the items, he was excused un­
til this afternoon, when he returned 
to court witlf his employees, who com­
piled the report from his books.

During the brief time he was on the 
stand, Spreckels was questioned by 
Rogers, who incorporated in his ques­
tions insinuations that Heney was paid 
for his work as a graft prosecutor.

During this examination of Spreck­
els. Rogers read from the report three 
items which showed Burns has re­
ceived a total of $125,260 since the be­
ginning of the prosecution, Heney $23,- 
828 and Attorney Cobb, Heney’s part­
ner, a total of $15,000.

STOCK EXCHANGE REGULATIONS.

New York, May 20.—Following agi­

Proposal to Appoint Committee 
Discussed in U. S. 

Senate.

Washington, D. C., May 18.—Discus­
sion of whether high prices in the 
United States are caused by the tariff 
or extortion of the jobbers and retail­
ers, occupied the senate yesterday. The 
discussion arose in connection with the 
resolution recently introduced by Sen­
ator Gore, the blind statesman fronj 
Oklahoma, which demanded that a 
committee investigate this condition.

Senator Aldrich suggested that the 
resolution be referred to the senate 
finance committee, stating that it was 
proper that this committee should deal 
with it as such an investigation would 
involve considerable time and expense.

Carter, of Montana, opposed the reso­
lution, suggesting that the same sort 
of an investigation was already pro­
vided for in the pending amendment to 
the tariff bill looking to the appoint­
ment of a commission of experts for 
the investigation of all matters per­
taining to the tariff.

Gore declared that1 the Republican 
senators who had charged the retailers 
with the 'responsibility for the high 
prices had discovered that they had 
stepped on a live wire and were now 
trying to retrace. He said he had final­
ly suggested the appointment of a se­
lect committee to make the inquiry in 
view of the fact that the finance com­
mittee was so busily engaged in calcu­
lating the cost of labor here and 
abroad.

of Esquimau road ; >

"And whereas Lime street is the na­
tural artery and connection between 
Victoria and Esquimau furnishing, up­
on completion of a traffic bridge across 
the harbor, i-apid means of communi­
cation between the points mentioned :

“And whereas the agreement between 
the parties will in no way effect a set­
tlement of the question or prevent 
others from closing Esquimalt road;

"Therefore we believe the public in­
terest jeopardized • by this agreement 
and paving the w^y for -further con­
fusion and litigation, adding unneces­
sary burdens to the ratepayers;

“Therefore be it resolved that this 
meeting protests against the proposed 
settlement by the corporation and calls 
upon that body to take the necessary 
measures to secure to the public the 
relief afforded by the registered high­
ways of the district.” •

Alexander Watson, at the opening of 
the meeting explained that the pro­
posal was made by the city to give 
thirty feet on Limé street to the Silver 
Spring Brewery Company in exchange 
for property op* the Esquimalt road, 
by which the city would be able to 
widen the Esquimau rdad. He did not 
think it a correct thing to do, as he 
held it would not be in the interests 
of the city that agiy street should 
have a projection dver the line. He 
had attended tfie-'meeting to try and 
prevent the deal going through. There 
had been a dismission’the night prev­
ious with the council and hejielieved 
the proposition had been moderated. 
He was not fully conversant with the 
particulars of the dealy but thought it 
right that the property owners should 
interfere. There’was, however, he un­
derstood, a difference of opinion among 
ratepayers on the matter. He would 
like to hear the Mayor on the ques­
tion.

Phil Smith said it would be well t- 
have private thoroughfares closed and 
the legal streets opened so that buyers 
of property in the district would know 
exactly where they were when com­
ing into the district tq build. He un­
derstood the city intended to exchange 
thirty feet on Lime street for fifty feet 
on Esquimalt rdad. The city was not 
looking to the future for if the brew­
ery company is given property on Lime 
street they must have the assurance 
they will not be disturbed Without, 
compensation being awarded. He fore­
saw that owners of property would be 
put to the cost of arbitration in later 
years. The exchange, he said, does not 
prevent owners from blocking the 
street at either end, and he thought 
they might do that to bring the city 
up to time in the matter. If the pity 
can rightly make the exchange he con­
sidered it would be a vicious principle, 
as there are other streets that can be 
suitably used, although the thorough­
fare would then be crooked. Con­
cluding, he ^aid . the property owners 
were there to protest against the en­
croachment on the street and to pro­
test against the kind of legislation pro­
posed.

