A note was found in the room, concern-
ing which different stories are*told.

He:states that
the note was addressed to A:'J. Chappell,
his (King’s) partner, and that it mere-
ly requested him to look after certain de-
posits of gold dust which she had in the

be sent to her children in Penver, Col-
orado.

Some idea of the prevailing condition
at Dawson can be obtained from a state-
ment made by Ensign McGill of the Sal-
vation Army, who appeared before the
committee about a month ago. He said:

“The Sulvation Army shelter will be
ready for occupancy about December 20.
It has thirty bunks and good cooking and
dming-rooms. Meals will be furnished
on the short order plan, at bedrock
prices. At present the bunks are with-
out mattresses or blankets. This is a
serious neecssity, as many of those seek-
ing shelter are without ¢overing. :

“The prospect of furnishing those who
ask for food and shelter with work at
wood chopping is mecting with the ‘seri-
ous difficulty that the demand was so
poor that many would have to be refused.
Although the wood was cut into stove
lengths and delivered at regular prices,
it has accumulated on our hands. -

“The conditions of destitution in this
town are appalling. In one hour I was
aproached by fifty men asking for
something to do that they might eat.
They were actually on bedrock. Such
conditions are difficult even for- me "to
believe in.”

He said that as
u representative of the Boston Chamber
of Commerce -he wished to interest New
Yorkers in the werk of securing the
freest possible trade relations with the
Dominion. of Canada. He wanted Can-
ada placed as nearly as international
conditions would permit on the same
trade basis as that occupied by one of
the states in the Union. He cited the
large amount of commerce which existed
between the two countries, and drew the
conclusion that Canada was a better
market than all the tropics.

BRITISH COLUMBIA'S CRITICS.

Byron’s well-known X

Western Australia ' has’ suffered - a’ good
deal from  the hastity “formed -opiniens
and the stpegficial criticisms of ‘“special
mining ‘commissioners,” and it would, in-
deed, be safer to! beliéve an epitaph than
to ;-aceept’ the’conclusion formed by some
of these correspondents.: We recently
quoted _at' some length the remarks of
the. Economist’s ' special comwissioner
with reference to the British Columbian
mining industry, and we are glad to no-
tiee that the observations of that gentle-
man, some of which were obviously imn-
accurate, have been challenged by such
a well-known autherity on British ‘Co~
{ lumbian topics as Mr. A. J. MeMillan.
Our contemporary’s correspondent -ad-
mits, with some ambiguity, that *‘in the
abstract” British Columbia hds a great
future before it as a mineral producer,
but he is puzzled to know “how that fu-

holds that Eaglish capital will never
benefit, in -British Columbia to the same
extent as’it did in South Africa, West
Australia, and India, because ‘“‘the great
majority ‘of the mines and prospects in
the country are owned and entirely.con-
troled . by, . Canadian-  and- American
‘shareholders.” The fallacy of this con-
tention ‘must be obvious to anyone with
the slightest acquaintance of the British
Columbian mining industry. It is prob-
ably true that the claimns already located
are owned largely by Canadians and
Americans, but as Mr. McMillan re-
minds us, the great majority of - these
are in the hands of men, or of local com-
panies, without the necessary capital to
develop them, and they must inevitably
pass into the hands of strong ¢ompanies
with plenty of working capital.

The transition of the best developed
properties from the original owners to
more wealthy companies has' been going
on for some time. Three years ago the
best Rossland mrines belonged to Ameri-
cans. To-day thoy are owned, for the
most part, by British and Canadian cap-
,ita.lists. The Le Roi mine was bought
by the British American Corporation
from ‘Ainericans, and the Centre Star
and War Eagle mines, also at Rossland,
were sold by Americans to Canadians.
The Columbia-Kootenay, the Josie, and
No. 1, three other highly promising Ross-
land properties, are also owned hy the
British America Corporation. It must
be borne in mind, too, that there are im-
mense areas in British Columbia which
are known to contain Jeposits of the
precious metals, and which have not vet
been staked out. Englishmen have the
same opportunities as Canadians and
Americans of sharing in the Jlatent
wealth of these regions, and, forsooth,
the “mystery” as to how English capital
is going to.benefit from the exploitation
of British Columbia’s mineral wealth is
ona of the KEconomist's correspondent’s
own weaving. The same authority is
good enough to declare that “the Eng-
lish-floated British Columbian companies
to date are a poor sefection.” The Brit-
ish America Corporation, the ILondon
and B. C. Goldfields, the New Goldfields
of B. C., and the Canadian Pacific Ex-
ploration Company will doubtless feel
grateful for-the compliment. We think
it will be generally admitted, however,
that the Le Roi, and the numerous oth-
er mines owned by the B.A.C.®as well
as the Ymir, the Ruth, the Whitewater,
and the Porto Rico constitute the eream
of the developed mines of British Co-
lumbia. The statement by the corres-
pondent that ‘“‘the Hall Mines, floated
some yvears ago, paid a dividend or two,
{ and -are now shut down,” is untrue, and
 has been officially denied.

The correspondent is equally wide of
the mark when, referring to the Cariboo
district, he asserts that “no doubt there
| iIs still plenty of alluvial and placer gold
| to be found. but it lends itself more to
the operations of private individuals
| than those of a limited company.” No
{one with & knowledge of the apportuni-
ties which exist for deep alluvial mining
in Cariboo could make such an ohserva-
tion as that. Goldfields are remarkable
for their rapid growth, but they ecan-
not settle down to solid mining business
in a day. and in the process there must
necessarily be failures as well as sue-
cesses. British Columbia, however. is
rapidly getting rid of the disabilities
which marred its progress in the earlier
days. Railways are being constructed
in every direction, smelting facilities are
being provided, and the gold and silver
mines are being developed apace, to what
extent can be seen when it is stated that
the Rossland mines alone sent to the
smelters 130,000 tons of ore in 1898 as
against 50,000 tons in 1897. British
money has already acquired many-of the
best mines, and London capitalists are
{ now fully alive to the opportunities which
i the country affords for profitable invest-
ment.

