Fredericton, ft. B., June 10—(Special)— 
Messrs. Neil McLean and Charles Jones, 
the well known lumbermen of the St. 
Francis and directors of the Madawa-7 ^ 
Log Driving Co., arrived here on M 
night, having made the' journey from. -3t. 
Francis by canoe. They were sent out by 
the company to make an inspection of 
driving conditions and were on the river 
more than a week.

Mr. McLean reported that the upper 
corporation contractor, A. W. Pond, has 
been compelled to abandon five hundred 
thousand feet of lumber at Big Rapids. 
The river is falling very rapidly, but Mr. 
Pond has put on an additional crew of 
men and hopes to get the balance of the 
lumber through, all right.

In regard to conditions at Van Buren, 
Mr. McLean reports that the St. John 
Lumbering Co.: have finished sorting and 
sacking logs in the big jam, which means 
that the trouble is over for this season. 
All of the big drives are out except that 
of Cunliff’s on the Allegash, which is re­
ported to be having a serious time.

Contractor Scott, of the Lower Corpora­
tion drive, is making satisfactory progress 
with his work. He has a big drive at Bear 
Island, and another a short distance above 
Woodstock, and they are making satisfac­
tory progress.

London, Ont.,, June lft— (Special)—In­
dorsation of the three-fifths clause in the 
local option law declaration in favor of 
compensation for hotel men put out of 
business and strong condemnation of the 
betting evil,, werp the features of the 
charge delivered by Bishop Williams yes­
terday afternoon to the synod of Huron, 
in session here. The bishop made hint- 
self particularly clear in bis reference to 
gambling. “Betting and f gambling, how­
ever widely practiced and however call­
ed, are morally wrong and degrading to 
character,". he said. “We need public 
opinion suffiçiently ’ strong to brand with 
infamy the bitting man or the betting 
woman as a pàrasite who thrives upon 
other people's labor. There is an injustice 
in it; there is robbery, no matter by what 
name we call it, and therefore it 
ally wrong."

On compensation, the bishop said: “As 
a community, we have made a mistake in 
legalizing any business which maturer 
judgment and experience prove to be 
detrimental to our best interests, let us 
as a community bear the penalty of our 
mistakes. It is not just to visit it en­
tirely upon those who invested their 
money in business under our sanction."

Am^icans are now emigrating to British 
Columbia, where, *s a result of the advent 
of the Grand Trunk Pacific railway, now 
under construction, the northern part of 
the province is being opened for lumber­
ing, agriculture and stock raising.”

Frederick T. Cromwell, of Vancouver, 
B. C., said this in the course of an .inter­
view in Spokane, adding:

“Many inquiries have been made as to 
what route the homesteader should pur­
sue in order to get into the Buckley and 
Nechaco valleys. Hundreds have been led 
astray by being given the most difficult 
route. So that some one might be the gain­
er, either the outfitter or the agents of 
the transportation companies, which has 
not only cost the landseeker a great deal 
in the past, but has meant a great loss of 
time and a detriment to the country. Be­
ing familiar with British Columbia and the 
far north, I readily give this information 
to the public as the most feasible route 
to the Nechaco, Buckley and Coast lands.

“To the Nechaco and the eastern part 
of Buckley Valley the settler- can either 
go by wagon or pack horse to Ashcroft, 
British Columbia, or by train and secure 
his outfit at Ashcroft. From Ashcroft, take 
the well known Carriboo road to Quesnelle 
a distance of 220 miles. This road is one 
of the finest mountain roads in the north­
west. Good feed and watering places are 
numerous along the road, and after leav­
ing Ashcroft one may secure provisions at 
the different stores at Clinton, 150-Mile 
House, iSoda Creek ahd Quesnelle. From 
Quesnelle the route then leads over what 
is known as the Dawson Telegraph trail.

“The government has built a wagon road 
along this trail for a distance of 40 miles. 
I would strongly advise the landseeker to 
make preparations for pack horses from 
there on, as good time could be made in­
to the Nechaco valley. The settler should 
outfit himself with plenty of provisions, 

especially flour and bacon, an^ not 
carry any surplus weight, for every pound 
counts in packing. I would also advise the 
settler first to go and locate and not take 
a family, as there are a good many hard­
ships encountered, and this has been the

At a meeting in Toronto this week to 
consider complaints about gas, informa­
tion as to procedure concerning gas com­
plaints in other cities was submitted.

Travis H. Whitney, secretary of the 
New York Public Service Commission, 
writes that the price of gae in the city 
of New "Ÿork was fixed in 1906 at 80 cents 
per thousand cubic feet. The act creat­
ing the commission prohibits any gas cor­
poration from putting in use any gas 
meter not tested and sealed as accurate 
by the commission. The commission test* 
about 300,000 meters yearly, the cost be­
ing borne bV the city. The commission 
also tests meters for aceuràcy upon the 
complaint of a coiwumer, a fee from 50 
cents to $2 being charged. The fee is re­
turned and the gas company pays it if 
the meter registers two per cent., or more

Ga* 
meters are tested when complaints are 
nufcle, and bills corrected according as 
the metèr runs fast or slow.

The charge to consumers is $1.
Boston's corporation counsel writes that 

matters concerning gas are governed in 
Massachusetts by -statute. A state board 
inspects meters in case of complaint. The 
gas company pay* expense» if the meter 
is defective, and the complainant pays, if ' 
it is found all right. The board can fix 
rates for gas and electric current to be 
paid by the cities.

for Study of Alcohol and Other Narcotic^, 
caused a great sensation at the meeting of 
the American Medical Association, by say­
ing that “conditions in the New York 
public i schools rival those of ancient So­
dom,” and that degeneracy, mental defic­
iency and other drawbacks to the proper 
educatiton of youth have increased at a 
pace that “threatens the future of the re­
public.”

The assertions of Dr. MacNicholl fol­
low an investigation in which 30,000 chil­
dren in New York schools were examined 
in the search for causes of failure to keep 
up to the standard of studies and of the 
general spread of mental*deficiency.

Dr. MacNicholl blames much of the evil 
on the taint of the alcoholic habit and dis­
orders inherited ffom parents who have 
been habitual or even moderate users of 
alcohol.

Not only the children of the poor but 
also those of the better classes are suf­
fering from the alcoholic excesses of par­
ents, according to Dr. MacNicholl, who 
said that the Raines law hotels are doing 
for the better classes what ' the low dives 
and saloons are inflicting on the lower 
strata of society.

The speaker insisted that drinking 
I among women is on the increase, and that 
! special bars have been started for women 
i and are doing a thriving business among 
social leaders whose children are the ulti­
mate sufferers from their excess.

• resignation last Sunday I mentioned that 
the contributions were not as free or as 
regular as I thought they ought to be and 
X instanced the fact that my salary for 
May was in arrears. It has since been 
paid me and the church owes me ndthing 
at the present time. Occasionally in the 
past it has not been paid promptly.and 1 
had need of the money.

“One of the principal causes of my resig­
nation is that I am not receiving salary 
enough. The church pays me $800 a year, 
which is probably all it can afford. I am 
not complaining of that because it was 
under that agreement that I became the 
pastor. I resigned because I felt that the 
financial resources of the church would not 
warrant any increase and because it is im­
possible for me to support my family and 
buy the necessary books on the sum I am 
receiving. I have not a word to eay 
against the past. 1 am looking to the 
future.

“Another reason which influences me is 
the fact, which is admitted by the officers 
and members of the congregation, that 
there is only a very limited constituency 
for the church, smaller now than before 
the union of the two bodies, and I do not
