Notes by Road. and Shore.

[By our ’l‘nvelling Observer.]

We again availed ourselves of Mr.
Whitty and his much enduring vehicle
to get over that portion of the road from
Shippegun, already alladed to (some 11
miles) until we got a fair

START ON THE ROAD TO CARAQUETTE.

It is only just to say that Mr. Whitty isa
punctual and careful courier, over a rough
route and gives general satisfaction. The
last half of the stage road from Shippegan
to Caraquette is excellent and passes
through a very pleasant country, inkabit- |
ed, almost without exception, by French ; I
the homesteads are, moreover, genemlly

neat and in good repair, though the latter

part of the road for a considerable distance

runs through the woods,until the traveller

finally emerges nupon !

CARAQUETTE ITSELF,

the first intimation of which, he receives |
from the white palings surmounted by
evergreens, which enclose the large esta-
blishment of Robin & Co. at this point,

the numerous wooden buildings of which,

facing the shore, are kept in such an im-
maculate state of whitewash and red
paint, that they look as if they had been
just taken out of a toy shop window and
set out to give variety to the marine land-
scape which they form part of, consisting
of the harbour gheltered by Caraquette
Island, with the hilly nhqres of the Bay of
Chaleur stretching away in the digtance.

Upon the low sandy-beach are the
large open tishing boats turned upside
down, while above, on the opposite side of
the road, is the establishment of Alex.
Rive & Co. and, further on, the store and
residence of the How. R. Young(who has
also, like others, a branch at Shippegan)
with scattered dwellings between. The
general aspect is not unlike that of an
English fishing village, Caraquette being
one of the prettiest places on the route,
at least, as regards the business part of it,
and with a railway along the coast might,
at sometime or other, become a fashion-
able watering place.

Caraquette is said to employ a fleet of
about 300 open boats of from 7 to 12 tons.
These boats are mostly clinker built, of
cedar, though there are a few carvel built
boats, the material of which is hacmatac.
There was good fishing this year until
about the.lst of August, after which it
failed, although it is thought the catch
will be nearly an average one. The pro-
duct for the. present year, including fish
8ol in this locality will amount to about
10,000 quintals of cod. Allowing £ of a
gallon of oil per quintal, this would give
7000 gals, or about 27 tons. The herring

Thedry
August and September is stated to be
fish is mostly shipped to the West India
market. The season for cod is from May
to October, and from the 15th of August
till October there is good mackerel tishing
which the fishermen along the /coast are
gradually going into, although Aitherto it
has been the custom to lie back after the
cod fishing was over.

K. F. Bums Esq., M. P. P. shipped
some 2,500,000 ft. of lumber this season
from Caraquette.

In winter there is considerable want of
employment for the fishermen, who oc-
cupy themselves in building their own
boats and making the drums ani casks
used in rhipping dry fish to the West
Indis market.

SCHOOLS

There is a superior school in charge of
Mr. Wall of St. John, with Mr. Legere,
who has a 3rd class Jicense, as assistant.’
About two-thirds ot the pupils are French.
There is another School in the same dis-
trict, (Caraquette Centre) and the pupils
in both number about 80. 'I'here are also
Schools in several other districts.

CHURCHES,

About a mile from the business centre
along the main road is the Roman Catho-
lic Church, a handsome edifice of stone
with a wooden tower and spire, which
was built by the Rev. Mr. Pacquet. It is
capable of seating 2000 people and hard
by is the Convent, and residence occupied
by the Rev. J. L. Allard, Parish Priest.

There is also a Protestant Church in
which the Presbyterians, Methodists, and
Episcopalians worship.

TELEGRAPH LINE.

In orderto get a telegraph line along
the coast between Bathurst, Tracadie and
Shippegan, some 70 miles, it was agreed
to.furnish. the company with the poles,
upon which they agreed to erect the line ;
the operator receiving half the profit.

A HANDSOME BEECH GROVE.

