PERTAINING TO THE KITCHEN.

PalingInteresting and t'nrlom Item* In the Can 
nary Art.

Marvellous economy is practised by 
the poor of Italy, in looking after the 
wants of the inner man. Coffee- 
grounds from, the wealthy man’s kit­
chen are dried and resold to the poor. 
In a similar way oil is twice, and 
sometimes three times used, the drip­
pings after each successive frying be­
ing gathered from the pan and sold 
to the poor.

Epicures may be interested to know 
that continental bakers are in the 
habit of mixing soap with their dough 
to make their bread and pastry nice 
and light. The quantity of soap used 
varies. In fancy articles, like waffles 
and fritters, it is much larger than 
in bread. The soap is dissolved in 
water, oil added, and the mixture, aft­
er being well whipped, is added to the 
flour.

Canned fruit should be emptied im­
mediately after opening. Often a most 
dangerous acid is formed by the chemi­
cal action of the air upon the solder 
of the cans. It is this acid, indeed, 
which is responsible for much of the 
prejudice against canned food. Many 
of the reported accidents have been 
traced to this form of kiichen careless­
ness.

One of the many useful things which 
absolute privation has been the means 
of making known to the world is Irish 
moss. The poor inhabitants of the Irish 
coast were driven to its use by the 
pangs of hunger. When boiled it pro­
duces a thick nourishing and not un­
palatable jelly. It is most beneficial 
for diseases of the throat and lungs.

Kitchen utensils made of aluminum 
are light, clean and durable. They are 
also free from poison, and require no 
tinning or enamelling within or with­
out. Further, they cook more quickly 
than iron, as they retain the heat bet­
ter. Portable canteens, basins, cups, 
plates, salt-cellars, trays and toast- 
racks are also made of this white and 
shining metal, which is coming rapidly 
into general use.

Horse-flesh, ass-flesh, and mule-flesh! 
are now eaten in such large quantities 
in France that the regular butchers 
who deal in beef and mutton are get­
ting uneasy. In the dingy restaurants 
frequented by the lower orders of 
Rome, Florence and Naples they go 
one better. There a dish composed of 
the harmless wood serpent’s flesh is 
regarded as something of a dainty.

PRACTICAL SHEEP HUSBANDRY.

See to the sheep’s feet and clip the 
overgrown hoofs. The pole is to be 
trimmed smoothly to avoid the irrita­
ting effet of sand or graveel it.

JBe on the lookout for the first in­
dications of the parasites which worry 
the flock. The first sign of failing 
condition is the warning to be heeded.

Foot rot in a flock immediately con­
victs the shepherd of neglect and in­
flicts the fine for this delinquency. We 
cannot escape this penalty for this 
neglect.

The short supply of western lambs 
for feeding is due to two causes, viz.: 
an unusually short lamb crop in most 
of the range states and territories, 
and a disposition among ranchmen to 
hold the ewe lambs to increase their 
flocks.

We hear much of the profit of poul­
try, but while a hen is making a dol­
lar, a sheep will make two on the same 
allowance of feed. The fleece will pay 
all the cost of a sheep, leaving the 
dear profit, and 100 per cent of it.

A surplus of feed and fodder should 
be secured for the flock on the range. 
Due provision should be made for ihel- 
ter probably to be needed. It is better 
to be sure of this than sorry for 
neglecting it. No man more than a 
shepherd needs to keep this head level. 
He must not get too elated by present 
good fortune or become depressed by 
and by by a possible charge,

It is estimated that there are 50 per 
sent more ewe lambs in the range 
country this year than male lambs, a 
fact that may be traceable to the 
larger use of young rams and ram 
lambs than were formerly used on 
range flocks. If this be true, the the­
ory of French experimenters, that 
young sires get more ewe lambs than 
ram lambs, is pretty well attested by 
American experience on a broader 
scale. і

The tendency of ranchmen to feed 
their own lambs and wethers at home 
on the produce of irrigated farms 
sheds a new light on the feeding situa­
tion. So strong, indeed, is the present 
tendency in this direction that with­
in two or three years the bulk ofthe 
in two or three years the bulk of the 
male lamb crop will be fed where 
raised, and eastern feeders will be 
compelled to look elsewhere for the 
millions of lambs they are accustomed 
to feed annually east of the Missouri 
friver. As there is no elsewhere from 
which to obtain these lambs' in large 
supply, there is but one soluti on of 
this most serious problem and that is 
for the feeders and their farmer neigh-1 
bore to raise the lambs themselves. *

Present attendance more than doable that of last We understand that there is a move­
ment on the river to do away with the 
anomalous conditions existing in refereuc 
to time, by which it is proposed te 
come the confusion in connection with 
Newcastle time, Chatham time, Railway 
time, mill time, etc.

