It is little wonder that the Conserva­

tive party baa grown weak when 
of the oxlibre of Hon. John Haggart 
are recognized as і ta leaders. That 
gentleman wae Minister of Railways 
under Sir MacKenzie Bowell, and 
appears to now think it hie duty to 
make nee of bis position in parliament 
to create the impression that the pre­
sent minister ia inefficient, if net 
corrupt, and the Intercolonial a work 
which is run at a lose to the Dominion, 
purely in the interest ot the Maritime 
provinces. He and another public 
man of his class —Mr. Barker, M. P.— 
have had Mr. P. 8. Archibald, late 
Chief Engineer of the L C. R. at 
Ottawa, giving them a lot of misleading 
information, and Mr. Haggart’s eager­
ness for getting “pointers” against the 
Hon. Mr. Blair has, on several occasions, 
placed him in positions which would be 
very humiliating to a man who possess­
ed the faculty of realising what it 
means to be proved a seeker after the 
confidences of the class of persons who 
find, in men of the Haggart type, 
gullible patrons of inventive faculties 
which they turn to personal account for 
tha money that there ia in it for them.

Mr. Archibald, it will be remem­
bered, wm dismissed from the position 
of Chief Engineer of the Intercolonial 
for shoeing his office. He neglected 
the duties he was paid to perform and 
became an impudent political partisan. 
Ha authorised scores of passes over tha 
railway for men to travel to different 
polling placée to vote for supporters ol 
Minister Haggart’s party and, in other 
respects, proved himself a political 
heeler of the most pronounced type. 
Being dismissed for his offences soon 
after Minister Haggart and his col­
leagues were voted oat of power by the 
people of the country, be and hia former 
chief hare made it their business to 
address themselves to the work of being 
revenged upon Mr. Blair, who became 
Mr. Haggart’s successor. If Mr. Hag­
gart were made of the right kind of 
stuff he would realise that when he 
and his associates in the late govern­
ment sank so low as to desert their 
leader under circumstances which justi­
fied him in publicly characterising them 
as “a nest of traitors and when he 
so far forgot duty and honor as a 
Minister of the Crown, as to utilise Mr. 
Archibald as » dealer in political

It waa built 
to give Ootnrio an nutlet to the eea in time 
of winter nod it would have been built by 
Ontario alone or the Provinoe of Canada, ee 
it then was, had it not been built an one of 
the oonditione of Confederation. We are all 
agreed that Confederation waa a good thing, 
nod we know that the building of the Inter­
colonial waa one of the nrtiolee of Confeder­
ation. Without it Confederation would 
have been bnt a paper union instead of that 
gloriona foundation of a nation whioh it hue 
Dean. And the prion we pay for the Inter- 

'colonial ie the pnoe we pay for a nation 
hood. And further, there he# been spent in 
Ontario alone on a canal system, whioh con­
fers on ne here in the Maritime Province# 
bnt the moat indirect benefit, more millions 
then on the Intercolonial. From this ex­
penditure Ontario hen chiefly beoefltted, and 
these oanete are kept open and maintained 
entirely at public expense. Who cake about 
the detieit on the canal system ? Who 
protests that nil the money ie grabbed by 
Ontario te spend there ? Not the Maritime 
Provinces, for the men of these perte have 
some sort of conception that there ere other 
pleoee in the Dominion besides the Maritime 
Province#, end do not toiler from that ex­
aggerated parochialism which does doty for 
statesmanship in minds like Mr. fiaggert’e."

Having failed, after weeks ot effort, 
to injure the reputation of Mr. Blair in I 
the Public Accounts Committee, as well 
as in the House, Mr, Higgart grew des­
perate and asserted in a speech that 
Mr. Blair had bean negotiating in New

I never either wrote or spoke to Meyer or 
any one else on the subject of the sale 
of the Intercolonial, or authorized any 
one else to do eo.

Haggart squirmed over the matter, 
denied that he had laid hie information 
had come from Meyer, and said his 
authority had come from another mem­
ber of the syndicate, but although hard 
pressed, he couldn’t be induced to give 
the name of the alleged informant. The 
exhibition be has made ot himself in 
this matter, together with the reputa­
tion he had already acquired whan ha 
was denounced as a traitor by Sir 
MacKenzie Bowell, have discredited 
Mr. Haggart before parliament and the 
country and further discounted the 
unfortunate party to which he belongs.

!THE CATTLE GUARD QUESTION, 
appropos of a Bill introduced by the 
member for Lincoln. This ie • live topic 
in the Province of Ontario, having beau 
taken up at the Fermera’ lu-titctra and 
kept before the rural mind by Agricultural 
papers. The agitation baa not taken poe- 
aeesiou of the public mind in any general 
sense, but undoubtedly a good deal of

'Provinoe.

