KING AND McAVITY
AGCEPT THE JOBS.

Are Now Commissioners of the
Gentral Railway.

—e

Extensive Repairs Will be Made in Accord-
ance With Engineer Brown’s Report
—Great Future Predicted.

An advertisement appears in the
morning papers signed by George G.
King and George McAvity as ‘“commis-
sioners of the New Brunswick Coal and
Railway Co.,” calling for tenders for
the work of rebuilding certain bridges
and tresties and making other improve-
ments to the permanent way from Nor-
ton to Chipman. ;

The attorney general, when seen this
morning, said after a very careful con-
sideration of the report recently made
by Gillmour Brown, C. E., the commis-
sioners had decided to accept the ap-
pointment and recommend that the
proposed improvements be made. .

When asked as to6 the contents of
Mr. Brown’s report the attorney gen-
eral stated that he was not at liberty
to make them public, as it would not
be desirable to do so until the tenders
are receéived and the contracts for mak-
ing the improvements awarded. Plans
and specifications of the proposed work
are now being made under the direc-
tion of the provincial engineer, which
will open for the inspéction of contract-
ors on and after the 13th.

The attorney general, however, stat-
ed that Mr. Brown had made a very
careful inspection of the road, having
walked over every foot of the track,
and his report, while recommending
quite extensive improvemenis to the
line between Norton and Chipman, was
most satisfactory. Many of the bridges
and trestles which have been rebuilt
during the last few years are in good
condition. Mr. Brown also speaks fa-
vorably of the general improvements
which have been made to the road, and
speaks of the rails beinz in an excel-
lent condition, and quality of steel be-
ing among the best which he had ever
inspected. He says the new line be-
tween Chipman and Minto is equal to
the I. C. R. or C. P. R. The eight miles
of branches are also in good condition.

Mr. Brown goes very carefully into
the prospects of the road doing a pay-
ing business, and states that he made
a careful inspection of the eight mines
in operation around Minto, He is of
the opinion that with the improvements
which he has recommended and an ad-
dition to the rolling stock, a conserva-
tive estimate is that the net earnings
of the road will amount to $40,000, or
4 per cent. on an investment of $1,000,-
000.

Mr. Brown further recommended that
the work be let out by contract to re-
sponsible persons, instead of doing it
by day’s work.

LEAPED TO DEATH.

Fatal Boarding House Fire in New York—
Man Jumped Headlong Four Stories
Down,

NEW YORK, July 10.—Arthur Neely,
of Chicago, a brother of F. Tennyson
Neely, a publisher, was killed in a fire
which has destroyed a boarding house
in East 44th street early today. Neely,
to escape what he thought would be
death, by the flames, jumped from a
fourth story window and landed on his
head on the sidewalk. He died on the
way to the hospital.

F. Tennyson Neely saw his brother
killed. Arthur slept on the top, or
fourth floor of the burning building.
His escape cut off he cried at his win-
dow for help, while his brother, at the
roof of the bay windows just under the
third story, 1mplored\hlm not to jump.
When the frenzied man could restrain
himself no longer his brother dragged
a mattress out on the roof of the bay
window to jump on, but he missed it
and rolled to the street, where he
struck on his head.

The firemen were already raising
their ladders as he leaped, and if he
had waited only a few minutes more
his life might have been saved.

Neely leaves three children. Their
mother was killed in a railroad wreck
several years ago, and they are now
with an aunt in Cleveland, Ohio, with
whom their father left them two weeks
ago to come to this city on a business
trip.

POLICE COURT.

Assaults, a Neighborly Quarrel, Aggravated
and Plain Drunks, etc., Make a Lively
Three Hours’ Programme.

Quite a number of cases were dis-
posed of this morning by Acting Mag~
istrate \Henderson, who was kept busy
administering the law for close on
three hours.

