A Tartar from the ramp of Rescind Mchemet Pasha 
arrived hero the day before yesterday. I(o ia the 
hearer of dispatches of the greatest importance, an­
nouncing a decisive victory over the Kurds, hjr 
which the subjugation of Kurdistan may be Consi­
dered as completed.
