RUSSIA HAS MADE ANOTHER MOVE On the
great international chess-board. She has
persusded Turkey to permit her trans
ports to pass through the Dardanelles.
This act is an open violation of existing
treaties. England promptly resented it
by seizing and fortifying Mytelene, a
small island on the Asiatic coast, and
within sixty miles of the, Dardanelles,
and commanding its entrance. These
movements, following each other so
closely, are believed, in diplomatic cir-
cles, to possess more’ than ordinary sig-
nificance.

EXPLANATORY.

1. At Bethany on the Mount of Olives,
about two miles south east of Jerusalem,
lived a family of three,— a brother and
two sisters,—with whom Jesus made His
home when in that region. The family
seem 1o have been in prosperous circum-
stances, as we judge from their owning
their home, from the costliness of the
ointment (equal to over $400 in our day)
which Mary used upon Jesus, and the
number of the Jews who came to console
the sisters on the death of their brother.
Martha was apparently at the head of
the houeshold, and was an active, ener

tio woman, while Mary was more re

ective and afféctionate. For notices of
the family see Luke 10 : 38-42; John
12: 1-8. Soon after the messenger had
e, Lazarus died, and as usual, was
ried the same dAy Hope waz gone
from the sisters. Friends came to the
house to condole with them in their
affliction. Yet Jesus delayed two days
before He set out toaid and comfort his
friends,—a delay full of | mystery, and
yet for the glory of God, and the bless-
ing of the sfflicted ones.

(1) This de-
lay was necessary to complete the work
in which Jesus was engaged, and from
which He would not suffer Himself to be

the consummation of the miracle of the
resu of Louarus in such form as
to forever prohibit the impression that
death bad not really taken place.

21, “ Then -said Martha unto Jesus.”
The fact that Mary, too, greeted Him
with the same words, shows that the
sisters were impressed with the same
feeling, and probably had upmud itlo
one snother many times. “ Lord, if Thou
hadst bun here, my brother had not
died.” It is the bitterest drop in their
whole cup of anguish, that all this might
bave been otherwise, We, in our
affiotion, continuslly eehn Martha's “if "
saying 10 ourselves, if we had not done
this, or it we had not done that, if it had
not been for our blunder, or that of our
friends, or our physician, our beloved
would not Lave died. Chance is the
God of atheism, and is a comfortiess
(iod in the time of our trouble.

22 “But 1 kbow that even now."
She knew that twice Jesus had restored
the dead to life, and it was possible to
do it again.

23. “Jesus saith umto her, Thy brother
shall rise again.” These words might
mean that her brother would be brought
back to life again now, orthey might
have been spoken for the purpose of giv-
ing her comfort in the assurance of im-
mortal life through the resurrection,
whep she would meet her brother again,
Jesus speaks thus to her that He may
lead her to a higher faith, so that “when
the desire of her heart is gnnm it may
not be an empty gift.”

24. “1 koow that he shall rise again in
the resurrection at the last day.,” There
is ample evidence that the Pharisees
believed in a future life, and in a resur-
rection of the just. But this ho
far oft and vague, and brought little co:
fort to her soul. She needed her brother
now.

25, 26, “Jesus paid unto her, I am the
resurrection and the life,” eto. The
infention of the saying seems to have
been to awaken in Martha the faith that
He could raise her brother from the dead
in its highest and proper form. This He
does by anoouncing Himsel/ (it is the
expressed emphatic personal promoun,
I, and no other) as * fug Resurrecrion”
(meaning, ibat resurrection in the last
day shall be only by My power; and
therefore 1 can raise now as well), and
more than that, T#® Lire ITsELF ; s0
shat “he that believeth in Mn (i. e,
Lazarus in her mind), though he were
dead, yet shall he live; and whosoever
hveth (physically, is not yet dead) and
believeth in Me, shall never die;” faith
in Me is the source of both life here and
hereafter ; and those who have it, have
life, 50 that they shall NevER DIE; physical

ath being overlooked snd di ded,
in comparison with that which is rully
and only death, Josus is the resurrection
snd life both of the body and of the

“Shall pever die.” There will be
no extinction existence, but a con
tinued life unbroken the dissolution

of the body. “Believest thou this?"

He saw the
great foe of the human race. behind
which was concealed the personal encmy,
Satan, combined ‘perhaps, with the
thought that for vanquishing this death
by the most glorious of ,His miracles He
should Himself have to' psy the penalty
of death.

