1 was arranging a trip amongst the In
dians where Rev. B. Davis had been
Inboring for the past year. In order that
I may give our people east and west an
iden of the whole field on which Baptists
have been working for the Indians of
the Northwest. I wish to report my trip
which with the one already reported
covers nearly the entire fleld.

In opder to give my report a setting

s word of explanation is needed. In the
fall of 1893, Rev. B. Davis, of Stonewall,
Manitoba, was ssked by the Ladies’ So-
clety of Manitoba in conjunction with
‘the Indian Committee of Ontario to un.
dertake the management of the Indian
Mission oarried on by them in this coun-
try, Bro. Duvis acoepted the invitation
and settled in 8t. Petors as his head-
quarters. The next summer Bro, Davis
moved to Portage la Prairie and took up
work on heathen reservations in the vi-
oinity, the Ontario Committes bearing
his expenses, the ladies of Manitoba
supporting Mr. Prince at 8t. Peters and
the Northern reservations. At the time
of our convention in Portage last July,
Bro. Davis resigned and in readjusting
the work the Genmeral Superintendent
was charged with the oversight of the
whote field, and it was decided that the
reservations in the vicinity of Portage
la Prairie were to receive the first con-
sideration in the enlargement of the
Indian Mission work. A part of the
Indisn Committes is looated at Portage
with Mrs. John Giles as convener.
A meeting of the committee was ar
ranged and Mr. Princo and myself were
present to consult the ladies as to our
best course and receive such instruction
and suggestions as they might give. Be-
sides giving wise counsel. they also pro-
visioned the expedition.

At Portage we found a large number
of Indians encamped near the town who
bad come from various parts to work at
the harvest. They were of different
tribes ; but nearly all heathen, It was
difficult to get » large gathering of them
for service. The meetings had to be
held early between 7 and 9 a. m. or late
