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FELL OUT OF THE RANKS.

WEY A HALIFAX REGIMENT HAS
HAD AN INQUIRY.

Men whe Marched to 8 Funeral and Did Not
March all the Way Back—Hew They
Save Been F d— e Onse of 1
Egan Again to the Froat.

Havrrax, March 19.—One after another
the three battalions into which the Halitax
militia torc _ is divided have had their little,
or their great troubles. [Inere has been
internecine strife among the officers of the
63rd Rifles for a couple of years. Tae
66th Princess Louise Fasiliers have had 8
geries of *‘litdle unpleasintnessss” culmi-
nating in the Bedtord range troubles of
last summer. Now the 1st Regiment of
Canadian artillery, or as they used to be
called, the H. G. A., are in for & full
share of trouble. It is a question ot dis-
apline, and tae results, which are likely to
flow from it may be lar-resching.

The H. G. A. has alwavs been a model
regiment. Officers and men come from
the best ‘“middle classes™ in the community.
They are largely mechanices, ot a most
intelhgent descripti The regiment has
long held a place ot high standing compar-
od with other artillery regiments in Canada.
Officers and men have worked well to-
gesher and without sacrifice ot discipline,

A recent occurrence, which happened
during the tuneral the one ofthe best mem-
bers of No. 3 Company, has caused a break
in the happy relations bither.o existing,
and has made a breach which may be a
long time in healing. Like every subject
there are ‘‘two mdes to the question.”
PROGRESS in its invarisble desire to be,
and practice of being, tair, will do its best
to present both sides.

The incident which gives rise to regi-
mental excitement in briet is, that one day
last week, after returning trom the funeral
of their late comrade Gunner Morgan,
some of the members ot the funeral party
fell out of the ranks on the way back
to town, wher near their homes,
instead ot marching two miles fur-
ther, to the drill shed where arms were to
be handed 1n and the party dismissed. For
this three non-cemmissioned officers were
reduced to the ranks and two gunners were
fined $3 and $1. respectively.

Here is the way the officers look at the
question: Discipline must be maintained.
These men had put on the uniform to at-
tend & military funeral. [rue enough, it
was a voluntary affair, but when once they
stepped into the raoks, with the Queen’s
clothing upon their backs, i's voluntary
character ceased and the men passed under
military law, so that they could do nothing
without orders, and especially they dsre
not discbey orders. It one or two, or &
balf dczen men were permitted to do what
was refused to others, the tcree of discipline
would soon be a thing of the past. An
additional aggravation of the conduct of
men who prematurely fell out from the
ranks on this occasion, in the eyes of the
officers, was that they held rifles and sde-
arms which bad to be taken to the armory
1n order that they might be properly cared
for, cleaned and dried, atter the rainy
weather to which they had been exposed.
Some men might be trusted to properly
attend to their arms at their homes, but
others cannot be, so that the rule has been
rigidly enforced that arms must iavariably
be deposited at the armory. In the case
of Gunner Fader, who was fined $3, the
officers charge that he lett the ranks in the
face of a positive refusal to allow, him to
leave before reaching the drill shed. No
matter how distinguisced a man’s services,
the cfficers say, he must obey the rules just
a8 it he were the newest rccruit; in fact he
should be more careful, because he knows
better what bis duty is. This is reason-
able.

Such is the reasoning ot the cflicers of
the H. G. A. and such the cause of thair
punishitg five men for leaving the ranks
previous to the conclusion ot the funeral
parade for Gunner Morgan. The men
who suffered for their conduct were: Ser-
geant Joboston, Sergeant Gordon, Bom-
bardier Currie, Guoner Fader and Guoner
Dibbin.

On Thursday night these men were sum-
moned to appesr before a regimental court
of inquiry presided over by Colonel Cur-
ren, seated beside him being Major Max-
well, Captain Flowers and other officers.
Sergeants Johnston and Gordon were
marched in first, and their reduction to the
ranks was ordered. Then Bombardier
Currie was escorted in to hear his sen-
tence: ‘‘Ruduced to the ranks.” Last of
all Gunners Fader and Dibbin were march-
ed into the awlul court. Tune story of
what took place may be regarded as the
men’s side of the case. Gunner Fader's
face was as red as a beet, not on account
of confusion, but because of anger. He
was in a towering rage that he should be
submutted to what he considered so gross
an indignity to a man who had for twenty-
three yesrs been & militiaman. For ten

years he had been color-sergeant of the | d

66Gth P. L. F., and for eighteen years had
been a Fusilier. Over and over again dur-
ing the past five yesrs had he been urged
to take & sergeancy in the H. G. A., and
had he been desirous ere now he could
bave had s commission. Shoalder to
shioulder for many years had he fired with

same officers in rifle competitions,
helping to bring laurels to the battalion.

Now to find himeelf marched in a8 a prison-
er. earaged him terribly. Bat he then
said never & word.

“Guuner Fader, you are accused of in-
subordinstion and abandonment of your
arms ; have you anything to say in your de-
fence P said Colonel Curren.