Mayor Hall, at,the call of the chair­
man, said Esquimalt road Was laifi out 
by the province jn .1860. but it was not 
gazetted. The act held that whenever 
public money was spent on a. public 
highway that road became the prop­
erty of the people of the province. The 
road, however. Was not gazetted, - and 
the width was not stated. The only' 
portion then thafi is à public highway 
is that which has been left between 
fence lines. The road is thirty-three 
feet wide and the council felt it was

Even then 
failure Stares them in the face, as after 
leaving the Cariboo wagon road there are 
no reads into any of the valleys, but only 
pack trails. The only successful way to 
hunt land in northern British Columbia is 
for ai party of three to go together, take 
tent, axe, frying pan, pot, knives, forks, 
tin cups and plates, hobbles and tie fines, 
rubber sheet and oiled slicker; also a 
saddle each, and two or more pack sad­
dles. Take the stage from Ashcroft to 
Quesnel, then purchase fiyp ponies at 
from $35 to $40 each, purchase "all provi­
sions there, pack on the two ponies, each 
riding one of the others.

Olympia, Wash., May 19. — At mid­
night June 9th the cigarette will be 
banished from the state of Washing­
ton, for on that date the new .criminal 
code -goes into effect. Section 284 of the 
code is as follows: "Sale of cigarettes 
and cigarette materials. Every person 
who shall manufacture, sell, give away 
or have in his possession aiiy cigar­
ettes, cigarette papers or cigarette 
wrappers shall be guilty of a misde­
meanor.”

When that section of the code was 
passed by the legislature many thought 
that it was a copy of the Byerly law 
passed two years ago, which prohibited 
only the sale of the “pills,” “dream 
producers" or "coffin nails,” as they are 
commonly known, with the exception 
that the proviso giving the wholesale 
jobbers the right to handle them had 
been stricken. In the rush of the last 
days of the session, however, the men 
in favor of “cigarette prohibition” got 
in their work and the section was so 
doctored that cigarettes Will be outlaws 
beginning June 10th, 1909.

It is the opinion of the attorney-gen­
eral’s office that the law means that 
cigarettes are banished under the law 
and any person who has them in his 
possession after June 9tb Is subject to 
fine and imprisonment;

The cigarette smoker is hard hit by 
the law.- It it is enforced it means that 
the person who‘Wants to smoke cigar­
ettes will have to do it in secret. Some 
maintain that under the strict con­
struction of tfie law a man might have 
one cigarette, but that is trifling with 
technicalities, ahd when the -new code 
goes into èfftict the cigarette will be 
banished by law in the state of Wash­
ington.

KING LEOPOLD’S PICTURED.

Brussels, May 19.^The matter of the 
sale of King Leopold’s collection of 
pictures and worfis of art came up in 
the Chamber of Deputies yesterday. In 
reply to a question by Deputy Vander- 
veldt, the Socialist leader. Baron De- 
schamps, minister of state, said that 
the government was not able' to In­
terfere in the direction of acquiring the 
collections.

Deputy Vanfierveldt then intimated 
that he would transform his question 
into an interpellation "into the scandal 
of the King’s sale of pictures to Am­
erican meat packers.”

It is now stated that King -Leopold 
is also selling the Egyptian antiqui­
ties presented by Ismael Pasha in 1854, 
an illustrated catalogue of which was 
circulated in the United States. The 
newspapers express great indignation 
af the sale, which they declare will 
realize $2,000,000. and this sum, they 
allege, will be settled on a son born 
out of wedlock. ,

the "race meeting promoted by the Mayor 
and aldermen" Oak Bay would take steps 
to protect Itself,

Mayer Hal) protested against the refer­
ence to the “promoting” of races, and 
was backed up by the aldermen.

"Nor did we know, nor had we any 
Idea, Oil the length of time it was intended 
to run the meeting,” said His Worship. 
“Personally, I am not an advocate of it'* 

His Worship said the Country Club had 
leased the grounds from the B. C. Agri­
cultural Society. The council had nothing 
to do with it.

Aid. Ross suggested that one way out 
of any conflict was for the city to take 
in the district in which the grounds were. 

The Mayor said the Country Club was 
looking after It He was not in a position 
to say whether there were any undesir­
ables at the track.

From time to time little matters crop 
up In council Illustrating the delays 
that take place in civic affairs some­
times. Monday, for instance, a letter 
was read from Dr. 'C. R. Richards, Vi 

asking what the council was doing 
in regard to the tenders for the civic 
veterinary work, sent in some months 
ago. •

About three months ago the matter 
was referred to the fire wardens, who 
'made a report shortly after from which 
two members dissented. The report was 
sent back, but nothing has been heard 
cf it since. Dr. Hamilton continues to 
do the work, as in the past.