Government Caadidates Address Large Audi-
ence in Institute Hall—Storm Could Not
Deter Their Supporters.

Mr. Bodwell Deals With Ex-Attorney-General
and Gives an Exposition of the Con-
sututional Question.

Hon. Joseph Martin Receives a Splendid Ova-
tion and Disposes of Some of the Flimsy
Arguments of the Turner Party.

Chairman Mackay Urges All Workingmen to
Support the Govermment, Which Will
Legislate to Protect Labor.

In spite of the storm Institute Hall
was, crowded last night, when the gov-
ernment candidates again addressed the
electors. Mr. E. V. Bodwell and Hon.
Joseph Martin were also among the
speakers of the evening and the proceed-
ings lasted until after 11 o’clock. The
same enthusiasm which has character-
ized preceding meetings of the. govern-
ment party during the campaign 'was dis-
played.” Hon. Joseph Martin had @ most
flattering reception, the audience -rising
and giving three cheers for the Attor-
ney-General wnen he took his: seat on
the platform. Mr. Bodwell's
was devoted to the subject brought up
by Mr. Eberts at the meeting of the op-
position party in the theatre the previous
evening, and was listened to with the
closest attention throughout.

Wm. McKay, ~who +“as appointed
chairman, signified the honor which he
felt . had been conferred upon him and
upon his fellow workmen by his ap-
pointment as presiding officer. At his
request the speakers amid  .applause
took their places on the platform.
Speaking as a workingman, the chdirman
said it was unnecessary for. him to
dweil upon the issues of the day, as one
of their own number, Mr. Ralph Smith,
had expounded the: labor question and
the attitude of the.government:and op-
position thereto to the satisfaction of
all. - (Applause.) " The late government
had brought in a few measures which
looked to the amelioration of the con-
dition of the laboring men, but the final
clauses always killed the effectiveness
of the measure.

“DROPOSED ANENDRENTS

Changes Sought by the City Council to the
Acts at Present Governing
That Bedy.

A Dcputation Waits en the Attorney-General
in Regard to Enlarged Powers
to the Couacil.

To-day members of the City Council
waited upon the Hon. the Attorney-General
and submitted the following amendments
which they seek to the Municipal Clauses
Act, the Municipal Elections Act, and the
Health Act. The text of the proposed
amendments are as follows:

As to the Assessment Roll.

Sec. 113.—S8trike out the section and sub-
stitute the following: For the purpose of
taxation land and improvements within a
municipality shall be estimuated at their
value, the measure of which as to-land
shall be the actual cash value; as to im-
provements, shall be the estimated cost of
placing, at the time of such assessment,
such improvements on the land. having re-
gard to tbeir then condition.

Sec. 135, sub-sec. .B,=-Appeal to the Full
Court, amend this section, which gives such
appeal to be ‘‘determined and juidgment
g{veu thereon within the time limited by
sub-sec. (3) of section 135 for the develop-
ment of an appeal, or within fourteen days
from the giving of the jndement appealed
from,” by adding, or at the sitting of the
said Full Court next following the said
judgment, and for which notice ean bhe
given under the rules of the said court.

Advertising By-Laws and Quarterly State-
nents of Revenue and Fxpenditure.

Sec. 62 and 83.—Council to have discre-
tionary powers to dispense with the publi-
cation in any newspaper of any statement
for the months of April, July and Octo-
ber, as required by Rec¢. 63, and to dis-
pense with the publication (under Sec, 83)
of any by-law which they may cousider
does not require to be advertised in any
paper other than the Gazette.

Bicycles.

Sec. 50, Sub-Sec. 159.—The council to have
powers to place an aunual tax cf not ex-
ceeding $2 on every bicycle.

Harbor Improvements.

The council to be given power to expend
money in enquiring into any scheme for
railways or harbor Improvements.

School Rate.

Sec. 138.—This section to be amended tc
give the council power to ra‘se, at the
discretion of the schnol trustees, a rate
not exceeding three mills on the dollar for
school purposes, any uncxpended balance
of such rate to be used in the diseretion of
the trustees for purposes either of ex-
traordinary or ordinary expenditure for
the current or any subsequent year or
years. The school trustees to have no
ower to exceed in their total expeaditure
n any one year the amount ta be realized
by such rate and the government per
capita, together with any surplus that may
be on hand, and the School Aet to be
amended accéordingly.

Local Improvements,

Sec. 245, Sub-Sec. 17.—Amend by giving
council power to borrow the city’s share
of the costs of any improvements upon the
security of the property benefited and to
repay same by annual inustalments.

Broad Street Local Improvements.

The council te be givea power to con-
tribute any amount not exceeding one-third
of the cost of the improvement as men-
tioned in the Broad Strcet Local Improve-
ment Assessment By-Law, 1892, paying
one-third of all sims already paid for prin-
cipal and interest by the persons liable
under the said by-law to make said pay-
ments to the persons making such pay-
ments or their personal representatives,
and by deducting or allowing the bglance
of Buch econtribution from. tle instalhents
lremaln!ng to"be paid under the said by-
aw.

Laundries.

Sec. 50, Sub-Sec. 61.—Add power for the
council to prohibit or regulate the con-
struction of laundries and to order the re-
moval of any laundry from any Ilgeality
when, in the opinion of the council, ithe
said laundry i¢ in any' way a nuisance or
eyesore to such locality.

Fences.