About amile outside Caraquette to-
wards Grand Anse, the traveller comes
upon the old burial ground of Caraquette
and the present representative of the old
Roman Catholic Church, in a small pictur<®
esque wooden chapel, which might remind
one of that of William Tell, the site being
close to the waters of the harbor, and
sheltered by a ificent groveof beech

OYSTER BEDS. :

At the head of the harbor are the well
known oyster beds of Caragpette, from
which at present, far less oysters are taken
than formerly.

ON THE ROAD TO GRAND ANSE,
some half dozen miles from Caraquette, is
Caraquette bridge, crossing the stream of
that name. Here K. F. Burns, Esq., M.
T. P., has a shipping station for lumber,
which is floated down from his mill some
six miles distant. At the time of our
visit to Caraquette harbor,the Beaconsfield,
a YVessel of 700 tons was loading lumber
from this mill. On the other side of the
bridge commences the long portage of 6
miles through the woods. The weather
was cold and the wind blowing a gale,
and during the last two miles the waters
of the Bay of Chaleur lashed into foam,
were to be seen through the long vistas of
woods. 'On emerging on the main road at
the lower part of Grand Anse the spray
was flying over the pastures at a great rate,
and it was very evident that.Grand Anse
was enjoying a ‘‘ snorter” probably for the
benefit of its Breakwater.
GRAND ANSE.

The settlement of Grand Anse lines
the main road for about 3 miles; the low-
er portion near the portage is principally
occupied by settlers of Irish extraction,
and the upper portiou by French. There
is a large Roman Catholic Church, and
schoolhouse, the parish being in' charge of
the Rev. Joseph R. Doucett. The upper
part of the village deserts the-main road,
which descends through the woods, and
keeps the level ground above for abont a
mile on a parallel road. Here are some
neat residences of those engaged in the
fishing business, of which there are four
merchants. The catch at Grand Anse this
season was about 200 quintals and there
are about forty boats employed.

THE BREAKWATER.

The breakwater at Grand Anse at pre-
sent does not make much show, as there
is yet only one block of 100 feet in posi-
tion, the result of the work resumed in
August last, a fter the unsuccessful
attempt to float it in’75, which tesult-
ed in its going ashore. As much of the
timber as could be collected was saved by
Mr. Timothy Cuughlan, foreman of the
work, by whom the block was rebuiit,
ballasted and floated to its position, where
it now remains apparently firm as a rock,
though lvoking somewhat isolated, and not
particularly like a breakwater, which the
exposed shore stands much in need of, as
the fishing boats have hitherto been al-
most devoid of shelter. On the shore there
is anocther section "of 100 fcet, built of

! square timber, which will have to he taken

apart and reconstructed at the waser’ 8
edge before it can be launched next season'
$5,000 has been appropriated for the work,
which will only complete the section ready

| to be lannched, but more will be rcqmred
| to make the breakwater effective.

LOBRTER ESTABLISHMENT AN FREEZER,

Mesfrs Geo, Smith & Co. of Pathurst
are erecting buildings on the (nd of the
portage, about a mile from Grand Anse
for a lobster establishment.

At Pokeshaw Lridge we camefupon an
old resident of Chatham, Mr. H. Duff,
who has a lobster establishment here, on
property formerly owned by F. E. Win-
slow, Esq., the main building of which is
60 x 30 ft, and some three stories high.
I is situated in a small cove, and though
the sea is very rough here in the fall, there
is good shelter for boats. * Mr. Duff was
preparing to take his flight for‘the season,
He stated he had put up about 1,000 boxes,
containing, 48,000 cans, but the rough
weather had somewhat mtufered thh
his operations.

NEW BANDON—A FAMILY RELIC

The country from Pokeshaw to New
Baudon is pretty level. New Bandon isa
pleasant sdbtlement, and a very good hotel
is kept here by Mr. N. R. Ritchie, farmer.
It was here we were shewn a family relic,
an old sword, £aid to have been worn by
Capt. W. J. Ritchie at the storming of
Quebec. The blade is straight and has a
basket hilt and the weapon generally bore
a strong resemblance to the modern regu-
lation sword.