Heretofore, Chatham has observed solar 
time, or that of its meridian, just as 
Greenwich and St. John do. When the 
railways adopted eastern standard time, 
it waa found that everybody could not 
readily reckon the difference between it 
and solar time, which latter, on the Mira­
michi, ia said to be 36 min. 22 sec. faster 
than the former. Newcastle, therefore, 
adopted a standard an hour faster than 
eastern, mainly because it obvisted con­
fusion in reckoning its relationship te 
railway time, and also because it wee 
about twelve minutes nearer than eastern 
standard to actual time.

It is not a matter of wonder, therefore, 
that all strangers who visit us, and even 
a large number of our own people have 
come to think that the mysteries of 
Fluxions, the Differential Calculus or the 
Diaphantine Analysis, are child’s play 
compared with the problem of time on the 
Miramichi.

The proposition now ie to adopt, for 
the whole river—or at least for the towns 
and villages, including Newcastle, Nelson, 
Bridgetown, Douglastown, Chatham, 
Loggieville, etc.—a standard half an hour 
faster than railway time, which will be 
within about seven minuits of actual solar 
time. It is to be known as “Miramichi 
Time.” There will be no confusion under 
the proposed arrangement in reckoning 
odd minutes and seconds to srnve at 
what is railway time, whish will be just 
30 minutes slewer. The only objection 
thst can be urged in connection with the 
change is that those who are moving in 
favor of it propose to have its advantages 
deferred until the new year. Why ? If 
it is good—as everybody we have heard 
discuss it admits it is—why continue the 
present absurd and confusing conditions? 
Let us have it without delay. We have 
telephones, and telegraphs, trains and 
other means of communication with our 
neighbors all about us. Let a few leading 
citizens in each place, acting with the 
Mayor and others in Chatham as a 
“Miramichi time” committee, consult 
their respective fellow-citizens, and, after 
explaining the new idea, which will, of 
course, be approved, have the new time 
adopted just as soon as p >ssible. Why 
not do it on Thanksgiving day, which is 
next Thursday ?

An Importent Speech by Lerd Salis­
bury, the British Premier.BOSTON. Th. annual banquet of the Lord Mayor 

of London ie always an important political 
«rent, inasmneb aa it ia the cue om for 
the Britiah Premier to make it an occasion 
to declare the mind of the government on 
questiona which, for the time, are occupy­
ing national attention, especially thoae 
affecting the reletionahipa of Great Britain 
with other nationa. The banquet of this 
year took pi tee at the Guildhal! en Wed- 
neaday evening of laat week, the gueats 
numbering about 860, including mem here 
of the diplomatic oorpa, cabinet minitteia 
and other diatingnished people and their 
wives. The Asaociated Preaa taya

After the uaual loyal toaate, the navy 
and army were toaeted, Admiral Sir 
William Kennedy and Field Marchai 
Lord Wolaeley responding for their re­
spective forces, which ware described aa 
being in a perfect state of prepared»’ to 
meet any power disputing Great Britain's 
just claims.

The brevity of the speeches «hewed 
that everyone realized there waa general 
anxiety to hear the Marquia of Salisbury, 
who, on rising to respond to the toast of 
“Her Majesty’s Ministers,” was greeted 
with prolonged cheers.

ANTI-ANARCHIST CONFERENCE.

The Premier began by «eying theta 
auocesaien of eventa abroad had occasioned 
grave anxiety to the Ministry for a year 
put. He alluded to the murder of the 
Empress of Austria, for the doable pur­
pose of expressing the universal regret 
experienced en account of the crime and 
for announcing that Great Britain had 
accepted an invitation to take part in » 
conference which would be called to de­
termine upon tho measures which it ia 
possible to take in order to blot out 
anarchy. The Marquis of Salisbuiy add­
ed that at the same time he waa bound to 
aay ha had no great hope that legislation 
would abate “this horrible, monstrous 
affliction of humanity.”