Mr. Lancaster, the author of the Bill, 
opened the dissuasion with a long speech, 
in the course of which he reviewed the 
re «ouf why the railways should be com­
pelled to adopt a guard which would make 
it impowibte for cattle to get upon the 
railway track. He said that the Іон each 
year wm very considerable, and that it 
wm a plain duty of the railways to afford 
better protection than at present. In 
this latter view he wee euppoited by e 
number of members, who epoka pointedly 
and wall. On the other hand, several 
members argued with considerable force 
that the meuure before the House wee 
not calculated to accomplish tha and had 
in'viaw. -

The Bill did not ран. At the conclu • 
aion of the debate, the Premier reviewed 
the situation in hie usual clear and moder­
ate style. He showed that the Railway 
Committee had reported to favor of 
allowing the meamre to go no further thia 
•eeaion, and it had done so upon the 
advice of the Minister of Railways. The 
Minister had convinced the Committee 
that there wm a great divergence of 
opinion m to what wm a satiataotory oat'la 
guard, and if the law were passed com­
pelling railway oompaniai to provide 
adequate guards, they would not knew 
whet to do. The ooet involved would be 
enormoue. The Premier auggested that 
the Bill should eland, and during the 
receee experte would be employed to 
examine thoroughly into the question and 
have a report ready far next year.

Speaking in the constituency which 
rejected him in the last Dominion elec­
tion by about one thousand majority, 
wa presume the recollection of that 
event and of the fact that his successful 
opponent was a prominent minister in 
the government, may have caused Mr. 
Foster to feel a little bitterly, but if he 
desired to give expression to hie politi­
cal animosities be should have hired a 
hall and not intruded them ae a dis­
cordant jar upon his entertainers of St. 
George’s Society. It was, to say the 
least, an exhibition of very bad taste 
on hia part to give expression to his 
party bias on that occasion, when he 
was a prominent guest socially and, no 
doubt, expected by those who in­
vited him to leave hia political 
partisanship behind him, for the time 
being.

What’s the Bitter with Mr. Howke ?

Mr. J. T. Hawke, it appears, waa in 
Ottawa last week and telegraphed his 
paper, the Moncton Transcript, as follows 
on Thursdsy ;—

“Premier Tweedie is presting the ap­
pointment of Mr. Lawlor, of Chatham, 
as county court Judge, vice Judge Wilk­
inson to resign. Liberals generally are 
opposed to Hon. Mr. Tweedie’a proposal. 
The common expression here is that 
should New Brunswick lose owe member 
through the census distribution of seats, 
Albert county will lose Its represen­
tative. To prevent this will require a 
strong protest.”

The way in which Mr. Hawke mixes up 
the judgeship and Albert county’s pro­
spective loss of a member indicates that 
he should not be permitted to go too fair 
from home. It is to be sssumed that 
when he was talking about the changes he 
may have in view in regard to the judge- 
ship in question, someone may have hinted 
to him that as he did not live within the 
territorial jurisdiction affected, he could 
not expect to have much to aay about the 
matter. It is, we think, quite well known 
that Premier Tweedie’s views are as stated 
in regard to the successor of the present 
incumbent of the North Shore county 
judgeship, but we presume he ia aware

The Town Council met io special session 
on Friday evening, Hie Worship, Mayor 
Snowball, presiding.

Town Clerk Oayoor reed the returns of 
the late ото election, shewing «-lecti «n by 
aoolaination of the old board of aldermen, 
and of Miyor W. B. Suowball over Mr. 
W. C. Winslow by a vote of 380 to 307, 
giving Mr. Snowball a majority of 73 votes 
over Mr. Winslow

The Town Clerk also reported that Mayor 
Snowball and the aldermeo-eleot had taken 
the necessary qualification oaths.

On motion of aid. Murray, seconded by 
aid. N tool, the returns were received and 
oonfiimrd.

Aid. Niool suggested a vote of thauke to 
the Town Clerk.

The Mayor said that, as anticipated at 
last meeting of o.'uuoil, all the member* of 
the old board were returned. Lsst year, 
they had anticipated the responsibility of 
entering upon the construction of the water 
and sewerage works and had carried 
them on. Tbie year, they had equally great 
responsibility, as they were required to не 
that the tow n’s interests were protested in 
the settlements to be mede with the con­
tractors. The streets were not in snob good 
condition ae they could wish, owing to work 
that wae пеоенапіу carried oo late last fall. 
He had coni inn moated with the oo a tractors, 
pursuant to understanding with members of 
the oouooil, and Mr. McLean, who wae here 
e few days ago appeared to be quite ready 
to do hie share in putting the streets in 
order and he, the Mayor, vu waiting still 
to hear from Messrs. Hansoom. There were 
few householders who were availing them- 
•elves of the water, eo far, bet members of 
council sod ci tie ns generally mnet all uh 
their diligence to get more takers, eo 
as to get the system on a paying baeie. The 
Ekotilo Light system had been remunera­
tive,' eo far, and they muet try and make it 