Four ordinary drunks were fined from
$4 to $8 each. The excuse was proffer-
ed in more than one instance that a
wife and a number of little children
were at home dependent on the
“drunk,” which caused his honor to
remark that it was a pity they didn’t
think of that before taking the drink.

Timothy Doyle, a native of Sussex,
was charged with wandering about
Union street in the early hours of Sun-
day morning. Timothy said he had a
drink or two and lost his train back
to Sussex. Magistrate Henderson told
Timothy to get off as quickly as -he
could and catch the eleven train.

Siguard Georgeson, a Norwegian,
was fined $4 or ten days for being
drunk. Captain Robert Gale stated
that Georgeson used abusive language
towards him, and his honor thought the
captain had better swear an informa-
tion against the prisoner if he thought
it worth while.

Mrs. Margaret McGuire appeared to
explain how it is there is an overflow
from the sewer on her property, which
runs over the sidewalk on Pond street.
She hids promised to have the offending
sewer cut out, so the case was allowed
to stand for the present.

A neighbors’ squabble occupied a
good deal of time to straighten it out.
A Miss Margaret King, of Chapel
street, charged Mrs. Elizabeth Corri-
gan with using abusive language to-
wards her. Miss King said on-a num-
ber of ocasions lately, when passing
the Corrigan house, Mrs. Corrigan has
shouted insulting remarks at her, and
things came to a climax on Friday
evening last, when Mrs. Corrigan came
out of her house, and said in loud
tones: “Maggie King’s a dirty Dago,
The clothes she wears don’t belong to
her.”

Mary King, a sister of plaintiff, and
Mrs. King, her mother, gave corrobor-
ative evidence.

Mrs. Elizabeth Corrigan, the defend-
ant, sworn, denieéd the charge altogeth-
er, and said the boot was on the other
foot altogether, and that it was Mag-
gie King who called after witness’ lit-
tle girl, that she (the child) was wear-
ing Marie Kelly's clothes, and that
when the witness remonstrated with
Miss King the latter called her 2
“night hawk,” hissed at her and made
disparaging rémarks about her mother.

His honor said the balance of the évi-
dence was against Mrs. Corrigan, and
fined her $4 or ten\days. D. Mullin,
K. C., appeared for the plaintiff.

Henry Hayes, a lad of thirteen, was
charged with injuring a birch tree in
Rockwood Park. Hayes tearfully said
he was listening to the Salvation Army,
and at the same time unconsciously
cut his initials on the tree, when Park
Constable Knox caught him. Rev. Mr.
Raymond gave the boy a very good
character, so his honor only fined him
$2, which he allowed to stand over, at
the same time pointing out that the
‘penalty for damaging the trees in any
way is $25.

Shubel Carvell, of Ludlow street,
Carleton, was given in charge this
morning by Edward C. Hickson, also
of Ludlow street, Carleton, for commit-
ting aggravated assault on him. J. B.
M. Baxter appeared for Mr. Hickson,
and D, Mullin for Mr. Carvell.

Mr. Hickson said that about nine
o’clock on Saturday evening he was
seated at his window, when he saw

the prisoner holding a lad named Chas.
Lord, and at the same time setting a
dog at him. He ran out and told Car-
vell it was a cowardly action to hold
the boy and let a dog bite him. Car-
vell replied that he would smash wit-
ness even if it cost him $20 or $40, Wit-
ness then went after the boy to see if
he was badly bitten, and was stooping
down over him when Carvell came
running up behind him and said: “You
are looking for evidence against me,
are you? I will give you plenty of It
He then grabbed witness by the collar
and struck him under the left eye,
.and on his upper lip, the latter necessi-
tating three stitches being put in.
Willlam Harned then interfered and
stopped Carvell.

Mr. Hickson said he didn’t defend
himself, for the reason that he can’t
1ift his left arm, as he has been warn-
ed by his doctor that if he did he might
drop dead from heart disease.

The case was adjourned until Wed-
nesday morning for the attendance of
the boy Lord and Wm. Harned. - Car-
vell deposited $25 for his appearance.