35. “Jesus wept.” It is well that this
short sentence should be in a verse by
iteelf, the shortest verse in the Bible,
but one of the most blessed. Why
should Jesus weep? (1) He ,wept in
sympathy with the sorrow around Him.
(2) His heart was full of sorrow,as He
saw in this instance before Him but one
of the multitude of sorrows filling the
eartl

We have here an instance of the ten
derness of the character of Jesus. The
same Saviour wep! over Jerusalem, and
felt deeply for poor, dying sinners. To
the same tender and compassionate Sav-
iour, Christians may now come (Heb. 4 :
15); and to Him the penitent sinner
may also come, knowing that He will
not cast Him away. The action of Jesus
on this oocasion, and on. others, shows
that the working of these greater mirac-
les brought on an intense strain on His
physical system. It was a part of His

Mr. Dimock was
pastor st Onslow sixteen years, and
alterwards for & like term at Truro, He
was therefore in a good position to
write for the occasion, and he did his
work well. Although now just grasping
his four score years his address was vig-
orous and clear. We hope it will be
published in full in connection with the
other addresses, in form suitable for
preservation as valuable history. Only
a few items can here be given:

The first written record of the church
is dated September 5, 1791, and reads:
“Rev. Mr, John Payzant called from
Cornwallis to gather a church in this
town.” A meeting was called, the arti
cles of faith and practice were read, and
offizers chosen. Two dayssubsequently,
the record states, ten members received
and signed the covenant. Again, on the
11th, there is the record of the baptism
(sprinkling) of two children. Of course
there bad been preaching and labor be
fore the church was organiz:d. The ac-
count of these early years embraced
references to Henry Alline, Harris
Hardiog, the two Mammings, Joseph
Crandall, T. 8. Harding, Joseph Dimock,
Hanley Chipman, and Thomas Ansley.
The controversy which arose as to bap
tism was settled by declaring for im-
mersion, with believérs as the subjects;

10 wibet such smergencies, In ease the |
cut is quite deep, thin sirips of adhesive
plaster should be spplied, one by one,
extending some distance each side of
the wound and ascross it. These parallel
rows, not over & quarter of an inch wide,
will serve to koep the wound closed. A
piece of list should be laid over the
wound, and & firm, though by no means
a tight, bundage may be laid over that.
Lo case of severe blesding, the only thing
that can be depended upon, espeoially
where an artery is out, is pressure. The
difference between an incwion of a vein
which is comparatively & small thing,
and the cutting of sn artery, which is
serious matter, however small the cut,
way be told by the bleeding. Blood
from the vein is of the ordinary color |
and oozas out sioxly, while the blood

from the agtery is a bright scarlet and ‘
comes out in spurts. Sometimes bleed: |
ing of an artery may be stopped for the ‘[
moment by the pressure of the finger |

firmly sud continuously over the cut, |
till some one ocan adjast a tourniquet. |
A man's handkerchief, a soft towel, or

any strip of strong; solt muslin, may be
used “for this purpose. This is tied
rather loogely around the arm or
limb, some distance above whera the
bleeding exists, A smooth stick is turn-
ed in the material till it is so tight that
the circulation below it is stopped, when
the bleeding ceases. The best place to
apply the tourniquet, when the cut is in
the arteries of the hand or forearm,
physicians tell us, is about midway of
the upper part of the arm, where, by
[t,m‘uure, the beating of the arm is easily
felt, For a out on the leg, surgeons
generally applythe tourniquet just above
the knee. The prompt ute of a tourni
quet in a dangerous case may often save
life, But a pbysician shouh{ be sent for
at once, as this is only a temporary re-
lief till the doctor comes. The escape of
blood at the mouth may be un indica-
tion of either disease of the lungs or dis
ease of the heart, and a physician should
be consulted without delay. Where the
bleeding comes from the stomach, it
may be a trivial matter, althouagh it is
usually & very startliog matter. It is
sometimes a feature of bysteria,  Bleed-
ing at the nose, unless it is very profuse
and cannot be stopped, is beneficial
rather than otherwise. It may relieve
the head from an excess of blood. Every
one is familisr with the old-fashioned
remedies, dropping & cold piece of
metal down the face or dashing cold
water on the neck, and these are usually
efficacious. Thrusting a wad of chewed
paper into the noatril and allowing it to
remain a few moments is an invariable
relief.