Fader's defence was something like this :
He is a buildcr, and has a couple of houses,

Col. A. E- CURRAN, H. G A.
almost ready for oc-upation. The day be-
fore the funeral of poor Gunner Morgan &
lady came to Fader and made an appoint-
ment o examine one of the houses with a
view to purchasing. Fader for the moment
forgot the funeral. When the mistake he
had made dawned upon him he ran the risk
of lcsing the sale of his house, by dis-
appointinting the lady rather than to
neglect going to the . funeral, & parade
which was entirely voluntary. He therefore
put on Lis uniform and went south to the
drill shed two miles, and returned with the
firing party, of which he was one, and the
other members of the corps, to Morgan’s
house. The funcral started to Fairview
cemetery, two miles away. The sad inter-
ment took place and all that was mortal of
their late comrade was with military honors
committed to the grave. At the cemetery
Fader said to Captain Flowers, who was in
charge of tte detachment :

«May I not fall out at North street, on
the march home, ss I live near by P"

«f don't see how you can, Fader,” was
Flowers’ reply.

So the weary tramp home began, and
when North street was reached the men
bad marched eight miles in all. That would
not be much of an ordeal on an ordinary
day and under ordinary circamstances, but
a rain storm had raged all the the time, and
Fader's footgear was out of order.

NEW LIQUOR LAWS.

1t was not to be expected that the new
legislation in regard to the regulation of
the sole of intoxicatiog liquors in this
province would meet with tavor at the out-
set. Coming suddenly, as it did, and
proposing such radical changes, the natur-
al effect of the announcement of its provis-
jors was to startle all classes and cause a
special protest from botb the tempra nce
and liquor elements in St. John. In its
original form it did not appear to please
anybody, but as since modified and amend-
ed it has assumed 8 form
to  which at least the tem-
perance prople cannot object, whatever
1y be the opinion of the liquor dealers.

Elsewhere in this issue the details of
the new law are more fully dealt with, and
5t will be seen that the provisidns cover &
wery wide ground, far beyond snythiog
andertaken in temperance legislation since
the days of the prohibitory. law. Insome
raspects the new law means prohibition,
as regards distriots where licenses are
mot mnow granted, for so long as
it remains in force liquor cannot
b3 legally sold in such districts. Carleton
for instance, will have prohibition for all
tine, unless the law 15 amended, and so
will a large portion of the province outside
of St. John where the Scott Act is now
alleged to be in force. The prohibitionists
can ask no more thaa this, for the legisla-
ture has gone as far as it can possibly go
with the powers allowed to it noder the
federal constitution.

W hether the new law wiil diminish the
amount of drinking in St. John is
another question. Probably nobody ex-
pects  that it will, for men axe
not reformed by restrictive laws, and the
drink evil will be to the front as
long as liquor is made and brought into
the country. The powers of the new law
to restrict and regulate the traffic are very
great, however, and it it is enforced there
should be very little illegal selling. The
penalties are very heavy, not only for il-
legal eales but for abetting them, as in the
caze of & wholesaler selling to any unlicen-
sed dealer, and it is probable that under
the new system a sharp outlook will be
kept. It will, indeed, te to the iiterest
of the retail licensees themselves to
prevent the illicit sales by others. Where
2 man has to pay Leavily for the privilege
of dealing in liquors, it is manifestly to his
advantage to stop all illegal competition.
This was true under the old 1aw, of course,
but the fees are now so much higher that
the dealers cannot afford to be as tolerant

Those who have
never been to the provinces, who know
nothing ot the social life of the people
there, cannot fail to get impressions which
are far from being correct.

A few. more cases of the kind might place
Canada on a footing with Italy as repre-
sented by the Italians in the north end of
Boston who are continuslly catting up and
shooting each other on the slightest provo-
oation.

It was this overplus of the negro popu-
lation which made slaves so cheap in Vir-
ginia, and the business of the slave specu-
lacor 80 profitable. For when ruin over-
took an old estate, then was the harvest
time of the despised *‘nigger dealer.”
Slaves which would sell for $400 or $500
in Virginia readily brought $1,000 or more
in New Orleans, and henos the speculators
were always on the aleri for such oppor-
tunities, which were all too few to satisify
their trade. It was the custom in Virginia
for the friends of an embarrassed man to
purchase, so far as their means allowed,
the best of his slaves, to save them trom
being “‘sold away.”

One ot the most ¢ucoessful n gro specu-
Iators who operated on the Peninsula in the
forties was & man named James Hubbard.
He lived upon his own estate near York-
town, and was accounted one of the
wealthiest man in those paris. The nature
of his business, h , deb d him and
his family from all sqial intercourse with
the better class of whites, and his whole
energy was concentrated upon the accu-
mulation of wealth, in which he was
eminently successful. He left, at his death,
& very considerable fortune for those days
to each of his two sons, who were both
gallant soldiers in the Confed army,
the eldest dying in one of the battles in the
Wilderness.