Aid. Fullerton, chairman of the 
wardens, said the matter was to come 
up at their next meeting, at which he 
wanted Aid. Humber to be present, and 
meanwhile Dr. Richard's letter could 
lie on the table.

“Let us be men and not boys, apd 
settle this matter here In council and 
now,” Aid- Humber said. “What is tfce 
good of waiting for the wardens to"re­
port? This is something like the report 
of the civic Investigation, which never 
will be settled, apperently.”

Aid. Ross seconded thef motion to 
deal with the tenders there and then.

The mayor objected that the council 
could not take the matter out of the 
hands of the fire wardens.

"But they are taking a long time to 
deal with it,” Aid. Ross pointed out.

“It does appear to me that after two 
or three months it is time the commit­
tee made a report of some nature,” said 
Aid. Turner. “We are entitled to a re­
port and I think the committee are to 
be censured for dilly-dallying and not 
giving us information about this."

Aid. Humber, Raymond, Bishop, 
Turner and Ross voted for immediate 
action. Aid. Stewart, McKeown, Mable, 
Fullerton and Henderson voted to 
wait for the fire warden’s report, which 
Is promised in a few days. The mayor, 
asked by two or three aldermen how 
he voted, said against the motion- and 
the letter was then tabled until the 
wardens report.

His worship made a statement about 
his not having a costing vote, but hav­
ing an equal right to vote with the 
other members, and corrected the 
statements in the city papers that his 
casting vote had accepted the parks 
board resignations.

‘"Phis is a little hot air,” remarked 
Aid, Turner, recalling a phrase used 
against himself recently.

A New Paving Material 
Again, a little later, there was a 

close vote on the matter of Cormorant 
street paving, which is to be laid with 
granitoid from the west side of Doug­
las street to the east side of Store 
street.

Aid. Turner, replying to questions, 
said granitoid was a proved pavement.

Aid. Fullerton declared that If this 
pavement was going to be laid as an 
experiment he would# vote against it. 
He protested against going1 to Ameri­
can cities for experience instead of 
confining attention to our own eastern 
cities. In Toronto asphalt blocks were 
being used exclusively now.

“There are only two kinds of pave­
ment for Victoria, vitrified brick and 
wood blocks," said Aid. Humber. “No 
Yankee' can come over here and switch 
Russ Humber."

For granitoid there voted Aid. Turn­
er, Raymond, Bishop, Ross and Stew­
art, and against it Aid. Humber, Mc­
Keown, Mable, Fullerton and Hender­
son. Again the mayor had to be asked 
how he voted, how he declared the 
vote, when he stated that the motion 
for granitoid was carried. He Express­
ed the opinion that so long as it was 
confined to one street he had no objec­
tion to a material being tried.

From J. L. Skene, a petition was re­
ceived representing over 90 per cent, cf 
the owners on Douglas steret, from 
Humboldt street to Cormorant street, 
asking for Hassam pavement instead 
of bithulithic.

Aid. Turner declared that he had a 
lot of Information showing that Hasam 
pavement was a failure and had never 
been laid twice in any city. He would 
be sorry to see It laid here.

Aid. Henderson remarked that he 
had heard the same of bithulithie, if 
it came to that.

distries can compare with these. That 
our government and people realize this 
is proven by the large sums spent an­
nually upon the physical, mental, and 
moral development of the children of 
this province. And yet, notwithstand­
ing the thought and care given to this 
work, some of these children have be­
come victims of environment, through 
lack of restraint, or possibly vicious 
surroundings, apd they are drifting to­
wards ‘a life of criminality from which 
it is our work to divert them, and place 
them under happier conditions. They 
need1 sympathy, discipline, and an in­
spiration to a better life, rather than 
punishment, indifference, or reforma­
tory.
their home life can be materially help­
ed by a tactful kindness and sym­
pathy, and home is made more than a 
shelter for the night. This work has 
to be delicately done by the officer 
constantly visiting the parents and 
helping them to realise the moral re­
sponsibility of fatherhood and mother­
hood. It was our good fortune, a few 
months ago, to have a visit from J. J. 
Kelso, superintendent of neglected chil­
dren in Ontario, who spoke in our city 
on three occasions, impressing all who 
heard him of the importance of this 
work. He gave valuable advice on the 
work that could be accomplished by an 
officer giving his or her entire time in 
looking after the interests of the chil­
dren, and the necessity in connection 
with this work of the establishment of 
a home for delinquents. In conjunc­
tion with representatives of various or­
ganizations, the officers of this society 
interviewed the mayor and aldermen, 
both as a body and individually, ask­
ing for some financial assistance, as is 
given in other cities. In the past the 
work has been undertaken gratuit­
ously by those interested in saving the 
children, but as the work develops with 
the growth of the city, the increased 
number of neglected children demands 
that one shall give his or her entire 
time to the work, and thus prevent the 
development of evil in the little ones, 
whose natural guardians exercise no 
moral control over them.