CROPS, FISHING ETC.

MESSRS, BURNS, ADAMS & €0,
have just commenced operations for build-
ing a new steam saw mill. The site arigi-
nally was to have been the ground known
a8 the * old ship yard ” near the /Big Ne-
pisguit Bridge, but it has been changed to
opposite side of the mouth of the Main
River, helow the big Nipisguit Bridge,
and at the time of our visit the excavation
was made, and lumber on the the ground,
and parties were in the woods getting ount
the frame.

_Erie, . Up they went 5, ¢, 7and 8 cents
per lbe. an outside speculator was in the
market, and every one was determined to
have smelts or “bust.” Meanwhile, the
smelts calmly hooked thefnselves on, and
the fisherman mades good thing of it, but
the next morning there was a collapse to
4 cents. - These fish are packed with ice
in layers in small boxes and shipped via
the Intercolonial to the States.

FREEZERS.
From fish to fish freezers is an easy
~ transition, and in this connection we
must refer to a new industry in Bathurst
which has been esta' lished during the past
in the facture of the
- BOSS FREEZER
by Messrs Boss & Southwood, the patent
being dated 13th April, 1877. The freez.
ing of the greatest quantity of fish with
the smallest quantity of ice is the object
to be attained in a good freezer, and this
has of course been the aim of Messrs. Boss
& Southwood, whose freezers are avour.
ably reported ou by those who are using
them. The principle of this freezer is
much the same as that of a bollow stove
drum, which exposes two surfaces. It
consists, whether on a large or small scale,
of au open cylinder having two shells,
which in the family size are connected to-
gether about 2} inches apart. This dram
is enclosed in & wooden case or cupboard
to the top of which it is attached, a large
opening being left in the outer shell
through which, on a lid being opened,
powdered ice, can be poured into the two
inch space between the cylinders. Meat
or any thing requiring to be much frozen
can be put inside the drum, which is plac-
ed horizontally, and can be closed by a
wooden cover, while therest of the interior
of the case is available for other provisions.
The inside is perfectly dry, as the ice has
no connection with the inside of the hox.
The interior of one of these Family Freezers
which have s sawdust packed door at one

end, is 2 ft. wide, 4} high. and 5ft. long}

or largerif required, with the same si

eylinder, which consumes about a bucket
of ice per day, the intensity in all freczers
being increased by the addition of salt.

THE PORTABLE VREEZER

is made on the same principle, a round
double drum enclosed ins square box
about 3x18 ft. In this portable freezer
fish have been sent to Boston and back,
and although the ice was nearly exhausted
during four days, the tish were still hard.
These portable freezers can be made of
any size.

The Scottish Herring Fisharios—
Suzgestive Facts.

The following is a continnation of the
evidence taken by Messrs. Buckland,
Walpole and Young—Imperial Commis-
sioners appointed to enquire into the
Scottish Herring Fisheries—a portion
of which we gave last week :—

Mr. Donald Miller, Fishery Officer for
the Moutrose district, which extends from
Stonehaven tv Broughty Ferry, said: 1
consider the herring fishing in a prosper-
vus state. 225 boats in my district at
present ‘ish herrings. An average num-
ber. The catch is fully greater on a series
of years than ever; but the boats now go
30 or 40 n.iles farther than they went 10
ot 12 years'ago. They go about 60 miles

 ont. Bow, whereas 12 years sgo the greater

art of the catch was got trom 6 to 20
miles off. The number «f boats now meet-
ing the fish prevents them coming in so
close. The summer fishing commences
about the middle of July, and extends to
the 14th September.