THE CRETAN SETTLEMENT.

After referring in a laudatory manner 
to the Britiah campaigns in India and in 
the Soudan, the Premier turned to the 
Cretan question and the concert of Eur­
ope.

proceedings of the concert were not always 
admired. At the same time, he pointed 
out, patient application, combined with 
the moral strength ef Europe, has at last 
succeeded in fulfilling the promise given 
to the Cretans of giving them autonomy 
under the suzerainty of the Sultan.

Continuing, the Premier remarked: — 
“The solution of this most difficult pro­
blem has witnessed displays of splendid 
and unexpected qualities and diplomacy 
upon the pait of the Admirals, who have 
successfully accomplished what the Cabi­
nets of Europe had been unable to do. I 
have sometimes thought that if the 
Cabinets were all dismissed and Admirals 
were installed in their places Europe 
would get on better.”

THE CRISIS PAST.

Turning to the crisis with Fiance, the 
Premier remaiked “We have had quite 
recently to consider whether the question 
of a Eumptan war was nut very near. 
But,w.th great iuterest and consideration, 
the result has turned out happily, 
through the great judgment and common 
sense displayed by France, under circum­
stances of unusual difficulty, which, I 
think, have lelieved Europe of a very 
dangerous and threatening storm.

THE WAR PREPARATIONS.

“While matters were in suspense the 
Government was necessarily forced to 
take precautions that it should not be 
taken unawares. These precautions were 
most prompt ami effective ; but the im­
mediate necessity for them has passed off.

“There has been some emprise on both 
sides of the channel at the fact that these 
preparations have not suddenly ceased, 
but it ia impossible to stop them at a 
moment’s notice.

After referring to the various rumors 
of intended act on arising out of these 
preparations, including the seizure of 
Syria and Crete, and the declaration of a 
protectorate over Egypt, the latter allu­
sion being greeted with immense cheering, 
Lord Salisbury continued :—

NO PROTECTORATE YET.

“I am sorry to say I cannot rise to the 
height of the aspirations indicated by the 
cheering of the audience. I do nut 
venture to prophesy, if we are forced by 
others into a portion we do not now 
occupy, what may occur ; but wo are 
well satisfied wirh the existing state of 
things and we do not think any CAuee 
has arisen to necessitate effort on our 
part at prt sent to modify it The posi­
tion causes occasional friction, but, tak­
ing the situation as a whole and consider­
ing the feelings of other people as well 
as our own, we can reasonably rest for 
the present with the existing state of 
affairs. I must not be understood as 
meaning that Great Britain’s position in 
Egypt is the same now as it was before 
the fall of Omdurman, but we earnestly 
hope that circumstances will not make it 
necessary materially to modify that 
position, as we are convinced the world 
would not then get on so peaceably as 
now/’

THE UNITED STATES.

Referring again to the war preparations 
and asking his hearers to look at the state 
of the world, Lord Salibhury observed :—

“The Czar has invited a congieas to 
nrovide for the disarmament ef the wo?Id; 
but, while we offer our heartiest tribute 
to hie motives and are willing to assiat 
and eynqa.hiZj in every way until the 
happy day wl.e i his aspiiatione are c 
ed with success, wo muss tb 11 pm vide 
precautions ntedful to counteract the 
dangers surrounding us. In some re­
specta this ira, this gieit epoch in the 
history of man, is marked by unhappy 
omens. It is the first year i t which the 
mighty force of the American Republic 
has been introduced among nations wi.oae 
dominions are expanding and whose in­
struments to a certain extent are war.

“I am not implying the slightest Ll une. 
Far from it. I am not refusing sympathy 
to the American Republic in the difficul­
ties through which it has passed, but no 
one can deny that its appearance among 
factors Asiatic, at ail events, and possibly 
in European diplomacy, is a grave and 
serious event, which may not conduce to 
the interests of peace, though 1 th’nk in 
any event it it likely to conduce to the 
interests of Great Britain. (Cheers.)

DISARMAMENT HARDLY POSSIBLE.