„more eo by endeavoring to here it more 
generally need. The prospect wae that the 
water and Hwerage works would pay mo­
oing expenses this year, but they weeld 
have to resort to taxation to pey the 
internet and eiokiog fund obargee for thie 
year, at leal. He expre«eed regret that the 
taxee from the Pulp Mill would not be eo 
large as they otherwise might be hot for 
the poeitioo io which the works were at 
present, but the existing conditions were 
only temporary,and the proepeete were thet, 
in a short time, the Pulp Mill would be 
more flonrishiug ih»n ever. He had no 
doubt that the b.erd would work together 
io the inter fete of the town.

Aid. Nmol congratulated Mayor Snowball 
oo hie eleotion and eaid they would, no 
doubt, have congratulated the other candi­
date bad be been elected, as it wae always 
in order toc-mgratnlste thon who euooeeded 
io their undertakings. The other members 
didn’t know whether they were to be or not 
to be—aldermeu — whether it were better to 
bear the elmga and arrow* of outraged rate­
payer* and by opposing end thorn, etc. 
[We report eld. Niool, ae far ae be went on 
unhappy Hamlet’e soliloquy. Oar reporter 
wondered why he broke down, hot it mey 
be assumait that when he eontemplated the 
lioee of the elaeeioal passage : “Thus, oou- 
"eoieooe does m»ke cowards of ne all, and 
“i hue the native hue of resolution ie eioklied 
“o'er with the pale cut of thought and 
"eoterpriaee of great pith and moment 
•‘with thie regard their onrreote tarn 
“awry and Іон the name of action.”]

Aid. Molotoeh th ieght the Mayor had 
put things eo well that the met might con­
tent themselves by eaying, Amen. He 
th mght that they got along well with the 
work of lnt year and would coûtions to do 
the same thie.

Aid. Maher could add nothing to what 
had been said. They wvuld get along 
amicably sod promote the ratepayers' inter­
ests. He referred to the dnirability of 
eooooragiug the establishing of new indes- 
tries—each as the furniture factory the 
Mayor had onoe spoken of—to promote the 
town’* interests.

Aid. Murray Hid he was glad that the 
town had fallen iu with hie enggntioo to 
return the board, ae a whole—the board 
which hid carried oo the water sod sewer­
age work—eo ae to have continuity of 
responsibility. He was glad to have Hie 
Worship back ag»in eo that the oouooil 
might have the advantage of Ms advice and 
knowledge of the work with which he had 
been ideotitied and, in connection with the 
finishing of which hie eervion would be eo 
valuable. All were dnitooe of oarr>ing en 
the wohk of the town edvantageooely, even 
though they might make mistakes to wkioh 
all were liable. They would, oo doubt, do 
■atisfeotory work for the people.

Aid. Morris hoped they would continue to 
go oo ae before, and get the water works on 
a sati"factory baeie.

Aid. Murdoch thought they had done 
business to the advantage or the town and 
would socontioue. It wae fitting that the 
old Council should be continued, to go on 
with the water and Hwerage works, eo that 
the responsibility—the credit or blam 
might reet where it properly belonged. He 
referred to the advantage of the water works, 
and although they would increase taxee in 
the town, it bed the facilities whieh should 
be utilised to induce the Htabliihment of 
manufacturing enterprises in the community. 
Now, new industries could be accommodat­
ed end oar own people bo reteiqed and kept 
from going elsewhere,

Aid. Murrey suggested that they should 
thank the people tor the continuation of 
their confidence io the old board.

Before studying these foods let us 

find out what foods arc. Prof. At­
water defines food as “any sub­
stance which builds tissue or yields 
energy or both.” This is a short 
and comprehensive definition, in­
cluding all the functions of food. 
It excludes such articles as stimul­
ants of various kinds such as tea, 
coffee, etc., though these may be 
classed as useful food adjuncts.