SAW MILL BURNED.

$15,000 Fire Near Salisbury—O0le Jensen
Who Escaped From Constables Satur-
day Is the Suspected Incendiary.

MONCTON, N. B., July 10.—The A.
L. Wright lumber company’s saw mill,
near Salisbury, was destroyed by fire
yesterday morning about 8 o’clock. A
small quantity of lumber was also
burned.

GREAT VICTORY.

———

Kaiser and Von Buelow Score
in Moroceo.

England and France Beaten in the Diplo-
matic Game and Germany's Prestige
Greatly Increased.

BERLIN, July? 10.—The agreement
betweent France and Germany on the
subject of Morrocco which will be made
public in both Paris and Berlin today
is regarded here as a diplomatic vic-
tory of the first importance over both
Great Britain and France, although
it is expressed in terms of great mod-
eration, the agreement being referred
to as, ‘““Accord based on full apprecia-
ton and recognition of each govern-

ments rights and aims.” Yet officially
the issue is regarded as a triumph for
Emperor William and Prince Von
Buelow that will strengthen Germany's
diplomacy everywhere on the continent.
The attitude of the American govern-
ment towards the Morroccan contro-
versy was altogether satisfactory to
Germany. Precisely what part Pres.
Roosevelt took in ferwarding the set-
tlement is not made public, but it is
appreciated that the influence here ex-
erted at Paris and London helped to-
wards the settlement.

By so doing forty
dollars a year has been saved. Great
is the U. S. executive but greater still
is the laugh on the U. S. contingent
who have to go out and borrow a
phone.

It seems that the estimates for con-
sular service were exceeded by twe
millions last year hence the economy.

ALARMING FIGURES.

—*——-—

In a statistical analysis of* British
emigration and immigration for the
past year, just issued by the Board of
Trade, there are some figures, ominous

for the future, showing a steady in-
crease in the departure of the
native born and an equally steady
increase in the arrival of for-
eigners taking up permanent residence
in the United Kingdom.

In 1904, 271,435 British born emigrated.
Of these 656 per cent. were English, 14
per cent. Scotch and 21 per cent. Irish.
Seventy per cent. of these were either
skilled artizaas, agriculturalists or be-
longed to commerce and the professions
—nearly 200,000 of the best of the coun-
try’s population and a considerablg in-
Ofr foreign-
ers from various European countries
entered as immigrants the number was
82,845 as compared with 69,168 in 1903

were Russians and Poles, mostly Jews.

And this process has been going on
for long and shows no sign of discon-
tinuance. Every year sees a greater
number of English, Scotch and Irish
going to other lands leaving their
places to be filled by foreigners. Brit-
ain’s premier boasted a few weeks ago
that an armed invasion was impossi-
ble. Perhaps it is; but here is a for-
eign invasion going on under his eyes.
Not so noticeable, .not so immediate in
its effects as the coming of an army
of aliens who would slaughter the in-
habitants and seize their place and
property; but considering that these
new comers are driving out of th
country those whom an army would
kill, will not the result of their com-
ing be, in the long run, much the
same?

‘While these emigration figures may
not be pleasant. reading for English-
men of foresight they contain some
comforting information for Canadians.
Of the 44 per cent, of the emigrants
whe went to places within the British
Empire, Canada got 26 per cent, or
69,681; an increase of over 10,000 over
1903. South Africa, Canada's closest
competitor in the favor of immigrants,
got ten per cent., while Australia and
New Zealand together got only five
per cent.

KNIFING MR. HAULTAIN.

Now that the establishment of the
new Northwestern provinces is onlya
matter of routine process the designs

of the Liberals at Ottawa with refer-

ence to the two new governments be-
come more apparent. The machine in
keenly aware of the effect upon the
country of the election of governments
unfavorable to the Liberal policy as
involved in the coercion bills and is al-
ready opening its money and pat-
ronage chests and limbering- up the
mechanism of its bogus ballot boxes
in preparation for a desperate attempt
to prevent such a happening.