About the year 1845 James Maurder, a
young man, last in the male line of the old
colonial families, died suddenly, leaving
his large estate completely involved. It was
necessary to sell off everything to satisfy
his creditors. Among his slaves was a body
servant called *Mack,” who was a remark-
able character. Mack was nearly the same
age as'his deceased master. The two boys
bad been reared together, and the slave
bad been allowed to erjoy all the
educational advantages of his master,
a8 which, as was sometimes the case; be
made by far the better use. He had lived
for some years abroad with young Murder,
and through tant and close iati
with good society in many countries had
acquired an ease and grace of manner and
fluency of speech which, combined with his
handsome person, would have made him
an ornament to any society. There was
very little pure negro blood in his veins
and he would have passed as a white man
anywhere. Between Mack and bis former
master there had been an intimacy and
affection which bad well nigh obliterated
the social gulf between them, and the faith-
ful servant and friend of the unfortunate
Murder was held in high esteem by all the'
lattor's friends. ;

It was therefore determined that Mack
should be saved from the hands of the
speculator and find a purchaser among his
msster's triends.

Hubbard was a man of powerful physique
and coarse manners. His hair and eyes
were intensely black and his complexion
80 swarthy that he would bave suffered by
comparisor with many of the human chat-
tles ho dealt in. Oatheir arrival at New
Orleans, Hubbard soon disposed of his
negroes to good advantage, but retained
Mack in his personal servics, either be-
cause he could not find a buyer for him at
the high figure he had paid, or because he
had become vain at having so accomplish-
ed a valet. ' At any rate Mack was still in
his possession after a couple of weeks in
the Gulf metropolis. Mack had some money
of his own, and as & matter of pride as well
as business Hubbard dressed him like a
gentleman. A great deal of liberty was
allowed him, and he took advantage of it
to perpetrate one of the most audacious

and successtul schemes in the annals of the
ante-bellum days.

Keeping carefully out of his master's
way, Mack frequented the various fashion-
able saloons and gambling houses of the
city, where he easily passed as s Virginia
planter and d to form e id
able acquaintance smong the fast set of
the day. While walking on the street one
evening with one of these acquaintances
his master passed by on the opposite side.

*‘See that boy over there P” said Mack,
carelessly indicating Hubbard, *'I brought
him down here with me, but he got so
devilish independent that I've got to sell
him. Thinks he's as good as & white man,
and talks back to me. He's got to go.
Mighty smart boy, too, If you kaow any
one who wants a good boy to look after
acoounts or runa place, he's a bargain. I'll
sell him cheap if X can get rid of him with-
out any fuss.”

*“What will you take for him P"

““Why, he ought to bring me fifteen
hundred quick, but I'll take a thousand if
it can be arranged quietly.”

Mack was well aware that his New Or
leans acquaintance wanted just such a
“boy,” and in less than twenty-four hours
they had come to terms, and Hubbard was
so0ld by his own slave. The papers were

nnhﬂy-uhou.ndtnuﬁmdnd

quietly, ‘b he didn't want any fuss.”
This sort ot arrangement was, uubappily,
a'l too common at that time and place to
excite either comment or suspicion. So
that Mack was enabled to gain a long
start before the thunderbolt tell on Hub-
bard.

When Hubbard was seized of course
there was trouble. He fought like a wild-
cat, but was finally overpowered and taken
from the fashionable hotel where he was
staying amid the j:ers of his quondam
friends. He then resorted to the law, and
under the s'atate provided for such cases
instituted a *‘freedom suit.” = His signa-
ture was indentified and sccepted at the
bank which did hia business, but the bank-
ers refused to vouch for his per-
son. It was therefore necessary to
send to Williamburgh for aid.  Accerd-
ingly there well-known residents of that
city, properly fortified with papers of ident-
ification from the authorities made the long
trip to New Orleans at Hubbard's expense,
and upon their positive identification he
was released and restored to citizanship.
The trial had cost him thousands of dollars
and consumed a great deal of time, and

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IN THE MAINE FORESTS.

HOW THE WOLF FOLLOWS ON THE
TRACK OF THE DEER.

Wearing cut his Victim After a Loog and
Relentiess Pursuit—The Story Told by a
Hunter who Followed the Trall and was
inat the Death.

It is ssldom that a human bsing has a
chance to witness tha tragedies that are
epacted apong the wild creatures of the
great woods, bat Natty Olcomb, an old
bunting guide in Maine, once was a spec-
tator of the whole course of a wolt's still
hunt of a deer, says the N. Y. Sun. It
was in the esrly winter, and he was ex-
ploring timber lande for a lumbering firm
up in the Chesuncook region  The be-
goning and the end of the chase he saw:
and the tracks in the light snow that lay
on the ground told the rest of what !Id
occurred.

A little herd of deer had taken their
feeding ground in a birch thicket near the
shore of Chesuncook Lake, not far from
my camp,” said Natty in teliing the story.
«I badn't seen them, but they bad been
there for weeks, as I could tell by their
tracks, the marks made where they fed on
tle tender young ‘sprouts and twigs, and
the places where they had lain down.
There was about a foot of snow on'the
ground, so that they could move about
freely, and with the coming of the deep
snow, if left undisturbed, they probably
would have continued to ‘yard’ there for
the rest of :he winter. I had plenty of
meet in camp, and was too busy about
other things any way to hunt them, though
1 meant to kill one before I broke camp.