We regret to be compelled to report 
that the mayor and city council have 
made no provision in the estimates for 
guarding and helping the1 uncared for 
children, nor do they see the possibility 
of providing for such in the supple­
mentary estimates. Surely the paving 
of streets, the opening of parks, the 
erection of a( float at the* causeway, 
etc., important as they are, cannot /be 
compared to the care of our boys and 
girls. Our neglect of them means an 
influence for evil, which may, and 
doubtless will, touch other children, 
and now spent in this work, would save 
the development of criminals ■ in 
own city, we not only need “city 
fathers,” but need jealously to guard 
against the moral waywardness which 
affect the home life and the best de­
velopment of childhood. Cannot some 
influence be brought to bear even yet 
upon our mayor and aldermen by those 
who have this work at heart, and who 
are ratepayers?

During this year a large number ot 
houses have been visited, and the cases 
of 21 children investigated, 
three cases have wefoutid it nëccssary 
to appeal to the magistrate for legal 
possession of the children, which was 
granted In each case.

Case 12.—A father applied to us for 
to care for and educate his children, 
for which he was willing to pay. He 
was of necessity away from his home, 
and it was important to remove them 
from their present environment.

Case 13-14.—Lack of 
home and truancy were preparing two 
young boys and two girls for future 
criminals.

Case 15.—A neglected baby needed 
adoption.

Case 16,—A deserted child needed a 
home.

Cases, 17, 18, 19.—Children neglected 
through drunkenness, home conditions 
needed improving, and the responsibil­
ity of parents emphasized.

LOST MONET ON TAXICABS. ENTRIES FOR 
SWEEP STAKES

Receiver Appointed for Firm of New 
York Brokers.

New York, May 18.—In 'the appoint­
ment of a receiver for Tracey & Cow, 
members of the New York stock ei> 
change and the Chicago board of trade, 
yesterday, Wall street had a million 
dollar failure with an Interest varying 
from the usual. Taxicabs, not stock 
manipulation or market conditions, are 
said to be directly responsible for the 
firm’s trouble. A. E. Benedict, the re­
ceiver, said last night that he under­
stood that money lost in backing a lo­
cal taxicab concern figured in the out­
side ventures. The firm" has no stock 
exchange obligations. The total liabili­
ties are estimated at $1,000,000, and tho 
assets at half that amount.

News of the firm’s failure came out 
with the filing of an involuntary peti­
tion in bankruptcy dn the United States 
District court yesterday, but as it was 
rather late in the day, no official notice 
was received at the stock exchange.

There were three petitioning credi­
tors, and their claims as stated are 
quite inconsiderable, , totalling but 
$39,000. Tracy & Co. organized in 1905, 
consists of Wm. W. Tracy, R. G. Cov­
ington and Frederick W. Parker.

Mr. Parker, who was the board mem­
ber, has been abroad several months, 
according to a statement made at the 
office, cruising in the Mediterranean.

Among the stock exchange houses 
which have Chicago connections, the 
embarrassment of the firm caused lit-! 
tie surprise. The situation is regarded 
by friends of Mr. Tracey as a result, 
at least in part, of proposed taxicab 
legislation involving a reduction in 
the rate of fares, pending before the 
board of aldermen. Besides the main 
New York office in Wall street, the 
firm maintained local branches In 
West 33rd street, at tjie Hotel Gotham.

Gipsy Smith’s advice to his volunteer 
workers is that of a man who knows 
human nature. “Shut your mouths and 
be dumb forever, 
some lost soul,” he says. “Go fifty 
miles the other way rather than meet 
a seeking soul If you are not right with 
God. If,you are faithful God will see 
that you are fruitful. If God will only 
steady my hand and nerve my- heart 
I will put the knife in deep and then 
hand the patient over to you, the 
nurses. Remember you are not tout­
ing for your church. Save men first, and 
God will sort them out, among the 
churches as He pleases.”