1 think the herrings come here tospawn
between Bervie and Stonehaven—Bervie
Hettel is the name of the place. It is
within 3 to 6 miles of the coast. I think
the summer fishing, except that the men
bave to go further out, is as fair a season
as ever ; and the price is higher, especially
during the last two years. The boats are |
larger and carry more nets—from 40 to 60
while formerly they only carried from 28
to 34, With the old nets and boats the

| same catch could not be made as now. I
think that the tish are being driven, gra-

dually further and further from the land.
The herrings caught in the Tay duriu[.l,)the
winter are sold, and also used for bait.
They are never cured. They can send
them as far as Loudon. Many of them
are only from 4 to 6 inches long—a little
longer than sprats. In my judgment, the
taking of these small fish harms the Ler-
ring fishing proper. Sometimes they are
very valuable for bait, but often when
these are got,the weatheris so stormy that
the boats c: t get to sea to the white
tishing. A t many of the tishers
double the net) and make the mesh smali-
er. In poipt oRfact, there is not at pre-
sent any restridtion as to the size of a net.
Mr. James Johnstone, member of a firm
of Montruse, ﬁfsh curers said :—There is a
large amount of spawnin, und off this
coags:. The ﬁratp.groun% %:oabnut seven
miles off. ‘The herrings on that bank are
always large. The bauk is known as the
Shailow Water Bank. The depth of water
is from 16 to 27 tathoms. I haveseen the
spawn. It -sticks together in banches.
There is a good deal of ground-trawling
for tlat fish off this bank; but Ido not
think it does the herring spawn any harm,
The bank I alluded to is too rough for
trawhug, and about 250 boats could shout
their nets on it. There is ground off here
for all the boats in the kingdom to shoot
their netz on. Adjoining the Shallow
Bauk there isa large bank called the
White Sprat, near the Beil Rock. Out-
side of that is another reef of banks,which
tishermen call the Cockenny Reef. To
the eastward of that again, going towards
Gouridon and Stonehaven, there is very
good fishing ground. Uur heavy shots of
last two days came from the Maiden Buin,
a deep subwmarine valley aBout tweuty-
tive miles from Montrose. Between Johu-
shaven aud Stonehaven is good fishing
ground. Herrings, when they are going
to spawn, head in to the shore, but yoiug
to sea they are leegouing fish, like the sal-
mon. The herrings spawn in millions in
the open sea—] mean on bauksin the
vcean, French boats are never seen with-
in the limits nuw, as they cau get fish out-,
side. 1 have no idea what the herring
feeds on ; but I suppose he is like the sal-
mon, a surface feeder. Aberdeen tried by
bounties to establish a fishing for them-

‘selves, but it was only after tne Ferryden

fishermen discovered the herrings while

ing to Peterhead that the Aberdecn
f;sts went further out, and so established
a fishing there. Oune of our boats was 110
miles out last season, and came in with
sixty crans of the best herrings. I was
for ten yvars a curer in the Ferth, and
studied the subject ; but 1 think this is a
coast that will be developed toa much
greater extent than it has ever been. The
amount of ground between Aberdeen and
the Bell Rock is almost inexhaustible.
Boats are now go large that they can run
before a gale of wind with a tleet of nets
and 100 crans of herrings, Formerly the
boats were worth, with their gear, £100 ;
now they are worth from £5(0 to £600,
and there ought to be deep water harbours
to which these boats could run.

Mr. Alex. Mearns, fishcurer, Montrose,
said :— I have been 30 years a tishcurer. 1
think the take of tish here is increasing.
I thiok it is owing to the increased lengt!
of nets, finer material, and going turther
to sea. The tevaluable herring fishing
is pretty well out tosea. ;1 agree with
Mr. Johnston as to the excellence of - he
fishing ground off this coast. Until 1860
or 1861 the fishermen had the idea that
no fish were to be got there, but they have
now chaunged their opinion. 1 thwk the
tishing of 1876 would have been more suc-
cessful but for the stormy weather that
came. There was & number of days the
boats could not get out.