“But what has been impressed upon us 
ia that the subject matter of war is 
'erribly prevalent on all sides. We see 
nations decaying whose government is so 
bad that it can neither maintain the 
power of self-defence nor retain the 
affection of its subjects ; and when this 
occurs there are always neighbors im­
pelled by some motive—it may be the 
highest philanthropy, or it may be the 
natural desire of empire—to contest as to 
who shall be heir to the falling nation ; 
and that is the cause of war.”

Lord Salisbury then alluded to the 
rapidity and unexpectedness with which 
wars break out and said :

“If great Britain should 
her eea defences to weaken, her whole 
empire would come clattering to the 
ground.

He concluded by repudiating “all sug­
gestion that our preparations mean that 
the country is animated by the lust of 
conquest ora love of war,” declaring that 
Great Britain was only “resolved to main­
tain the empire Britons have received 
from their forefathers and to support the 
peace which is the glory and sustenance 
of our empire.”

A great ovation from the entire as­
sembly marked the conclusion of the 
Premier’s speech.

The Lord Mayor's show, which also 
took place ou Wednesday, was favored 
with tine weather and was witnessed by 
the usual crowds of people. The enthu­
siasm was divided between the car repre­
senting the Soudan, with the soldiers of 
the regiments which took part in the bat­
tle of Umdurman.and the car representing 
the English-speaking race. The latter 
displayed, among other things, Britannia 
aad Columbia seated beneath 
while the American flag was 
Bii ish sailor and the British flag was 
carried by an American sailor.

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The Hay Trade.
Probably never in the history of the hay 

trade in this part of the province has the 
prospect been so dull for those who have hay 
to sell. Westmorland, Cumberland and 
Albert counties are full of hay and thére is 
simply no demand at all ; nobody wants 
hay. The farmers in these counties held 
over a large amount of last year’s crop, ex­
pecting better prices this year. This, to­
gether with the present year’s crop, is still 
on hand and the prospect of changing hands 
is not bright. Usually the hay growers in 
this county can dispose of the produce of 
their marshes at from $7 to $8 per too. 
In recent years the price has seldom, if ever, 
fallen below $7 per ton. But the man who 
asks $7 this year would be looked upon as 
crazy. A leading farmer of Sackville told 
the Post a day or two ago chat he had been 
offering good English hay at $4 per ton and 
could not make a sale at that price. A few 
small shipments are being made, but it is 
understood the price to the farmer is only 
about $4. A number of Westmorland 
county farmers have despaired of selling 
their hay and have purchased all the cattle 
they could take care of. In this way they 
can convert the hay into beef, and good 
beef will generally sell for a fair price. [Sack­
ville Post.

The Italian anarchist who st.abbcd and 

killed Empress Elizabeth of Austria on Sep­
tember 10 last was placed on trial at Geneva, 
Switzerland last Thursday. Tne court was 
crowded and the prisoner was stiongly 
guarded, but there was no exc.tenieut. 
The prisoner bowed politely to the court 
and the public, and answered tho prelimin­
ary questions through an interpreter in a 
clear, strong voice. The prisoner also said 
that if he possessed 50 francs on the morning 
of the assassination, instead of kill ug the 
Empress of Austria he would have started 
for Italy with the intention of killing King 
Humbert, He added : “It does not matter, 
however, as another will kill Humbert 
shoitly.”

When the full penalty allowed by the 
Swiss law was imposed upon him, Luccheni 
laughed and cried loudly : “Long live 
anarchy,” and “Death to the aristocracy.’'

A curious feature of the trial was that 
whenever anything was said tending to 
show that he had attempted to deny his 
guilt or to escape its consequences, he in­
variably interrupted, openly glorying in the 
crime which, he said, was premeditated, 
adding in one instance : “I did my best to 
make the stroke fatal.” He declared that 
his motive was found in human suffering. 
“My doctrine,” he frequently reiterated, 
“is that no one who does not work should 
be allowed to live.”