Food is divided into various
classes. First in importance comes 
the proteld or muscle-making food, 
which is necessary for building and 
repairing tissue, and under certain 
conditions performs other functions 
us well. Next «comes heat-producing 
food, divided into two classes : the 
glycerides or fats and oils, and the 
carbohydrates or starches
sugars. These two classes maintain 
the nominal temperature of the body 
and furnish energy for work. Third­
ly, the mineral matter which aids in 
building bone and is found in the 
various secretions of the body and 
in the blood, brain and tissues. Wa­
ter, though not a food in itself.

itsFIRST THE MINERAL MATTER.
it It is found in a (most all food, but 

chiefly in vegetables, cereals, fruits 
and meats. One of its chief offices 
is to aid in absorption and elabora­
tion of oxidizablc nutrients. We find 
many kinds of mineral matter ne­
cessary, such as common salt or 
chloride of sodium, potash salts, 
phosphate and carbonate of lime 
and iron. Often much of this very 
valuable mineral matter is lost 

1 preparing food. Nature supplies it 
in the cereals in abundance, but in 

^ our effort to have a fine white flour, 
part and sometimes nearly all is 
lost. Again, in preparing vegetables 
for cooking, there is frequently a 
thick peeling removed, taking with 
it much of the mineral matter which 
lies directly under tho skin. By 
soaking vegetables for a long time 
in cold water some of the mineral 
salts are lost. Though small in 
amount they are most valuable to 
maintain the purity of the blood and 
build bone. Someone has said that 
if we continue to cat soft foods re* 
quiring little mastication and con­
taining so little mineral matter, we 
shall soon be a toothless nation. 
Fresh fruits and vegetables supply 
much of this useful substance.

The carbohydrates consist of 
starch and sugar and are found in 
various vegetables,

The county of Essex has for some 
years past set an example to other 
counties in the Way of scientific ag­
ricultural experiments and its techni­
cal committee has just concluded a 
six years’ experiment dealing with 
pasture land and the hay crop. These 
experiments have been conducted in 
nipe different . localities and on as 
many different soils, and, the net re­
sult shows that by judicious fertili­
zation the hay crop can be enormous­
ly increased. For instahoe, it has 
been proved that nitrogenous man­
ures, nitrate of soda and sulphate of 
ammonia, have a greater effect on 
newly laid down pastures than on 
old. Thus 1* cwts per acre of nit­
rate of soda produced on new grass 
land an average increase of 49$ per 
cent..

with scarcely an exception, produced 
more hay than nitrate of soda in the 
first years of the experiment, but 
latterly nitrate of soda has produc­
ed the better yield, showing that 
sulphate of soda is the 
hausting to the soil, and that the 
other in the long run is the more 
profitable. Phosphatic manures al­
so produced a large increase, ;the 
average being 49$ per cent. with, the 
further advantage that when these 
manures are used the herbage im­
proves each year.
It is, however, when the nitro.gen- 

f ous and phosphatic flaanures are 
combined that the greatest 

^ are shown, and the increase obtained 
from a combination of the two has 
amounted to as muçh as 102 per 
cent. Experiments were also mtude 
with ordinary barnyard manure, and 
the results show that while the in­

crease obtained from each year’s 
manuring was considerable, very lit­
tle permanent improvement is effect­
ed, and that the manuring of a pre­
vious year is only responsible for 10 

v per cent, increase in the hay arop.
Another interesting experiment was 

the mowing of the hay and grazing 
of sheep in alternate years. Fort* this 
purpose a field was divided, 
half being grazed by sheep fed on oil 
cake, and the other half by sheep 
not fed. The result of the hay crop 
next year was that

BEE INDUSTRY.

Every head of clover consists of 
about sixty flower tubes, each of 
which contains an infinitesinm 
quantity of sugar. Bees will often 
visit a hundred different heads of 
clover before retiring to the hive, 
and in order tô obtain thu sugar 
necessary for a load must. there­
fore, thrust their tongues into about 
6,000 different flowers. A bee will 
make twenty trips a day when the 
clover-patch is convenient to the 
hive, and thus will draw the sugar 
from 120,000 different flowers In the 
course of a single day’s work.

ACIDITY UF THE STOMACH.
Starch differs from sugar in being 

insoluble in water and therefore is 
not ready to be digested raw. Long 
cooking at a high temperature is 
necessary to break the hard outer 
coating of the starch cell and set 
the starch free. The starch then 
absorbs water and when soluble is 
in a condition for food. The diges­
tion of starch begins first in the 
cooking. After this comes the sal­
ivary digestion, which is most iur* 
portant. For this reason all starchy 
foods should be thoroughly masticat­
ed, so that tho ptyalin of the saliva 
may act on the starch and convert 
it into dextrin. In tho vegetable 
kingdom starch is converted into 
sugar by means of organic acids in 
the plant and perfectly ripe vege­
tables are generally quickly digest­
ed. One chief source of starch is tho 
vegetables and even more the cereals. 
The latter are frequently under­
cooked. They should be cooked from 
three to six hours in order to be 
digestible, and when properly pre­
pared form one of our most im­
portant and valuable foods. With 
starchy foods we should always use 
some proteid or muscle-making food 
to furnish a perfectly balanced diet­
ary.