Against Mr, Haultain, premier of the
united territories, who is expected to be
premier of one of the mew provinces
and who has intimated that if he is
he will refuse to carry out the man-
date of parliament with reference to
separate schools, their batteries are
already turned.

The attitude of the official Liberal
press in the west, with other unmis-
takable signs leads the Winnipeg Tele-
gram to believe that the knifing of Mr.
Haultain has already been determined
upon but, “whether it will succeed is
another question,” it says, “and, in the
interests of the new provinces al-
together irrespective of politics, it is to
be hoped the attempt will fail. Indeed,
judging by the general tone of the
territoiral press, there is reason to be-
lieve that it will fail, and that the
Laurier government will be taught a
lesson of which it stands in much need;
namely, that the patience of the North-
west is capable of exhaustion and that
the time has come when it is pre-
pared to assert its independence of
machine direction on questions that
concern itself alone.”

The Telegram declares that Mr. Haul.
tain retains to a quite extraordinary
degree the confidence and respect of
the people of the Territories. In seek-
ing to undermine his influence the gov-
ernment, it says, not only confesses its
fear of a striking individuality, but
deliberately compromises the future of
the Liberal party in the new provinces
by resorting to methods that will be
condemned by the great majority of
the electorate, irrespective of party
affiliations.

The Chinese merchants of Boston
gave an elaborate banquet Thursday
night to Kang Yu Wei, ex-prime min-
ister of China and now the proscribed
head of the Chinese Empire Reform
raenciation. These were some of the
dishes:

Yen Wa Guy (steamed boneless
chicken)—To prepare this the chicken
is opened and every bone removed
without altering the form of the chick-
en., It is then . closed in its skin and
steamed.

"Qua Du Arp (boneless duck stuffed
with fruit)—The duck is treated in the|
same way as the boneless chicken,
but has also a stuffing of fruit. This
is also steamed.

Chow' Guy Pan (boneless fish, fried
with mushrooms.)

Chow Sang Har (fried live lobster)
—This is slightly similar to ordinary
broiled live lobster. It is regularly
served at good oriental restaurants—
it was the only dish of the banquet so
obtainable.

Lung Chung Fung
steamed)—The fowl is
mixed with a rich sauce.

Wee Far Chee (dried fish, steamed)
—This also is served in bowls:

Guy Yung Yen (boneless chicken
soup)—The chicken is cut fine. It does
not taste like the common chicken
soup of commerce.

This is not at all like Qua Da Arp, as
the fruit in-this case is arranged about
the dish, outside the duck. It might be
called in English steamed duck, gar-
nished with fruits.

Guk Far Guey Ow (fancy fish)—This
is another steamed dish, the fish be-
ing boneless, and-mixed in a bowl. The
words ‘“Guk Far” mean fancy, the
word ‘‘Guey” means fish, and the word
“Ow"” is the name of the fish, as we
say shad or mackerel. It is a Chinese
fish.

KNIAZ POTEMKINE
HAS SURRENDERED.

P

Mutineers Escape to Germany---
Russian Admiral in Charge.

Japanese Have Seized the Russian Island of
Sakhalin—Peace Negotiations May
Be Delayed Thereby.

KUSTENJI, Roumania, July 9.—The
Russian battleship Kniaz Potemkine
arrived here at two o’clock Saturday.
She soon entered into communication
by signals with the Roumanian au-
thorities and it was learned that the
crew of the battleship wished to sur-
render. They desired to accept the
terms offered by Roumania on the pre-
vious visit of the battleship here, that
they be treated as deserters. The
members of the crew would take this
chance rather than cast in their lot
with the revolutionists. The authori-
ties demanded the breech blocks of
the battleship’s guns as evidence of
good faith, and these were handed
over. Later the crew were br&ught
ashore and ‘have been sent in. small
parties to different places in Gefmany.
The mutineers did not want to have
the Kniaz Potemkine restored to Rus-
sia, but Admiral
was communicated with and arrived
here today and teok charge.