“Oae afternoon, near nightfall, I was
down on the shora when I saw a wolt, the
first one I had seen that season, out on the
frozen lake. Ile was near a point that
made out from the shore, a full mile away,
but at that distance there was no mistaking
what the creature was. lle was heading
toward the birch woods where the deer
were. He stopped from time to time to
snuff the air as he trotted along, and, clear-
ly, was out fcr business, I watched bim a
while and then, as darkness was falling and
1 had no firearms with me, I went back to
camp.

“The next morning I took my ritla and
went down to the birch growth where the
deer had been feeding, un tbs chance of
getting a shot at one bafore the wolt fright-
ened them away. I was too late. Along
tha shore under the bank were the broad.
round imprints of the woll's feet, showing
the course hy had taken, which preceatly
turned into the birch wooads. He evidently
had scented the deer, for he had ekulked
along under such cover as he could tind
and the tracks showed where, from time to
time, he had stopped to listen and watch.

¢ Oa the other side ot the ‘yard,” which
covered perhaps tifty acres, and was trod-
den all about with deer paths th3 tracks
thowed where the deer, three in rumber,
sceing or scenting the approach of their
evil visitcr, had started suddenly and then
dashed away. The tracks from the differ-
ent places where they had been {feeding
soon came together, and, beyond that, fol-
lowed one path in single file. The deer
had plunged away, at full speed, with ap-
parertly only one idea in mind, the getting
away {rom thei. prowling enemy.

*‘Across the ‘yard’ and followingin their
wake lay tbe wolt’s track.  1le must bave
got pretty near the deer before they took
the alarm, for the footprints showed thay
he hadjmade a few swilt bounds, as if try.
ing to overtake them at once. Ille had
soon given up that attempt, and had fallen
back into his natural, long trot as he fol-
lowed along tbeir trail.

I bhal got through with my work at
Chesuncook, and istended to start that day
for Eagle Lake. I went back to camp,
packed my dunnage upon my mdose sled,
and set out on my journey. As the deer
an! wolt tracks led ths way T had intended
to go, I made up my mind to stay with
them as long as I could. I wanted 1o sce
the end of the chase, with the chance to
get a piece of vension, and may be a wolt
skin, too, as my pat of the business. All
that day [ followed the tracks, across up-
lands and bogs, through pine swamps, and
over ridges. I could see where in places
the deer had stopped and faced about to
find out it the gray purcuer was still on
their tracks, then they started on again ;
hut nowhere was there a eign that they bad
tried to feed. Lverywhere that they had
gone, close upon their footprints, was the
broad, deep mark of the wolt's paws, show-
ing how it bad tollowed them in ite tireloss
trot,

“1 made a camp and slept on a thke-
down ct everygroens that night and started
out eurly next morning. About 9 o’clock I
came to where the tracks turned away from
my course, and I left them, hardly expect-
ing to see them again. But I came upon
them cne more about the middle of the
afternoon and followed them toward F, agle
Lake until night. Of the distance the deer
and wolf had covered in the chase I
could form no ides, but it must have been
many miles. The woll's pursuit showed no
sign o’ slackening. The deer were betray-
ing signs of weariness and the places where
they had paused to rest or to listen for the
approach of their relentless foe were be-
coming more and more numerous. The
wolf for the most part still had keec up its
long trot, but bad begun to vary it from
time to time by a mile or two ol oping
as if to rest himselt by change of:laloﬁm.

down in the snow in his tracks as it for a
breathing spell ; but these balts must have
been short ones. Where they had crossed
streams at open places both deer and wolt
bad stopped to drink and sometimes they
bad lapped up a little srow as they ran,
but ¢xcept for & basty mouthful of twigs
snatched by the deer at places where they
bad balted, there was no sign that the
pureued or the pursuer ate anything durin,
the whole progress of the chase. More an
more the indications shiowed that the deer
were slowing their pace, were making more
frequent balts, and the wolt clearing was
drawing nearer to them.

“On the morning of the third day I again
left the tracks, but, toward noon, as I
reached the shove ot Eagle Lake, I got my
firat view of this remarkable chase. From
a wooded poiot a balf mile below me the
three deer broke out from the bushes upon
the frozan lake. Oane was a buck with
antlers, the other two were does. They
were running wearily, the buck in the lead.
Atter them, filty yards behind, galloped the
wolf, a big gray fellow, as he was, over-
bauling them fast.