Since this wonderful evangelist has 
been on this continent he has preached 
to three and a quarter million of peo­
ple. As he said at his opening meeting 
in Toronto, he "has seen tens of thou­
sands moved to God.”

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GIPSY SMITH ’
IS IN TORONTO>

SPEAKS TO 10,000
IN MASSEY HALL

Evangelist Makes a Strong Im­
pression, in His Opening 

Addresses There.

Thousands Of people are hearing 
Gipsy Smith in Massey hall, Toronto. 
At his opening meetings he spoke to ten

-

thousand, making a wonderful impres­
sion. Jn the afternoon he addressed 
a meeting of twenty-five hundred wo­
men, followed immediately after by one 
attended by as many men, while in the 
evening Toronto’s famous hall was 
packed from floor to ceiling.

Standing with long-fingered, sinewy 
expression ofhands, themselves an 

strength of will, resting lightly on the 
rail in front of him, the compact broad- 
shouldered figure held with a natural 
ease, Gipsy Smith was well worth 
studying. Hair, black as the raven’s 
wing, curls over the low forehead. Be­
neath sharply arched, thick black 
eyebrows appear a pair of somewhat 
elongated eyes; deep pools of ink as 
fl-om half-closed lids they swept around 
the hall estimating what manner of 
people were there. The face, with high 
cheek bones and its strong aggressive 
chin, has graven deep upon it the lines 
of profound emotion.

He watches the people coming in and 
makes them feel at home tn kindly and 
homely phrases, 
sleek, contented people who like to oc­
cupy the front seat on such occasions, 
and to the ushers he says: “Dear old 
bench-warmers, religious tramps, regu­
lar old spongers. I don’t want to have 
’em here, and won't even if I have to 
issue special tickets. Keep some of the 
best seats for those who have to work 
late and can’t get here early.”

Quaintly but effectively he gets the 
ladies to remove their hats. “I wad 
speaking In Boston once,” he said, In 
a quiet voice audible all over the hall, 
“and a man sent a note up to me which 
said, T have come three hundred miles 
to see and hear you. I can hear you 
but not see. I am behind a big hat. 
Will you please sing Rescue the Per­
ishing?’ ” Needless to say the hint was 
taken.

The ways of choirs are not strange 
to him, and to the aggregation on the 
platform he said: “If you are giddy 
and flirty while I am praying, what I 
am saying will probably be lost on 
someone who. is watching you."

"1 would give a hundred dollars to 
have him say that to my choir,” whis­
pered a minister in the hall, while 
Gipsy Smith was going on:

“I have heard church quartettes so 
good that they never ought to" have 
stopped, and when they have stop­
ped they ought never to have start­
ed again. Some churches are cursed 
with quartettes. I saw one lady con­
duct her correspondence while the min­
ister was praying. I would start the 
singing myself,” he thundered, "before 
allowing such an ungodly thing.” 
“Amen” came from one of the galler­
ies, and as swiftly followed the rebuke, 
“You be quiet and don't interrupt.”

“Some people have the idea that 
Jesus Christ is a fine • escape,” said 
{he evangelist to the huge throng that 
in serried ranks filled the hall at night. 
“What have you done? You are play­
ing at religion if you have not put forth 
a helping hand to some one else. You 
must pray if you would'have God move 
the city,” he reiterated, and when some 
slight applause broke out swift indeed. 
was the rebuke.

“In no mission that I have held has 
the response been so great as in these 
first days in Toronto.” were almost 
his last words, as In response to his 
call dozens moved away to the Inquiry 
rooms. “If you are thinking: Can’t I 
settle this without going to the in­
quiry rooms; get down on your knees. 
Never mind the people.”

“If you are willing to give yourself 
to Christ and humanity these sixteen 

. days, as I am willing, this ci^y w;ll be 
moved from its centre to its circum­
ference. You are responsible fdr the 
spiritual life of this city. You profes­
sing members of Christian churches. If 
the spiritual life is at a low ebb it is 
because you are living on a low level. 
Draw the chalk line round yourself and 
pray, ‘Lord begin in the ring.’ Lots of 
you want Him to lîegin in the new 
pew."

"Listen!” This is Gipsy Smith’s 
magic word. Following some burst of 
eloquence comes the almost Inevitable 
stir amid his hearers. A high-sound­
ing call comes the one word “Listen!” 
On an instant the stir is hushed into a 
deep éllence.