Wm. Couper, fishery officer, Aberdeen
8aid :—The fishery here husbeen gradually |
improved till last year, when the storms |
interfered with it. The fishermen say
there was no lack of fish last year. Boats
are improved very much in size and ma-
tenal. They are mo.tly all decked. The
drifts ot nets are finer material. Some of

which is 60 yands long. Boats go out 50
60and 70 miles. Fisherm:n think they
get better fishing some seasons by duing
s0. When I was first a fishery officer a
boat would never have gone so far. That
was partly owing to the smallness of the
boats. I think they have goue out farther
because they found the fishing was more
sure. I do not think there are auy
symptoms of any exhaustion of herrings
in the North Sea. I think the fishery is
in a flourishing condition. T“e men. are
satistied that there is no failure of fish.

Thomas Jenking, fishcurer, Aberdeen
said :—1 think the old way of leaving a
fishery officer to regulate the size of the
nets was the best. 1 don’t think the tem-
perature has much to do with the catch
of the tish.

James Buchan, fisherman, Peterhead,
said: I bave been a tisherman for thirty
years. There are more herrings caught
now than there used to be. When 1 was
a lad, we used nets 50 yards long and from
28 to 30 meshes to the yard. "The nets
were hemip. The nets we now use are 60
vards long, and from 33 to 37 meshes to
the yard. Boats haveimproved very much
in size and value. The first boat [ had 30
vears ago cost me £47 from the carpenter.
It would now cost £145, owing principaliy
to the increase in size. When rigged and
ready for sea, she wonld cost £200, and the
nets would cost £200 more. Each first-
class new boat represents £400 capital. 1
do not think with our old appliances we
now catch as many herrings as we used to
do. The herrings, I think, come inshore
to spawn, but not in such quantities as in
my young days. I think foreign fisher-
men have something to do with this. They

shoot their nets on the banks and leave!

them ‘out all day for their conveunience.
They also throw over rubbish on the hanks,
and I thivk this has a bad effect upon the
tish. IFf dead tish are thrown overhoard,
it has a bad effect upon the shoals. 1
think to improve the fishing we would
want a different law at every place.

Geo. Bruce, fisherman, Peterh: ad, raid:
The herrings swim in different depths—
generally a depth of from 3 to 11 fathoms
from the surtace. If clear, herrings swim
deeper, and in dark weather I have seen
them at the top. I do not think thunder
has any effect upon the fish. nierrings 1
+hink feed on theirown fry. I have found
it in their stomachs in July. [ believe
they eat the little animals that canse the
phosphorescence. Sometimes we fish as
low as 15 fathoms. The fish swim all in
armies, 8o to speak, and there are no strag-
zlers. I think the males and females go
together. At least, we get them at all
seasons of the year. I dog’t think there
are fewer herrings in the sea than hefore.
One night only 20 boats went out, and two
of them had 100 crans each. The shouls
o away at varionsseasons. [ think many
herrings come to onr coast from the north.
A breeze from the north brings tish here.

A number of points in the ahove eri-
dence might be prefitably considered by
our North Shore fishermen. We are
not in & position to say in how far the
Scottish coast and North Sea herring
tisheries resemble those of the Bay
Chalenr, Straits of Northnmberland
and Gulf of St. Lawrence, but, even
withont the evidence quoted, it would
not be difticult to find data bearing onr
the statement that our own people have
not been sufliciently enterprising to test
the extent and capabilities of the her-
ring fisheries within their reach. The
same may be said in reference to all
our outside fisheries. There is good
reason for the belief that herring aund
mackerel, as well as codfish, are plenti-
ful ont in the shoaler waters of the Bay,
Gulf and Straits, but it does not appear
that the fishermen of Gloucester, North-
umberland or Kent have either the ex-
perience or onttit necessary to develop
those branches of our fishery resvurces.

If we look at the boats owned by cur
own fishermen and compare them with
thosewhichcome from thefishing portson
the south coast of Nova Scotia, ur those
of thé Scoltish fishermen above referred
to, the cunclusion that we have wmuch to

learn, in this respect, is forced upon ns.