Anglo-American Commission.
Washington, Nov. 10—The Anglo- 

American joint commission began its 
sessions here to-day, having adjourned 
its early session at Quebec to meet at 
Washington after the election. Lord 
Herschell, former lord chancellor of 
Great Britain, Sir Richard Caatwright, 
Sir James S. Winters and Mr. John 
Charlton, M. P. were present, represent­
ing Great Britain and Canada. The 
American members .of the commission 
present were Senators Fairbanks of 
Indiana and Faulkner of West Virginia ; 
Representative Dingley of Maine, ex- 
Secretary John W, Foster and Mr. John 
A. Kaeson. The absentees to-dsy were 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Sir Louis Davies and 
Mr. T. J. Coolidge of Massachusetts.

The preliminary gathering today was 
in the diplomatic room of the State de­
partment, where the commission was 
welcomed by Secretary Hay, who accom­
panied the members to the White House, 
where they were presented to the presi­
dent. The business session followed at 
the commission’s quarters, in the Ailing- 
ton hotel annex.

The meeting to-day was mainly for the 
purpose of adopting the general plan of 
business to be followed here. The prin­
cipal topics are fixed by a protocol and 
comprise : Behring Sea seal fisheries ; 
Atlantic and Pacific coast fisheries : 
Alaska-Canadian boundary ; transporta­
tion of merchandise in bond across the 
border ; alien labor laws of the Uuited 
States and Canada ; mining rights in the 
Klondike and other points ; reciprocity 
and tariff arrangements ; naval vessels on 
the Great lakes ; new marking of the 
frontier line by land and water ; extradi­
tion of criminals and mutual wrecking 
and salvage arrangements.

The commission did not hold an after­
noon session, but a committee consisting 
of Lord Herschell and Sir Richard Cart­
wright and Messrs. Dingley and Kasson, 
was in session. Owing to Mr. Kasson’s 
official position as reciprocity commission­
er and the prominence of Mr. Dingley in 
tariff affairs, it was inferred that this com­
mittee was working on the question of 
reciprocity. Sir Richard Cartwright has 
long been identified with the Canadian 
movement for reciprocity. The prtsence 
of Lord Herschell would insure attention 
to British interests in case of a reciprocity 
discussion, one of tho main factors thus 
far developed in the reciprocity discus-ion 
being as to differentials in favor of Great 
Britain in the present Canadian tariff.

The commission will hold daily sessions, 
at which the work advanced to completion 
by committee will be passed upon. One 
of the commissioners stated today that 
until all the subjects had been disposed 
of each one remained open. The courte­
sies showered upon the commissioners in 
Quebec ate to be reciprocated here by 
many social amenities.

Make a 
sauce of one tablespoonful each of 
butter and flour and one and 
half cups hot milk, salt. Put a layer 
ol grated cheese in bottom of bake 
dish,-/then a layer of macaroni and one 
of pauce, and cover the top with fine 
hrhâd-crumbs, with bits of butter dot­
ted ovér, and a little grated cheese. 
Bake until brown.
- German Waffles.—One quart flour, 
half teaspoonful salt, three tablespoon- 
fuls sugar, two large teaspoonfuls of 
baking powder, two tablespoonfuls lard, 
rind pf one lemon, grated, one tea­
spoonful extract cinnamon, four eggs, 
and one pint thin cream. Sift together 
flour, sugar, salt, and powder ; rub in 
lard cold ; add beaten eggs, lemon rind, 
extract and milk.

Hood’sTIME TO PLANT LILIES. L 
Remember that the late fall—Octob­

er and November—is the best time to 
plant lilies, especially the native and 
Japanese lilies. They like dampness 
and a little shade. If too much shad­
ed they do not grow as tall and the 
bloom is not as fine. To prepare a 
place for them, dig a hole at least a 
foot deep. If the soil is poor, throw it 
aside and fill half full with sod and 
manure. On this place a layer of sand, 
put the bulbs on this, cover with sand, 
then fill in with soil. Plant three 
or four bulbs in a group. The sand 
suits the bulbs better than anything 
else. If covered with soil they some­
times decay ; if manure is used it near­
ly always rots them. Lilies like plenty 
of water. Stop up the whole in the 
bottom of a flower-pot with a wooden 
plug, leaving only a small aperture. 
Sink it in the ground near the bulbs 
and keep it filled with water. The 
water will slowly percolate through the 
hole and keep moisture at the roots 
all the time. If this is not practicable, 
mulch them, and occasionally give a 
good soaking with water.