KUSTENJI, Roumania, July 9.—Ad-
miral Kruger this afternoon boarded
and took possession of the Russian bat-
tleship Kniaz Potemkine, which was
on Saturday surrendered to the Rou-
manian squadron, King Charles of
Roumania, having sent instructions to
the commander of the Roumanian
squadron, that the vessel be delivered
to the Russian authorities without
raising difficulties’

The torpedo boat which accorhpanied
the Kniaz Potemkine, however, left
for Odessa without surrendering, de-
claring that she had not mutinied, but
that the Kniaz Potemkine had forced
her to follow.

it is said that during the last few
days the vessel was navigated by two
engineers and an officer with revolvers
at their heads.

All of the sailors wished to surrender
with the exception of Matuschenko, the
leader of the mutiny, who resisted for
some time and wanted to blow up the
ship. /

Seven officers were prisoners aboard
the Kniaz Potemkine. They were in
a pitiable condition from ill treatment.
They declare that Matuschenko him-
self Kkilled ten officers of the battle-
ship.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 8, 7.50 p.
m.—A landing of Japanese troops on
the island .of Sakhalin was officially
reported tonight and startled military
circles in the St. Petersburg, though it
had been realized since the defeat of
Admiral Rojestvensky that the Japan-
ese were able to take possession of the
island as soon as they thought fit. The
strength of the landing force cannot
be ascertained, but the garrison of the
island is too weak to offer an effective
defense.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 10, 2 a. m.
—With the Japanese flag hoisted for
the first time on Russian soil after
eighteen months of war, the import-
ance of.the landing on the island of
Sakhalin is generally admitted both by
newspaper comment and in government
circles. Complete occupation of the is-
land is regarded as a foregone conclus-
ion.

‘'he Novoe Vremya voices the gen-
eral sentiment in holding that control
on Sakhalin puts a powerful lever in
the possession of Japanese diplomacy
which finally has something tangible
in its hands to throw upon the scales
with the sword in the coming confer-
ence.

The attack on the island certainly
dissipates one of the hopes of the
peace advocates, who have been sug-
gesting that its voluntary

EXPLOSION KILLED EIGHT MEN.

HARRISBURG, Pa., July 9. — Eight
men were blown to pieces and two oth-
ers injured by the premature explosion
of a blast of powder on the Pennsyl-
vania R. R. improvements near New
Cumberland at 7.30 o’clock this morn-
ing. The accident occurred directly
across the Susquehanna river from the
scene of the Pennsylvania R. R. wreck
on May 11, in which 23 persons were
killed and many others injured.

All the victims of today’s disaster
were employes of H. S. Kerbaugh &
Co., incorporated contractors, who are
building double tracks for the Pennsyl-
vania R. R. The bodies of the men
were terribly mangled and particles of
flesh and bone were scattered for a
distance of 200 yards from the scene
of the explosion.

EX-BANK TELLER
DIED AT YARMOUTH.

HALIFAX, July 9.—William E, Perry,
ex-teller of the defunct Bank of Yar-
mouth, who has been very ill for three
months, died Saturday evening at
Yarmouth. He was 48 years old and
leaves a widow and one young daugh-
ter.

Mr. Perry had been indicted by the
grand jury, but when the case came
up for trial at the recent term of the
supreme court at Yarmouth, certifi-
cates were presented by his physi-
cians that he was unable to appear and
the case was postponed till the Octob-
er term of the court.

The neighbors rushed in and found
Signor Folchi gasping for breath on a
sofa with a bullet in his chest, and
Donna Elvira paralyzed with terror.
Signor Folchi attempted to explain
that it was an accident, but public
opinion is prone to think despite nu-
merous explanations that the painter
either tried to commit suicide or that

~“the vengeance of the Spanish Bour-

bons had found him out.” So deeply
shrouded is the entire affair that it
promises to remain a mystery as long
as those concerned ~shall live. And
matters are so complicated that it is
doubtful whether a confession would
be regarded as conclusive. Apparently
ne one could tell except Signor Folchi
and his life had been so filled with
love intrigues that it has appeared im-
possible to arrive at any satisfactory
conclusions from his statements.