*‘One of the two does, running unstead-
ily, lingered behind the others. Suddenly
tte wolf, quickening his pace surprisingly,
came in long bounds upon the poor animal
and seized it by the hind legs above the
joint, as it meaning to hamstring the crea-
tme. The doe made two or three frer zied
leaps onward, then fell, and, in an instant,
quitting ite hold u the leg, the wolf
caught her by the throat, tore it open, and
greedily lapped her blood. The stag and
the other doe kept on across the lake and
sently disappeared in the forest beyond.
“The wolt and the fallen deer were 200
yards from me, too far away for a rifle
shot. I left my sled and started out on
the lake toward the wolf, with no doubt in
my mind that he would run away as soon
ashe saw me. He was so busy at his
feast that he did not seem to notice me
until I bad got half way to him. Then bhe
turned so as to face me, and, still fastened
at the deer's throat, watched ma as I ai-
vanced. As I came nearer he lifted his
bead, growled, and then I saw that he
meant to stand huis ground. The beast was
no pleasant-looking sight, as he confronted
me, with hair hmtlmﬁ. and the blood
dripping from his black lips, drawn back
{rom the long, sharp white fangs.

Clearly I was in for it, but having gone
8o far I couldn’t, as a matter ot selt resrct
turn back, and so I kepton, feeling
not more than half glad at his willingness
to let me come to close quarters. 1t was
a time b:fore breech-loaders were in gen-
eral use, and I must make the single bar-
relled, muzzle-loading rifle do the work
with its one shot, for a wounded wolf that
means fight is an ugly customer to deal
with. I'saw that my small hunting axe
and krite were ready too and in my belt,
and went boldly ahead.

“As I advanced the woll's growling
changed to a snarl, and he repeatedly
started forward as if to spring toward me.
It was no doubt partly a game of bluff,

but he carried it out so well that 1 was

within & hundred feet ot him, and had

raised my rifl: to firs betore he showed a
tign of weakening. Then, seeing me still
coming on, he leit the deer and retreated,

his tail held well up and his bead turned,

grinning savagely at me over his shoulder.

Fitty yards away he turned acd lay down,

like a dog, in the snow, and, growling

savagely. watched me. He didn't quite

dare stay by the deer, and couldn’t make

up his mind to quit it. I kneit on one kaee

stuck my axe upright in the ice before me

and using the end of the handle for a rest

shot him. The ball struck where I aimed,

in front of the left shoulder.

‘At the report of the rifle the welf leap-

ed up into the air, spun round two or three

times on the ice, howling, and then toppled

over on his side, dead. I took his skin

and the deer's, cut a piece of venison from

the Launch, loaded them 01 my sled, and

siarted up the lake to the old logging

camp, which was my destination. I hadn’t

got a quarter of a mile from the place be-

fore I heard the howl of a wolf in the black

growth on the shores, and turning round

saw two wolves come on the ice, following

up the track of the first wolt and the deer.

Another woll came on the lake from the

opposite side. They were all headed for

deer's carcass, and not for me, but I felt

that there were too many of us thire for

right good company, and I didn’t lose any

time in getting to camp.”

GEMS CHANGE IN COLOR.

TAE ODD EFFECTS OF SUNSHINE
AND HEAT ON THEMN.

Some Nose their Colors Entirely—Gems
that Glow in the Dark—The Resul's of
Age and Wear—The Great Power of the
Raby to Withstand Heat.

An interesting topic is the alteration of
the color of gem, either naturally or arti-
ficially, says Geo. F. Kunz mn the N. Y.

light or heat, as this eff:ct may be pro-
duced artificially. The blue, brown, and
sherry-colored topazes are rendered color-
less in & short time by sunshine, or even
by strong daylight ; while the deep yellow
variety, when heated, changes to pink; on
further heating, to a paler pink ; and it the
heat be long continued, it loses color en-
tirely.

These pink stones are known as rose or
pink topaz. The change is produced by
boiling in glycerine or by burning in a
sponge.

Tae brown transparent quariz, known as
smoky quartz, is affected in & somewhat
similar way. On heating, the gray brown,
or hair brown, becomes reddish brown and
reddish yellow. Most of the yellow quartz
topt z28 are thus produced from the smoky
variety. There are various shades with
different names, such as Spanish topaz,
Saxon topaz, Scotch topaz, and Cairngorm
stone. These have very rich tints of yel-
low, red gold, and golden browa.

It is stated by Klein>r that the Russian
poasants 1a the province of Perm, where
these smoky quariz crystals ave largely
found, are accustomed to altar them from
brown to deep yellow by baking them in a
Icaf of bread. If the color is not sufficient-
ly changed they ere baked three or four
times, until sufficiently done. He also
states that they are apt to explode in the
process. This is probably due to the fact
that they often contain many minute
cavities filled with fluid, usually liquid car-
bonic acid acid, which expands by the heat
with such force as to break the crystals.
Heat, likewise, changes zircon from deep
red brown tn yellow, and even white, and
also decolorizas the greenish varieties. In
all tuch cases this action of heat suggests
that the coloring matter must ba some car-
bon compound that is d posed at 8
bigh temperature.

Certain forms of turquoise are unstable
in color, and liable to turn green. The
clear light blue of this stone is very deli-
cate, a1d wearers of turquoise rings ave
always cautioned to remove them: when
washing the hands lest the color be injured.
Sometimos they turn green without appar-
ent cause, and it is thought that acid eman-
ations from the skin affect them, and also
certain colognes and other perfumes when
the alcohol evaporates and leaves the es-
sential oils.