PRINCESSES Ottawa, May 20.—Earl Grey'S speech 
at the prorogation of parliament yes­
terday was in part as "follows :

“I am pleased to notice that your 
attention has been engaged on some 
measures of great importance. In the 
first ranks of such 'measures is to be 
noted the amendment of the railway 
act, under which by the joint action 
of the national government, provincial 
and municipal authorities, together 
with Hhe railway companies, railway 
crossings are to be gradually reihOved 
and a constant menace to li^e and 
property thereby effectually done away 
with.

“The loan of ten million dollars to 
the G. T. P, Railway Company will, 
no doubt, ensure the completion during 
the coming season of the prairie sen- 

1 tion of the national transcontinental 
railway, and Will secure to the fast de­
veloping western provinces, for this 
year’s crop, a new and competitive out­
let towards the sea.

“The act to* place the department of 
labor; which has been In existence' for 
some years, under the direct responsi­
bility of a minister of the crowd, ex­
clusively entrusted with its manage­
ment, is In * accordance with the' oft 
expressed wishes of labor organiza­
tions, and is a further step in a field 
of legislation wherein Canada has al­
ready taken a not unimportant place.

“The act charging the secretary of 
state1 with special responsibility In re­
gard to the external affairs of Canada 
will facilitate the transaction of busi­
ness in connection with that most 
Important branch of the public ser­
vice.

“The resolution adopted by the 
House of Commons for the organiza­
tion of a Canadian naval service. In 
operation with the close relation to 
the imperial navy, is a proper ac­
knowledgment of the duties now ap­
pertaining to Canada as a nation and 
as a member of the British empire.-

"The financial conditions throughout 
the world seem to be more hopeful 
than they were four months ago, When 
I opened this session, and while in 
Canada we have undoubtedly suffered 
less than other countries during this 
period of universal depression, it will 
still be the part of prudence to exer­
cise care and economy in all branches 
cf service.”

The Grand Trunk Pacific railway is 
to inaugurate a through passenger ser­
vice from Winnipeg to Melville, Sask., 
and from that point to Biggar, instead 
of remaining over night at different 
divisional points, as under present 
schedule. The change is expected to 
go into operation oh Sunday, May 2Srd. 
and after that date a solid passenger 
train will be run to Melville from 
Winnipeg instead of a mixed, as at 
present.

The table now announced shows train 
No. 1 leaves Winnipeg 
Wednesday and Friday, at 8.00; arrives 
Rivers, 14.50; leaves Rivers 16.00, arriv­
ing at Melville at 22.00 the same night. 
Melville is 279 miles west of Winnipeg, 
and the run from that point to Biggar, 
526 miles west of here Is made on 
Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday west, 
leaving Melville at 6.00 in the morn­
ing, arriving at Biggar at 21.00 the 
same night.

On the return the east bound train 
leaves Biggar at 7.00 Monday. Wed­
nesday a'nd Friday, reaches Melville 
the same night at 22.00. From Mel­
ville, train No. 2 leaves Melville at 
7.00 on Tuesday, Thursday and Satur­
day. arriving at Rivers at 15.40, leav­
ing that point at 15.60 and reaching 
Winnipeg at 20.40 the same night.

It Is expected that the service from 
Melville to Biggar will be extended 
through to Scott in June, owing to the 
number of passengers wishing to go 
through to that point, but at present 
the tri-weekly service from Biggar to 
Wainwright will be left in operation, 
leaving Biggar on Tuesday, Thursday 
and Saturday, at 6.00, reaching Wain­
wright at 6.00 that night, and return­
ing, leave Wainwright at 7.00 Tues­
day. Thursday and Saturday, arriving 
at Biggar at 19.00 the same evening.

The volume of business Involved 
along the new G. T. P. line in the west­
ern provinces has made it absolutely 
necessary for the establishment of a 
more efficient train service, and it is 
only a matter of a short time until a 
daily passenger service each way will 
be essential to keep apace with busi­
ness.

The construction of the line into 
Edmonton will be completed before the 
end of June, when it is expected a sup­
plementary card will be issued giving 
Edmonton a second direct line with 
Winnipeg.

San Francisco, Cal., May 19.—“The1 
bars are down and we are trying to 
put you behind them,” angrily shouted 
Francis J. Heney at Attorney Eari 
Rogers, of the defence in the Calhoun 
trial to-day.