The American fishermen, tou, show us
smart-looking and valuable vessels,
built for the express purpose of prose-
cuting the fishery business within the
limits of our coast, and manned with
crews who kunow much more about our
fish and how to catch them than we do,
ourselves. To use a common phrase,
these fishermen  from abroad can fish
““all around us.”

A good many persons who are con-
tent to measure themselves by themn-
selves, may be inclined to question
the facts, as we put them, bnt they
cannot do so successfully. Our wen
are not inferior to those of the localities
from which the Nova Scotian and
American crews come. We have quite
as good facilities for constructing fishery
vessels as these people who come to our
waters from abroad, and it ia, therefore,
our interest to enquire what it is that
prevents us from reaping a large har-
vest in fields which seem, naturally, to
be our own, but whose products are
gathered chiefly by others. If busi-
ness firms located four or five hundred
wmiles away can make it pay to send
vessels of large size to the Bay Chaleur
the North side of Prince Rd =ard Island,
or to other parts of the Gulf, manned
by crews of fishermen, why cannot some
local firm do the same! Sach vessels
come from long distances several times
a year. They take home a load of her-
rings at one time,of mackerel at another
and of codfish at another. There ave
places in Nova Scotia, between Halifax
and Shelburne, where there are acres of
flakes each summer, white with endfish
caught on the Bay Chalenr and Gulf of
St. Lawrence grounds and taken home
in the “green " state. While these fish
are being dried and prepared for the
foreign marketthe vessels whichbronght
them home have gone back to procnre
a catch of Fall mackerel. A month or
two later finds some of these same ves-
sels converted into West Indiamen and,
freizhted with their summer’s work,
seeking, on the wings of the Trade
Winds, a market therefor at Thinidad,
St. Thowmas, Jamaica or some other
island in those latitudes. A dozen ves-
sels from the same port may, thus, be
found in West India waters during one
winter season. The smaller of these,
having discharged their fish, make for
Turk’s Island, where return cargoes of
salt for the next saummer’s operations
are procured. Others get cargoes of
sugar or molasses, and,while one or two
of these go direct to their home port
with these necessaries for home con-
sumption, others go to such portsTas
Philadelphia, Baltimore or New York,
where, having received their freight-
money, or the value of the cargo, which
may be on ship’s account, they load
with flour, or general cargo, for home.
By this time Spring has come again and
preparations for the summer’s fishing
campaign are the order of the day.

We refer to these facts to show that
we have not yet learned the fishing
busines: as we should. It is well that
we should look to our interests as a
great lumber manufacturing district,
and that we should wortk our in-shore
fisheries—salmon, bass, lobsters, etc.—
with the enterprise and intelligence
which characterise our operations in
thuse branches of our staple industries,

when our deep-water fish¢ries, likeagri-
culture and general manufactures will
require more of our attention. Our
1 1mber business may notjalways remain
active and it is, therefore,well that other
ficlds of business wealth should be en-
tered upon. While wg may not, for
wany years, arrive at that perfection
of system which has be¢n attained by
the Nova Scotia firms wd have alluded
to, it is quite certain that our present
way of doing things is susceptible of im-
provement, to our own profit. At all
events, there i8 much |in the above
which is suggestive and, for the present,
we leave the subject in the haunds of
those more capable, perliaps, than our-

selves, of turning it to agconnt.

Annn-n—nethcdugg Missionary Meet-

On Sunday evening an aunual Mis§ion-
ary Meeting of the Methodist Church of
Canada was held in the Methodist Church
Chatham, which wus completely filled.
The object of the Meeting was to hear the
Rev. Mr. Young give an account of his
labors among the Indians of the great
Northlaod, an immense tract of country
lying north of Manitoba.