But if the air 
is very dry the temperature not only 
can, but probably will, make a much 
bolder tumble. Dryness of the air can 
be ascertained in two ways. Some 
hint of it is given when the clouds 
disappear and the wind swings to the 
northwest. A clearing sky, with the 
wind still in the south or no wind at 
all, is seldom attended with a dry air. 
But the best way to tell about the 
humidity of the air is by means of the 
wet-and-dry bulb thermometer. When 
the wet bulb reads within three or 
four degrees of the dry bulb the air is 
damp. But when the interval Is as 
great as seven or eight degrees—that 
is, in cool autumn weather—the air is 
dry and there is danger of a drop. 
The limit to which the temperature 
can fall before condensation begins is 
called the dew point, and it may be 
found in this way: Suppose the dry- 
bulb instrument reads fifty degrees 
and the wet bulb forty-seven; the 
difference is three degrees. Multip­
ly this by two and one-half, and you 
get seven and one-half degrees. Call it 
eight for convenience. Subtract this 
from the dry-bulb reading fifty, and 
you get forty-two. That is the dew 
point. In euch a case there is no 
danger from frost. But suppose that 
the dry bulb stands at fifty degrees 
and the wet bulb at forty-two, which 
is eight degrees difference. Multiply 
this by two and one-half and you 
have twenty, and subtract the twenty- 
have twenty, and subtract the twenty 
from the dry-bulb reading fifty and 
you get thirty. Thus, one discovers

■ POULTRY RAISING FOR FARMERS.
A fair sized flock of good fowls, well 

attended to, will lie found to be the 
best paying stock a farmer can keep; 
especially if the farmer is limited in 
his means says a writer. They will 
furnish him an income that is con­
stant and are not like much of his 
produce that bring returns but once 
year, thus leaving him pinched for 
ready money most of the time. If 
suitable yards and buildings are pro­
vided for the flock, only a few mo­
ments' time each day will be required 
for their care, while the actual value 
of food consumed will be smaller in 
proportion to returns than with any 
other line of live stock. By all means 
keep thoroughbred fowls even though 
you do not wish breed for fancy points. 
Do not keep but one breed unless you 
keep a non-setting breed and have to 
keep a few of some setting variety to 
raise your young chickens. As to the 
breed you keep, the demands of your 
market and your own likes and dis­
likes will have to settle that. If eggs 
and not meat are in demand, I would 
advise that, member of the Leghorn 
family that you most admire. If both 
eggs and meat are wanted, then one 
of the Plymouth Rock or Wyandotte 
families that have been bred long 
enough to breed reasonably true, will 
be a good choice. If eggs are not in 
demand and roasters are, large fowls 
are then needed and the Brahma or 
Cochin will supply that trade, 
advantages of keeping thoroughbreds 
and but one kind are, your birds will 
be of nearly the same size and tem­
perature, hence, will all require the 
same care and feed. If large and 
small varieties are kept - together, 
either the large hens will become too 
fat to be profitable, or the smaller 
ones be skimped and starved until they 
are unprofitable. If of the same size 
all can be kept in about the same 
condition and each individual hen will 
do her share toward building up your 
income. If you will live far enough 
north so that the winters are cold, 
your house should be warm. It need 
not be made of expensive material but 
should be so arranged that it can be 
easily kept clean. It should be well 
lighted and large enough so that on 
stormy days all may stay within it and 
yet receive exercise enough to 
keep them healthy. Grain scattered 
in litter either of straw, hay or leaves 
ia a nice way to get fowls to work 
on stormy days when they can not get 
outside. In the summer time if your 
flock can run at large they will find 
most of their own living, but in winter 
and summer too, if shut in yards you 
will have to provide most or all of the 
food consumed. Do not forget that a 
hen likes a variety in her diet fully as 
much as you do, and if she is to do 
her best must be provided with a 
variety. If you are feeding for eggs 
try giving her some of the waste or 
sour milk as well as the scraps from 
the table, and you will be surprised at 
the way she will shell out the eggs.

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Ibis new boat, which is expected to 
revolutionize the navigation of the 
world and bring London nearer in 
point of time to New Y'ork than New 
Orleans or Denver, is being construct­
ed upon the turbine system of propul­
sion. fc>he is a development of the as­
tonishing little Turbinia, which was 
invented by Hon. C. A. Parsons, and 
surprised everybody at the great naval 
review a year ago by her swiftness 
and novelty.