FATAL ACCIDENT AT WOODSTOCK.

WOODSTOCK, N. B., July 9.—A very
sad accident occurred last eveuing in
the drowning of W. T. Sherwood, fore-
man of the Imperial Packing Com-
pany’s business.

28 BUILDINGS BURNED,

Damage in Albert Fire Was Greater Than
at First Announced—No Lives Were
Lost,

The pretty little village of Albert,
Albert Co., was fire stricken Friday af-
ternoon and the flames were only sub-
dued after a tremendous fight and not
before more than a score of buildings
had been destroyed -and many people
left homeless. The loss is estimated at
between $30,000 and $40,000. The sec-
tion of the village swept by the fire is
what is known as the Lower Corner,
some of the buildings burned being the
Royal and Commercial hotels, the law
offices of C. A. Peck and W. A. True-
man and many private houses in that
vicinity.

The fire broke out in the carriage
shops of Brewster & Co. at three
o’clock in the afternoon, the wind
blowing a gale at the time. The
building was burned to the ground, the
flames travelling to the Royal hotel on
the cornor of Water and Bridge streets
and all that now remains is a heap of
debris. Going up the left hand side
of Main street the fire spread to Chas.
McAnulty’s, Calhoun’s and the Globe
hotel buildings, which were all quick-
ly consumed. The other buildings at-
tacked were these of W, W. Jones, J.
Daley, Commerical hotel, Mrs. A. Mc-
Anulty’s, H. J. Bliss and Calhoun’
Bros.

The Baptist church escaped, but for
a time fears were entertained for its
safety.

The fire swept everything from the
Brewster carriage factory to the Bap-
tist church and down to the basket
factory. All houses left in'the village
have been thrown open to those who
were burned out.

It is all the more disastrous as hard-
ly in any instance is the damage cov-
ered by insurance.

Clifford Atkinson, postmaster at Al-
bert, was struck on the head by a. fall-
ing tree and badly injured. He is ex-
pected to recover. Three other men
standing by were also injured but not
seriously.

BOGUS LABOR MEN.

LONDON, July 8.—~The .manner in
which prominent men in England are
imposed upon by bogus representatives
of labor organizations has been giv-
en an airing recently owing to the ar-
rest of John McLean and Willlam
Flemming. Both gave the address of
Bowton House, Whitechapel, who were
charged with obtaining money by fraud
and false pretences. The two men were
first given into custody for stealing a
coat belonging to a public house in St.
Lukes, but on McLean was found a
number of letters and papers from offi-
cial and titled personages showing the
collection of subscription on bebalf of
the London United Workmen’s Com-
mittee. The evidence showed that at
least $655 had been collected, letters
having been received by the two men
from Joseph Chamberlain, Lord George
Hamilton, Mr. Balfour, Lord Rosebery,
the Marquis of Lausdowne and many
others. The workmen claim that the
men were not authorized to collect the
money. The fact that the collections
were made from a public house and
that they occupied a bed in the Bow-
ton House, in the Whitechapel district,
was urged against themr as showing the
dack of substantial men behind them.

Law Forbids Druggists to Sell to Strangers
and Orders Them to Register Every
Sale,

*Loca.l druggists are taking g good
déal of interest in the rider which the
jury in the Grass inquest brought in
to the effect that carbolic acid should
not be sold except when registered.
Some druggists claim that they pay $2
every year as members of the New
Brunswick Pharmaceutical Society, and
the association never sends them a
line in regard to its by-laws.

He said he could sell
morphine as quickly as chocolates as
i far as the law was concerned.

is sold and the name and address of
the purchaser.