Many old fancies as to turquoises chang-
ing color, in sympathy with the sickness or
health of the wearer, may hava some found-
ation in facts of this kind.

Amber is also subj:ct to an alteration,
which consists in a deepening of the color
with age. Some old ambers are almost
red, but this change 15 only superficial, and
if the piece be recut the original golden
yellow is often found unchanged in the
centre, although in great age it is changed
throughout.

Rose quartz is said to tade by exposure
to the sunlight, yet I have gathered glaci-
ated pink masses in Oxford county, Maine,
The common Brazil amethyst does, cer-
tainly, lose some of its purple on being
worn on the hand, due either to washing in
warm water or to the action of light.
Exposure to strong sunlight was long ago
found to impart a reddish tint to gray-
colored agates, and this metuod has been
us2d to convert them into cornelians. In
addition to thie, various chemical means
are employed to color agates and chalce-
donies, and most of the high-colored speci-
mens of these stones have been thus arti-
ficially changed.

As to the action of very high degrees of
heat on"precious stones, we have not many
data. The Emperor Francis 1., of Austria
and his brother Charles, the Archduke of
Brussels, in 1751, experimented with

The emi English philosoph r Robert

an early explorer undertook to visit it, and
seemed to see it from a distance, but as he
drew nearer the light diminished, and he
could not reach or identify the spot.

European experimenters have made much
investigation lately as to this phosporescence
and the manner of exciting it. The pro-

ty is notso rare as often imagined;
many bodies display it, though in different
ways. S i as in phoeph it-
sell, it is really a slow combusuon, and is
& chemical rather than a. physical pheno-
menon ; but in many bodies it is strictly
physical neither accompanied nor caused
by any chemical change. Sometimes it
results from heating ; sometimes irom ex-
posure to light ith diamonds phot-
ph by friction is perhags
universal ; to light it is c.used io some
diamonds, but not in all.

Although not stated in any work on min-
eralogy since the time ef Boyle, over two
centuries ago, it seems that all diamonds,
emit in light tke dark, on being rubed or
struck even quite gently. It rubbed or
brushed against a linen or wollen article,
or the leather cover of a book, or drawn
across a piece of wood ot any kind, a flash
ot light appears. I have tested a large
number of diamonds, of all sizesand various
colors, acd from differext localities, with
results uniform as to the fact, through
diffcring in degree.—Georga F. Kurz.

**I was driving along aroad in the moun-
tains of western North Carolina a short |
time ago,” siid P. B. Mayfield, of St.

They were carefully weighed
both before and after the heating, and
were taken out every two hours until the
diamonds bad entirely disappeared. The
emerald after two hours was a molten mass ;
some were calcined, and others were en-
tirely uninjured.

FIRE IN TAE PULPIT.
The Need of It may Often Acoccunt for the
Indd ce of the People.

Church gomng seems sometimes to be
fast becoming one of the lost arts. Goto
an ordinary church, evenin one of the
crowded districts, and you generally see
¢g beggarly t of empty benches.”
Itis only when some prominent clergy-
man or some pronounced sensationalist is
to preach that the sign might by putup:
“Standing room only.”

Many people go to church because it is
fashionable, but many more go to be in-
structed, to hear the Word of God ex-
pounded and to bave their spiritual natures
stirred to th. inner depths. They do not,
as a general thing, go there to sleep or to

. Rest. They can do both at home, and

with more comfort. Too often they are
fed on dry end empty husks, and, becom-
ing tired of such a diet asa steady thing,
they become indifferent and remain away,
joining the great army of non-church
goers.

Pastors complain of this very bitterly,
and appear to think that the fault isen-
tirely with the congregation. They lament
the lack of fire in their flock from which a
blaze of religious enthusiasm could be gen-
erated that would redound to the glory of
the eternal God.

Too often, however, the fault 18 with tke
pastor himself. Thereis & lack of fire in
the pulpit; a dull, lifeless sltar, vpon
which no coals burn, and where there is
nothing but dead ashes.

Great truths are repeated asa parrot
would repeat, by rote, and sublime lessens,
very dear to the heart of humanity, lose all
flesh and blood when presented in the
usual orthodox manner.

There is no fire ia the pulpit, therefore
the congregation remains cld and indiffer-
ent. There is no soul in the sermon,
therefore those who listen do so with un-
awakened souls and as a mere matter of

duty, departing when the services are over

Al 1 d Tafied
ted, and .

In nine cases out of ten the fault lies with
the shepherd that there is no fire in the
flock. Were there more fire in the pulpit
the whole gongregation would be ablaze,
and the revival of the spirit would cer-
tainly be an overwhelming one.