This office has ' lately been in com­

munication with the department of 
agriculture in regard to the serious 

[disadvantages under which Japan is 
carrying on the export of citrus fruit. 
Japan is the paradise for all kinds of 
para-ites, and enormous sums of money 
as the result of the most dareful sci­
entific researches, have been expended 
in destroying the silk pests. This is 
particularly the case in respect to the 
parasites that affect the silk and rice 
culture, but in regard to the cultivation’ 
of the citrus fruits, apparently very lit­
tle progress has been made with a view 
of overcoming the destructive work of 
the parasites that infest the orange 
orcha rds.

There are two principal kinds of 
oranges raised in Japan known às the 
jlikan and Natsu-Mlkan. The Natsu- 
Mikan comes to maturity in the sum­
mer. and the ordinary Mikan in the 
autumm. Altogether there are nearly 
20.000.000.000 trees in Japan yielding 
nearly 500,000,000 pounds of fruit an­
nually. 1

In the Prefecture of Wakayama 2.- 
ono.000 people arc dependent upon the 
annual orange crop. The ravages that 
have been made in this particular dis­
trict by the parasites is most lament­
able. entailing an incalculable loss not 
only directly to the people engaged in 
orange cultivation, but indirectly upon 
the national wealth of Japan.

His excellency, the governor of this 
prefecture, in a recent communication 
to Mr. T. Nosse (formerly consul-gen­
eral at Ottawa), expressed his deep 
concern about the future of the orange 
cultivation in that district. The au­
thorities at one time were seriously 
considering the advisability of destroy­
ing the present orchards and replant­
ing with specially selected trees. But 
careful inquiry led to the conclusion 
that this course was almost impossi­
ble. in view of the length of time that 
must elapse before the new trees would 
bear fruit, and the severe straits, • in 
the meantime, to which the large pop­
ulation now dependent upon the an­
nual crop of fruit would be exposed. 

Attention was directed to this ques­
tion by a letter written by Mr. Cun­
ningham, of the provincial fruit inspec­
tors Bureau, Vancouver. In this letter, 
In discussing the importation of Japan­
ese oranges via British Columbia, Mr. 
Cirnnipgham says:

”It was not-the intention of the gov­
ernment to make an exception of the 
ritrug fruit, so that we could justly 
have condemned and destroyed all the 
Japanese oranges that were infected 
this season. Instead of this, we adopt­
ed fumigation as a protective measure, 
although I have serious doubts about 
its complete efficacy.

“My attention has recently been 
drawn to a shipment of very superior 
oranges consigned to the Hon. C. Yada, 
Japanese consul. I believe the fruit 
was grown under the supervision of 
the Japanese government, and I have 
no hesitation in stating that if the 
orange growers of Japan would adopt 
the methods under which those beauti­
ful oranges- must have been grown, 
the sale of such fruit in Canada and 
the adjoining states would be practi­
cally unlimited, and at very remunera­
tive prices. Japanese growers should 
begin to realize that trees infected with 
such* scales as we find on their oranges 
cannot possibly produce good whole­
some fruit.

"I cannot hold out the slightest hope 
that fumigation will be adopted after 
this season, for. there is always more 
or less injury done to the packages, be­
sides the expense incidental to fumiga­
tion; but worse than all this is the un­
certainty as to the efficacy of the treat­
ment.

The decline in the export to Canada 
is shown by the comparison between 
1902 and 1907.

This fact alone is going to prove one 
of the strongest arguments for drastic 
action in connection with the destruc­
tion of the citrus parasite. Oranges 
are looked upon as the most plentiful 
and common -of the domestic eatable 
fruits in Japan.

What a .transformed 
world dt; would bel One dees so .often 
feel overwhelmed wjth -the world’s 
need. It is so pitiful, so pressing, so 
sore. Oh, do let us all covet, more 
earnestly, that great joy which comes- 
of having given faithfully; not only a 
just proportion of our means, but even 
more, let our giving cost us something. 
And above all, let us give ourselves."

A hymn was sung immediately after 
Miss Turner’s paper, and Bishop Per-, 
rln in his closing address followed 
closely along the lines suggested by 
it, beginning with the quotation: “The 
excellence of the work consists in the 
joy of the work.” The Bishop said 
that a certain class of people, instinct­
ively chose always the hardest course, 
feéllng that it must needs be the right 
one, but that was not his idea. His 
Lordship then went on to speak of the 
joy of missionaries in their work, in 
spite of the. tremendous anxiety, and 
loneliness necessarily attendant upon it. 
He then referred more particularly to 
the noble work accomplished by Bishop 
Turner in Uganda, which he accom­
plished against such fearful odds.