The devotional portion of the service
having heen contluded, the Rev. gentle-
man took his text:from Acts, Chap. 21,
19 and part of the 20vs., *‘ And when he
had saluted them he declared particularly
what things God had wrought among the
Gentiles by his ministry. And whenthey
heard it they glorified the Lord, and said
unto him, ‘Thou seest brother, how many
thousandsof Jewsthereare which believe’.”

Mr. Young said they were to consider
this a missionary meeting, though it was
customary to hold such meetings on a
week day evening, but in the present in-
stance it had been funnd impossible to ar-
range it. The words of the text were
spoken by Paul after his return to Jeru-
salem from Missionary work, and in like
manner the Church here had sent for the
speaker as a missionary to tell them of the
success met with in the mission field.
They remembered the time when mission-
aries gave an account, at such meetings,
of mission works all over the world. But
8o great had been the success of the mis-
sions of the Methodist Church, that it
was impossible to bring the whole of the
work before an audience at one time, and
if they did not allude to what other
Churches were doing, it was not because
of bigotry, but for want of time.

There were, he said, 515 missionaries in
connection with the Methodist Church of
Canada, chiefly supported by the Mission-
ary Society. When they reflected how
youthful their church was, he thought at
the present time their missons were  rela-
tively more numerous than those of any

When he left the mission of Norway
Honse, as it was called, there were 1000
civilized Indians, with a church larger
than the one in Chatham, and 400 con-
verted Indians, who met in class, and had
fourteen class leaders and local preachers
among them. The work was genuine;
these Indians carried out their principles
in daily life, aud did not confine their pro-
fessions of religion to the meeting-house
only. He had gone with his note book in
hand among them and said ““Tell me of
your old traditions ?” but thbey said ‘Do
not ask us —the past is a nightmasg. we
only wantto forget.” Those Indiansin the
love-feast in clear and beautiful language
would say they had been washed in the
blood of Christ and were on the way to
Heaven—missionary work was mot a
failure, and the work of this one mission
was a sufficient proof.
now divided into five circuits or missions.
At Norway House, there were 90 houses, a
wonderful improvement on the comfortless
wigwam, and, in every house, there was a
family altar.. He had to move round
among the people a good deal, and found
paganism in all its startling deformity.
Yes, in this Canada of ours fearful scenes
wereenacted. The Revd. gentlemen then
contrasted the inhuman treatment of the
old and infirm by the barbarous tribes,
with that they met with among the In-
diaus at the Mission.

He next briefly alluded to the hardships
encountered by the missionary in travers-
ing this vast tract of country, which was
done in summer by means of canoes and in
winter by dog trains, with a temperature
30, 40 and 50 degrees below zero. He had
often repined on the journey, and asked
‘“ Does the Church at home expect this?”
but he was always glad he had gone. He
remembered how glad the 300 Nelson
River Indians were to meet him, when
men, women and children rushed forward
trying to kiss him first, this being their

of wel He preached to them
four hours, but no one looked round at the
clock. The only ones who held back were
the old conjurors, who-like the silver
smiths who made shrines for Diana, feared

injury to their business. He received a

letter from a missionary a few days ago
stating that all these Indians were now
christianized.

The Rev. gentleman gave several inter-
esting anendotes shewing the importance
of the work, the restraint which Christi-
anity imposes on the Indian nature,
especially on the ruling passion of revenge
the subjection of this spirit being the best
test of their sincerity. In conclusion he
said that these missions were necessarily
expensive, the'pzople were so poor that a
mussion station had to be something like a
hotel. They thought it was better, how-
ever to keep them from econtamination
with the whites hy not removing them to
a more favourable locality—they had great
sufferings and few comforts, but they now
received the government grant. He was
glad he went among them and might go
again, he came to plead for the caunse, and
hoped those present would do what they
conld.

The Rev. Mr. McKeown briefly an-
nounced that it was the intention of re-
turning to the custom of opening a sub-
scription as well as taking up a collection,
and that collectors would be appointed to
wait upon the people. Referring to the
Annual Report of the Methodist Mission
he stated the income for-the present year
was $174,255.92.