She has no engine. She nas three 
propeller shafts, each with three 
screws, nine screws in all. They en­
ter the water at a slight downward 

able slant, about twenty-five feet forward 
of the extreme stern. The screws 
are driven by a jet of steam direct 
from the boiler. (The jet of steam 
acts directly upon hundreds of small 
turbine blades, geared directly to the 
shaft, which is thus driven with amaz­
ing rapidity. The Turbinia was a mere 
toy, weighing only forty-five and a 
half tons and measuring only 100 feet 
in length, with a nine-foot beam. She 
flew away from every vessel at Spit- 
head a year ago, leaving the fastest 
torpedo boats of the British navy be­
hind and she developed the wonderful 
speed of thirty-four and a half knots 
an hour.

FORTY-TWO MILES AN HOUR. 
This amazing record was, however, 

subsequently beaten by the Turbinia. 
She is reliably stated to have reached 
forty-two miles an hour. Exactly 
what her highest speed has been Mr., 
Parsons declines to say. Some of his 
friends, however, assert that from 
what they knew of the recent impro­
vements he has made in the tur­
bine system of propulsion, and from 
the plans of the new boats, they will 
make fifty, and possibly sixty, miles 
an hour. The Turbinia had 2.100 horse 
power, so that the two new boats will 

a each be five times more powerful.
The steam of the Turbinia was pro­

duced by a water tube boiler. The 
total weight of other machinery, in­
cluding turbines, auxiliary engines, 
condensers, boilers, propellers, shafts, 
tanks, and the water in the boilers 
was twenty-two tons. Thus about 100 
horse power was attained per ton of 
machinery and nearly fifty horse pow­
er per ton of displacement. This beat 
all previous records.

The new boats are being built by t he 
Parsons Marine Steam Turbine com­
pany. This corporation was formed 
last autumn for the purpose cf deve­
loping the new system. The company 
has a capital of $5,000,00o0. A vast 
tract of riverside land was bought at 
Walls-end-on-the-Tyne, where enor­
mous workshops have been erected. 
The first ol' the new boats was com- 

• menced late last autumn. She will 
be 200 feet long on the water line,with 
a horse power of 10,000 which is only a 
little less than that of the Campania 
and Lucania. A board of officers from 
the admiralty, including several of the 
chief constructors of the British navy, 
inspected the frame and plans of this 
boat a few months 
ordered a duplicate built for use 
torpedo boat.

These new turbine boats consume 
relatively very little coal. This gives 
them a larger steaming radius than 
any other ships afloat. The figures 
already obtained about the two boats 
now being built by Mr. Parsons show 
that they will consume 15 per cent less 
coal than ordinary engines traveling 
at the same speed. As the vessels and 
the engines increase in size, so does 
this difference increase. The higher 
the tonnage and the larger the ship 
the greater is the superiority of the 
turbine to the ordinary engine in this 
respect

A Washington Pie.—That is not a pie 

at all, but a toothsome three-story 
cake ; Two capfuls- sugar, 1-2 cupful 
butter, 1 cupful milk, 3 cupfuls flour, 
3 tablespoonfuls baking powder and 2 
eggs.

For the Custard.—One egg, 1-2 cup­
ful of sugar, 11-2 cupful milk, 1 
tabteapoonful cornstarch, 1 teaspoon­
ful vanilla. Heat a pari of the milk, 
Sdd'the rest to the cornstarch, then add 
the egg and sugar stirred together. 
Let< it boil a minute or so ; add vanilla 
when done. When cool spread be­
tween the layers and frost.

Five Minute Cake.—Whites of two 
eggs, 2 tablespoonfuls butter, 2-3 
cupful milk, 1 cupful sugar, 2 cupfuls 
floue, 2 teaspoonfuls baking powder. 
Put all the above ingredients into 
your calge-bowl and beat them five 
minutes. If you have to stop to rest 
your arm, as you undoubtedly will, 
allow for the time you stop. A good 
way is to have some one else beat while 
you rest. Flavor with almond or any 
other flavors preferred. This makes a 
very white, large loaf of fine grain and 
isfeven better the day after it is baked.