The trouble with most pastors, and the
reason why there is 8o little fire in the pul-
pit, is that an attempt is made to feed tte
people with the warmed-over and con-
stantly rewarmed-over remmants of theol-
ogy, instead of serving up to them the
fresh and over delicious fruits of the true
and only religion, the religion of Jesus
Christ, a8 ¢xemplified in His words and
works as He walked among the peopls
centuries ago. y

Pastors preach too often on sbstract
subjgcts that have no power to touch the
humén,_heart. What do the people who
recogniz®;the pastor as their spiritual guide
care about such subjects as*‘Did Adam
Love Eve?” ¢Was Paul a Member of
Any Club ?” or, “What Was the Prevail-
ing Color in Joseph’s Coat ?” Such things
are a rebuke to the sacred duty of the
pulpit and to the solemn responsibility that
rests upon it.

If the pastor believes in his mission to
preach Christ “‘and Him crucified,” if his
soul is all aflame with the glory. of his work
and the rapt consciousness of the love that
gave its only/begotten Son to die for us, he
will, no matter how deficient he may be in
the finer arts of oratory, bave no trouble
in reaching the hearts of the people.

Let him completely saturate b If with
his subject, so to speak ; take his text from
the life ot Jesus, as narrated in the New
Testament (and there are enough there to
last him indefinitely), and preach from his
very soul of souls. He will find that he is
being blessed as well as blessing, and that

his people sre drawing nearer and nearer

. to the great white throne.

If he does otherwise, he is but a blind
leader of the blind, and both are liable to
fall into the ditch.—N. Y. Advertiser.

There
are 38 Anglican churches in this city, and
at least 200 other places of worship open
every Lord’s dsy.

we knew them before, and we cannotknow
too well “his faculty for keen enjoyment,
his manly endurance of adverse fate buoy-
ancy in breasting diffi ;ulties, unremitting
solicitude for those nearest his heart, love
of children, . . . laboriousness in & life of
unremuneraiive drudgery, and his nature
essentially religious.” He is described as
a Marcus Aurelius of our Century; a pro-
duct of Christianity, {moulded in spirit
by that which, in its doctrinal statements
and prevailing customs and ceremonisls,
he repudiated.

Erect acd stately, (and with reverence,
he moves betore us, and revives in his
person all the dignity and self-possession
t)at he found 1n the spirits whose product
he covcted and cherished. Why should he
bow to the Literary gods that are called
such, while he bad Bacon, Pindar,
Sophocles, Thomas a Kempis and
Eecclesiasticus. He comes to find
much modern literature a sickening
dose, and “‘not bracing or edilying in the
least.” He is quite wholesale in his dis-
approval of natures alien in practice and
principle from his own. To Mre. Browning
the Greek mythology was a dry ground
out of which no living healing plant can
grow, and she lamented a Schiller's wast™
ed strength. Notas s dead thing wculd
Arnold regard his own tragedy, ‘“Merope”
but as possessing what Buddha called “‘ths
character of filty, that true sign of the
law.” So he would have a friend in Italy
induce Robt. Browning to read it; and
adds tothe request bis opirion of her
whom her husband pronounced, ‘‘half
angzel and half bird.” ‘*As to his wife, I
regard her as hopelessly confirmed in her
aberration from health, nature, beauty, and
truth.” Burne isto him ‘a beast with
splendid gleams,” while the medium in
which he lived,” Scotch peasants, Scotch
presbyterianism, and Scotch drink, is re-
pulsive.” Nor does he greatly affect
Burns’ eulogist: *I never much liked
Carlyle. He seemed to me to be carrying
coals to N tle, preaching
to a nation which had plenty of it by nature
but was less abundabtly supplied with
several other useful things.” Emerson,
moonstone to Carlyle, he regarded of more
practical and hclpful account. Tennyson
is not to him a deep sou'-commanding poet
nor a great intellect; he is to him defici-
ent in ideas, and inferior to Wordsworth,
Shelley and Byron, in elemental poetic
powecr.

Homer, ‘ths
thundrons, the intense,”is to him the
monarch of foete, rising even above
Shakespeare in solitary grandeur, leaving
him “*behind as far as perfection leaves
imperfection.”

“Traces of his presence in this country are
-discoyerable in his correspondence, and of
his impressions and opinions, frank and
honest, whether relishing or not. He has
an eye occasionally for American Scenery.
«The hills of the Ohio valley at Cincinnati
are really picturesque, and the views from
the park-like heights around were very

preacher, when it was known he was pres-
ent ; t0 Beecher may have been restrained,
and have failed to exhibit that native fervor,
which must have been taking with Arnold.
His criticisms of American life and the
American press are well known. Our
civilizstion he sces is *‘distinctly inferior to
that ot Europe.”

Except Franklin I know hardly
any one so selbst-standig, so broad and
strongsighted, as well as firm charactered,
that they have had.” Grant, presented to
him the characteristics Arnold valued, and
which he struggled to attain.

Uses to Which the Invention 1s Put by the
Actors and Actresses.