In concluding, his remarks the speak­
er impressed upon his hearers the 
thought that nothing which is real 
ever fails. He then paid a very high 
tribute on behalf of the différent clergy­
men of the diocese to the. splendid 
work accomplished by the Woman’s 
Auxiliary.

Cleveland, Ohio., May 20.—The United 
States Telephone Company yesterday 
failed in its attempt to secure legal re­
lief from the alleged inroads made up­
on its tong distance agreements with 
local independent companies by the 
Bell concern.

The petition filed by the United States 
Company asking a temporary Injunc­
tion restraining affiliations of the Bell 
company from alleged attempts to In­
duce the independent companies to vio­
late their existing 99 year contracts for 
long distance service, was refused by 
Judge Taylor of the United States 
court. - .

The Bell companies named in the pe­
tition were the American Telephone 
Company and the Central Union Tele­
phone Company. The defendants were 
charged in the petition with operating 
a trust in the restraint of trade. That 
the decision given by Judge Taylor 
sounds the death knell of the independ­
ent companies Is the opinion of a Cen­
tral Union official, who said:

"The independents have brought 
about their own destruction. There is 
not the least doubt in our minds that 
the end of the telephone competition is 
in sight. They brought this suit in a 
last àtteipjpt to save themselves. As 
every teièphonéi'man knows, it is the 
long distance business that keeps the 
independents alive,”

The lee-breaking steamship construc­
ted for the Dominion government by 
Vickers, Sons &• Maxim, Ltd., London, 
for the winter navigation of Northum­
berland strait, between Prince Edward 
Island and the mainland, is to be de­
livered this month. The contract price 
for this vessel was £103.000.

The- specifications provide for a twin- 
screw mail and passenger steamship, 
having the following principal dimen­
sions; Length over all, 278 ft. 6 in.; 
breadth moulded, 46ft. ; depth to up­
per deck, 19 ft ; upper deck to promen­
ade deck, 7 ft. 9 in.; load draught, 
mean, 18tt.; indicated horsepower, 6,- 
000; dead weight on 18 ft. draught, 600 
tons. The vessel was built and engined 
under Lloyd’s special survey, and is 
classed 100A1 at Lloyd's two deck rule, 
with water ballast and doublé bottom, 
fore and aft, and will comply with all 
the board, pf„ trade requirements for 
passenger service. The hull Is of steel, 

,with special strengthening to fit her 
for the service ,for which she is de­
signed. She has a cut water stem of 
elliptical stern, and is fitted with nine 
watertight bulkheads, two steel masts,

ÿïP&fëkmerican Indian that district was inhabit­
ed by a race of people far advanced in 
the arts of civilization. For years past 
there have been evidences of this dis­
covered from time to time in the 
mound along the «Rainy river and lakes 
of the district, and the latter has been 
the subject for scientific research. This 
latest discovery has given an added 
impetus to the question.

While the workmen engaged on the 
big power dam were excavating and 
clearing away the rock and debris in 
the channel of the river, where it had 
been unwatered for the construction of 
the big power dam, a treasure trove 
of relics was uncovered, 
hole” in the river bed, a hollow worn 
by the action of small stones on the 
softer native rock, was 
of weapons and articles of pure cop­
per, arrow heids. spear heads, fish 
hooks, rings, bands, tomahawks and 
ornaments, ail as bright as when turn­
ed out by their manufacturers.

The specimens found were fashioned 
skilfully and neatly, and indicated 
great taste and no small artistic abil­
ity on the part of the race who fash­
ioned them. Thé fact that some of the 
articles were hardened or tempered to 
give a cutting edge like steel, showed 
that the long lost art of tempering 
copper had been known to that race.

Several theories have been advanced, 
but the one which has gained the most 
general belief is that some prehistoric 
race, ante-dating the mound-builders 
of co-existént with that peculiar peo­
ple, must have lived in the Rainy River 
district. How these articles got where 
they were found is an even greater 
mystery;' the solution of which is equal­
ly a matter of theory.

Through some mischance 
their canoe was swept over the falls, 
and the sack found lodging in a hallow 
at the foot, where it has lain since, the 
skin sack rotting away with the action 
of time and water. There the weapons 
had lain hidden till the white man of 
the 20th century had diverted tn 
nel and uncovered the treasure trove, 
more valuable many times for its anti­
quity.

Antiquarians searching the ruins of 
Egypt have found similar copper wea­
pons, tempered as these are, but as to 
the process of hardening employed 
nothing Ts known,