Actars snd singers of & century ago who
made history in their’social meetings in the

room would no doubt have been as-
tonished had they been fold that their most
noted successors would meet to talk or sing
nto a machine that would faithfully produce
their voices. There is a pleasant room on
the eighth floor in the big building at Six-
teenth street, New York city, where men

and women who are footlight favorites meet |

to laugh and talk, smoke cigarettesard ex-
change gossip. Their chiet business there
is to record in the phonograph some of the
gems of operas or striking passages in plays.
But incidentally there isa deal of enjoy-
ment in bearing repeated the voices of
other artists, perbaps on the other side
the world. The room is tte studio, work-
and cffice of Licutenant Gianni Bet-
tini of the Italian cavalry, who has been at
work since 1889 improving and simplifyirg
the Edison phonograph attachment. It re-
produces the voice in loud, distinct and
natural tones to a far greater extent than
the ordinary phonograph of commerce.
No bearing tubes are used, but its sound
is emitted from a trumpet-mouth appendage.
«odcutenant Bettim has been in this country
bt a few years. When be turned his at-
ion to the phonograph, he experiment-
ed with diaphragms until he invented one
that would reproduce the tones of the voice
without the tqueaky noise usually heard
in [the machine. The result was most
ble in the reproduction of the full
and high notes of the voices of womer. For
profeseioral artists and singers the value of
the invention was at once apparent. Lieu-
tenant Bettini has a very large acquaintance
among noted entertainers who come to
this country, and his studio became a resort
for them.

Taken altogether, there are stored away
on cyhnders, in properly labeled boxes,
the voices of some of the most famous pro-
fessional artists and singers in the world,
and the collection is unequaled anywhere.
There are songs by Yvette Gailbert, who
sang into Lie t Bettini's ph h
on her recent visit tc this country. Yvette's
voice ded from the phonograph one
of ber English songs, I Want You, My

oney.” Then tte voice gave “La
Soularde” and an imitation of Bernhardt's
style of delivery ina favorite ctaracter.

The City a Place where Friendships Are Not
aTe Easily;madeat First.

¥ A woman coming from a smaller city to
make a home in New York will find maby
things that will strike her as peculiar says
the Advertiser. In her former home she
had many friends and could not go any-
where without meeting someone who
seemed glad to see her. The perfect in-
difference of New York people to each
other is something that is difficult for her
to understand. Perbaps there is no place
in the world where it is more difficult to
make friends than in New Yo:k, not
because the people are cold and unre-
sponsive | to overtures of friendship but
simply because they have no time to devote
to its cultivation.

One may live for years in one of the larze
apsrtment houses without even knowing the
names of the people living above or below
on the sane floor.

VENESUELA'S SEEPHERD BIRD.

Xt Is Onalled the Yakamik and is as Good
as & Dog for Caring for a Flock,

The ratives of Venezuela and adjoining
countries on the North side of the river
Awazon often avail themselves of the ser-
vicés of a native crane to care for their
poultry, and also,{in the place of collies or
shepherd dogs, used by North Americans
and Europeans, to guard and herd their
domestic animals.

This remarkable bird, which the Indians
call yakamik and ornithologists Psophis
crepitans is found in & wild atate in the
great forests that lie between the northern
coasts of South America and the Amszon
River, particularly in Venezuela and Brit-
ish Guiana. The birds never leave the
iorests unless shot or captured. They
travel about in flocks of trom 100 to 200,
in search of the berries, fruits, and insects,
upon which they subsist. Their usual gait
is a slow and stately march, but they en-
liven themselves from time to time by leap-
ing up into the air, executing eccentric and
fantastic waltzes, and striking the most ab-
surd and preposterous attitudes. If pur-

The
yakamiks usually deposit their eggs in a hol-
low in the ground often at the foot of a tree.
A nesi generally contains ten eggs, of a
pale green color. The young birds fol-
low their mothers as soon as they are batch-
ed, but donot lose their pretty downy
covering until several weeks old. The
yakamiks are very readily tamed, and prove
valuable servants to the Indians, who do-
mesticate them, and as they are coursge-
ous and will protect animals intrusted to
their care at every risk to themselves,
even dogs are obliged to yield to their
authority. They may be trusted with the
care of a flock of sheep or domestic towls,
aud every morning will drive the ducks
and poultry to their teeding places and,
carefully collecting any stragglers, bring
them safely bome at night. A yakamik
soon learns to know and to obey the voice
of its master, follows him, when permitted,
wherever he goes, and appears delighted
at receiving his It repines at his
absence and welcomes his return, and is
extremely jealous of any rival. Should
any dog or cat approach, it flies at it with
the utmost fury, and attacking it with
wings and beak drives it away.

It presents itself regularly during meals
from which_it chases all domestic animals,
and even the negroes who wait on the
table, if it 18 not well acquainted with them,
and only asks for a share of the eatables
sfter it bas driven away all who might as-
pire to a favorable notice from the family.

This as-
sertion may seem hard upon the seller,
but so clever are the imitations of amber
now in the market the dealers need have
little fear of selling them, as none but an
expert can tell the false from the real.
Celluloid and amberine are the cheapest
of the imitations, and no dealer would think
of recommending them as amber to any
one who appeared to know much about
what he wanted. But with amberoid itis
a different matter, for, as this substance,
is made from the amber itself, there is no
perceptible difference in its appearance or
properties.
